THE MISCEGENATION CASE.

The White Wins and the Black
Loses Again.

The municipal court was filled with spec-
tators yesterday, who were attracted by the
novelty of the case of John Cummins, the

colored porter who was charged with per-
jury in swearing that Julia Lydou, a young
white grirl. when he procured a license to
wed Her. Cummins, a full-blooded negro
with thick lips and low forehead.sat quietly
Dehind his attorney, J. D. Cottrell, witha
stolid look upon his coal-black face. He
ivas neatly dressed and appeared to be
ibout thirty years old. His wife was seated
lear her mother and Assistant County At-
orney Jamison. She was decid-
sdly attractive in appearance. A
)air of innocent blue eyes
jeeped from under a disordered bang of
arown hair, and she certainly looked as

though she might be 18, although her
parents claimed that she was four years
younger. Mrs. Lydon was the lirst wit-
ness. She had first seen Cummins at his
rooms, over Kay's tea store, on Thursday
last, three days after the marriage, and had
asked himhow he had the cheek to marry
her daughter. He answered: "This is a
free country, and Imean to treat her like
a lady, which she is." Mrs. Lydon had
first seen her daughter after the marriage at
the lock-up. Julia said: "I've married
John, and I'm going to have him." Julia,

Bhe said, would be 15 Aug. 31. Detective
Harvey, who was present at the interview
between Mrs. Lydon and her daughter,

testified that the former said: "Agirl like
you might have married! a white
man and not a black nigger like
him." Julia answered: "Yes, 1 suppose
Imight have married some drunken white
brute." The defense here moved for dis-
missal, claiming that the prosecution had
failed to show that Cummins had actually
known that the girl was under IS when he
swore to the application for a marriage
license. Judge Bailey overruled the mo-
tion, saying:

1know olnothingmore important than an
affidavit toget a marriage certificate, and if
the theory of the defense is supported, any
girlcould make a statement as to her age
and a man could get a license and then get
away from this statute on that plea. If that
was so this statute would be a nullity.I
think the party marrying is bound to know
the truth as toa girl's age before he makes
oath.

Cummin's was next put upon the stand
by the defense. He said he had been em-
ployed as a porter in Sherman's saloon on
Lock-up alley, and had lirst met Julia at a
restaurant, where she came to visit a cousin
employed there. Afterwards he met her on
the street and got acquainted with her.
When he suggested marriage he had asked
ifher folks would object. She said she
didn't care whether they did or not. She
had been working out for six years, and
never visited home because her father
abused her. He remembered having asked
her it she was IS years old and recollected
that she had said she was. They were
married at Mrs. Hadley's, on Fourth ave-
nue south, and Julia said something after
the ceremony abOTt having fooled him, as
she was not IS. The girl, Julia Cummins
nee Lydon, was next examined. She said
she wasn't sure how old she was, but her
mother claimed she was 15. They had no
family Bible at home. ,She admitted telling
Cummins about two hours before the mar-
riage that she was 18 years old, and con-
fessed that she told a falsehood. The min-
ister who performed the ceremony did not
ask her how old she was.

CUMMIN'SKOUXD OVEK.
This closed the examination, and Judge

Bailey bouud Cummins over to the grand
jury, iixinghis bonds at 81,000. His wife
\yas committed to the House of the Good
Shepherd. This was the desire of her
mother, and the girl did not object. She
had stated right along that she had
loved "her John" and wanted to
live with him. Her confinement
in the lock-up seems, however, to have
brought her to her senses, for she professed
after the trial to be desirious of never see-
ing him again. Cummins does not bear a
good reputation. He came here several
years aeo from St. Louis, and has always
managed to live without doing much work.'

'He's a dead tough coon, sure enough."
said one of his own color yesterday. "If
he was an honest, hard-working man I
should think he had a right to marry a
white giri if he wanted to, but he isn't,
and I'dkilla sister of mine before Td let
her marry him."

THE STOVE EXPLODED.

A Lady Dangerously Burned by
Rlazing; Oil Froiu a Move.

