The Mounted Sword Contest Between
Walsh and Ross Witnessed by a
Large Crowd.

THE MOUNTED COMBAT.

Ross and Walsh .ect on the Blood~
less Sanids of Calhoun.

For a week past the city has been copi-
»usly supplied with handbill literature de-
icriptive of the great mounted sword comn-
dats between Duncan C. Ross and Sergt.
Charles Walsh. Lithographs and photo-
graphs were distributed. which represented
t..em as mounted on fiery charges. clad in
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»0ats of mail, while the sparks seemed to
fairly fly from their clashing steel. In fact
it seemed that a revival had been brought
about of the savage sport of more savage
men

In days of old,

When knights were bold.

The combats were described as intensely
exciting, and while econducted with desper-
ate valor, could be witnessed in saiety by
even women and children. 1f there is
anything that will catch the aver-
age Minneapolitan with more rapidity
than anything else it is a scheine which is
to afford intense excitement at no risk of
danger to himself. At 3 o’ciock yesterday
afterncon the two grand stands at Calhoun
park held over 1,000 people, who had gath-
ered to witness the struggle between the
men of might. The audience, it was
noticed, roosted high on the upper seats, as
though expecting that the infuriated com-
batants might charge upon them if their
thirst for gore should not be appeased.
Shortly before 4 o'clock Manager
“*Brownie” Wallace delivered a brief lecture
upon the merits of the spectacle that was
about to take place, and announced that
the "*two best men” in the country were
about to appear. At thisa highly com-
parisoned trumpeter from Fort Snelling
rode  out, and executed a solo
apon his brass horn. This
looked like the proper sort of a
saper by way of introducing the steel-clad
rladiators. As Sergt. Walsh rode out into
view all the romance vanished and a yell of
laughter greeted him. He was attired in a
tourist’'s blouse of badly-battered steel.
His head-piece looked like an inverted ball-
satcher’s mask that had seen several seasons
of hard usage. MHis arms were protected
with thick leather gauntlets, and his arm
held a battered arm saber. He was mounted
upon a pretty little brown mare that was
inclined to shy, and altogether his appear-
ance was rather more ridiculous than war-
like. Duncan C. Ross, similarly attired.
followed him. Mr. Ross sat very straight
in the saddle and wore tights which were
adapted to show oiff the proportions of his
nether limbs with great effectiveness.
Manager Wallace introduced Mr. Ross to
the crowd as *‘‘the greatest all-around
athlete the world has ever known.”
and Sergt. Walsh as the **Missouri army.”
Col. Chase, who had been selected as ref-
eree, marched out into the arena and made
some startling evolutions with a smalil cane
by way of salutation. Col. Patsy Cardiff
appeared as second for Ross and Ed Moul-
ton, the ex-sprint runner, as second for
Walsh. At a toot from the trumpet Sergt.
Walsh cantered briskly forward. Ross’
horse, a handsome black, gayly decked with
ribbons,didn’t seem inclined to like mounted
sword combats, and commenced to balk.
His rider stuck his spurs into him and he
jumped forward. At this junecture Sergt.
Walsh rode up and with a few preliminary
flourishes of his sword hit Mr. Ross a re-
sounding whack on the breast. This was
the {first “‘point,” and the announcement
was - greeted with laughter. Some one
ealled out *“‘tallv one for the ‘Mizoora
army,”” and this was a signal for all the
smart people to distinguish themselves by
guying the combatants, ‘‘break away,”
“give him a low ball,” “‘tally
one,” and similar witty remarks be-
ing constantly made from the audience.
Ross gained the next two points by vig-
orous charging and thrusting, and Walsh
was victorious in three ensuing brushes or
encounters. In the seventh encounter the
men chased each other around in an edify-
ing way that called out mingled ckeers and
laughter, and both struck each other at the
same time, the result being a tie. The
sergeant evidently didn’t like the decision

of the referee, and to settle the question
rode up to Ross and gave him a blow across
his breast that made his tin-cuirass rattle
like a milk wagon full of cans. In the
eighth encounter Ross changed horses,
mounting upon a light horse that belonged
to the trumpeter. In the ninth Walsh was
struck over the head, but the wire mask
and padding protected him from injury and
he won the encounter with a clever upper-
cut. In the tenth his sword got
tangled up in his horse’s fly-net and Ross
seized the opportunity to hagsner his back.
The referee made them take their places
again and the attack was again made and
won by Ross. At the fourteenth and last
encounter Walsh had secured seven points
and Ross six. The men urged their livery
stable steeds into a gallop, and when they
met Walsh made a lunge at Ross, and,
missing him, struck the latter’s horse upon
the heud, cutting a slight gash just below
the right ear. It was announced that
Sergt. Walsh had won the first half of the
combat by securing eight out of fourteen
points, aud that in the evening the fifteen
remaininz points would be fought. The
crowd dispersed with a final whoop of
Jaughter at the way it had been sold and
hurried out to cateh the first motor for the
city. Both Ross and Walsh had their hands
glightly eut by the blunt edges of the
swords, but otherwise they were uninjured.
THE NIGHT ATTACK.

