But, Allthe Same, They Are the TFriends
of the Downtrodden and Abused
Masses.

The State Closes Its Case and the
Defense Outlines Its
Policy.

Lingg Had a Right to Make Bombs
if He Chose and Gilmer
Lied.

The Anarchists’ Trial.

CHICAGO, July 31.—The anarchists re-
sumed the wearing of their red bouton-
naires this morning with the exception of
Spies, who discarded the one proffered him
oy a female sympathizer. The defendants,
3pies. Schwab, Fielden and Fischer have
swolorless faces, showing the evident effect
»f the trial. Theyoung bombmaker, Lingg,
s the one of the eluster on trial, who ap-
pears to carry himself in an unconcerned
manner. The court room was crowded as
asual. John Deegan, a brother of the
murdered ofticer, Michael J. Deegan, was
salled and testified to seeing the dead body
»f his brother at the morgue on the morn-

ng after the explosion. Officer Burns
testified to aiding in lifting Officer Deegan’s
body into the pairol wagon soon after the
explosion of the bomb, and testified to the
fact of his death.
testimony. The defense declined to cross-
examine. The state offered m evidence
articles which appeared in the Arbeiter
Zeitung just prior to the May massacre,

OUTLINING THE VIOLENCE
which would follow the inzuguration of the
eight-hour movement. One of the articles
declared that no morning sheuld pass with-
out the announcement being published that
the carcass of a Pinkerton detective had
been found by the roadside. Under date
of Nov. 5, 1885, a notice was printed an-
nouncing that armed drills would be held
every Sunday morning at No. 58 Clybourne
n\'mfuc. to prepare for the revolution on
May 1. On the same date the method for
fashioning dynamite bombs was outlined.
In December, 1885, an, article warning
workingmen not to assemble on May 1 un-
less armed. In a later article penned by
Spies he warned all the workingmen to
thoroughly arm themselves and be prepared
to tight the police, the Pinkerton detectives
and the militia on May 1. In January an
article was printed urging that dynamite
bombs should be prepared for use against
these forces.
TIHE IPEFENSE SUGGESTED

that this latter was a 2ommunication to the
paper and that Spies should not be held
responsible tor the suggestion. Other ar-
ticles from the pen of Spies were read,
published at various times down to May 4,
urging workingmen to arm and fight the
police and miiitary to the death on May 1.
The reading of an editorial directed against
a justice of the court and threatening him
with death by dynamite, owing to his d--
cision in favor of a railway company as
against an injured employe, caused the first
wave of merriment among the defendants
during the forenoon. Without concluding
the reading of these articles the court ad-
journed until 2 p. m.

When the state had finished its readings,
Detective James Bonfleld was placed on the
stand and identified some red flags and ban-
ners which were brought into court as those

found in the._Avbeiter Zeitung ofiice. They
bore sueh inscriptions as *“‘Every govern-

ment is & conspiracy agaiost the people:”
“Dick Oglesby, who murdered three poor
workingmen at Lemont, is not in this proces-
sion, you can see him later:” *“Boys, stick
tozcther,” ete. Mayor Harrisorn being in
court, the following imscription on anciher
banner created considerable amusement and
caused the mayor to smile. 1t read: “Carter
Harrison, who clubbed our citizens during
the ear men’s strike, is not in this proces-
sion, you can see him later,”
*““HERE THE STATE RESTS,”
eaid State’s Attorney Grinnell, and the court
ordered the defense to proceed with its case.
After a whispered consultation with his col-
leagues, Attorney Zeisler rose and asked that
the court authorize

pending arguments upon a motion which the
defense wished to make. Judge Gary could
not see the propriety of breaking up the
court on any such precedent in this country.
Mr. Foster said he had never known such a
request to be refused. and the court replied
that such a custoin had been in vogue in
Scotland but he knew of no reason why the
zustom should be initiated here. *I shall
not remove the jury.” said the court. Mr.
Salomon then moved thae the case against
Osecar Neebe be dismissed. He said; ‘“The
evidence brought 1o has been mainly to es-
rablish what is called conspiracy. Nomne of
:he evidence brought in, however, identifies
Mr. Necbe with any of the overt acts charged
against the defendant in the case.  The only
witness brought here to show that Mr. Neebe
has any conuection with the case Is that he
distributed some circulars on the Monday be-
fore the riot, and that a gun, a pistol aond a
gword were found at his bouse. DBut, none
of thisevidence in any wav connezts Mr.
Neche with the overt acts which are the basis
of this trial.”” This theory was supported by
each of the attorneys for the detense in short
speeches, and when Judge Guary said; “I

