FAILED TO MAKE RETURNS,

And the County Committee will ]"ot
Pay Sheriff Richter’s Bill==Delin-
quent Tax Lists.

The claims committee from the board of
county commissioners met vesterday, and
ameng the grist of monthly billq were sev-
eral from Sheriff Richter. Objection was
made to allowing the bills on the ground
that the sheriff had failed to make returns
of the delinquent personal tax lists as pro-
vided by law. The county attorney was
called in and the law covering the question
read to the committee. An act passed by
the legislature of 1885 amending chapter 11,
section 50 of the general statutes relating
to assessment and collection of taxes reads

as“i;(;“t(i)::sherifr of said county is unsble,
for the want of goods and chattels whereon
to levy, to collect by & distress or oghermse,
the taxes or any part thereof which may
have been assessed upon the personal prop-
erty of any person or corportion, or any ex-
ecutor or administrator, guardian, receiver,
accounting oflicer, agent or factor, such
sheriff shall file with the clerk ‘of the court,
on the 1st day of June following, & list of
guch tayes, with an afidavit of bimself or
»f the deputy intrusted with the collection
of said taxes, stating tbat he bad made dili-
gent search and inguiry for goods and chat-
tels wherewith to make such taxes, and was
unable to make or coltect the same. He shall
note on the margin of such list the place to
which any delinguent taxpayer may have re-
moved, with the date of his removal if he is
able to ascertain the fact. The clerk shall
deliver such list and affidavit to the board of
county commissioners at their first session
thereafter, and they shall cancel such ,t’nxes
ast hey are sutisfied cannot be collected.

Section 62 of the same chapter, as

i, reads as follows:

a"llfrtll?:dsbe:m of any county shall refuse or

neglect to collect any tax assessed upon per-

sonal property, where the same is collectable,
or to filo the delisquent list and affidavit, as
herein provided, he shall be held liable for
the whole amount of such taxes uncollected,
and the same shall be deducted from any bill
or bills presented by him to the board of
county commissioners and avplied to the
several funds for which they were levied.

WHAT THE SHERIFF SAYS.

Sheriff Rieliter, when seen yesterday
afternoon, said he had never heard of or
read the sectioms until his attention was
called to them by the action of the commit-
tee. He sald over 90 per cent of the delin-
gnent personal tax had been collected by
his office, the ameunt being over $5,000,
and abeut the same amount remained un-
eollested. As the time for paying the tax
did not expire until May 31, and the law
required the filing of those delinquent
on June 1. it was an impossibility
to comply with the reqnireme_nts. The de-
linquent list embracing 1,062 names had
been filed en July 12, and while in some
countles, where there were only about 100
delinquents, the law could be complied with
it could nes in this county. The trouble he
hinted was due to one of the members of
board whe teok occasion at all times to make
things as unpleasant as possible for him.
The list of delinquents, one of the deputies
said, were ne geed and it would hardly pay
the county to enter up judgment against
them, so that nething was lost by the failure
fo make ge -retarns as provided for by
lsw. W, H. Sanborn has been retained by
the sheriff to take whatever legal action is
necessary.

A. R., will follow the remains to
their ‘resting place in Oakland cemetery.
Miss Jenny McLaren. the bereaved daugh-
tor, will arrive from Rochester to-day, ac-
companied by Malcom McLaren, who went
to Chicago to meet her. The casket pro-
vided is of cedar, draped with black broad-
cloth and lined with white satin. Ona
plain silver plate on the cover is engraved
““Robert N. McLaren.”

Loans and Morigages.
To the Ediror of the Globe:

Whi le our relief society is seeking to aid
the poor and needy of our city, there are
those in the city who are systematically de-
frauding these same poor men and their
families.

A case has just come to our knowledge
where. on a loan of $50, secured by the poor
borrower on his household furniture and his
little insurance policy, $5 was deducted as
commission, besides imterest, for the first
month; then $5 more commission and inter-
est, 40 cents, fer the second month was col-
lected, and $5 more commission and interest,
40 cents, for the third wonth. In other words,
this poor man, out of work and his family
being supplied by the relief society with
daily food, was being defrauded by this
“financial agent,” as he advertises himself,
at the rate of 10 per cent. & month commis-
sion, besides monthly interest (the first 10
per cent. commission and interest being de-
ducted in advance).

I will expect prompt payment and will
not allow any delay whatever'’ was the notice
the poor fellow just received and which
brought the matter 10 the relief society’s
notice.

As the society can make no loans, its offi-
cers personally raised the amount needed,
required the fiuancial agent to credit all his
usurious commission charges and secured the
release of the debtor.

Hereafter our society will expose all such
preceedings. More than one of such finan-
cial agents are still preying upon the most
needy of our city's poor. It is but just to
this “financial agent’ to say that he ex-
pressed himself as disgusted with the busi-
ness and ‘‘withdrawing from it as fast as pos-
sible.” Names are therefere withheld.
