ABBE LISZT DEAD.

After a Lingering Illness the Great
Composer Passes Away at Bay

reuth.
Bayreuth, Aug. I.?Abbe Liszt died at

midnight last night.

Franz Liszt was born at Raiding, near Oden-
burg, Hungary, Oct. _*, 1811, and at 8 years

ofage manifested such an extraordinary ap-
titude lor music that his father, himself a
musician, caused him to be carefully in-
structed ou the piano. At a concert per-
formance in Presburg at 9 years of age he
attracted the attention of some Hungarian
noblemen, who insisted on contributing to

his musical education, lie received instruc-
tion from KarlCzeruy and Salieri at Vienna
and appeared inconcerts in Vienna, Munich
and elsewhere with great success. At 12 !
years of age he went to Paris and was in- j
structed in counterpoint by Reicha and stu- i
diously practiced the piano many hours a I
day, and finished his musical education when I
13 years old. Under the guidance of his
lather he achieved success in concert tours
everywhere and at U wrote an opera, "Don
Sauche ou le Chateau de l'Amour."
of no merit except being written by a boy.
In1837 bis father died, and for four years he
abandoned himself to melancholy during
which time he embraced the different doc-
trines of the St. Simonians, Lamennais, Vic-
tor Hugo and George Sand. He was aroused
Iron, lethergy by Paganini's appearance in
Paris in 1831, and from that time followed
his profession, of pianist, composer and
writer of musical literature. In 1847 he be-
came conductor of the court concerts of the
duke of Weimar, and there introduced to pub-
licnotice Richard Wagner. He gave free in-
struction to young pianists, giving private
performances for their benefit. In 1870 he
was conductor ofthe Beethoven festival at
Weimar. He stands as a composer at
the head of the "prodigious" school,
exceeding in the production of
difficult and novel effects. His works
number several hundred. He was wellknown
as ? roue, and his intrigues and escapades
were numerous. He took churcn orders in
1805, as it was said, to avoid being compelled
by law to marry a woman he had ruiued. He
has since been known as Abbe Liszt.

Extraordinary Efforts Being Made
by the Government to Boot Out
Socialism.
Berlin, July 81.?The socialists' propa-

ganda was never more active than at the
present time, Although there is no posi-

tive organization tne entente is becoming
perfect between the leaders of the trades
unions. Itis reported that aproject is on

foot for a general strike early in the com-
ing winter. The Correspondence, Conserva-
tive, affirms that the Conservatives
are becoming convinced of the inetlicacy
of the law against the socialists,

seeing that it in no wise hinders
the spread of the socialists' doctrines or the
increase of their party. Heir Liebknecht,
the socialist deputy, will sail from Ham-
burg for .New York at the end of August.
He willlecture in the United States under
the auspices of the National Labor league
of America on "German Socialism." The
severest sentence that the Freberg tribunal
can inflict is expected for Deputies Bebel.
"Vollmar. Aver and Viereck. Throughout

was clearly shown. For instance, when at
the beginning of the trial Vollmer and
Viereck denied that the court was compe-
tent to hear the case against them because
the Chemnitz tribunal, before which the
first trial was held, hail not sent the case to
the Freiberg court, Herr Vallaert curtly
overruled the objection. Again, Heir
Vallaert read incriminating extracts from
speeches made byLiebKnecht and Vollmar
in the reichstag. notwithstanding the pro-
test of Heir Bebel that nomember could be
prosecuted for utterances in the
reichstag. The general defense
was similar to that in the
chemnitz trial viz: That no secret soci-
alist organization existed of which the ac-
cused are members. Heir Bebel admitted
that there was a sort of an organization in
the sense of

COMMUNITY OF IDEAS
and sometimes of common action at elec-
tions. He denied that the Socialists were
answerable for articles published in the
Zurich Sozial Demokrat. When questioned
regarding an incendiary article he said that
such ideas could only haunt tlie deceased
brain of a Most, that they had nothing akin
to the reasoning of the German so-
cialists. Heir Aver described the
idea of German .socialism as the
spontaneous support given to men in whom
the people confided. Hundreds of thou-
sands belonging to no secret society gave
that support. He said there was no reg-
ular method of collecting election funds,

the socialists relying upon freed donations.
So also the socialist journals werenot sus-
tained by the party. The dignified moder-
ation of the defense created a profound im-
pression. Herr Kessler. a government
architect, and editor of the Banhandwerker

part in the last masons' strike. Upon leav-
ing Berlin he weut to Brandenburg.

It
is understood that his wife is anxious to
take a week or two for some of the Eastern
watering places. The president hates a

|crowded place at any time and it is very
|doubtful whether she will be able to per-
Isuade him to take any time of his vaca-
tion away from the Adirondack country.

IMr. Bayard intends to go home to his
!place inDelaware. and remain quietly there
for a short vacation. He may possibly visit
some ofthe New Jersey coast places. Mr.
Endicott will go home to Massachushtts,
where be expects to remain until the middle
of September at any rate. He may come
back and forth, but he does not intend to
have his family in Washington before the
Ist ofOctober.

