L. V. White was
quoted asstalking decldedly bearish on the
market. This started some selling by his fol-
lowing, and all the coal stocks were inclined
to be heavy. Good pool buying was the feat-
ure in Louisville & Nashville. Western Union,
however, sold off to 66, with

apparently. The feature of the early session
was the heaviness of the Vanderbilts on ru-
mors of rate-cutting from the West. The
talkk was that the big Chicago operators would
all be in Saratoga about the last of the present
week, and that they had been buying stocks
for some time past with the expectation of
starting & big boom while at Saratoga. The
general market ruled fairly active, but aside
from the Vanderbilts there was no special
feature.
