THE STATE OF TRADE.
No Gain in the Distribution of Gen>

eral merchandise?The Outlook
For Crops.

Neav York, Aug. Special telegrams
to Bradstreet's this week do not indicate
any gain in the distribution of general mer-
chancise. The movement of flour, grain
and provisions by rail Eastward from Chi-
cago does not increase inproportion to re-
ceipts of produce at Western centers,
though this is to be explained in part by
the increased lake shipments, which have
rendered the lake shipping business more
piosperous than forseveral years. Reports
of earnings of thirty-five railways forJuly
aggregate $17,099,131 in1886, against $14,-
--553,706 in18S5 (thirty-four roads). The
total of bank clearings at twenty-nine
cities for the current week is 8857,429,192,
against $747,586,678 last week, There
has been a noticeable hardening
of - interest rates at financial centers,
owing to the increased demand from wool,
lumber aud clothing dealers, as well as
to advances on grain shipments. Excep-
tions are noted atKansas City, Louisville,
Indianapolis and Cincinnati. Rate cutting
at Chicago tended to depress prices of rail-
way stocks, but the market is so entirely
controlled by manipulation that an upward
tendency was speedily arranged. Bonds
were strong and advanced generally., For-
eign exchange is extremely weak on a bet-
ter supply of commercial bills, joined to a
free offering of stock bills. The total of
bond sales at the New York stock exchange
was $14,600,000 this week, against 512,-
--000,000 last week. Stock transactions ag-
gregated 1,291,000 shares this week againlt
1,029,900 last week. The lnore significant j
industrial feature of the week is found in
the improved demand for finished iron at
Pittsburg. Special advices are that makers
are more sanguine than for two years past.
Prices unchanged but the mills are pushed
to meet requirements. Likereports come
from Philadelphia and St. Louis. Dry
goods sales are fairly well. sustained, the
aggregate being in excess oflast year. Cot-
tons are strong at advances. Prints are
less active, but no lower. Stocks of flan-
nels are light. There is less doing in raw
wool, but the market favors holders." Prices
depend on the results of the opening of
light-weight fabrics, which are not fully
known. There has evidently not been so
general an advance as expected, though
late London aud Antwerp sales have been
at full figures. Later advices from the
spring wheat crop are more favorable.
Heavy receipts continue to depress prices.
The damage to corn from drouth is also less
than was recently reported, the probable |
yield being nearly l,G00;000,000 bushels, i
apinst 1,940,000,000 last year. j
There has been slight damage j
to the cotton crop from shedding. The I
plant has improved in the Carolioas, Geor-
gia and Alabama. Hot weather has
threatened Central and Western Texas.
The Louisania rice crop promised to be
heavy. The weather of late has been un-
favorabie to the growth of the cane in that
state. The price of sugar has gone to the
lowest

point on record, with a light de-

mand and with heavy probable supplies.
Tiie tea market is demoralized under large
visible supplies aud heavy Eastern exports.
The number of business failures ~> in the.
United States this week was 124, against
162 last week. Canada had 12 this week
against 22 last.

INVESTIGATING SQUIRE.

Evidence Piling-Up Against the Now
York Commissioner of Public
Works.
New York,Aug. 6.? The examiuation by

Mayor Grace into the charges against Com-
missioner Squire was continued to-day. Sev-
eral witnesses testified regarding their knowl-
edge of the agreement entered into by Squire
and Flynn, whereby the former .'placed the
control of the office of commissioner of public
works at the latter's disposal. The most in-
terestiuy testimony was that given by ex-
Mayor E'Json.

He told how he had sent in the nomination
of Gen. Fitz John Porter to the board of al-
dermen, but there was somo difficulty about
his confirmation. Tuere was uo organization
iv the board of aldermen upon which witness
could rely. Ho had no party acting with
him. Witness told how he first met Squire,
aud said that he understood that his stand-
inginBoston was good. Squire believed that
enough County Democrats and Tammany
hall men would vote for him to effect his
confirmation. Question: Why did you act
so hastily at the last momeut in nominating
Squire? Answer: Because Ihoped that my
nomination mightbe confirmed, and thereby
a man put out of tho office of the department
of-public works who was not fit to bo in it.
Question: You mean Mr. Thompson? An-
swer: Yes, sir. John O'Brien, chairman of.
the Democratic state committee and a
contractor having- in charge the buildingof
tho new aqueduct since 18S4, was the next
witness. He said he knew Flynn,but not in
a business way. In1834 ho talked withMayor
Edson about the new cominissiouer of public
works. The -mayor asked if the witness
could not agree withBrown, Howard & Co.,

Iwho were also contractors, and divide the
profits. ? The witness suid he could not, and
then the mayor asked ifhe had any influence
over any aldermen. Witness replied he
thought he could control two.

