CASTLE FOR CONGRESS.

Fo=night’s Iepublican Caucus—
General Political Gossip.

A mild boom is in progress for Senator
Dastle, of Washington ecounty, for the
Demnocratic nomination for congress from
the Fourth district. One of the boomers is
Hon. A. T. Ankeny, who has just re-
turned from a flying trip to Stillwater.
Said he:

I certainly think Castle is the best man and
the right man, all things considered, to go to
songress from this district. There is no
wailable candidate in the Twin Cities and I
believe, anyvhow, it is advisable to alight
upon an outside man. Mr. Castle possesses
all the prerequisits and would bring just the
enthusiasm, vim, aggressiveness and pro-
gressiveness to the campaign that will ensure
juccess. He is strong in both Ramsey and
Hennepin counties and is especially strong in
the St. Croix valley, which elected Gilfillan. I
have been all over the district and am very
well acquainted, and to my mind Senator Cas-
tle is the man we want to defeat Gilfillan, or
Fletcher either.

The Republican caucuses will be held
this evening in the citv precincts and
county towns to select delegates to the
county convention to be held in Market
hall next Wednesday. 7The convention
will choose delegates to the district conyen-
tion to be held at the same place on Aug.
25, and will be composed of 150 delegates,
of which 121 came from the city and 29
from the county. The caucuses will be
held promptly at 7:30 o’clock, and the
SuNDAY GLOBE will contain the complete
result. It is supposed there will be nothing
of especial interest, but it is shrewdly ex-
pected the delegations will be made up with
great care to prevent any esclandre. If the
district convention is disposed to rush into
the armns of Gilfillan, well and good, but
the delegations will be so constituted that
at the first evidence of a break they will
tumble pell-mell into the Fletcher camp.
The most interest that attaches to the
caucuses and the county convention is in
the belief that at the last moment Gilfillan’s
chances will be dissipated and Fletcher re-
ceive the nomination.

A DETECTIVE’S CAPTURE.

The Perpetrator of a Dastardly Out=
rage Arrested.

Detective John Hoy was walking along
Tenth avenue yesterday morning and at
the corner of Washington avenue ecaught
sight of a man for whom he had been look-
ing for some days. The fellow saw the de-
tective at the same time and started
to run in the direction of the river.
The detective proved to be the fastest
runner, and the fellow upon reaching the
1iver threw himself headlong into the wa-
ter. **Come out of that, or I’ll shoot,”
cried the detective as he aimed his revol-
ver. The man sullenly complied and
walked with the detective to the North
Minneapolis station, from which peint the
patrol wagon was summoned. Upon en-
tering it he concluded to regain his liberty,
and fought with sucii despera tion all
the way to the central station that he had
very few clothes on his person when he
was placed in a cell. The man was Hank
Cain, a railroad hand, and tough case gen-
erally. The erime for which he was ar-
rested was a peculiarly atrocious one. T'wo
weeks ago B. Jasper, a German farmer who
lives near Long Lake, and his wife were
riding through a strip of woods in the
vicinity of Hopkins’ sfation. Suddenly
two men sprang into the wagon from be-
hind and after overpowering the farmer
and beating him into a state of insensibil-
ity, carried his wife, a woman 60 years of
age, to a clump of bushes, where both of

the villains outraged ber person. The case
was reported to the police and
the detectives have been on

the outlook for the perpetrators of
the outrage ever since. Cain, the man ar-
rested yesterday, is 30 years of age, with a
brutish east of countenance, and is a tramp
in appearance. He acknowledges his crime,
but refuses to say who was his companion
in the foul deed.

THE WORST BRUTALITY

Alleged im Mrs. Salsbury’s Action
for Diverce.

Papers were yesterday filed in a divorce
rase that will attract some attention among
a certain class in Minneapolis., The inter-
ested parties are Mr. and Mrs. Moses T.
Salsbury. Mr. Salsbury was formerly
the proprietor of a saloon at 105
Washington avenue north, and is 33
years of age, while his wife is a hand-
some woman 27 years old. They have
three children living, Julia, aged 8; May,
aged 6, and Willie, aged 3 years. Mr.
and Mrs. Salsbury were married June 26,
1877. In her complaint Mrs. Salsbury
eharges that her husband has at different
times within the past year been guilty of

adultery with persons unknown to the com-
plainant, and became afflicted with a
terrible  disease. She also nalleges
that her husband has often and
at different times treated her with great
cruelty, and acted in an especially cruel
and inhuman manner when she was con-
fined. Mrs. Salsbury also charges that Mr.
Salsbury has never provided for her support
in a proper manner, and says that she has
in the main supported herself by renting
furnished rooms and doing other work.
She wants suitable alimony and the custody
of the three children, charging that the
husband is not a proper person to have the
care of them. She also says that he sent
her to her mother’s home in Brainerd, this
state, when she was confined, without
making suitable provision for her support,
and 1moreover never came so see her when
she was in that condition.

