Artesian Well?
To the Common Council of the City of St.

Paul:
Gentlemen: The Board of Fire Com-

missioners would respectfully report to
your honorable body that, by your author-
ity,granted by resolution of the Common
Council, they caused to be bored at
engine house No. 6. in the Sixth ward, an
artesian well.

Said wellhas been bored to the depth ofJ

1,065 feet, about 200 feet being eight inches
in diameter and the remainder of the dis-
tance six inches in diameter.

Inboring this depth three flows of water
have been struck, one at about 125 feet,
one at about 250 feet, and one at about 500
feet indepth, and the water rises to within
twenty feet of the surface of the ground.

The levelof the ground at this point is
about forty feet above the ground at the
artesian wellon the corner of Fairfield and
Dakota avenues, which makes the surface
of the water in the well of the former
about twenty feet above the latter point.

The cost of the well to the present time
is about $3,200, or 33 per foot.

YourBoard of Fire Commissioners have
nad the matter under consideration for some
time and now request that the
Common Council by resolution give
them the authority to let a further
contract, and to sink the well (if necessary
to bring water to the surface for Fire De-
partment uses) to a depth of 1,000 or 2,000
feet additional to that already bored.

Of course the Board do not know exactly
what itwould cost to bore this additional
depth, but as near as they can ascertain
they think it would be, perhaps, $5 per
foot, to be done by reliable and responsible
contractors.
Ifauthorized to let the contract, your

Board in doing so would reserve, ofcourse,
the right to reject any and allbids if they
saw lit, because they would not like to let
the contract ifthe price, in their opinion,
should be unreasonably high.

Many of the prominent tax-paying citi-
zens of the city are decidedly in favor of
going at least another 1,000 feet with this
well and have so advised our Board to go
ahead.
Itbeing a matter that should require

some consideration on the part of the City
Council, the Board of Fire Commissioners
would urgently recommend that the same
be done, and leave the matter in the hands
of the Council for further disposition.

Hon. E. C. Starkey, Chairman of Special
Committee, etc.? Dear Sir: Ihave ex-
amined with some care the petition of An-
drew P. Croonquist, contesting the election
of Terrence V. Kenny, as Alderman of the
First Aldermanic District of the Fifth
Ward of the City of St. Paul, which your
committee was pleased to refer to this de-
partment, and lam clearly of the opinion
that itdoe3not state sufficient facts to re-
quire Mr. Kenny to be at the expense and
trouble of an investigation.
Itnowhere appears inMr.Croonquist's

petition that if every alleged act of illegal
voting were fully proven, and true as
stated, that itwould inany manner change
the result in the canvass which declared
Terrence V. Kenny duly elected Alderman
of the First Aldermanie District of the
Fifth Ward of the City of St. Paul, and
while itis alleged that divers persons, legal
voters, were refused permission to vote, it
is not charged that said legal voters were
duly registered and entitled to vote under
the statutes of the state, or that their fail-
ure to vote would have changed the result
of the election as to Alderman.

The records of the Common Council show
that the judges were duly appointed, and
the pollbooks show that they and the clerks
were duly sworn inaccordance with law.

Statutes very similar to ours inregard to
elections have from time to time received
judicial construction, and it has been uni-
formly held that the purpose and object of
the statutes was to secure the freedom and
purity of elections, and to place the elector
above and beyond the reach of improper in-
fluences or restraint incasting his ballot, and
that statutes should have such reason-
able construction as would tend to secure
these results, and that the words "Demo-
cratic ticket" when printed upon the same
side with the names of the candidates does
not destroy the security of the ballot, or
invalidate the vote.

As to the request in Mr. Croonquist's pe-
tition that all of the votes cast at said
election for the office of alderman in and
forsaid cityshall be recounted, etc. No
rule is better established than that an ap-
plication for a recount of the ballots cast at
an election, willnot be granted unless some
special mistake or fraud be pointed out in
the particular box to be examined. Such
recount is never ordered upon a general al-
legation of error in the count of all, and
givingparticulars as to none of the boxes.
Itherefore advise that the committee re-

port Air. Croonquist's petition back to the
Common Council, withthe recommendation
that they be discharged from its further
consideration for the reasons hereinabove
stated.
