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A CITY'S MEMORIAL.

Grand Tribute Paid Last Night to the
Memory of Ex. Gov. Sam-
uel J. Tilden.

Harmonia Hall Filled for the Meeting
Under the Auspices of the
Algonquin Olub.

Ringing FEulogies, Without Regard
to Party, on the Character of
the Great Dead.

A Graceful and Touching Memorial
on the Sterling Qualities of
the Great Leader.

The Algonquin club’s memorial exerc ses
at Harmonia hall last evening were at-
tended by an audience that comfortably
filled the seats on the main floor, The
spacious auditorium was appropriately
draped with festoonings of mourning, and
from the stage a large portrait of Samuel
J. Tilden, beautifully draped, taced the
audience,

Shortly after 8 o'clock A. T. Ankeny,
president of the Algonquin eclub, stepped
forward to the draped speaker’s stand and
made a few brief remarks by the way of in-
troduction, saying in conclusion:

When a man so distinguished as the late
Samuel J. Tilden dies it is a matter of
simple duty to all lovers of their country to
tender him praise, to magnify his works,

to make the people  understand
better than they do  now the
true nobility of his character,

and perpetuate his virtues. The blessed
duty of love is beinz performed all over
this great land to-night, and for this pur-
pose we have met here to-night.”

Mr. Ankeny then announced the officers
for the evening and invited them to seats
on the stage, as foilows: President, A. A.
Ames; vice-presidents, O. C. Merriman, E.
M. Wilson, J. C. Oswald, Matthew Walsh.

LKTTERS OF REGRET.

Mr. Ankeny read letters from Judge M.
B. Koon and Hon. George A. Pillsbury,
who found it impossible to be present upon
the occasion.

Judge Koon’s letter of regret read as fol-
lows: *1 heartily sympathize with the feel-
ing which prompts the maaifestation and re-
2ret that a previous engagement will preveut
ne from being present and giving public ex-
pression of my sincere respect for that truly
zreat and worthy man, and my profound
jorrow on account of his death. When a
man of such marked ability and thorough
atesmanship passes away his deathis a
aational calamity and not alone the great
party to which he belonged and whose idol he
was are permitted to be his mourners, but
»very American citizen who recognizes and
wppreciates true greatness may rightly claim
s place in the ranks of those who reverently
dow their heads in honor of his memory.””

Ex-Mayor Pillsbury regretted that his
health prevented his being present on the
pecasion. His letter read:

* * «Qur nation is again made to mourn
the loss of anotler of its great men. Of Mr.
Tilden’'s statesmanship. patriotism and legal
attainments noue will question. His life as a
citizen was such as to commend itseif to the
contidence, love and esteem of the people of
this whole country, and in his quiet, modest,
unostentatious manner he did more to create
& public sentimeut against dishonesty, fraud
and rascality in public matters than any other
man in the country. It was through his in-
fluence that men who stood high in official
positions, but who had betrayed the trust
committed to them, were brounght to justice.

He would not countenance or wink at ras-
cality in anyone who occupied oflicial trust
or position, whether be belonged to his polit-
ical party or to any other; whether he was his
friend or foe. He had the courage and the
will to rebuke sin in high places. For these
jualities of character he has been honored by
all men of all parties throughout the land.
His example is worthy of imitation by all,
sspec ally by the young men of our beioved
sountry.

THE RESOLUTIONS
in memoriam, prepared by the committee
of the Algonguin club, were next read by
A. D. Smith. as follows:

The whole county has heard with profound
sgorrow of the adeath of that illustrious eitizen.
Samuel J. Tiiden. He was the connecting
link between the great statesmen of the past
and those of the present. In him Democracy
gaw its principles more fully developed than
in any stutesman since the time of Jefferson
and Jackson.

