Fargo. Dak.. Aug. 14.? Officers James
Shanley and James Nelon of Sioux City,
la., arrested John King and Charles Mal-
lerving at Cassation to-day, charged with
being accomplices in the murder of liev.
U. C. Haddock, who was assassinated on
the streets of Sioux City last week. King
?nd Mallerving, both youne men. lived in
Sioux City a year or more as musicians at a
house of prostitution, and have an un-
savory reputation generally. They left
that place the day of the murder and ar-
rived here a few days since, pretending to
be looking for work in the harvest fields.
The officers had a warrant but no requisi-
tion from the governor, the prisoners agree-
ing to accompany them without an officer.
Shanley seems to think the accused know
all about ihe affair, but doubtful whether
they were participants or not.

Sioux City Saloons.

Sioux City, la., Au2. 14.? Col. Eibseck

of the lowa Staats Auzeiger of Dcs Moines
was in the city to-day in consultation with
the liquor dealers with reference to the
present, status of affairs here. He is op-
posed to the Democratic, principle of local
option, but accepts it as a measure of ex-
pediency. He thinks the proper thing to
do is to leave the questions of saloons to
each town. lie said: '"I tell you Sioux
City willbe as dead as Dcs Moines if the
saloons are closed, and a dead black pall

willhang over the city." lie thinks the
Democrats willcarry lowa this fall, and
advises the saloon men not to close when
the ivjaction is served, but to keep open
and sell temperance drinks. He thinks
they made a mistake in refusing to pay a
license of $105 additional. The injunction
proceedings already commenced include
thirty-five cases, in which the late Key.
Haddock was plaintiff. All these cases
willbe finished within the next two weeks.

.Montana Cattle.

Livingston*, Mont, Aug. 14.?Stock
growers are busily engaged in getting sur-
plus cattle off the ranges. Many are send-
ing numbers to Dakota to feed during the
winter, the grass being so short on the
ranges that in an over-stocked condition
there would not be sufficient feed for them
during the winter. Grass is short and all
eaten off on the bottoms where the cattle
graze during the season of ice and snow.
A large number of cattle are being driven
into the British Northwest territory. The
Powder River Cattle company alone is
driving over 10,000 head. The Canadian
government permits this until Sept. 10,
when a duty will be charged. The Cana-
dians were getting

Americans driving over so many cattle, and
occupying their best ranges, which they
lease from the .Dominion government for
terms of twenty-one years, and petitioned j

Shot Himself.

Eau Claike, Wis., Aug. 14.? This
morning at 9 o'clock Edward Kind, a Ger-
man laborer, at his home. north of Fare-
well, fired both barrels of a gun loaded
with buckshot at his wife. Both charges
missed her but passed through her clothes
and the wife fled and called for help, and
when peple arrived they found Kind lying
on the floorof the sitting room covered with
blood and in an apparently dying condi-
tion. He had reloaded one barrel of his
gun ana shot himself in the neck by plac-
ing the muzzle, under his chin and pulling
the trigger with his foot Physicians were
called, but he died this afternoon. The
cause of the tragedy is unknown, but is
supposed to have been . mental aberration
caused by drink. Kind was a moderate
drunkard and was supported by his wife.
When she found he bad shot himself she
prayed she might die.

Hugh Do lan StillAlive. .
Bkainkrd, Aug. 14.? Hugh Dolan, the

man shot by a tramp yesterday, is still liv-
ing, but is in a very critical condition. The
physicians have little or no hope ofhis re-
covery, but say that a day or two will
elapse before any change is liable
to take place. There has been
some talk of lynching Sanford alias
"Red Bay," the murderer, but no attempt
has yet been made, although a number of
suspicious characters were seen loitering in
the vicinity of the jail last night. Should
Dolan die a lynching would surprise no one.
Sauford's hearing will probably not occur
forseveral days. Sanford is undoubtedly
one of a gang of thieves who have been
operating here, and who came from
puluth. When Sauford fled alter shoot-
ing Dolan, he was seen to throw away
a watch which proved to be that
stolen from Rev. N. B. Kelly at Duluth
last Saturday night. A little later another
of the game, who claims to be George Mar-
shall of Minneapolis, was arrested and
had on him a safe-cracking outfit. A tele-
gram was received in Minneapolis from
Andrew Dolau, who went to Brainerd yes-
terday to investigate the shooting. The
wounded man proved to be his brother.

