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SAINT PAUL MATTERS.

A Suit Involving Much Land Begun by
the Northern Pacific Against the
Manitoba.

The West Side Union Wants Uncle Sam's
Carriers to Visit the Sixth Ward
Oftener,

Men Who Were Met Yesterday at the
Hotels and What They Iiad
to Say.

A Colored Floater Found at the Boom
==Summary of Friday’s News
Told Briefly.

MUCH LAND INVOLVED.

A Suit Begun by the Northern Pa-
cific Againstthe Manitoba to Settle
an Old Land Deal.

The St. Paul & Northern Pacific Rail-
way company has filed in the United States
circuit court a bill in equity against the St.
Paul, Miuneapolis & Manitoba Rallway
company, Adam L. Mobler, land commis-
gioner of the company, L. F. Hubbard,
governor of Minnesota, and the Central
Trust company of New York, and John S.
Kennedy.John S. Barnes, James A. Roose-
velt and Samuel Thorne of New York.
The bill of complaint, which is a lengthy
one, is in book form and consists of forty-
gve pages of printed matter, including
fables giving deseriptions of the laud
claimed by plaintiffs. The complaints sets
up that by act of congress March 5, 1857,
there was granted to the territory of

Minnesota certain lands to aid in
the construction of certain railroads,
Among those specified was a certain

e railroad from Stillwater via St. Paul and
St. Anthony to a point between the foot of
Big Stone lake and the mouth of the Sioux
river with a branch from St. Clond
and Crow Wing to the navigable waters of
the Red River of the North, at such points
as the legislature might determine. Every
mlternate section of land designated by odd
numbers for six sections in width on each
side of the roads and branches being
granted to the road. Another section
enacted that the lands so granted could be
fisposed of by the secretary or future state
in the following manner: That land not ex-
ceeding 120 sections for each of said roads
and branches might be sold, and when the
governor of the territory and state should
sertify to the secretary of the interior that
twenty continuous miles of the road was
ecompleted then another quantity of such
granted lands not to exceed 120 sections
could be sold.

By an act of the legislature, approved
March 1, 1877, all the privileges, fran-
shises, rights, grants of land and property
held by the St. Paul & Pacific company,
\ppertaining to its line of road

FROM WATAR TO BRAINERD,
were forfeited to the state without meger
»r extinguishment, but were by the act
preserved, continued and conferred upon
the terms and conditions named. That in
1877 the complainant, under its then cor-
porate name, the Western Railroad com-
pany, acquired the right to build and oper-
rie a line from Watab to Brainerd and be-
eame entitled to rights, privileges and
lands formerly held by or granted to the
Bt. Paul & Pacific company. That right
included all the lands within the ten-mile
limit of the original branch of railroad
mentioned as definitely located from St.
Anthony to Crow Wing in 1857. The length
of the road from Watab to Brainerd
is sixty-one miles and the shortest distance
between the two points is forty-nine mlles,
and the full quantity of lands to which the
company is entitled is 610 sections or
890,400 acres of land. On April 21, 1879,
by a patent issued to the company, there
was conveyed to the company by the
United States 121,502 acres lying within
the ten-mile limit of its line of road, from
Watab to Brainerd; that the balance of the
Jand has been lost to the company and has
been sold or otherwise disposed of by the
United States to persons other than the
sompany. The lands so lost are 192,346
meres lying within and constituting a part
of the Fort Ripley reservation; 9,764 re-
leased and conveyed to the United States
by the state of Minnesota for the benefit of
settlers, and 45,000 acres between Crow
Wing and Brainerd, which fall within the
limit of land grants made by congress to
the Northern Pacitic Railroad cowmpany to

and in the construction of its
roads. The remainder of the lands
lost aggregates 118,000 acres. That

under provisions of acts of congress and
general land laws and under its name the
Western Railroad company, on September
22, 1877, selected lands within the twenty
miles’ limit aggregating 153,089 acres, but
no patent has been issued or made by the
United States to the company or to the
state of Minnesota for the benefit of the
company. That by reason of a trust
or deed wmortgage, executed to the
Central Trust company of New
York by the Manitoba company
dated May, 1883, the complainant believes
some interest in the lands mentioned was
covered. That by mortgages executed by
the Manitoba road to J. S. Barnes, J. S.
Kennedy and James A. Roosevelt dated
June 21, 1879, and October, 1879, some in-
terest in the lands is also covered. That at
divers times since the completion of the
road as set forth the interior department at
Washington has refused to issue a patent
or certification. That the stockholders of
the Western Railroad company changed
the name of the company to the Northern
Pacific Railway company on May 8, 1883
and that the defendants, the St. Paul, Min-
neapolis & Manitoba Railway ecompany and
Adam Mobler, land commissioner, may if
they can show why your orator should not
have the relief prayed for. A series of in-
terrogatories are flled for them to answer.
The questions
DEMAND A FULL ACCOUNTING

