Elhaney, 20 years old, after a day of dis-

His
onlyreason for the dastardly act was that
his mother remonstrated with him for his
idleness and drunkenness. lie .hurled a
knife at her which struck her on the fore-
head, and then flung a plate which struck
her over the right eye. fracturing her skull.
She fellunconscious to the floor, and then,

seeing what he had clone, the besotted
youth fled from the house, lie was soon
arrested. He said that his cousin had com-
mitted the assault, but his dying mother,

to whose bedside in the hospital he was
taken, declared that he was her assailant.

Mir/LEPGViLLK, 111., Aug. 23.? This
county is all excitement to-night owing to
the murder and suicide committed here this

afternoon at 1:80 o'clock. Frank Wood, a
notorious character whohas abused his wife
and was recently placed under bonds to
keep the peace, went to Dr. McPherson's,
where his wife was stopping at the time
above stated, and placing his arm around
her neck, pulled a self-cocking revolver
from his pocket, and placing itagainst her
head tired. He then turned the weapon
on himself and sent a bullet through his
brain, dying instantly. His wife lived
about, an 'hour and a half." Wood was not
a vicious person, but lately he had been
excessively jealous without cause, it is said,
and lie has been brutal in his actions to-
wards Ills wife. Wood's folks are promi-
nent and wealthy people, but he was a fel-
low who bad no visible means of support,
and who would not work. His wife came
from a most estimable family.

was held after the jury returned the ver-
dict in the anarchist case. Kesolutious ex-
pressing the lessons taught the American
public by the trial were unanimously
adopted. The resolutions were preceded
by a preamble, setting forth that the agita-
tion by alien sojourners under the names
of internationalists, socialists, nihilists and
anarchists, and the flaunting of the red
and the black flags, is treason and rebellion
against law; that these foreigners, in try-
ing to make a weapon of the laboring peo-
ple, have done great injustice and injury to
tho latter: and that most of the evil is due
to the lack of discrimination in American
immigration and naturalization laws. The
resolutions are as follows:

Resolved, Bythis union meeting'of the Pa-
triotic Order Sons of America that the ver-
dict ofihe juryin the anarchist cases meets
our hearty approval as native-born citizens,
and willadd much to the respect iv which
our beloved country is held throughout the
world as a imtion of law, liberty and order.-

Kesolved, That the police of Chicago, for
(heir patriotic defense of liberty and law.on
tho Hoymarket square. May 4, deserve and
receive our heartfelt congratulations.

Kesolved. That we call upon congress to
limit foreign immitrratlon, and make ten
years' continuous residence and abilityto
speak the English language necessary qualifi-
cations for citizenship.
. Itis said by officers at the Ilinman street
station that Frank Zeman, who murdered
his wife and then shot himself Saturday
afternoon, was

AX AVOWED AXARCniST,
and that he spared no pains to declare his
opinion against the police and capitalists.
Itis also alleged that because of these re-
marks Officers West and Donegan were
sent to gain what information they could
against the man for the purpose of arrest-
inghim. Itis said the officers met Zeman
Friday afternoon and were asked by him
to take a glass ofbeer. The invitation, it
is said, was accepted; that the officers
drank the beer and shortly afterward were
taken deathly sick. The doctor who was
called pronounced the symptoms to be those
which appear when a person has been
poisoned. When a

-
stomach pump was

used, itis said, the contents of the stomach
showed that poison had been administered
and as both officers were in the same con-
dition itis thought Zeman dropped the
poison in the glasses while standing at the
bar. The officers are said to be all right
and do not attach any particular importance
to the matter. The guard in the jailoffice
now numbers four and there are three dep-
uties constantly near the row where the
eight condemned anarchists are lodged.
The guard of police on the outside of the I
building consists of tive officers.

Lovely-Lind TariffPlank.
No convention inthe United States has ever

adopted a more purely and rabidlyprotective
taritf platform than those adopted by the Re-
publican conventions inthe First and Second
congressional districts ofMinnesota.

A tariff laid on imports, such as are not
produced, aud hence do not compete withany-
thing in this country, is a purely revenue
tariff, aud every dollar collected at the custom
house on such articles goes into the United j
States treasury. On the other hand, a taritf
laid on articles which ao compete with other
like articles unule in this country, has a ten-
dency to, and usually does, allow the home
maker to charge for his goods an arnouut
nearly equal to the amount of the tarift in
exC633 of what he otherwise could get. -When
such a tariff is not prohibitory, preventing all
importations and thus cuttingoff all revenue
to the government, its effect is to require the
collection of several dollars from the consum-
ers iv order to put Si in the United States
treasury, yieldingseveral dollars to the man-
ufacturing and miningcorporations of the
East for every dollar to the United States.
The platforms adopted inthe First aud Sec-
ond congressional districts declare that the
tariff should be removed entirely from all
articles ofcommon use, which do not comp-

ote with things in this country. This is.
tney call for the strikingout of nearly every
revenue feature In the present tariff, aud
making it whollyprotective. Taey demand
that the tarift should be so amended as to ex- !
tort the most from the needy consumers of j
articles of common use for the benuflt of
the private manufacturing and miuiiigj
corporations of the East, aud produce the |
least to the United States treasurer. This is
hardly the doctrine of revenue reformers,

'
who desire to have the tariff laid, so far as
possible, on articles which do uot compete
with articles produced in this country, so as
to produce the most to the United States |
treasury, with the least bonus to the manu-
facturing corporations, and reduce to the
utmost the burden of the tariff to the con-
sumer. The platforms adopted aie at least
fullyup to the standard of the Pennsylvania I
protectionist, even If they do uot surpass j
them in devi&ing a method for robbing- the j
farmers of.the West, who are competing withi
the lovest-priced labor intho world, the serfs j
ofRussia and the riots of India, to enable !
tne manufacturing and mining corporations
of the East, who have displaced American
laborers with the freshly-imported paupers j
a?id anarchists of Europe, . to compete with
English labor, the highest-priced labor of the
old-world, getting several times as much as
that with which the former compete. It
Messrs. Lind and Lovely truly believe that |
any one ought to be compelled to pay a Do-
nus to any other person to aid him in compet-
ingwith low-priced labor, they would cer-
tainly finditfarmore consistent to argue to
their former constituents, not that the man
who competes with the lowest priced labor
should pay a bonus to the man who competes
with the highest priced labor, but that the
system should be reversed, aud the Eastern
manufacturing and miningcompanies be com-
pelled to pay an income tax to be divided pro-
portionately among the, wheat growers, to
enable them to compete with the lowest-
priced labor iti the world..:!
