A Challenge for a Cruise to Ber=
muda Issued on Behalf of the
Galatea.

NEW YorK, Aun. 23.—Lieut. Henn has
thrown down the gage of battle to the four
big sloops. He invites them to meet the
Galatea in an ocean race from Sandy Hook
to Bermuda and back for a cup. It is true
that he challenges ‘‘any single masted
American yact,” but it is clear that such a
match would be likely to test the seagoing
qualities of the vessels participating, and in
this opinion he will find many backers. A
race to Bermuda and back in the fall is any-
thing but a picnie, especially it the boats
encounter one of the old-fashioned gales
which have a knack of hanging around the
island and

BURSTING IN SUDDEN FURY.

A member of the New York Yacht club
said he did not think the club would seri-
ously consider the chailenge, not only be-
cause long-distance races had gone out of
fashion, but because the time mentioned
for it is too late in the year. The Bermu-
das are over 800 miles southeast from
Sandy Hook. It is notmuch use guessing
how long it would take two yachts to go
there and back. They would be likely to
reach the gulf stream just in time to meet
all the southerly gales, and hurricanes, too,
perhaps. The Priscilla is the safest racer
we have for such a journey, although there
is no doubt but that any of the fast yachts
could make the voyage. The yacht race
to-day was abandoned, the wind dying out.

After nearly five hours’ of slow sailing in
smooth water and with a light summe
breeze, :

THE SECOND TRIAL CONTEST
between the sloop yachts, Mayflower,

Puritan, Atlantic and Priscilla to-day, was

postponed by the judges. ‘When the signal

was given at 4:43 p. m., the yachts were
about fifteen miles southeast of the high-
lands. Not more than a four-knot breeze
was blowing. The Puritan had the wind-
ward position, and with a fresh breeze
would have been an almost sure. winner.

The Mayflower held second place, the

Priscilla third, and Atlantic fourth. A

mile separated the first three, and the At-

lantie, which lost her topmast early in the

race, was far too leeward. The yachts
were towed back to Bay Ridge, arriving
there ‘between 9 and 10 o’clock. The

Atlantic will be fitted with a new top-
mast, and the race will be resailed Wednes-
day, over a course fifteen miles in length
instead of twenty, the committee believing
a fair test can be had in that distance.

George the Winner.

Loxpox, Aug. 23.—The one mile run-
ning race at Lillebridge to-day, between
George and Cummings, was won by the
former. The attendance was variously es-
timated at from 6,000 to 12,000. The track
was in good order but rather hard. The
atmosphere was somewhat thick. The bet-
ting opened at 5 to 4 on Cummings and
closed at 5 to 4 against him. At one time
the odds were 6 to 4 on George. The
change in the betting. was caused by a rumor
that one of Cummings’ ankles was strained
and weak. George had a lead of a yard at
the guarter-mile, which he made in 59 see-
onds, and also at the half-mile, which he
reached in 2:02. Their positions were not
changed until the three-quarter-mile post
was reached, when Cummings forged ahead.
The time for the three-quarter-mile was
3:078{. A desperate race followed to the
seven furlongs, when Cummings slipped,
George finishing alone in 4:123{, the fastest
time on record.

The Very Newest Postal Card.
Manchester Union.

The new postal card adopted abouta
year ago will soon be superseded by an-
other, which has been preparing at the
bureau of engraving and printing. It con-
sists of one piece of engraving instead of
two pieces, as on tne present card. A head
of Jefferson, a miniature portrait after the
original in the state department, occupies a
central place on the upper third of the
card. Over his head, in light letters, are
the words *“‘United States.” In panels,
supported by scroll work at the left and
right, are the words ‘‘Postal card” in dis-
tinet letters. Under the head are the
words **One cent,” and beneath the border
line inclosing the line of designation is the
line, *“*Nothing but the address to
be on this side.” The design is graceful
and light, and its advantage over the old
one is that the idea of putting the stamp off
at one side and the desigpation of the arti-
cle at the opposite side is abandoned to se-
cure an inclusive design with the strengest
feature in the center. The postmaster-
general may decide to print the new cards
on white paper. in black ink, for the reason
that white paper furnishes a better ground
for written characters, helping the post-
office clerks, whe are compelled to decipher
addresses, and for the other reason that
brown ink is complained of by printers who
use it as more troublesome to obtain good
work with than the same quality of black
ink. As there is a stock of about 12,000,000
postal cards now on hand it is probable
that the new cards will not be out for a
month or two.
