FIDELITYTO HIS FORTUXES.
A secocd provisional government has

been set up In Bulgaria withheadquarters
Tiruova, the former capital of the coun-

try. This government is in opposition to
that of M.Karaveloff and in favor of Prince
Alexander. M. Stambralof has been made
president of the Tirnova government. He
is one of the gentlemen whose names were
printed In the circular issued ;yesterday by

PRINCE ALEXANDER
has been landed at Reni a prisoner. Tele-
grams speak of serious troubles in the in-
terior of Bulgaria, but details are not
given.

He said he believed ifthe country had been
given three more weeks to consider the
home rule billthe Tories would not now be
Installed on the treasury benches. The Irish
party had every reason to be satisned with
the present position. Amajority of the
Liberal party had declared in favor of Irish
autonomy. The Tories had only profited
from temporary Liberal hesitation. The
Irish had ev*?ry reason to have ?patience.
Theirs was the winning cause. Ifthe gov-
ernment speeches Were intended to exas-

perate Ireland they would fail to have that
efftct. He regretted that the government
had not appreciated the gravity of the occa-
sion. The royal commission would be un-
able to report until the pinch of winter was
over. Mr. Parnell said he had only agreed
to the land purchase act of1885 because he
then believed that a settlement of

THE NATIONALQUESTION
\u25a0would come concurrently, and because the
Conservative government had sent to Ire-
land Lord Carnarvon, who was an avowed
fjome ruler. Now the conditions were en-
tirely changed. Mr. Gladstone's purchase
Bcheuie would have safely settled the land
question.

.TUDICIARENTS WKBS TOO HIGH.
He. accused the government of encourag-

ing landlords to evict by the wholesale,
knowing that agrarian crime always fol-
lowed evictions. Why did tenants submit-
ting to moonlight raids refuse to give evi-
dence? Because, takiug Kerry as an exam-
ple, the tenants knew that but for moonlight
raids Lord Kenmare would not leave a roof
over the heads of his tenants. The Irish
would pc patient, but the incitements held
out by landlords, who tried to exact impos-
sible rents, would bear fruit and might pro-
duce exasperation. The landlords would
clamor for coercion and force the govern-
ment to adopt coercive measures. Yes, he
believed that coercion wouldcome, and very
severe coercion, too; coercion that would
not stop at criminals, but attack political
opponents. Ifhe might offei a suggestion,
he would urge that judicial tenancies should
be lixed at three years instead of fifteen
years, and that there should be a revision
of vents in accordance with prevailing
prices. Inconclusion he said: "The Irish
willnever submit to a government not their
own. [Irishcheers.] The question of an
autonomous government will always be
fixedin the hearts of the Irish people."

It
bore upon live different points, namely:
the issue of a royal com mission, questions
of public works, laud purchase, an Inquiry
into land rents and the subject of local gov-
ernment. He believed that the government's
policy was not a sober one. but was emi-
nently complex and difficult Atthis point
Lord Randolph Churchill rose to a point of
order, urging that there was only Paruell's
amendment under discussion. Speaker
Peel concurred and reminded Mr.Gladstone
that he could review tiie government policy
generally alter the specitic amendment had
been disposed of. Mr. Gladstone

APPEALED FOB INDULGENCE
and asked the house not to insist upon a
strict..enforcement of the rule. Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill said he was willingtogrant
every indulgence, but he did not wish the
debate to be unduly prolonged. Mr. Glad-
stone, resuming his speech, described the
policy of the government as an absolute in-
version ofthe policy of the late government.
Instead of givinsr self-government the pres-
ent government proposed that England
should govern Irelaud to a greater extent
than it did at the present time. The late
government had proposed that the rents and
revenues of Ireland be taken as security for
the land purchase loans. He onlyhoped that
the critics who coudemned that security
would be equally vigilant concerning the
security now proposed. ? The government,
he continued, evidently intended to adopt
a large scheme of laud purchases; was the
tenant, he asked, to be treated upon the
basis of the real rentable value of the prop-
erty and tiie landlord upon the basis of the
judicial rent? Was the state to make up
the difference? Mr. Gladstone maintained
that there was no power within parliament
ever to carry into effect such a fatal prop-
osition. [Cheers.] He had been taunted
with having become the leader of
the Irish Nationalists, as if that
was a charge againt him. But
he was delighted at having any share or
part whatever in becoming a leader or a

?follower,, he did not care which, in any
movement tending to make smooth the
path of the people of Ireland and encourage
tlirtn to hope for a realization of their just
rights.

The National League IWeeting-.
Dublin, Aug. 24.?Lord Mayor Sulli-

van presided to-day over the fortnightly
meeting of the national league held here.
Inhis address he declared that Ireland was
prepared to accept Mr. Gladstone's home
rule bill as a settlement of the controversy
with England. The Tories, however, de-
clined to give the Irish a parliament. Of
course Irishmen would not refuse to receive
whatever good things the Tones might offer
short of Mr: Gladstoue's proposed benefac-
tion, but the Tories might as well know
now as well as later that the people of
Ireland would never be contented until they
had a parliament of their own. In con-
clusion the mayor advised Gen. Sir Red-
vaers Buiier when he reaches Kerry, over
which he was recently appointed com-
mander, to. at once proceed to give his at-
tentions to the Kerry landlords who, said
Mr. Sulliran, are fast driving their tenants
todespair.

At the meeting of the national league to-
day itwas announced that the receipts for
the past fortnight amounted to ?199, and
that giants of ?188 had been made to
evicted tenants. Mr. Sullivan said that
the presence of Sir Reavers Butler might
produce an apparent peace, but such a
peace wouldbe unreal aud uulasting.
