Yesterday’s attendance at the Exposition
made every director and stockholder smile
like a contribution box. The promised
moderation of that itense heat. arrived
promptly on time apd. the heneficent effect
on the big show was plainly perceptible.
By noon the turnstiles registered as many
as passed the entire second day, and by
evening the attendance was nearly double

' that of any preceding day. Last evening
was the best of any evening thus far and
the building was never so conifortable and
attractive. For the first time, yesterday,
the presence of strangers begap to assert
itself and last night the smaller of the city
hotels filled up very quickly An irfftreased
demand on the information bureau for
boarding accommodation was also reported,
showing the gradnal and steady influx of

strapgers. No large crowd had been an

. ticipated before next week and the attend-

-ance was expected to increase gradually,

that. has been attained. It may be confi-
dently ,asserted now that by to-morrow
evening nothing will remain to be done,
beyond making those changes which time
and experience will suggest. Very few are
the incomplete exhibits and the busy hum
of preparation has completely died away.
The Munich collection of oil paintings, the
last consignment for the art department,
arrived yesterday and will be hung at once,
completing the entire collection In the
main building hand rails are going up, to

_insure from accident and, apart from these,
little work is necessary. 'Travelers who
have inspected the several principal exposi-

‘tions of the United States are unanimous in
saying they never knew one to be absolutely
ready so soon after the day of opening as
this one, while they are unstinted in their
praise of the character aud extent of the
exhibits. There are yeot to be added
several especial machines for actual manu-
facturing, which will probably be made
the features of set days, to diversify and
prolong the interest.

YESTERDAY’S DISTINCT FEATURES
were rather few, the chief being the grate-
ful change in the temperature. The ma-
chinery floor was still sultry, but when the
non-conducting matter is placed over the
boiler rooms this will end. Upon the other
floors the temperature was delightful and
refreshing breezes swept through con-
stantly. All day long the amphiteater wag
well filled and the crowd seemed to never
tire of the concerts given by the Mexican
band. At intervals the organ pealed out,
the crowd loudly applauding the Mendels-
sohn wedding march. The *‘Blus Danube”
waltzes as rendered by the Mexican band,
seem intensely popular, and *‘Secret Love”
drew everybody within range. The at-
tendance in the art department showed
the increase expected, but it seems impos-
sible to overcrowd the spacious galleries.
The collection of casts does not attract the
expected attention and women seem to
especially look with cold eyes on the deli-
cate limbs of the Venus Anodyomene as
well as the swelling muscles of the sparsely
clad quoit throwers. It is suggested that
the luxurious sofas in the picture galleries
might well be duplicated in statuary hall,
as some parsons enjoy studying sculpture
at their leisure, as well as paintings.

A Free Show.
The expense of attending the Exposition
shegins with-the entrance fee, but outside
the building is a show which may be had
without money and without price—if one
is contented with merely locking. Begin-
ning at the east end of the Suspension
bridge and running, with a few interrup-
tions, to the Exposition grounds, is a long
line of mingled fakes, fakirs, booths and
stands. With a keen eye to business, the
owners of property have erected, wherever
possible, small temporary buildings of
framework and duck, and few of them are
untenanted. By far the larger number are
merely lemonade and fruit stands, with
nothing about them either harmful or ob-
jectionable. Others, however, are of ques-
tivnable eharacter, and the guileless granger
who passes that way had better seal his
ears and close his eyes or he will
meet the fate that threatened Ulysses on
the Siren island. The most con-
spicuous place in the collection is
a brick building on the island, in which
five or six fakes are in operation, notwith-
standing the fact the police have ouce
cleaned them out. The most popular
device is a lottery scheme, in which the
buyer or investor doubles his money about
once in twenty times and takes his chance
on a lot of cheap and worthless jewelry.
Another is a
WHEEL OF FORTUNE,

pure and simple, in which suckers bet on
both numbers and colors and lose on
either with equal facility. There is the
swinging ball and cane, with which you
double your money every time the ball, on
its return, knocks the cane over. A cap-
per knocks it five times out of six and os-
tentatiously displays his winnings to the
victims, who follow and lose everything.
A spindle board, with race horses and ball
clubs, has an abundance of patrons, while
the rear corner has another spindle game
with irresistible fascinations. **No boys
allowed” is the legend at the front door.

A little bit further up the street is the
photograph game, in which the buyer pays
50 cents and selects a photograph on the
wall. If there is a number behind it, he
- gets the amount named, but. the numbers
arewvery scarce. So it goes all the way,
the games playing with varying freedom.
Cane stands, with rings to be thrown, are
quite plentiful, but they, with the refresh-
ment booths, are all right. The police
made a raid the other day on all the sure-
thing men and drove them out. Not one
15 doing business, now, on the West side,
and they will be systematically attacked on
the other side and cleaned out. They are
not what people come here to see.

The Jobbers’ Scheme.
..‘The.association of jobbers has arranged a
plan for the benefit of each of their cus-
“tomers as will come to the Exposition A
handsome gquarters will be fitted up as a
sortof club room, where the jobbers will
keep ‘‘open house” during the Exposition,
Visitors from the country and towns will
be expected to make themselves at home.
Each firm entering the scheme Wwill by so
many tickets, which will be distributed to
all entitled to favors. A register will be
kept, giving the names and city addresses
of visitors, so they may keep the run of
each other. Jobbing houses report a great
many customers already injthe city,and the
arrangements will be pushed to a speedy
completion. Itis confidently pronounced a
great thing.