Yesterday afternoon at the residence of
Charles H. Babbitt, 901 Hawthorne ave-
nue, a gasolene stove, upon which a tea-
kettle was boiling, exploded with terrilic
force, setting the house on lire, and danger-
ously, probably fatally, burning Mrs. Bab-
bitt, the mother of Mr. Babbitt. Mrs. Bab-
bitt is 01 years of age, and was lying
on a sofa near the stove when the explosion
took place. The burning fluid went all
over her. and before she could move she
was enveloped in a sheet of flame. Her
face and breast were burned in the worst
nanner, and it will be almost a miracle if
jhe survives her injuries. Mr. Babbitt was
.n the house when the accident took place
md subdued the flames at the cost of burn-
Ing himself severely. He took his mother
to the residence of John Bunuell, where she

The council committee on ways and

means yesterday opened six bids for the
whole series of four per cent, permanent
improvement bonds, amounting to$155,000.
Itwas found that A. J. Moulton of New
York was the highest bidder at 101 26.100.

This is the highest amount ever obtained
for4 per cents. Last summer $50,000 of
school bonds were sold to the Farmers &
Mechanics bank for 100 1-8. Thirty thou-
sand dollars at the same series at that time
sold at par. There certainly isno surer in-
dication of the prosperity of the city than
the high estimate placed upon Minneapolis
securities.

A BADDAY OF THE WEEK.

The Exposition Opening: Will Oc-
cur, With Stately Program, on
Monday? Notes of the Progress of
Buildingand Exhibits.
The Exposition is ;to open on Aug. 23,

and as that day is Monday, it occurred to
the board of directors at yesterday's meet-
ing that itwould be a difficult matter to
get people from the outside on that date,
especially if they lived more than three
hours away. Mr. Washburn called this
up, aud the board discussed it at length.
It was the unanimous opinion that the
opening day should be characterized by
some splendid and stately program, and the
directors wouldnot listen to a proposition
to have the program deferred. Supt.
Ilibbard said the day advertised must be
observed as the opening, and especially as
this was the lirst day. Itwas found itwas
a mistake to have selected Monday as the
opening day, but as long as it had been
selected and advertised, it will be so car-
ried out, and the day willbe made memor-
able by a grand program.

Animportant matter is the street car ar-
rangement, Mr. Lowry proposing to throw
every line over to the Exposition. He
wrote the board yesterday that he found
that, in order to do this, he must get the
right of way and lay track on Nicollet ave-
nue, from Washington to Bridge square.
The board has no control of this, and the
matter willbe referred to the council.

Subscriptions to the amount ?f $1,250
were reported, and bills aggregating $25,-
--355.37 were ordered paid. The Minneapo-
lis Stereopticon company wants to give an
entertainment. Supt. HibDard has re-
turned from lowa. The Nicollet Avenue
Illuminating association has begun a general
canvass, inorder to raise the balauce neces-
sary for the perfection of the scheme. The
Journal has taken Si,ooo of stock. The
Athenian collection ofcasts has arrived in
New York, and the German collection is
daily expected. This last will complete
the lot. Exhibits willbegin coming in the
lirst part of next week. The tower is now
ready for the final wood work.

Yesterday W. W. Sly gave aa exhibition of
the fire-proof qualities of the paint to be used
in the building. It was eutirely satisfactory,
and a public test will be made on Bridge
square to-day. Allapplications for space are
now being merely filed, and space not occu-
pied by Aug.16, willbe forfeited. The Mani-
toba spur track will be completed in two
weeks.

RELEASED AT LAST.

Mrs. Cawthorue Secures a Divorce
From Her Husband*

Nov. 30, 1885, MaryH. Cawthorne filed
divorce proceedings against George Caw-
thorne, to whom she was married at La
Crosse, Wis., Dec. 20, 1886, alleging drunk-
enness, cruel and inhuman treatment and
failure to support. The complainant told a
tale of terrible domestic suffering, and re-
cited the fact that the parties had one child,
a daughter 7 years old. Mrs. Cawthorne.
asked for a complete divorce and the cus-
tody of the child, alleging that the husband
was not a fitperson to have the care of!it.
The matter came up for hearing and was
taken under advisement by Judge Lochren,
Feb. 27, when no appearance was made on
the part of the defendant. Yesterday a
decision was returned granting the divorce
aud awarding the child to the mother.