The encounter in the evening was of de-
cidedly more exciting character, and the
audience, which was much smaller, enjoyed
itself exceedingly. Sergt. Fred Coffin was
made referee, the bucler tooted and the
fight went on. 1t wassoon made evident
to the crowd that Ross had *‘blood in his
eye” and wanted revenge. He cut and
glashed vigorously and viciously, and kept

defensive. In this style, Ross won the first
two points. Then Walsh came to the
front and scored two points in succession,
but not without an incident. In the fourth
encounter, Ross raised himself in the stir-
rips and brought his sabre with a bang:
down on the sergeant’s head-piece, just as
the sword of the latter clattered on his ribs.
Walsh won the fifth encounter without trou-
ble ancd Ross scored the sixth. Walsh gotin
the seventh point and the score stood seven
to nine in his favor. In the eighth en-
counter Ross charged as though he meant to
get Walsh's scalp, but instead he got his
wrist, striking him a blow on the sword
arm that cut his wrist and hammered him
from the horse. The ‘‘army from Mis-
gouri” was unable to come to time and the
fifth was given to Walsh, though his oppo-
nent had scored the most points. The
evening score was as follows:
Walsh......0 0 1 1 0 1—4. Total, 12.
Ross.......1 1 0 0 0 1 0—3. Total, 9.
Tom Shields then mounted Walsh’s fiery
steed and an amusing fight with Ross re-
sulted. Tom had no spurs and could not
control his horse, the animal chasing around
the field with Ross pursuing. Finally the
horse went against a rope and threw
Shields, and as he went down Ross empha-
sized it with a ringing eclip on the back
armor.

A GUILELESS GRANGER

Easily Turned Up by a Ciever Confi=
dence Operator.

Your genuine confidence man selects his
vietim at a glance and is rarely mistaken in
his prey. Last evening an elderly farmer,
accompanied by his little daughter, boarded
a Northern Pacific train at St. Paul. A
neat-looking stranger soon had the seat ad-
joining him, and in two minutes. finding
the old gentleman was bound for Lisbon,
Dak.. had introduced himself as a banker
from that city. He was an agreeable offi-
cial, knew the family the old gentleman
was to visit and promised to meet him with
his carriage and haul him home. When
the train stopped at Como it was as-
certained the sleek-looking gen-
tleman had disappeared, taking with him
$65, the'sum total of the money the old
farmer had with him. Sympathizing pas-
sengers were informed he was Levi Elliott
of Maple Grove, Barny county, Mich., but
he was so mystified he could not explain
how the swindler got his money. He only
knew the ‘*Lisbon banker” had money in the
express car and had borrowed the money.
Farmer Elliott had tickets to Lisbon and
the Minneapolis passengers on board raised
a purse to defray his expenses en route.
The police believe the operator was a man
known as Red Jerry, who makes St. Paul
his headquarters and has been the hero of
a number of train operations between the
two cities.

On the motion of Com-
missioner Chowen, a resolution was adopted
providing for the levying of a tax of 1-10
per cent. on all the taxable property in
Hennepin couuty for the year 1886, for the
support of the schools.

The board then adjourned, and the board
of equalization went into session and
discussed the equalizing of taxes, but ad-
journed without doing anything.

A PECULIARSUIT

To Recover Momney Paid the City in
a Forfeited-Bail Case.

Papers were yesterday served on Mayor
Ames in a suit begun against the city by
J. C. Worrall, for John Flannigan and W.
W. Brown, torecover $700. The caseisa
peculiar and interesting one. On the 12th
of May, 1882, C. E. Wenshold caused the
arrest of John S. McCarthy and a man
named Ryan, charging them with having
worked a confidence game on him on a Man-
itoba train between Minneapolis and How-
ard Lake. John Flannigan and W. W.
Brown became sureties for the men in the
sum of $700 in each case. When the day
of the trial came on it was found the men
had disappeared, and Chiet of Police Mun-
ger attached Flannigan and Sullivan 'and
brought them into court on a writ. Ed A.
Stevens was clerk of the municipal court,
and told the bondsmen he was the proper
person to receive the money, whereupon
they paid the forfeited bonds, which Stevens
turned into the city treasury that day.
Last year Ryan and McCarthy were ar-
rested, but the former died and the latter
was acquitted of the charge. Flannigan
and Brown have now begun an action to
recover the bond forfeited in the McCarthy
case, claiming the money was paid to the
wrong person, and the clerk of the muniei-
pal court had no authority to receive it and
turn it over to the city. A similar suit
will be begun in the Ryan case shortly,
but probably not until the other case has
been decided.