shall not interfere with the jory
in the case of Neebe.” (The mo-
tion being that the judge instruct

the jury to return a verdict of acquittal in
Neebe's case) Capt. Black answered in an
impassioned speech, which was, however,
gimply a plea for Neebe on the stremgth of
the grounds given for the motion under dis-
cussion. One of Capt. Black’s illustrations
was quite dramatic. Referring to the revo-
lutionary articles and circulars presented by
the state, Canst. Black
POINTED HIS LONG, BONY FINGER
at Mayor Harrison, who still occupied a seat
near that of the state’s attoroey, and said,
“The municipal authorities know of the pub-
lic action of these articles, and, standing idly
by. as Neebe did, are just as culpable as he.”
The court overruled the motion. Capt. Black
then, as a matter of form, he said, made the
same motion inthe cuse against all the other
defendants except Spies and Fischer. This
was overruled and an exception taken. At-
torney Solomon then rose aund opened the
ease for the defense. First he complimented
the jury on its patient endurance of its try-
Ing position, and asked that each member
give the same close attention to the evidence
produced by the defense as they had to all
that had been presented by the state. He
asked the jury to decide whether the
state’'s attorpmey had fulfilled his prom-
l[se in the opening of the case for
the state. The state’s attorney had said
that he would produce in court testimeny
proviug who threw the bomb. Had this been
done? Mr. Salomon claimed ithad not. Pro-
ceeding to the charges against the prisoners
Mr. Salomon said they were not charged with
anarchy or socialism, but, as shown by. the
indictment, they were charged with the mur-
der of Mathias J. Degan. The law, the attor-
ney said, did not provide any clause which
declared or could be construed to declare
that the defendants had committed murder.
Mr. Salomon read from the statutes to show
that the evidence brought against the de-
fendants did not prove that they were acces-
gories to murder, -He then read from several
authoritics to show what constituted .the
offense of couspiracy. If the state had a
case at all it was on the charge of murder or
conspiracy and upon no other. He could
read, he said, from the reports as to the
nature of the evidence necessary to convict
of murder or conspiracy. *I will read these,”
gaid Attorney Salomon, **for the
INFORMATION OF THE JURY,

and for the judge as well.” Continuing, Mr.
Solomon said the defendants could be held
for conspiracy if it avas proven that the meet~
ing in which they taok partwas called for the
purpose of killing the pslice. *These defend-
ants,” he said, **are not murderers or thieves
or burgluars. They are not criminals, but are
possessed of feelings of broad humanity.
They have not desired to appropriate the
goods of Marshall Field to their own use, but
gll they have done has been in support of a
principle which is the eradication of a social
wrong. They have not advocated assassina-
tion or recourse 10 u#rms on account of per-
gonal teelings against any maun on earth, but
a1l their efforts have been put forth with the
single objeet in view of bettering the condi-

This was merely formal-

tion of their fellow men.” The defendauts,
the attorney declared, had a right to preach
their doctrines and make converts. If the
people wanted socialism or anarchy they
would have it. The law could not putdown
socialism any more thsn it could suppress Re-
publicanism and destroy Dewmocracy. *“You
forget the Rebellion," said Mr. Solomion, *‘to
put down slavery, 20 that one man would not
own another.
are white slaves,and therefore put forth their
efforts toward their liberation.

They use it for that end only. We do not de-
sire to go into the evidence presented here
because we do not believe anything. We ex-
pect fully to prove that nose of these men
have done murder or have conspired to do
murder. We expect to prove that these men
assembled at the Haymarket on the night of
the 4th of May to exercise the right of free
speech, to hold a peaceable meeting for the
purpose of discussing the interests of labor-
ing men. We do not believe that any of the
defendants present once thought of the pos-
sibility of such a thinz as a bomb ULeing
thrown at that meeting. But we see in the
action of the police an incredible animus.
We zee in them a develish design, a fiendish
design, an intention to destroy every life on
that market. We expect to show you that
Mr. Fielden fired no shot at that meeting and
that he had not then, and never had a revol-
ver. We expect to show you that the witness
Gilmeris a
CONSTITUTIONAT, AND PROFESSTONAL LIAR.