Her money be-
coming exhausted, she and her children
had been for several days with scarcely any
food. Being assisted in her search," her
husband, who is an auctioneer here, was
found at a boarding-house, corner Main
and Central. This house is kept by Mrs.
Downs, a former resident of the same town
as the Breuners. her husband having been
killed by a railroad accident last winter.
Brenner had generously . taken the place
in the widow's heart occupied by his
deceased townsman. The truth flashed
upon the poor, deserted wife. Her in-
quiry for him was met in part by an evasive
answer, but she. refusing to leave, her hus-
band came into the room, but turned in
disdain from her pleadings for him to come
home withher and his children. In des-
peration she spoke bitterly of the woman
with whom she was living a.id the latter,
considering the remarks insulting, sprang
upon her with the fury of a tigress,
knocking her to the floor and kicking her
in the face and body until dragged away
by neighbors. The woman, weak and ex-
hausted from her long travel, fell an easy
victim to her assailant, while her husband
stood, half scared, looking on, and at last,
seizing bis valise, hurried down street, fol-
lowed by his screaming children. Medical
aid was summoned and Mrs. Brenner's
wounds dressed. Her face was badly
bruised and several ribs broken. She has
the sympathy of the community.

.Seven Persons Drowned by the Cap-
sizing ofa Pleasure Boat.

The Bodies of AllBut One Recovered
--Heartrending Scenes.

Cooked Upina Cabin.
New York, July 31.? 1n the terrible

gale which swept over the bay on Friday
night the schooner Sarah Craig, which was
bringing a party of sixteen ladies and gen-
tlemen from Atlantic City to this port, was
capsized off Sandy Hook. Seven of the
sixteen perished. The ,party were Phila-
delphia people, and consisted of Joseph W.
Jordan, head of the real estate department
of the Girard Life and Trust company;
Morris. Buckley, a Pennsylvania railroad
telegraph operator, son of M. Buckley of
the firm of South worth, Buckley &Co. of
that city;. Chester Clark, a Pennsylvania
railroad telegraph operator; AlfredPotter,
paying teller of the Commonwealt
Cank J. H. Stevens and wife and his
two daughters, Miss Mary Stevens and
Mrs. H. A. Asking, Mr. Frank Hall, Miss
Bessie and Emma Merritt, Miss Maud
Rethew and Miss Jessie McClure. On the
vessel were also two colored male cooks.
Capt. Ed?uland. Mate C.Fergusen Stewart
L. Bowman, wtth the Seamen Sam Jones
and W.Paris. y The schooner was hired by
the party fora pleasure trip toNew York by
sea, stopping on. the wav at Cape May and
Atlantic City. ! Mrs. Askin expected to
meet her husband inthis city to-day. The
party left the Spruce street wharf, Phila-
delphia, on Tuosday morning in the
schooner. At? Atlantic City Miss Jessie
McClure left the schooner onaccount of sea
sickness. The vessel was just out_ide of
Sandy Hook on Friday evening when the
storm broke. The captain took inhis fore-
sail at once and furled it, Mr. Clark was
suffering from sea sickness and had gone
down tothe cabin. The ladies went below

? "WHEN THE storm BEGAN
and weremuch 'frightened. The captain
endeavored to beat up into the bay. The
schooner was working along slowly with
mainsail and jib set. About 6:80 p. m.,
when about 600 yards below Sandy Hook
buoy outside and the same distance from
the beach, a terrible squall struck the ves-
sel and site was forced completely over on
her beam ends, throwing those on deck
into the water. The schooner filled very
rapidly, but was kept afloat by her sails
and air-imprisoned cabins. The passengers
and crew in the water reached the boat
and clung desperately to the plank. The
occupants of the cabin were still alive.
The imprisoned ladies, in heartrending
tones, screamed and begged for help. Their
friends were helpless and could do nothing
to save them. One of the young ladies
reached up to the window, which was un-
der water, and one of the men

; CAUGHT HER HAND,
but itslipped, leaving one of .her rings in
his hand. She fellback and was not . seen
again. The others were in a part where
the air kept the water down. Their ago-
nizing cries continued for a while, then all
was still. Some perished by suffocation,
for their faces, when found, were
black as from choking. Others held on to
the sides of the cabin as long as they could,
and then let go to drown. A pilot in a
skiffcame out and saved the other passen-
gers and the crew. Three tugs came out
to the wreck but nothing could be done to
save the . unfortunates in the cabin. One
of the tugs tried to tow in the wreck to the
government wharf at Sandy Hook. The
force of the storm ;y;: y.

CAUSED A HIGH SEA
and the tide was too strong to do much,
but they .persevered in the teeth of the
storm. Allnight long they worked until 5
a. m. when they reached the wharf. The
work of raising then began. While itwas
proceeding the body of Mrs.Stevens floated
out of the cabin and was secured. After
the wrecked schooner was partially raised,
Capt. Gully began diving for the bodies.
He was three hours in the water and re-
covered all {lie bodies but that of Miss
Retlew. Tha'? could not be found. Itis
supposed that it has floated under
one of the berths underwater. Capt. Gully
was -thoroughly exhausted. About noon
to-day the search was discontinued. The
bodies were lyingon the deck of the tug
covered with canvas. Coroner Van Woert
of LongBranch then took charge of the
bodies, and with an undertaker weut to
Long Branch. An inquest was to be held
to-night. The grief of the saved passen-
gers was terrible. Mr. Stevens was almost
heart-broken at the loss of his wife and two
daughters at once. None of the party
could speak of their terrible calamity with-
out breaking down. The remains of the
drowned ladies aud Mr. Clark willbe sent
to Philadelphia to-morrow. The wrecked
schooner lies on her beam ends, near the
government wharf at Sandy Hook. There
is uo damage done her beyond the soaking
of the cabin furniture and the broken rig-
ging and sails.