The hearing was adjourned toMonday. The
rumors of warrants having been issued for
the arrest of Rollin M. Squire and Maurice B.
Flynn were set at rest in a measure late to-
day when it became known that the mayor's
hearing had goue over for the day, and still
no arrests were made.

compensation to Supt. Wear and not ex-
ceeding $900 as a year's compensation to

Ieach of ten assistants, all of whom reside
icontinuously in the park, and whose duty
it is to protect the game, timber
and objects of interest. The rest of the
sum appropriated was to be expended in the
construction and improvement of suitable
roads and bridges under the supervision and
direction of an engineer officer detailed by
the secretary of war for that purpose. Mr.
Lamar has notified Superintendent Wear
that there is no money to pay next year
and asked Secretary Endicott to furnish a
detail of troops to perform the duties of
superintendent and park police. Itis said
the failure to pass the appropriation was
caused by the enemies of Wear assisted by
friends of army officers who believe the
park should be in charge of soldiers.

Pleuro- Pneumonia.
Washington, Aug. 6.?Commissioner

Coltuan has prepared a circular containing
rules and regulations for co-operation be-
tween the United States department of
agriculture and the authorities of the sev-
eral states and territories, for the sup-
pression and extirpation of contagious
pieuro-pneumouia of cattle.

YACHTING DISASTER.

1liree Bodies Recovered?Searcls-
iiiST for the Remains of the Other
I'nfortuuates.
Saknia, Ont., Aug. 6.? The tug Inter-

national returned this morning with the
bodies of three of the missing yachtman
and left in search of the other three. Two
of the -bodies were tied to the boat when
found yesterday. The yacht was found
wrecked near Port Franks on the Canadian
shore of Lake Huron, thirty miles from
here, at the mouth of the Au Sable river.
The bodies?recovered were those of T. A.
Telfer, manager of the Bank of London, at
Walford; William Vidal, station agent at
the same place and son of Senator Vidal,
and Hope McKenzie, a nephew of Hon.

The party had left Sarnia about
four weeks ago for a northern cruise on
Lake Huron, and started on their return
trip last week, word to that effect being
sent, from South Hampton last Saturday.

A Storm inKansas.
St. Louis, Aug. 6.? Aspecial from To-

peka, Kan., says: A telegram was re-
ceived here last evening saying that a cy-
clone had struck the town of Hartland and
had demolished twenty houses and done
great damage to growing crops. Sixteen
cars were blown from the Atchison, Topeka
&Santa Fe tracks and telegraph wires
were prostrated for two miles west of the
town. The extent of tne damage has not
yet been learned, but the dispatch
stated that no one, so far as known, had
been seriously injured. The storm reached
other towns in the vicinityof Hartland, but
the wires being down, its effect cannot be
learned. The storm came very suddenly
from the west >and seemed to follow the
course of the Arkansas river. Itspent its
greatest fury inthe vicinityof the Atchison,
Topeka &Santa Fe railway, and a train of
sixteen freight cars was blown from the
track.

SOLDIERS OF* THE UNION.

Doings at Yesterday's Session of the
G. A.11. inSan Francisco.

Gen. Sherman Makes a Speech on the
Nation's ;Progress.