This time she
believes what he says, and brings action to
secure certain real estate and money be-
longing to her held by her husband. The
parties were maried about ten years ago,
and Mrs. flusan then was the owner of
considerable real estate. which she is deter-
mined her husband shall not have even if
he does secure a divorce. Judge Lochren,
after reading the complaint yesterday after-
noon, set the case for this morning, at the
special term.

A STIT TO RECOVER $12,282.26.

The Rapid Service Store Railway
Company Sued for Damages.

W. F. Palmer, a traveling agent residing
at 1317 Harmon Place, has commenced an
action against the Rapid Seryice Store Rail
way company of Michigan, to recover $12.-
282.26, alleged to be due as damages and
for services rendered. In his complaint
Mr. Palmer alleges that on Aug. 1, 1885,
he entered into an agreement with the
company to act as its agent in Minnesota,
Towa, Wisconsin and Nebrasga, to sell the
Rapid Service Store Railway and parcel
carrier. In the written econtract it was
stipulated that Mr. Palmer should receive
30 per cent. on sale contracts and 40 per
cent. on leases. On May 17, 1886, Mr.
Palmer charges that the company notified
him that it had cancelled the contract.
without, as he claims, having the right to
do so. The company then owed him con-
siderable money. This it refused to give
him, and his requests to furnish him with
the carriers he had secured purchasers for
were also treated with disdain... Hence this
suit. The case will attract much atten
tion among the attorneys of the city, as
many new and interesting points of law will
be raised.

THE CiTY COUNCIL.

Routine Business the Product of
Last Night’s Meeting.

At last night’smeeting of thecity council.
the mayor’s appointment of John E. Wold
as policeman, vice John Barron, whose ap-
pointment was revoked, was confirmed.
The city assessor was granted a leave of
absence of thirty days from Aug. 15. The
police committee on arrangeients presented
an invitation to attend the annual pienic of
the department, which was accepted. The
city engineer reported that it is nee-
essary to put heating apparatus
in the station the present year,
The sum of $1:20,000 was ordered paid to
the water board fund in payment of a loan
made a year ago. The engineer recom-
mended the purchase of 4,000 feet of hose
to equip the couipauies soon to be organ-
ized in the First and Seventh wards. Re-
ferred to the committee on fire department.
The standing committee on ways and means
reported the sale of $155,000 4 per cent.
municipal bonds at 1.26 per cent. premium

and accrued interest, making a total
of $157,176, including interest. The
monthly budget of bills amounting

to $210,576.86 was ordered paid.
A bill for grading Sixth avenue north,
amounting to $1,500, was ordered to be
paid out of the general fund. Ald. Haugan
opposed the motion on the ground that it
shouid be paid out of the Third ward fund.
This provoked a runming discussion. The
motion prevailed, however. The.commit-
tee on taxes submitted a report to the
eifect that their duties as a board of equal-
izers had been completed, and the report
was confirmed. Ald. Johnson reported in
favor of the purchase of a file case and the
employment of a stenographer at a
salary not to exceed $65 per month,
for the city attorney’s oftice. The report
was adopted. The plat of Fred W. Hitch-
ing’s addition to Minneapolis was adopted.
The city engineer was instructed to grade
the lot on the corner of Bank and Prince
street. Several sewers were ordered laid.
The committee on railroads reported that it

had had a conference with the rail-
way companies respecting the pro-
posed building of bridges across

tracks at Washington, Fourth and Fifth
avenues south, but to no purpose. The
difference between the railway companies
thewmselves seemed to be the greatest
trouble. As the most feasible place the
committee recommended that the city en-
gineer proceed at once to draft plans, and
that the city attorney investigate the legal
aspect with a view to compelling the rail-
way companies to build the bridges. The
repurt was adopted. The street railway
company was granted privilege of laying
and operating a street railway on such
streets as may be needed in the East side
during the Exposition. Third avenue north
was ordered paved, from Second street to
Washington avenue, with cedar blocks.
Water mains were ordered laid in a large
nuwmber of streets.