To him the Democracy have turned for
many vears for eounsel and guidance as to its
recognized chieftain. Elected by the majority
of the people of theé United States to the chief
magistracy, he presented the most signal in-
stance of magnanimity recorded in history in
subordinating his own interests to the peace
of his country by withdrawing to private life
without a murmur, and in abiding the result
of a decision which appeared to his party un-
just in the extreme.

The wmembers of the Algonquin club and
the Democracy of Minneapolis desire to place
on record their conviction that in the death
of Samuel J. Tilden the Democracy has lost
a tried and trusted leader and the nation one
of its wisest counselors.

That the young Democracy of the whole
eountry may read the record of his life with
pride as they will find in it an example of pri-
vate virtue, joined with the most profouna
wisdom and sazacity.

That as a political leader, statesman, finan-
gier and reformer he was unrivaled even by
the most eminent leaders of the Democratic
party. A

That as & lawyer his great talents were
libeled not in exonerating the guilty, butin
bringing them to deserved punishment; as a
statesman his clear intellect was employed
in reforming abuses; as a man of wealth he
devoted his gieat resources to ameliorating
the condition of his iellow men.

That though raised high in station by the
suffrages of the people, he never forgot the
cardinal principles of Democracy that the
people are the source of all power.

That though prosperous beyond precedent
fn the acquisition of material weaith.he never
used it against the interests of the people at
large.

That though we regret his death and de-
plore our loss. we rejoice that the destroyer
came only after his life work was
mccomplished, and that, baving attained the
bighest honor which man can aspire to, hav-
[ng abundant wealth to make his declining
years enjoyable, and having passed the three
score years and ten allotted to men, the
jeceased statesman departed this life in the
full maturity of his intellectual powers.

That the members of the Algonquin eclub
pause these resolutions to be filed with the
archives of the society and wear a suitable
padge of mourning for thirty days.

MAYOR AMES,
apon being iml'n(lm:v‘d. referred to the sol-
pmmity of the occasion and spoke of the
deceased as an ex-president of the United
States—for so he is esteemed by all fair-
minded men. *‘In his death we have lost
one of the purest of statesmen. As a
teacher of true Demoeracy Samuel J. Til-

den has nmever been excelled. He
has received and enjoyed the re-
spect  of men  of all  parties.

He has been honored because of his true
worth, and died beloved and revered by the
people. In politics none was greater, and
paught but good came from the revolutions
he created. The people stood behind be-
cause he was politically pure, and by his
efforts the great thieving rings of New York
were overthrown. Within the past year
four of Democracy’s great leaders have
died: Samuel J. Tilden, Thomas A. Hen-
dricks, Gen. Hancock, Gen. McClelland.
Through their leadership a higher and better
eondition of public life has been brought
about, and may the mewmory of these illus-
trious leaders serve to guide us to still
higher.”
AS A STATESMAN.

Hon. E. M. Wilson spoke eloquently con-
cerning Samuel J. Tilden as a statesman.
It was not so much Mr. Tilden’s great men-
tal ability, he thought, as his sterling in-
tegrity, and undaunted courage that enabled
him to perform the great work of his life—
the overthrowing of the most gigantic polit-
jeal rings with which the country has ever
been cursed. Corruption was then ripe in
municipal and legislative bodies of New
York. and only the man of Mr. Tilden’s
signal ability and boldness would have dared
to attack, and could have conquered the

werful canal ring, and brought its leaders
to the penitentiary orexile. Samuel J. Til-
den was a teacher and not a follower, and
was a true expounder of Jeffersonian De-
mocracy. The truest test of his statesman-
ghip was when for the sgke of the peace of
his country he allowed himself to be cheated

people. If he had been of- wild ambition
simply, there might have been revolution,
but he preferred that his party and he him-
self should suffer injustice for the safety of
the republic. 1t is such character as his
that we should honor and revere and teach
our young men to emulate.
A8 A REFORMER.