The Pretty Chorus Girl and Prlma
Donna-- AGlance at the Prop-

erty Room.
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"UST why the stage
-'door of a theater
.should be the most
dreary and forbid-
ding-looking place
In the world Ihave
never been able to
discover. It is as
mysterious. how-
ever, and quite as
much a fact that
the stage doorkeep-
er is almost invaria-
bly a superannuated
old ruffian whose
manners and ap-
pearance would in-

dicato that he had descended by easy stages

to a heavy villain through the chrysalis

state of bad second old man. until he had
hatched himself out a full-fledged back-

idoorkeeper. But as a matter of fact the
| chances are that you will find, upon in-
!vestigation, that the average back-door-

keeper never saw a play in his life, but was
just born an old man, with a natural and
uncontrollable hatred for audes.

Atthe back door the gloom and stillness
are as yet unbroken. The great door is
pierced at the bottom witha smaller door,

like the "eye of the needle" in the scrip-
tures, and the large doors only open for
the passage of scenery, as those in the East
did for the camel?, while in both instances
the biped linds ingress and egress through
the humbler opening. Just inside is the
office of the doorkeeper, who watches,
Cerberus-like, starting up at every sound.
Athis side is a small stove, always red-hot
except in summer, and at his back is a
blackboard, ou which are hung the keys to
the various dressing rooms. Apile of let-
ters is stored convenient to his hand, and
occasionally a mongrel Jor a thoroughbred
dog, more frequently the latter, reposes at
his feet.

This is a theater where a successful bur-
lesque is running, employing nearly a hun-
dred people, and the iirst to enter is a
chorus girl. She is new to the work and
it takes her some time to dress and
make ud.

The doorkeeper gives her a short nod of
recognition as the door slams behind her,
and, selecting ihe key of nor room, hands
it to her; she looks through all the letters,
though she knows there is none for her be-
forehand, and then passes beyond the sec-
ond swing door at the end of the passage
and disappears in th? direction of the
dressing-rooms. The next arrival is a
messenger boy witha boxof cut flowers for
the priina donna.

A PRETTY PAIR.

Then come a pair of chorus men. laugh-
ing heartily?big, lusty fellows, fitto tight
for their lives, but preferring the easier ex-
istence of second bassos in a burlesque
chorus. Then in a group come the stage
hands ?the unseen fairies who shift the
scenes at night and the carpenters who
build them.

They stop to chat awhile in the hallway
and exchange jokes with the doorkeeper,
who is apt to look upon them withmore
favor than he does upon any of the others
who pass his den. Once the ice is broken
the arrivals are almost continuous, and the
chorus men and girls, principals and musi-
cians followeach other in quick procession.
Allstop to look for letters and to see if
some earlier room-mate has already taken
the key down stairs.

Some of the girls are escorted by their
husbands, but they are few; others leave
swell young; men on the corner outside
With reluctant handshakes, and carefully
repeating the number of th? seat the favored

j young man is to occupy, dance iv with
j sparkling eyes and cheeks flushed with
j pleasure and the wine they've had for din-
| ner. Most of them, however, wear long

wraps of various - patterns and have their
beads enveloped in thicK dark veils, while
almost without exception they carry a small j
satchel, known in professional parlance as
a ??grip." Then a cab dashes up to the
door and the prima donna descends there-
from, attended by her maid. She passes
quickly into the tiieater. the maid perform-
ing the duty of taking her letters, which
are numerous, and receiving the dressing-
room key and the flowers? forseveral boxes
have by tins time arrived? from the door-
keeper. The leading comedian arrives
close upon her heels, tosses away his cigar
reluctantly, cracks one more joke with the
two or three admiring satellites who accom-
pany him ciear to his door and then pene-
trates to his room, win-re his clre-ser lias
already preceded him, takinghis mail (com-
posed principally of bills and iv.i'irstx for
seats) forcoined ians do not as a rule receive
many "mash" letters.