from the land commissioner of the Mani-
toba road concerning the lands in question
as to their ownership and theamount of tim-
ber cut or sold on said land. The complaint
asks that the Manitoba company be re-
quired to transfer to the complainant by
deed all lands so unsold or disposed of, or
to pay to it the full and true value thereof
in money. The complaint also asks for an
Injunetion restraining defendants from
selling, or incumbering in any way. the
lands contained in the lists. A writ of
subpeena is also asked for, commanding the
defendants to appear before the court and
abide by the order and direction as the
sourt shall hold consistent with equity.

COLLECTING 7'I‘I<ll-1 MAIL.

West Side Citizens Complain that
the Visits 1o Their IBoxes Are Too
Few and Far Between. i
The Sixth Ward union held quite an in-

teresiing meeting last evening and dis-
sussed, in a Kind of informal manner, sev-
sral matters.

The substance of
the complaint in regard to mail matter was
that the postoftice authorities collect the
letters up to 2:30 and no later, and conse-
gaently all business letters put in the boxes
after 2:30 have to remain there till the next
day. The result was that a ecommittee,
ponsisting of Messrs. Yanish, Prescott and
Bole, was appointed to consult with the
postmaster and see if the mail cannot be
zollected three times a day, the last collec-
jion to be made at 6 o’clock at night. Mr.
Campbell made a verbal report in regard to
the Ontario plan, the substance of which
was that the matter was progressing satis-
factorily. It wasdiscussed in an informal
manner and finally laid over to the next
meeting.

It was said by the knowing ones
that while the governor, through his
promised state oil inspectership organ,
the Evening Dispatch, had been
yelling about the sharp practice played by
the Ramsey county Republican committee in
calling an early convention, to the end that

arranging for the convention to-day. It
was intimated that the Gilman men were
telling the Ramsey county Republicans that
a McGill delegation in the state convention
would react on ex-Gov.

This would be
regarded as a great victory for Gilman, and
he and his lieutenants were correspondingly
elated.

A SUIT OVER SOME NOTES

Thatit is Alleged Were Given in a
Way to Dodge the Statutes.

John F. Wyman has filed a bill in equity
in the United States circuit court against
the Citizens’ National bauk of Fatibault.
The complaint alleges that in December,
1885, and January, 1886, the firm
of Jesse Ames & Son gave
two mnowes to the bank of $5,000 each.
On Feb. 25 another note for a like amnount,
signed by the plaintiff,in favor of the firm,
was given to the bank. This last note the
plaintiff alleges was made at the request of
the firm and given with the knowledge of
the bank, and was done to enable the
bank to evade the provisions of
the statutes, which prohibit any national
bank from loaning to- one person or firin
any sun exceeding one-tenth of the bank’s
capital. In July, 1886, the banks obtained
judgment againt the firm of Ames & Son,
in the Ramsev county court, for $15,000,
the aggregate of the three notes. The
plaintiff was not made party to
the suif or judgment, but the association
still holds the note and refuses to release
him from liability. He asks for relef and
also an injunction restraining the bank from
negotiating the paper.

The Sheriff a Trifle Weary.

Sheriff Richter is very much incensed at
the municipal court judge for reducing the
bail in the case of Edward Hilcher, who
was brought here from Chicago to answer
to a charge of bigamy. When first ar-
raigned in the court Hileher's bonds were
fixed at $2,000, but on Thursday
the bail was reduced $800 and the
case referred to the grand jury. One
thmg that makes the sheriff a trifie weary
is that he paid the Chicago officers $100 re-
ward for capturing Hileher out of his own
pocket. Just why he exhibited such an in-
terest in this particular case is something
which the sheriff has not explained, but it
is probable he had good and suificient rea-
sons.

Covered With Blood.

Some domestic difliculty occurring be-
tween Timothy Ryan, a well-to-do team-
ster, at No. 92 Wood street, in West St.
Paul, and his wife last night, a neighbor
called Officer Sorenson. When the oflicer
arrived Mrs. Ryvan had left herhome The
otlicer proceeded to arrest Ryan, who ob-
jected, saying that as the officer did not see
him acting disorderly he had no right to ar-
rest him without a warrant. He resisted
the officer, who drew his eclub and struck
Ryan a fearful blow over the forehead,
causing an ugly gash. Ryan, whois an
old, well-known citizen, was brought to the
police station with his clothes covered and
dripping with blood. Dr. Ancker sewed
up the gash. Ryan wants an investization,
and will lay his complaint before the
mayor.