Inthe divorce case of William J. Hurd,
the dentist, against Carrie S. Hurd, in
which he charged her with committing
adultery withone Neil Wenthfield at Kan-
sas City on April22, 1884, and at various
times thereafter, a decision was filed yester-
day granting him a complete divorce. Mr.
and Mis. Hurd were married at Weston,
Mo.,Jan. 6, 1882. Mr. Hurd is about 27,
while the woman he has just secured a di-
vorce from is five years younger.

Amotion for a new trial in the case of O.

S. Chamberlin against John T. West, as
proprietor of the West hotel, was denied
yesterday by Judge Lochren on the ground
that the evidence introduced was not of
sufficient strength to warrant him insetting
aside the findings of the twelve men who
constituted the jury. The verdict was for
$184, the value of a diamond pin taken
from Mr. Chamberlin's room while he was
a guest at the hotel.

Anorder was made yesterday by Judge
Lochren overruling a demurrer made in the
case of Gustav Stromberg against Mary M.
Chester, an action to quiet title.

Inthe matter of the Ketcham divorce
case, wherein Flora E. Ketchum sued Will-
iam L.Ketcham for a complete divorce, an
order was made yesterday granting the
same and allowing Mrs. Ketcham to resume
her maiden name, Flora E. Harpham.

THE SAWMILLS.

Their Value Depreciated by the Su-
preme Court Decision.

?'We are here because we don't want to pay
taxes on other men's property," said John
De Laittre to the board of equalization ;yes-
terday. "When we bought the sawmill sites
it was the understanding that the sawmills
should get such power as was necessary to
run the mills. Noone in those days knew
much about water power, so it was put the
deeds that 50 cubic feet per second with 33
feet head was sufficient, and a third more.
Ifwe had known then that this was not
enough we could have got more. Now itap-
pears that inrunning our mills we have used
from130 to 150 cubic feet per second. The
millcompany, therefore, applied to the courts
to have us permanently ? enjoined fromusing
more water power than the deeds called for.
We also petitioned the courts to. have
the deeds reformed on the ground that
it was the understanding that we were to
have all the power we needed. The supreme
court has just decided against us, holding
that the language of the deeds must stand.'
The injunction asked for by the water power
company is :refused, the court considering
that we bought the mill sites in good faith,
and are therefore entitled to the privilege of
renting what extra power we need. Now
with fifty cubic feet per second we can't saw
a log. We have got to rent more power and
we object to paying tuxes upon this power
that weshall rent. This decision of the court
detracts from the value of our property, as a
mill without sufficient power is practically
valueless."

Aid.Morse? much should be rebated?
Mr.De Laittre? What do you assess other

water powers that are not inuse?
Assessor ?They are assessed, as a part

of the realty.
De Laittre? That's it. Jim Hill, who owns

three unused water powers.pays $5,000 for the
same thingon which we are assessed $15,000.
Why is this?

Aid.Lawrence ?For the reason that we
wouldn't assess your millifit had no water
power.

After some further dispute, Mr. De Lait-
tre stated that he thought the assessmeut
on his millshould be cut down from $30,-
--000 to $20 000. Finally the assessment on
each of the five mill sites inuse on the
East side was reduced SS.OOO, or from $30,-
--000 to $22,000. Aproposition to. make up
for abatement by increasing the assessment
upon the three unused East side water
powers owned by J. J. Hill, from So,000 to
$12,000 each was next considered, but no
decisive action was reached.

COULD NOT BE PROVED.

AYoung' Business Man, Arrested as
an Incendiary, is Charged With
a. Plain Drunk.

A young business man, well known
around town, and a brother of a prominent
lawyer, was arrested at an early hour yes-
terday morning while acting in a very sus-
picious manner. He was considerably
under the influence of liquor, and not being
able to give a satisfactory account of him-
self was locked up on suspicion of having
caused the two fires on Hennepin avenue.
The first one was in the building directly
opposite Arnold's lodging house about 10
o'clock and was plainly incendiary, has a
hall lamp was found turned upside
down and paper scattered around. There
were other indications that also led to
the belief that the fire was of incendiary
origin. When the firemen and officers ar-
rived at the scene they were told that this
man, who gave his name as George Smith
in the police court yesterday morning, had
been seen around there a short time before,
acting in a peculiar and suspicious manner.
A search was was made for him, but he
could not be found. At 3 o'clock in the

!lodging house, where it was found that a
| quantity of shavings over a wood' closet on

the second floor had been ignited by some
one, who had climbed up on a step-ladder.
"Smith" had been seen around a few mo-

ments before, and as he had nothing to say
as to why he was around there both times,
he was locked up. Yesterday nothing hav-
ing been found against him upon which to
base a charge of arson, he pleaded guilty to
a simple charge of drunkenness and paid
hisgfine.