FUNERAL OF JULIA CAUSINS.

Friends Accompany the Body of
Poor ““¥earl’ to the Grave.

The funeral of Julia Causins, the young
woman who jumped from the east channel
bridge, took place yesterday afternoon
from the residence of Nettie Connolly on
the East side. A large number of friends
of the dead girl were present, and some of
the floral tributes which they placed on the
coffin were very handsome and costly.
About three o’clock Rev. E. S. Williams,
who had consented to conduct the services,
arose, and in a firm voice preached a prac-
tical, and at the same time, touching ser-
mon. He dwelt upon the fact that there
was forgiveness for all who had sinned,
and closed by asking all those present who
desired to be prayed for to hold up their
right hand. Nearly all the women present
raised their hands. As the coflin was
placed in the hearse and the procession
wended its way to Layman’s cemetery, the
sceue was an impressive one, and many of
the women sobbed alond. At the cemetery
the services were short and simple. The
coffin and trimmings were extremely hand-
some.

TO PLEASE EVERYBODY.

The Millers’ Association to be Some=
what Bemodeled.

There 1s but little doubt that the Minneap-
olis Millers’ association will be greatly
changed in character at the expiration of its
charter, which occurs Sept. 7. A movement
is now being directed to its reorganization in
such shape as to make it possible to get the
mills now outside to become members, and at
the same time satisfy those members who ob-
ject to it in its present form. A committee
appointed some time ago lately reported in
favor of continuing the association after its
charter runs out, Sept. 7, and this received
favorable aceptance. A joint committee,
composed of C. A. Pillsbury, John Crosby, E.
Zeidler, L. Christian, Samuel Morse and F. L.
Greenleaf, now has under consideration the
formation of a new basis of organization
There are five mills, representing a daily
capacity of 2,500 barrels, which are not in
the association, but this element has a repre-
sentation on the committee, and is claimed to
look favorably upon the proposed scheme of
reorganizing. As near as can be ascertained
the general desire is to make the association
less a medium for the direct purchase of
wheat, but strong enough to enable the mem-
bers to get all the wheat they need. Some of
the higher salaried employes have been
acquainted with the situation, that they may
look elsewhere for employment after next
month.—Northwestern Miller.

Stonewall Jackson’s Courtesy.

When Harper’s Ferry surrendered to
‘‘Stonewall” Jackson in Sentember, 1862,
Gen. Jackson halted his horse in front of
the Ninth Vermont, and. taking off his hat,
solemnly said: “‘Boys, don’t feel bad; you
could not help it: it was justjas God willed
it.” One of Jackson’s staif asked Col.
Stannard of the Ninth Vermont if he *‘had
anything to drink.” Stannard courtously
handed him his flask, and the arrogant
young Confederate captaint poured out a
horn and mockingly said: “‘Colonel, here
is to the health of the Southern Confeder-
acy.” Stannard answered, *‘To ask and
accept a courtesy of a prisoner and then in-
sult him is an act that an honorable soldier
would scorn.” Jackson turned on his staff
officer and gave him a severe scolding, say-
ing the repetition of such an insult to a
prisoner would cost him his place. Then
turning to Col. Stannard Gen. Jackson
apologized for the conduet of his officer,
saying that it was an exceptional act of in-
solence on the part of a young and reckless
man, and bowing gravely the famous Con-
federate captain rode away. The fatalism
of Jackson seemed eccentric, but it was
part of his religion to treat a captive soldier
with high-minded courtesy.

The Eighth Missouri.

““The Eighth Missouri were good fight-
ers,” said Theodore R. Davis yesterday, as
he stopped making the smoke of war with
his brush long enough to whiff the smoke of
peace out of an attenuated cigarette, ‘‘and
what they wouldn’t steal, except my colors
and pipe, was not down in the articles of
war. Why, once at Vicksburg they stole
a grave. There was really no good place
there to bury a body, and the ground there
was so hard that the gravediggers had a
tough time of it.

The Eighth looked on to some pur-
pose and when the Ohio boys came out
next day with their dead they found the
grave filled up and a cracker box lid at the
head, with ‘Sacred to the memory of
of the Eighth Mo.” But they were good
fighters.”