We do not beiieve that in the minds of the
jury the testimony of a sworn witness is nec-
essary to establish the fact that Gilmer's tes-
timony is absolutely valueless. We expect
to prove that on the night ot the Haymarket
meeting Mr. Schwab did not speak to Spies,
as has been testified to, but that ke left the
meeting some time before the explosion
occurred. We expect to show that Parsons
and Fischer left the meeting early and were
seated in Zep:'s hall,perhaps drinking a gluss
of beer, when the bomb exploded. We shall
prove that NezLe was at home, and expect to
show that he had no knowledge of the meet-
ing. You are familiar with the movements oi
Livgg. The evidence in no way connects him
with the throwing of the bomb, and if he
made bombs he did no more than he had a
perfect right to do, and there is no law pro-
hibiting his having dynamite in his house if
he choose. We expect to show that none of
these defendants fired shots at the Haymarket
meeting and that the first shots were fired by
the police.” Mr. Solomou concluded, reas-
serting his belief in the absolute lack of evi-
dence connecting the prisoners with the
charges against them, and asked the jury
that their verdict be one of acquittal. At the
conciusion of Mr. Solomon’s address the court
adjourned.

Auneother Atrempted Outrage.

CHicaGo, July 31.—A member of the
firm of Gibbs & Malum, on entering his
store at No. 270 West Erie street this morn-
ing, found on the floor, ten feet from the
door, a large dymamite bomb. The fuse
had been lighted. but in falling it had
struck on the ¢nd and put out the fire. in
appearance this bowb shows better work-
manship than any yet found. It is com-
posed of about a foot of highly polished
brass pipe an inch in diameter. - At one
end is a wooden plug, into which is driven
a number of ten-penny nails, An inch
from this end are wrapped several thick-
nesses of oil-soaked flannel.  In the other
end is the fuse, which is discolored from
the application of the mateh. Mr. Malum
says he cannot account for the atteinpt to
destroy his place.

Biew Upa Church.

PorrsviLLE, Pa., July 31.—At 3:15
o’clock this morning a tremendous explo-
sion, the shock of which was distinetly felt
in the city. occeurred at St. Clair. two milas
distant. Dynawmite had been placed under
the Baptist church and exploded, wiecking
the building and entailing damage to the
amount of several thousand dollars. The
perpetrators have not been discovered, but
the act is universally regarded as a result
of the crusade of the law and order society,
through whose efforts Daniel Walker, an
old and respected citizen, was recently im-
prisoned for a technical violation of the
liquor law, and who died in a short time,
his death being generally attributed to his
imprisonment.

The Missing Mail! Pouch.

PirrsBurG, July 31.—The muysterious
disapearance of mail pouch 303, which is
supposed to have been stolen between New
York and Pittsburg, is the all-absorbing
topic of discussion among the railway
postal employes in this city. One of the
postzal clerks, who runs between Pittsburg
and New York. says that the postal elerk
who signed for the pouch was not Ferold,
but Fiedler. He is a Bohemian and lives
at Terre Haute, Ind. The pouch contained
seven registered packages, nearly all of
them from foreign countries. It is difficult
to estimate the amount in the pouch. It
may be only $10.000, or it may reach as
high as the figures that were published,
which puts the value at $100,000. The
postal elerk interviewed said that Fiedler
admitted that he had receipted for it, but
said that he did not go to see whether all
the pouches in the list were accounted for
when he took charge of them at Pittsburg
as he did not have time. The inspectors
then told him that if it was not received
within a certain time he would have to pay
for its contents.

IN DEADLY EARNEST.

Gov. Ireland Talks Plainly About

Recent Mexican Qutrages,

And Says That Texans Will Not
Stand Them Longer.