The G.A.R.
Sast Fkancisco, Aug. ? At the third

day's session of the national encampment,
to-day the committee on resolutions sub-
mitted a report denouncing polygamy, and
asked that congress be asked to pass such
laws as will eradicate the evil from the
country. The feature of the afternoon ses-
sion was a discussion over the service
pension bills. The department of Massa-
chusetts offered a resolution favoring the
passage by congress of the Lovering bill,
which provides a pension of$8 a mouth to
every surviving soldier or saiior of
the war, whether disabled or not.
The committee on resolutions, to whom
the matter was

-
referred, reported

adversely. Bennett of Indiana submitted
a minority report favoring the measure. A
vote was first taken on the latter and de-
feated by 327 to 86. During the proceed-
ings Gen. Sherman 1read an address.' He
spoke of the origin of the order and of the
part the members had taken in the civil
war and then said:

"Men who have only engaged ina single
battle or a single campaign are apt to dwell
on it as the only one ever fought, and many
of us are apt to assume that our war was the
only conflict of arms worthy of record.
Others have preceded it,others willsucced it.
We now, witha retrospect of only twenty-one
years, realize that the ;civilwar inAmerica
was but a single step in the progress of the
world toa newer and higher civilization. The
revolutionary war demonstrated that the
thirteen colonies planted by Europe on the
coast of America had attained manhood and
had anatural right to assume all its func-
tions ?among them independence. The war
of 1812 demonstrated that the new nation was
capable of defending itself, not only within
its own domains but on the high seas and
everywhere. Then the Mexican war of1846-7
demonstrated that our race and institutions
must

BEACH FROM OCEAN TO OCEAN,
from the lakes to the gulf,with ample room
for development, and finally the civil war
demonstrated that we, as citizens could de-
fend the government against the greatest of
enemies, ourselves."

He then gave an interesting account of
the causes which led to the Mexican war
and of the subsequent history of that war,
and the conquest of California by the
United States, with the part taken by
Gen. Fremont. Speakiilt, bf.his own share
in the operations, he told how the battery
to which he was attached was sent around
the Horn, leaving July 14. 184(3, and arriv-
ing at Monterey on the 29th of January,
1847. He compared the condition of Cali-
fornia at that time with its present pros-
perity, and then referring to the benefits of
the civilwar, closed as follows:

You, my beloved comrades of the war of
1861, have abundant reason for your faith in
the majesty and security of this new union,
bound together in harmony by rivers and
mountains by bands of steel, each stuto con-
trollingits own property and interests, with
a strong government over all. Yet, in your
conventions and feasts, you can well spare
some words of cheer to your older comrades
of the Mexican war, who did so much to en-
large the national domain and make possible
the glorious work you afterward so thor-
oughlyaccomplished. We have largely con-
tributed to build up and strengthen the
fabric of government furnished by our
fathers, sanctified by the greatness of Wash-
ington, made doubly precious by the noble
virtues of our martyred Lincoln.

Ex-Gov. Fairchild of Wisconsin was this
evening elected commander-in-chief of the
Grand Army of the Republic. St. Louis
was selected for the national encampment
next year.

STRUCK. OIL.

AnAlleged Find of i'ctrolcuui ina
Suburb of Chicago.

Chicago, Aug. 6.? Much excitement was
created to-day in the northern suburb of
Lakeview, by the announcement that pe-
troleum flowing in large quantities
had been discovered on the prairie
near the corner of Terry and Noble streets.
The importance of such a find was manifest
when taken inconnection with the proximity
of the city's great manufacturing establish-
ments. Dpon investigation it was found
that five years ago some gentlemen
purchased a ten-acre clay banK
in Lakeview at the place named, and
have been turning out large quantities
of brick ever since. About a year
ago there was noticed among the lower strata
ofclay ablack, sticky substance resembling
printers' ink and having a decided odor of
petroleum. Very little attention was paid to
the matter until within the last six weeks.
On Wednesday a small bubbling was noticed
in three places, and close examination
showed that the spasms which were at inter-
vals of fiveminutes threw to the surface al-
ternate yields of water and the matter in
question. To-day Capt. Villars of the lake
police took two Pennsylvania oilprospectors
out to the find, and they agreed that
it was pure petroleum, but could form
no idea as to whether or not it was
to be found inpaying quantities. Another
man, whose name is withheld, offered the
firm $10,000 for the ten acres, but was an-
swered that leaving out the possibility ofoil
the tract was worth tothemfor brick-making
purposes more than the amount
named. The firm are apparently
skeptical in regard to the alleged find, but
the people in the neighborhood are highly
wroughtup. Near the clay bank is a huge
flat rock, several hundred square feet of
which is exposed to view. Itis asserted to-
nightby persons who claim to know that the
rock is strongly impregnated with natural
gas. _