MCARTHY’S TRIBULATIONS.

The City Hall Repairs Again==The
Flevator on a Rampage.

Thatcostly elevator placed in the city
hall building by Ald. Cutter at the time of
the big repairing job seems to correspond
fairly well with the shabby way in which
all the alterations and repairs were done.
It has been repeatedly necessary to stop
the elevator to repair it in order to make
it safe, and it is now a serious question
whether it i3 safe or not. Several
times it has  frightened W. F.

McCarthy into determining to re-

1esign his office as conductor of the insti-
tution, and go hastily into the political
field. Indeed, the machine has run away
with him two or three times, threatening
to fire him bodily through the roof and
upon the time ball on the cupola. Yester-
day the old thing created a little sensation
by taking a “‘tumble to itself” and drop-
ping precipitably to the ground floor. Me-
Carthy was the only occupant of the
carriage at  the time, and he
fortunately escaped with a slight
bruise. He, last night, took his grievances
before the city council, making a statement
of fact and asking that the evil be remedied
and that he be granted an assistant. The
council granted the latter boon, provided
McCarthy bear the expenses, and the bal-
ance was most respectfully referred to the
city engineer.

THE TRADES ASSEMBLY.

Matters of Great Interest Discussed
and Acted Upon.

At a meeting of the Trades and Labor
assembly last evening, considerable bus-
iness of importance was transacted. The
committee appointed to investigate the com-
plaint concerning a bureau established by
the Exposition directors, reported that the

Trades and Labor assembly had
been  incorrectly informed as to
the purposes of the bureau.

A communication from the Scandinavian
Workingmen’s union concerning the venti-
lation of the North Miuneapolis sewer was
read and referred to a committee for in-
vestigation. Among the complaints re-
ceived was one to the effect that men em-
ployed on the streets in the First ward are
not being promptly paid. The position of
the stonecutters’ wunion in  regard
to convict labor on the Ii-
brary building was heartily ‘indorsed.
A motion to appoint a committee of five to
select candidates for publie office at the
coming election was tabled for two weeks.
The semi-annual election of officers was
held and resulted in the election of William
Derwent as financial seeretary, H. G. Mer-
rill as treasurer and John Swift as sergeant-
at-arms.

SUNDAY BALL PLAYING.

The Question of the Validity of the

Minneapolis Ordinance Raised.

The trial of J. E. Whitcomb, manager of
the Minneapolis base ball club, for violation
of the new ordinance prohibiting ball games
on Sunday, was held in the municipal
court yesterday. 'The charge against him
of playing ball was dismissed and another
complaint, charging him with managing a
Sunday ball game, was served. J. B.
Atwater, the defendant’s  attorney,
claimed that the ordinance 1s not valid, as
it was not passed over the mayor’s veto at
the first meeting thereafter as prescribed.
The veto was returned July 8 and the
council met the next day, but took no ac-
tion until July 19. The city charter pro-
vides that in case of a veto the bill is to be
returned to the city clerk with the mayor’s
objections and ‘‘shall be presented to the
city council at its next meeting there-
after.”> Mr. Carlton, for the city,
argued that this was simply
a directing clause, otherwise the
city clerk might pocket the bills and defeat
legislation. The charter did not say,
however, that the council must take action
at the next session,and this was as it should
be,as more time might be needed for consid-
eration before the alderinen might care to
commit themselves to a vote. If it was re-
quired that a vote should be taken at that
meeting certain members in the minority
might defeat legislation by filibustering.
Judge Mahoney continued the case to Aug.
13, and asked the attorneys to submit briefs.

IDENTIFIED BY A COLLAR.

The Wian Killed at Anoka Probably
James Ceollins of Minneapolis.

The man referred to in another column
as being killed on the Northern Pacific
road at Coon creek, near Anoka, Thursday
night, while walking on the track, is be-
lieved to be James Collins of Minneapolis.
John Collins, who lives at 1516 Hennepin
avenue, stated to a GLOBE reporter last
evening that he believed the deceased to be
his brother James, who started with two
companions Jast Wednesday to look for
work in the harvest field. Pat O’Brien is
the bartender at Tyrell Bros.’ saloon, 234
First avenue south. to which the postal
card was directed, and Collins remembers
his brother had on one of O’Brien’s collars
when he went away.