Judge Lars M. Rand next paid a graceful
tribute tribute to Mr. Tilden as a reformer
and a statesman. He was in the truest
sense of the word a reformer, and inaugu-
rated principles' that present and future
statesmen will do well to follow. He made
it possible for a common man to obtain jus-
tice in New York. he dispersed the lobbies
about the legislature, and destroyed the
rings that were pillaging the people.

**OUR COUNTRY’S LOSs” ]
was responded to by R. B. Forrest, who
brought out prominently the greatness of
the wan who yielded without a murmur
the highest gift and the highest honor in
the disposition of the ecivilized world,
foreseeing as he did the direful conse-
quences that would follow if he elaimed his
own. 1nso doing. he emulated. the spirit
of patriotism of the founders of the coun-
try. The pages of history are not em-
bellished with a higher ‘8xample of devo-
tion to human welfare. +His wise counsels
will be lost to a nation whose citizenshin
his life has adorned. As years shall sweep
away the prejudices of the party which
made hin - conspicuous, impartial history
will write his deeds in glowing terms, and
future generations of men will read of them
among the greatest examples of self saeri-
ficing, unseltish patriotism of the world.

THE OTHER ADDRESSES.

Hon. Matt Walsh next briefly reviewed
some of the striking characteristics of Mr.
Tilden while governor of New York. J.
V. McHugh reviewed the early career of
the great aratesman.

W. D. Wasnburn was called for, but was
not present. A. J. Blethen of the Tribune
presented some interesting reminiscences
of Mr. Tilden’s life as an editor. From
1874 down to the present time, he felt
satisiied that the Demoeratic party has
never possessed a leader who has , approxi-
mated the greatuess of Mr. Tilden as a
po.itician or statesinan.

0. C. Merriam eulogized the life of Mr.
Tilden as a patriot, praising his love for
his country as above that of self or party.

Chris A. Gallagher responded to Mr. Til-
den as a Democrat by saying: **As a ol
we honored him, as a statesman, we loved
him, but asa Democrat we revere him.” ami
from this text made a short address.that.w 5
heartily applauded. The closing. addiaks
was made by Hon. C. A. Ebert. who.cdr-
tailed his remarks considerably because of
the lateness of the hour.

Some of the Scenes Witnessed There-=-
Divorce Cases.

Railroad and Land Suits-=Minor Lit-
igations.

It was a touching scene that .took place
in the court room yesterday“morning when
the case of Abbie E. Bancroft againust her
divoreed husband, Edward A. Bancrott. to
regain possession of her _ehild, >Maudie,
aged 6 years, was called.” The closing ar-
guments in the case, which has attracted
considerable attention on aceount of the
fine legal points it contained, were made a
few days ago, and the case taken under ad-
visement by Judge Lochren.: At 9 o’clock
both the father and mosiier were present in
the court rovm. accompanied by friends.
The little one, the cause of .all the trouble,
looked from one to the other with a frizht-
ened air and seemed to feel the depression.
The laughter and merry prattle which made
her many friends while the case
was being heard were gone, and into the
pretty brown eyes had come a look of
half fear and half wouder. As the judge
began reading his decision the little one
crept into its father’s arms, and there re-
mained with her head upon his shoulder.
In coneluding Judge Lochren $aid:

It is theretore ordered that Mdaud L. Ban-
croft be discharged from the-custody and
contirol of her iather, Edward Al Baneroft,
and delivered into the custody-of her mother,
Abbie E. Bancroflt. : @

For a moment Mr. Bancroft Jost his. self-
possession, and, pressing the child to his
heart, said in a low voice:

Weil, darling, that decides it. * ¥o'1 eannot
stay with me any loncer, for the judge suys
you must go with your mother. .

Looking up the child burst into tears, put
her arms around her father neck, and cried
out:

Oh, 1 hate that nasty old judge. I don’t
want to go with my mamma; I ‘would rather
stay with you. . V.

And her sobs drew tears to many an eye
long unused to weeping. © Mr. and Mrs.
Baneroft finally withdrew from the court
room, the child walking 'between them.,
and in this manner disappeared up the
street. "

A PECULTAR CASE.