There is a moment's lull an then the
door is impatiently jerked op v and the
stage manager enters.' waieh Inhand. He
glance.-, at his watch, hast .ui.ng over
tiie one or two remaining letter-*, responds
withbecoming dignity to the effusive po-
liteness of the doorkeeper. for the stage
manager is a great man (in his way) and
lays his course directly urine prompt-en-
trance, which is the first entrance, on the
right hand side of

**
he stage, just within

the proscenium arch.
Arrived ret. he compares his watch

with the sinal"""clock which regulates the
theater time and prepares to row the call
boy for not being on band. But before lie
can open his mouth that pert young man'
bobs up 'Serenely (from nowhere appar-
ently) ready to obey orders.

"Don't you see what time it is?" he de-
mand-, of the small boy.

??Yessur."
"Then why don't you gc to work?"
The youth precipitately drives down a

dark staircase near by and emerges in the
corridors off which the dressing-rooms
open.

?'Half hour!" he yelled at the top of his
voice.

Immediately there Is a chorus of wild
shrieks and exclamatory protests from the
girls' rooms. As this is a nightly occur-
rence the youth pays no attention to it
whatever and passes on towards the men's
corridor and yells again: "Half hour!"
Here the announcement is received with a
few grunts and a smothered oit-h-or two.
and with a final yell of "Half hour!" he
mounts the staircase again aud returns to
his place at the prompt desk. The occa-
sion of the disgusted protest against the
time recorded above is due to the fact that
there are always some who, through arriv-
ing or from having stopped too long to
gossip -before disrobing, are not as far ad-
vanced in their stage toilets as they should
beat 7:30, and the announcement of the

-halfhour brings home to them the disgust-
ing fact that they willhave to hurry.

The dressing-rooms are made by running
up board partitions about ten feet high, so
that ventilation is secured by their allbeing
open at :the top.- This also allows the hum
of general conversation: to be heard and
affords opportunities for shouting from one

? roomVto:another, .which are . frequently
taken advantage of when ithe desired com-
munication is not of a confidential nature.
The audible remarks from the. male quar-
ters usually relates to topics of public inter-

test of a sporting or theatrical character-
iWhile the young ladies of the chorus emit

"Say, Kittie, got a pin?" "Who'll doup

side into a modified "Oh, it's you, is it?"
on discovering that the intruder is not of
the male sex. From the male dressing-
rooms comes occasionally a hearty guffaw
which indicates that someone has related a
new and particularly racy story.

Then the call-boy comes downstairs
shouting "Quarter hour," "Quarter hour,"
and conversation is suspended during the
last agonies of getting ready. Penetrating
to the interior of one of the dressing-rooms
we find a huge man weighing 248 pounds,
he tells us, robing himself for the character
of a woman. His male attire adorns the
walls on one side of the room, aud is In
amusing contrast with the articles of fem-
inine adornment scattered about. His
dresser puts on his stockings and slippers
and then laces him into a colossal pair of
corsets.

Then a huge pair of hip-pads are ad-
justed and a leviathan bustle, over which is
hooked and fastened a crimson velvet dress.
As his face and hands were already made
up, and his blonde wig in its place, he
emerged a coy little maiden of six feet two,
with "that excellent tiling in woman." a
voice like the great bull of Bashan.

The next apartment contains two young,
slender, smooth-faced feliows, who are to
personate a fat Dutch soldier and an
obese Irish policeman. They sit in front
ot mirrors making up their faces. One
has in front of him a cabinet photograph of
Ben Butler.

He takes a piece of wax and sticking it
on the end of his nose moulds itwith his
lingers until itassumes the proportions of
the nasal organ of that great candidate. The
bladders under the eyes are made of the same
material and fashioned in the same way.
Then grease paint is applied to the whole
face, and with darker colors all the lines
and wrinkles on the face in the portrait are
reproduced on the animate mask. Abald
wig is then donned and the joining seam
on the forehead blended with grease paint.
A huge padded garment gives rotundity
to the figure, and the boy is transformed
into a capital likeness of Butler. The
methods employed by the other are quite
different. The eyebrows and the spreading
rosy nostrils are made of pink jewelers'
cotton, bits of which are fastened in place
withspirit gum and then pulledand pinched
into shape. For the rest, the process of
painting and lining the face is the same,
and the padded garment of similar con-
struction but more pointed and less rotund
as to the abdomen. The stars dress by
themselves. The leading comedian's
room is a hospitable mansion, for the rules
in regard to beverages are not enforced as
against stars, who are supposed to have
more discretion, even if they are equally
thirsty as chorus people. Here a plug hat
ou one hook and a corkscrew on the next
one repose in picturesque conjunction, and
a row of plethoric bottles gives promise of
good cheer which is promptly fulfilled.