SNAP GAME WORKED,

And About All Delegates to To-Day's
Republican gfxgention Ars for
oGill,

They 8lid the Ballots Into the Boxes Be-
fore the Gilmanites Could Head
Them Off.

Charges of Fraud, Ballot-Box Stuffing
and Illegal Voiing Made by
Both Sides.

The Convention To-Day--Ifow the
Several Delegates Were
Chosen Last Night,

Little Mention of Congressman.

The story that the Ramsey county Re-
publican committee had come a snap game
in favor of McGill, the ring candidate for
governor, in calling the primaries for last
night, began to prove true at 5:80 o’clock
yesterday, when the polls were
opened for the election of dele-
gates to the county conventien to-day.
In about every one of the precincts of the
city the wires worked to the queen’s taste
and the Gilman men, in spite of the hard
work they have done in two or three days,
hardly got a smell at a delegate. MeGill
men were on the ground at about every
polling place, and with tickets bearing the
names of their picked men for delegates,
they rushed through the voters as they caine.
The polls were opened on time and were
closed at sharp 7 o’clock, and in that time
a very light vote was polled. At not more
than a half dozen polling places in the city
were there a hundred votes cast. This is
attributed by some to the hours of voting,
and by others to the fact that a general idea
having goune abroad that the cancuses were to
be a farce. the friends of Gilman were will-
ing to let the game go by default. Charges
of attempts to pack the caucuses were
made by friends of both McGill and Gilman.
1t is claimed by the McGiil workers that in
the First precinct of the First district of
the Fifth ward, five hacks filled Gil-
man men drove up to the polling place at
Engine House No. 4, and announced their
intention of voting. These men, it was
said by those who knew them,

“WERE NOT RESIDENTS
of the ward, aud had been hired by Gil-
man’s friends to make a trip to two or three
places and vote. They were not allowed
to vote at Engine house No. 4. On the
other hand the friends of Mr. Gilman say
that the caucuses entire were engineered di-
rectly and unfairly in the interests of Me-
Gill men. Whether or not there were any
unfair advantages taken by either side, the
caucuses were almost unanimous for the
chevalier of the insurance office. McGill
men will not admit that the fact that Ram-
sey county’s being solid for McGill will in-
jure the chances of Hon. C. K. Davis
in the senatorial race. Some of them admit
that one candidate from Ramsey must be
dropped out, and those eould be found who
said the action of the eaucuses last night
was an important preliminary step toward
killing out the boom for H. A. Castle, and
starting similar article for senator A. E. Rice
of Willmar. Some of the delegates selected
last night gathered at the state capitol, and
when the success in putting McGill men
into the convention to-day became known
there was a general jubilation. The dele-
gates given below will meet this forenoon
in Pfeifer’s hall, on Wabasha street, and
select sixteen delegates to the congressional
convention and delegates to the state con-
vention.

Second Ward.

In the First district of the Second ward
there were two tickets. Workers for Me-
Gill were on the grounds and hard at work.
A ticket said to be for MecGill and C. K.
Davis was declared elected. Tom Jeffer-
son, the policeman, sald himself and a
friend counted the MeGill tickets as they
were cast and there were fifteen. The
judges declared that there were sixty-five.
The vote was given 65 to 41. The names
on the former ticket were:

WiHis.

“*Forty, count ’em, forty,” and all for the
MecGill delegates, were cast at the Second
aldermanice district. The trio chosen were:

Henry Schueider, William R. Merriam and
A. N. Nelson.

Third Ward.

In the First precinet of the First distriet of
the Third ward voting was done at the city
hall. The wires had been very successtully
Jaid for MeGill and a ticket bearing dele
gates favorable to him was chosen by a
vote of 70 to 11. The suceessiul ticket
bore the names of:

C. N. Bell, George H. Schiler, J. S. Horst
and C. J. Monfort.

In the Second precinet of the First dis-
triet it was about a unanimous thing for
McGill. Ninety-two votes were cast and
of these eight bore the names of 4ugust
Hammer, Gordon E. Craig and Henry Bur-
der, who were said to be for Gilman. The
delegates elected were:

William Bickel, Albert Spangenberg and
Jacob Hammer.