ANOLD FRIEND.

Officer Simon Sinionson Reinstated
in the Second Precinct.

Charges have been preferred against
Officer Simon Simouson of the Second pre-
cinct station, and he was to have been in-
vestigated yesterday but Capt. Bosworth
and the mayor did not happen to meet.
The result was Simouson made a statement
and the suspension ordered by Capt. Bos-
worth.was revoked. The officer was charged
with leaving his beat repeatedly while on
duty and visiting^arties and balls for hours
at a time, and alii withinducing a fellow
officer to accompany him. The captain is-
sued 7 strict orders forbidding a recurrence,
but on Sunday morning at 3 o'clock the
officer was seen to walk up to a woman
who was accompanied by a young man, and
take the woman from her escort and ac-
company her to the officer's own house.
Mrs. Simonson is absent frpin the city, and
the circumstance, which was at once re-
ported to Capt. Bosworth, appeared quite
suspicious. Indeed a similar occurrence
had previously been reported tothe captain.
The officer was suspended, and yesterday
he delivered up his club, star, whistle and
other city effects to the colonel of police,
supposing evidently that his time had come.
He finallyexplained to the.mayor that the
woman in the case is Emma Jones, an inti-
mate friend of Mrs. Simonson, and that she
had called him to take her away from her
escort, and furthermore that he was guilt-
less of wrong doing. The suspension was
revoked without further investigation.

A BRIDGE SUICIDE,

A Once Fascinating: Member of the
Demi-Monde Leaps Into the River.

After a Quarrel With. Her Lover She
Plunges from the East Side Bridge.

About 10 o'clock last night Pearl Foster,
an inmate of Nettie Connelly's bagnio,
committed suicide by throwing herself into
the river from the bridge onCentral avenue,
near the Second precinct police station.
A young man, William Foster, with
whom she has been intimate
for some weeks, was a few
feet behind her and says she placed her
hands on the railing and vaulted over with-
out saying a word. Miss Foster was a
handsome blonde of 20 years and originally
came from St. Louis. She has only been
in Minneapolis five weeks.

Yesterday afternoon she was out at the
lake withFoster, returning about 9 o'clock
last evening. She was taken to the house,
while Foster returned the horse to the
stable on the West side. Not returning as
soon as he might, the girl became impa-
tient and started out to look for him. She
met him on Central avenue and the
two returned again to the house.
As soon as she entered she
threw herself into a chair and
began sobbing. On being asked by the
housekeeper to dress herself for the even-
ing she replied that she didnot care todress
any better than she was and rushed from
the house. Her lover followed her, and
was but a few feet behind her on the bridge
when she jumped.

"Oh, my God," said he, to a reporter
who called at the Connelly house to see
him. "Iwillnever forget the splash in the
water. Iknow of no reason why she should
have done that. We had had no trouble of
any kind and Igave her everything she
wanted. We had" been at the lake all day,
and had been drinking some, tfut
not a cross word did we have. I
was going to take her away from here
in a short time. Oh. it's terrible," and the
young man broke down and wept like a
child. His grief was terrible to witness.

"1cannot imagine what caused poor Pearl
to kill herself," said Nettie Connelly, the
keeper of the house where the girllived.
"She was one of the best girlsIever knew,
always bright and pleasaat, but inclined to
be a little extravagant. When she came in
from her ride she acted in a somewhat pe-
culiar manner, but she said nothing1 that
would lead me to think she was going to kill
herself. She was crying wheu she left the
house, and she said she was onlygoing out
for a short time. Idon't know whut her
right name was."

Asearch was at once begun for the
drowned girl, butup to11 o'clock the body
had not been found. The water is very-
deep at the point where she threw herself
in, and there is a strong probability that
the body may have been carried down a
considerable distance by the strong current.