GArLvVEsTON, Tex., July 31.—A special
to the News from Austin says: Gov. Ire-
land having been advised of the surrender
and execution of Francisco Arresures, tele-
graphed to Mr. E. D. Linn, the American
consul at Piedgras Negras, for particulars
and has received the following response:

Eagle Pass, July 30.—Your telegram just
received. Francisco Arresures was arrested
by Deputy Sheriff Diaz at Eagle Pass, by
vrder of Sheriff Oglesby, on the night ot the
26th inst. He was handcuffed and in fifteen
minutes wus delivered to Mexican officers
across the Rio Grande river. Sheriff Ogzlesby
claimed that he acted upon a warrant of
County Judge Hoffstetter, who says that
Sheniff Oglesby persuaded him to sign the
order for Arresures’ arrest and delivery.
There were no pavers for his arrest from
Mexico, except a letter from Mondragon,
captain of the state raugers in Coahuila, who
made a general charge of horse stealing
aguinst Arresures. A protest against being
delivered to the Mexican officers was strongly
made by Arresures, who insisted that

HE WOULD BE KILLED
by Mondragon, his personal enemy. He ap-
pealed to me for protection on the morning
of July 27, and I at once demanded his return
to Texas on the ground of his being kidaapped
and also had Oglesby demand the prisoner’s
return on the same grounds. Boih demands
were refused by Mondragon. At 1 o'clock
at night Arresures was taken from jail and
brutally murdered by three of Mondragon’s
troops. 1In 1873 Arresurves made a declartion
of citizenship in Marverick county. He lived
with his family at Exgle Pass at the time of
his arrest, and he was an omaibus driver.
The best citizens in Eagle Pass and Piedras
Negras testiiy to his good character. Sheriff
Oglesby says that he had a private undef-
standing with Mondragon by which an es-
caped wmurderer from Texas, for whom a
large reward had been offered, was to be de-
Kvered to Oglesby in exchange for Arresures.
Public indignation is very great on both sides
of the river over this affair.

Gov. Ireland has written to Hon. T. F.
Bayard, United States secretary of state, as
follows:

I have the honor to indurse the copy of a
telegram just received fvom Hon. E. D. Lina,
American cousnl at Piedras Negras.  This
man, Francisco Arrvesures, has been most
foully murdered by the Mexican authorities,
and it is but a repetition of the insults and
outrages commitied upon American citizens
by the people and the authorities on the right
bank of the Rio Grande. While no possible
excuse can be given for the part taken by the
Texas officer in the illegal arrest and delivery
to the Mexican authorities, still nothing in
pallintion of the foul murder has, or can, be
offered by the Mexican authorities. The per-
sons, whoever they are, who were engaged in
the illegal arrest will be prosecuted and ex-
amined in the name of the state and its peo-
ple, and this wrong by Mexico be atoned for
and punished. If this state and her people
must depend upon themselves for protection,
the necessary redress can and will be ob-
tained.

IN THE HOUSE.

The Anti-Alien Landiord Bill
Passed==-Conferees Appcinted On
Several DMeasures.

WASHINGTON, July 31.—Mr. Paysen of
Hlineis, from the committee on public
lands, reported back the alien-landlord bill.
It provides that no non-resident alien or
foreigner, ner any resident alien or for-
eigner who has not declared his intention to
beceme a citizen of the United States, nor
any corpoeration ner asseciation where, at
most, one-tenth of its stock or right of prop-
erty is owned or centrolled by ahiens or
foreigners, shall acquire or own, hold or
possess, by right, title or descent, aceruing
hereafter, any real estate in any of the ter-
ritories of the United States; provided,
that the provisions of this act shall not ap-
ply to the real estate necessary for the con-
struction and eperatien of any railroad.
The bill passed, yeas 209, nays 6. The
speaker anneunced the appointment of
Messrs. Reagan, Crisp and Weaver of Ne-
braska as cenferees on the inter-state com-
merce bill. Also the appointment of
Messrs. Willis, Blanchard and Henderson
of Illinois as conferees in the river and har-
bor bill. Mr. Blanchard asked that under
the circumstances the heuse would excuse
bim as acting as conferee. His colleague,
Mr. Henderson, also desired te . be ex-
cused. The gantlemen were - excused and
Messrs. Willis, Glover and Markham were
appointed conferees. On motion of Mr.
Morrison of 1llinois the senate amendment
to the surplus joint resolution was non-
concurred in aund a conference ordered.

Representative
Nelson of Minnesota made an effort to
amend the bill so that the heirs of the
present owners of lands who are not citi-
zens may sueceed to them. The amend-
ment was defeated. Lands in the terri-
tories belonging to persons not citizens of
the United States will, en their death,
escheat to the general government, should
the Payson bill become a law.