SsSkinny? Captured.

For months early in the year the people
of this city were exceedingly annoyed by a
Mol-buzzard, as that species of crooks are
known; that is, many ladies were robbed
of their porte-monnaies without leaving any
trace of the pickpocket who accomplished
the feat. Detective Hankinson has ar-
rested the erook.and he is now incarcerated
at the First precinctstation. The detective
has accomplished thereby something which
must plume him as one of the keengst de-
tectives in the country. The man is the
notorious **Skinny.” He is supposed to
have no superior in his line. He works
alone, has no accomplices, and has cun-
ningly evaded detectives all over the coun-
try. He operates at funerals and parties.
When he works himself in at funerals he
appears as a near friend of the deceased,
and through this sympathetic attitude
draws off all suspicion. He has picked
mauny pockets also in street cars, churches
and stores, but seldom attempts to rob a
man. He is tall and rather good-looking,
and is fashionably dressed.

Wants the Title Corrected.

Augustas Frank has begun an action
against A. Jackson Bell and Elizabeth Bell to
compel them to make certain corrections in
a deed conveying real estate. He purchased
of the defendants for $2,460 block 27 in Wil-
son, Bell & Wagner’s addition to Minneapolis,
but in making out the deed land was described
as lying in Bell, Wilson & Wagner’s addition
to Minneapolis. There is no addition by that
name and the plaintiff declares that the error
bas been and is operating as a cloud upon his
title to the land, and is embarrassing and in-
terfering with the sale of it.

Firemen’s Relief Association.

Frank L. Stetson, chief of the fire depart-
ment, is ever on the alert to protect the in-
terests of the Firemen’s Relief association.
Last night he directed the attention of the
city council to the provisions of a bill passed
Jan. 29, 1885, assessing insurance companies,
doing business in this state, 1 per cent. of all
premiums received, and the same to be cred-
ited the respective fire departments of the

state. He also stated that the
proper blanks had been fllled out
and sent to the state insurance com-

missioner, and that a check amounting to
$8,743.57 had been forwarded to the city
treasurer, where it is now to the credit of the
Minneapols fire department. The chief
recommended that the amount be turned
over to the relief association. The matter
was referred to the committee on fire depart-
ment.

Took Poison.

An inmate at the house of ill-fame at 225
First street south, created something of a
sensation last night by taking a dose of poison
with suicidal intent. Her plans were frus-
trated by Dr. Kilvington, who gave the girl
emetics. She says she will return to hew
home. which is in this city, if released. She
is truly penitent, and declares that she has
had enough of her present life.

ALL SORTS.

“I suppose you have heard how Samuel
Ewing, the man who imagines he is Jesus
Christ. once tried to have the supreme court
impeached?” asked a court house official yes-
terday, as he leaned back in his chair and
borrowed a match of a bystander. “Well, I
will tell you,” he continued. *‘Some ten or
tweive years ago Mr. Ewing owned a farm
near this city, and lost it upon a mortgage.
He brought suit to recover it, and was of
course defeated. Then he declared that the
judge, lawyers and jory bad entered into a
congpiracy to defeat him,and carried the cage
into the supreme court. Here he lost it
again, and once more did he deciare that
there was a conspiracy against himn. Smarting
under his defeat he prepared a lengthy peti-
tion to congress, demanding the impeachment
of thé members of the supreme court and
asking that the farm be returned to him. Not
a member could he find to introduce his peti-
tion, and so one day he entered the chamber
when congress was in session and as soon asg
there was a lull in the proceedings jumped to
his feet and presented his petition himself,
His flow of oratory was cut short by the ser-
geant-at-arms, who delicately but firmly re-
moved him from the room. That was the
last of the farmer’s petition, and from that
day to this it has not been heard from, By
the way, Mr. Ewing seems tothnk he has a

pretty good show of being elected governor
of Minnesota this fall. Hope he wont be dis-
appointed.”

The city engineer, city attorney and several
aldermen had an interview with the mayor
yesterday, when the plans for the steel-ureh
bridge were inspected. The mayor expressed
his entire satisfaction ana the work will be
begun as scon as the necessary preliminaries
can be arranged.