The peculiar case of Frederick McKean
against Ida McKean was taken under ad-
visement by Judge Lochren, who will
wrestle with a somewhat peculiar problem.
The charge upon which Mr. McKean
wanted a divorce was adultery, and when
the case came up. a paper was put in as
evidence showing that Mrs. McKean had
acknowledgzed having been guiity of that
crime. This paper also stated that Mr.
McKean had. on his wife’s promising to be
a true and loving wife and never again de-
viate from the paths of wifeiy virtue,
agreed to take her back again and live with
her. The signature of two witnesses were
attached to the paper, and from all ap pear-
ances it seemed that the couple had lived
together as husband and wife after signing
the contract. Some time afterwards Mr,
McKean began divorce proceedings, -and
the Judge is at_a loss to determing whether
the charge of adultery will stand after hav-
ing been once condoned by the Wasband.

WANTS TO RECOVER HER LAND.

Martha A. Moulton has comnrenced an
action in the district court against Isaac H.
Moulton. Thomas Mou!ton and Joseph H.
Moody to recover certain lands alleged to
be owned by her. The land is the south
half of the southwest of the northwest
quarter of section 12, township 29. range
24. The land was made over to her hus-
band, Thomas Moulton, to hold until she
should pay a certain debt.

in the whole Northwest. ¢ Mr. Townsend
- has been in conference with leading raii-
i road ofticials, and is contident the line will
be built throagh:“with Winona as the
northieastern gnd Fort Dodge the present
southwestern terminus. . The people in
Winona stand ready to heartily co-operate
with Lanesboro in securing the immediate
construction of the road and consequent
connection with the coal fie'ds of Iowa.
When this line is completed it will furnish
Towa with a short.and ¢heap route through
to the East.by way of Winona, . the Green
Bay, Winona & St. Peter railway and the
lakes. With the acquisition of this line,
the Burlington & Northern, and probably
also the Faribault line. W nona wiil take a
long stride forw ard.in the next two years.

The Werra Arrives.

Bosrtox, Aug. 7.—The tug Ida N. Dalby
hag arrived : from the steamer Werra, an-
chored off- Hull, withr mails and several
passengers. © One of ' the passenvers staies
that on July 30.at 11 p. m., during heavy
weather, the steamer broke her shaft and
lost her propeller, the vessel laboring heavily
at the time. She drifted until the follow-
ing day, when she was taken in tow by the
steamer Venetian and brought to this port.
The Werra brings 170 eabin and 350 steer-
age passengers, who 'will be transferred to
New York by rail. It'is not known whether
the steamer will be repaired here or be
towed to New York. One of the passengers
gives the following account of the accident:

The accident happened about 11 o’clock at
night when  we weré 180 miles from New
York. The ladies had nearly ail retired, as
had most of the centlemen, There were only
a few persons on deck. I happened to be on
deck and suddenly felt as if something was
going wrong with the machinery, an inde-
scribable feeling, as if the screw had given
away and the engine was going like lightning
without any resistance inthe water. The sea
was rather rough. “ The shat was broken, but
it was not known at first whetber it had run
a hole into tha bottom of the ship or not, and
the small boats were all prepared in case of
need. We drifted; around from 11 o'clock
that night ali throngh. the next day.
During that day a fog prevailed until
about 6 p. m., when it lifted for about haif
an hour. During that time we saw a steamer
on the horizom. We fired a gun and put up
signals and the steainer altered her course and
bore right down on us. The vessel proved to
be the Venetian. Without any deiay what-
ever the Venetian turned around and our
second officer’'s boat carried a very thin line
to her and graduall a thicker line, until the
veszels were connected by a heavy eable.
the hawser broke onco but was repaired. It
is said that on .the second day out from
Southampton a steeraze passenger came on
deck, jumped on the rail and stabbed himself
and then threw himself overboard.

The increasing business demands the change,
it is stated.