Ina large room directly under the front
of the stage, and from which a short stair-
case leads to the orchestra, the musicians
are assembling. They take off their heavy
wraps, for the night is cold, and stow them
away, and then add their mite to this min-
ature Babel by tuning their various instru-
ments, thus iniDrovismg Wagneriau sym-
phonies. They are all here ?the well-
known types of the theater band. The
second liddle unwinds himself from a long,
red comforter and reveals the slender fig-
ure, long, red-tipped nose and watery eyes
that make it patent that he hasn't been
sober Intwenty years.

There are the fat trombone player, the
rakish-looking drummer and last, though
first, the blonde, good-looking leader in
dress coat and immaculate shirt front.
There is the tramping of feet and the mov-
ing of heavy objects over-head. Ascending
the stage we turn into the property room,
which possesses all tiie characteristics of an
old curiosity shop. Furniture, books, pic-
tures, pipes, papier-mache imitations of
everything in the heavens above and the
waters beneath are here. Moons and stars
are side by side withhugh fish and eels,
ships and balloons, spears, swords and
truncheons, pistols, etc., etc.

Long iron pans contain harmless yellow
powder in small quantities, which will in
time Hash into red and green fires, and a
wheel full of shot for ra;u, a piece ofslieet-
iron for thunder and a magnesium light for
lightning supply the uecessaries for the
realistic mimicry of the elements.

While all Is iv apparent confusion, in
reality everything is in its place and on the
wallhangs a "property plot," or list of
articles, withinstructions as to what time,
in what place on the stage and by what
character they willbe required, so that the
property-man knows the order in which his
properties are required and can place his
hand on them in regular succession. The
stage carpeiuer has a similar list or "plot"
of tue scenes to be used aud he. with the
siage hands, has everything in readiness to
be put in place quickly and systematically.

The stage manager looks at his clock; it
is 7:55. He rings a bell, which sounds in
the musicians' room, and the call boy Hies
down stairs shouting "Orchestra in, every-
body up to begin."

I.OOKIXGOTTT OX TIIE AUDIENCE.

Some are already up and while a few sit
on stools in the wings, demurely knitting
away at a woollen wrap or a pair of baby's
socks, others are peeking through the
"peep-holes" in the curtain ostensibly to
"see how the house is,';but in reality to
see it "he" is there yet. Down stairs we
go attain and pass on the way a troop of
girls, all sizes and shapes, except bad ones.
Their silk-ciad limbs twinkle and glitter as
they ti-y up the staircases aud they are chat-
tering away like young magpies. The
little star emerges irom her dressing-room;
she is as fresh as new butter, plump, as
round as an apple and as pretty as a little
red wagon. Everything is quiet here now
and we return to the stage.
Itis tilled with the company. The stage

manager comes from the prompt desk to
the center of the stage. He casts one com-
prehensive glance around, above and below
to see that scenery and properties are inpei-
fect order.

"Clear the stage!"
As he says this all -who are not in the

opening scene depart precipitately iuio v.v ;
wings.

The orchestra has stopped playing.
"Places!"
Atthis short, sharp command each one \

takes his or her place promptly. All con-
versation ishushed at once.

The stage manager blows in a whistle
\u25a0which communicates with the leader, and
the symphony begins. He wraps on an
iron pipe sharply and the men in the flies
stand by to take up the curtain. He rings
a bell and the curtain rolls up. There aie
twenty-four girls on the stage. Forty-
eight eyes sweep the house witha rap;d
glance. Twenty-four mouths open wide
and the play has begun. ?Townsend Percy
in .sew York World.