At the Second aldermanie district MeGill
in person was present at the poils and
walted until the count was made. There
was but one ticket in the field and that did
not have a Gilman delegate on it. Those
elected were: :

Jukus Schneider, Joseph Hahn and W . J.
Freaney.

Fourth Ward.

The First and Second precinets of the
First aldermanic district united and cast
159 ballots for the McGill delegates and two
for the Gilman representatives The dele-
gates selected were:

Peter Thauwald, R. H. Seng, F. A. Krch,
Thomas T. Fauntleroy, Adolphus Moore, W.
Picha.

The Mc@Gill delegates were chosen with-
out opposition in the Third precinet of the
First aldermanic district. There were 72
votes cast and the foliowing are the dele-
gates elected.

Frank Toung, J. J. Ellis and Henry Orme.

It was nearly unanimous in the Second
aldermanic distriet, the MecGill ticket re-
ceiving 158 votes and the Gilman ticket but
2. The delegates chosen were:

Samuel Newell, N. S. Dean, Samuel Nichols,
M. G. Flower, and George F. Eustice.

At the First precinct of the Third alder-
manic district 66 votes for the MeGill ticket,
the only one in the field, were cast and the
following delegates chosen:

Ferdinand Byer, E. J. Gailien and Charles
F. Yeager.

But little activity was manifest in the
Second and Third precinets of the Third
aldermanic  district, and of the 53
votes east the ticket. 2 MeGill one, was
scratched only three times, giving one vote
each for G. P. Rice, P. Hanrahan and L.
S. Keller. The delegates elected are:

Alexander Nicoll, C. R. Morton and W. L.
Lincoln.

Less interest was taken, however, in the
caucus of the Fourth and Fifth precinets of
the Third aldermanic district, and there
was not the least signh of a contest.

Pifth Ward. :

MeGill almost shut Gilman out in the
First precinet of the First aldermanic dls-

trict. 'The vote cast was 58 for the MoGill

delegates and 4 for the Gilmanites.

ope.

The Second precinct of the First alder-
manie districs elected a MceGill ticket with-
out a atrurgle. The delegates were:

There were 90 votes cast for the Mec-
Gill ticket at Third precinct of the First al-
dermmanie district and Gilman’s name was
not even mentioned. The delegates are:

H. H. Covert, Christian Brandt, Joseph E.

In the First precinct of the Second dis-
trict of the Fifth, there was little interest
shown and but one ticket was to be found.
Eighteen of those were deposited. The del-
egates are:

Albert 8cheffer and F. A. Scott.

At the Second precinet of the Second
aldermanic district McGill’'s ticket went
through unanimously by 59 ballots being
cast for the following delegates:

Mat Leighthauser, Harl Patterson and P.
A. Lamberg.

It was all MeGill in the Third precinet of
the Second aldermanic district. The votes
numbered 144 and the delegates chosen
were:

G. P. Ritt, Axel Anderson.

There were but 29 votes cast at
the Fourth precinct of the Second alder-
manic district. The MeGlll ticket was the
only one in the field, and the delegates se-
lected were:

James E. Froiseth and Andrew Johnson.

At the First precinct of the Third alder-
manic district there was but little interest
taken, the McGill ticket being the ouly one
in the field, and but fifty-four persons vot-
ing. The delegates selected were:

Only 15 ballots were cast at the Sec-
ond precinet of the Third aldermanic dis-
tric and all of these were for McGill dele-
gates. They are:

Andrew P. Olson and Andrew Esklund.

NixXth Ward.

In the First precinct, 183 Fairfield
avenue, in which there are supposed to be
about 40 Republican votes, 109 were cast at
the primary, of which 32 were for Nels J.
Ness the committee ticket made up for
McGill men and 77 were for the Gilman
delegate, Fred Leyde, who was elected.
Democrats cast most of the votes at this
caucus.

The Second and Third preecinets held but
one primary and this was at No. 6 engine
house. The total number of votes cast was
105, of which 100 were M. J. Bell and Will-
iam Bradley, the McGill delegates, and 5
were for F. M. Goss and Andrew Ander-
son, the Gilman men.

Iu the First precinet there was but one
printed ticket in the field and this contained
the names of McGill men, William M. Bole
and A. Schumann. Giliman’s workels
made a fight against Mr. Bole by scratching
his name from the ticket and substituting
that of C. F. Hausdorf, who thus received
24 votes out of a total of 64. Messrs. Bole
and Schumann were elected.

The primary in the Second and Third
precinets combined was held at the house
of Chemical Engine No. 2.
