Nothing in the Local Situation
to Disturb His Usual
Serenity.

He Wont Influence the Convention,
and is Tired of Office-
Distributing.

Donnelly Charges Kelly and Others With
Complicity in the New York Aque-
duct Conspiracy.

Fuller Still Crying “Down With the
Bosses,”” But Decides to Retire
From Politics.

Sachem Kelly Talks.

Serene with the consciousness of the com-
plete mastery of the local political situation
and with complaceney written in every line
of his mobile countenance; Hon. P. H.
Kelly was in an especially talkative and
affable mood last evening. Reviewing the
local differences he went back to the begin-
ning of affairs, and in the course of the
half hours’ talk exvlained his position
effectually. When he lett for Europe last
summer for a much-needed rest it was with
the avowed intention on his return to retire
from any active participation in pelitics.
When he landed in this country he found
that circumstaneces necessitated a different
course of actionn To wuse his own
words: *“*When I found out that Don-
nelly, Fuller & Co. had attempted
to orzanize a bolt in the party with the in-
tention to **down” me, I made up my mind
that they would have to fight pretty hard to
do it. I was willing enough to retire from
polities, but 1 didn’t intend to go out of the
back door,jso long as 1 could go out of

with the platform of the party under my
feet. 1 think the erowd of kickers have
found out I can do that. They insisted
upon a fight and they were accommodated.
1 didn’t have much fear about how it was
going to turn ont. and I guess the Fuller
crowd have found out their mistake by this
time.”

“*About the Fuller convention?”

“That won't amount to anything. That
erowd was whipped fairly and can’t take its

medicine. There is only one delega-
tion to the state convemtion, and
of course only one will be

admitted, simply because it is the only one
which has a right to admission. In spite
of their howling, the Fuller men know that
as well as [ do. They were only trying to
manufacture a little cheap sentiment.”

Commenting upon the make-up and
probable action of the convention, Mr.
Kelly observed that there was no doubt
whatever but that it would bg perfectly
harmonieus. As for himself, he said:
] don’t propose to interfere with the ac-
tion of the convention in any way what-
ever, nordo I intend to attempt any dicta-
tion in the matter of a gubernatorial or any
other candidate. The convention will
make a perfectly unbampered choice, so
faras I am concerned, and I, like any
other good Democrat, wiil

SUPPORT THE NOMINEES

of that convention to the Qfuilest extent.
Neither shall I make any effort to influence
the make-up of the state committee. It
will undoubtedly be composed of represent-
ative and trust-worthy men and there is no
occasion for any interference in the
matter.”

Mr. Kelly spoke with equal frankness
coneerning his own position with reference
to the state Democracy and his relations
with the administration, **The position
of national commiitee-man,” he said, *is
not such an enviable place as some people
seem to think. At least I have not found
it so. I would be perfectly willing to re-
tire at the end of my term. and in fact
shall make not the slightest effort to secure
my return to the committee. The so-called
distrnibution of the Federal patronage in
Minnesota which has been devolved upon
Mr. Doranand myself, in many respects, is

far from being agreeable. 1 am
accused in connection with it
of bossism but nothing is

farther from my desires than to be what is
popularly styvled a *boss.” In the indorse-
ments for state efficers, where there are so
many applicants,&it is impossible to please
all, and although the attempt has been
made to follow, as far as possible, the local
sentiment, the making of
TEN ENEMIES

to one friend in an appointment is almost
inevitable. So far from the appointments
having been brought about by my personal
preferences, in many instances I have in-
dorsed men who were not my personal
friends, but who were most strongly fa-
vored in their localities, and were the fittest
men for the places. Oh, I can tell you the
position is not a picnic by any means, and
1 shall notbe sorry to give it up. But I
don’t intend to be read out of the party by
a Jot of ‘klckers’ and disorganizers.”

Mr. Kelly had no doubt that the
nominees of the convention would be of
such a character as to call forth every ele-
ment of the Democratic strength, and with
harmonious action he thought the chances
for Democratic success were exceptionally
brilliant. The sachem’s satisfaction with
the state of affairs was visibly increased by
the receipt, as the conversation ended, of a
number of telegrams congratulating him
upon the downfall of his opponents aud the
maintainance of his prestige as the leader
of the Minnesota Demoecracy.

DONNELLY’S EXPOSE.

¥le Charges Kelly and Others With

Beimg Iinterested in the New York

Agneduct Scheme.

Ignatius Donnelly sat in the rotunda of
the Merchants hotel last night, in conversa-
tion with his two sons and Senator Rahilly.
The sage was on his return from the East
and seemed to be in splendid spirits. He
said he thought the slight uupleasantness
that had sprung up in the Democratic party
was disgraceful. Said he:

“The Kelly ringleaders, composed of
the Boss himself, Doran, Ryan and others,
are making this fight to retain their grip on
the spoils in New York. That aqueduct
scheme, in New York, is one of the most
gigantic steals that this, or any other age,
ever knew. There are $5.000,000 involved
in it, and it is Gov. Hill's steal. Heis
using it to further his interests for the pres-
jdential nomination in 88. He is Cleve-
land’s bitter enemy, and to his friends he
says. ‘Youwork for me, and I will giveyou
a slice of the aqueduct. and a sliee of the
aqueduct is worth a great deal of money.’
Now,you see the Kelly followers have no
use for Cleveland, for he has not given
them all they asked for. They are a set of
despots and want everything or they are
dissatisfied, and because they haven’t got
this, they are mad at him and Hill has said
to them, °‘If you will bring ten delegates
from Minnesota to the national convention,
who will vote against Cleveland, I will give
you a slice of the acqueduct fund, worth a
haif a million dollars.” Eager to get even
with Cleveland, the Kelly men have said
all right and they are into the scheme neck
deep, and Cleveland knows it. That 1s
why he vetoed the bill advancing Jim Hilr’s
interests in Montana.”

Mr. Kelly was asked about the above !

a contract for building a mile of the aque-
duct and are building it in a ship-shape
manner. There is no truth in the story
that Gov. Hill has made a deal to have the
Democratic delegation turned over to him
two vears hence. The whole story is a
deliberate lie. Yon can say that one deal
Kelly knows something about is a deal be-
tween Donnelly and Wilder, in which he
(Kelly) holds a receipt showing that an at-
tempt was made to extort blackmail by a
politician who now poses as a reformer.”

FLUTTERING FULLER.

Dounelly’s War Eagle Fiaps His
Wings and Cries *Down With
Beossism *

There were several politicians wandering
around the streets vesterday with a wild
and untamed look in their eyes. Some of
these wore the Kelly trade mark and others
the Fuller coat-of-arms. The news pub-
lished in the GLoBE yesterday morning re-
garding the executive session of the Fuller |
wing of the party, held Tuesday night in !
Turner hall, at which a nice, fat list of
delegates was incubated, had surprised
the majority of the party, and this trick,
turned on them by the Fuller nemesis,
caused considerable talk. Mr. Fuller said |
yesterday that several Kelly men had called
on him and gave it out that they were
afraid that this move would hang up the
Ramsey county delegation on temporary
organization, and begzed him to ‘‘call oif
his dogs.” It has come te that point now,
as remarked by a politician yesterday, when
either Ames or Doran must go under. Mr.
Fuller was fouud sitting on the front steps
of his office yesterday afternoon, with a
look on his face that savored strongly of
weariness and anxiety, He talked in an
earnest strain on the political question.
Said he:

We may not win, but T give it out bold
that I am down on bosses, and I won't be
ruled by one if I can help it. Pat Kellyis a
boss, and I shall ight him until he is downed,
or at least so long &s I am able to fight at all.
1 probably shall not take so deep an interest
in politics again as I have this summer, butI
shall ficht in & small way. We have elected
delegates to the state convention, and we pro-
pose to be represeuted there; if we are fired
outwe can't help it. We were bulldozed and
intimidated at the polls but we don't propose
to tamely submit to this treatment. We
shall make a struggle to get what we con-
sider are our rights. I am not alone in this
uprising, by a long shot. There are others
with me, and they represent the best element
of tbe Democratic party. I doubt whether
the delegation elected at the primaries are
Ames men: someof them are, probably, and
some of them are Doran men. but we want
Ames nominated. He would be elected, and
the power that he has wielded so long would,
in a great measure, be wrested from him.

They Shouldun’t Fool.

C. F. Kindred was at the Merchants yes-
terday, and in the course of a conversation
he said that the delegates from the Fifth
distriet had been instrueted for Gilman and
1o stay by him till the last, and there was
no doubt that they would. He said he
didn’t think it would do the Democrats any
good to nominate a man to run against Nel-
son, but they would probably make a nom
ination for the purpose of keeping up the
organization. He said if Gilman was not
nowinated by the state convention he would
not be very liable to work much far the sue-
cessful candidate. The Republicans want
to be careful how they fool with the Fifth
distriet, for there is where their majority
lies and Gilman holds it in the hollow of his
hand. In the southern part of the state he
eleims the Demoerats -have about an equal
showing with the Republicans.

A Mysterious Wiove.

Yesterday afterncon about 4 o’clock P.
H. Kelly, Anthony Kelly and Edward
Durant, of Stillwater, ascended the stairs
that led from the rotunda of the Merchants
to the upper floor and disappeared through
the door of room 35, which is occupied by
Gov. Hubbard. The conference was quite
a lengthy one, and after it was over the
participants refused to be interviewed re-
garding its object, but it is surmised that it
was politieal in its tendency and touched on
the gubernatorial nomination.

BAY STATE PROHIBITIONISTS.

They Pass Reselutions and Nom-~
inate a State Ticket.

WORCESTER, Mass.. Sept. 8.—The Pro-
hibition state convention which assembled
here this morning is the largest in this state
in many years. Eugene H. Clapp, of Bos-
ton, was made permanent chairman. Mr.
Clapp on taking the chair delivered a long
address. The resolutions adopted declare
liquor to be the greatest instrumentality of
corruption in politics, and a blight on the
country generally. They demand the pro-
hibition of the manufacture, transportation
and sald of all intoxigating beve and
declare that this principle should be made
secure by constitutional amendments. They
also declare that any political party
that will not grapple with this mon-
strous evil, with the honest and earnest
intent of overthrowing it, is unworthy
of confidence and support. The Knights
of Labor are commended for excluding
liquor dealers from their organization and
the principle of arbitration in labor troubles
is indorsed. Workingmen are called upon
to assist in overthrowing the evil of the
liquor traffic. The resolutions recommend
that the act of selling or dealing in liquors
should be punished by distranchisement.
They indorse the work done by the Wo-
man’s Christian ‘Temperance union, and
favor the submission to the people of the
question of constitutional amendment in
behalf of woman suffrage. In conclusion a
determination is expressed to have no deals
or compromise with any other persons or
parties and to ‘‘stand on our own platform
and support our own candidates.” After a
recess a vote on'the nomination for governor
was taken and T. J. Lothrop, of Taunton,
received an almost unanimous vote and was
declared the nominee. Dr. John Blackmer
was then nominated for lieutenant-gov-
ernor.

Arrest at Cedar Rapids, Ta., of Two Men
Wko Robbed the Minneapolis
Postoffics,

They Are Also Wanted for Burglaries at
Northwood, Ia., and Gordons-
ville, Minn,

Their Capture Effected Through the
Medium of an Indiscreet
Letter.

A Third Member of the Same Gang
Run In by the St. Paul
Police.

The Minneapolis Robbers.
Special to the Globe.

CEDAR RAPIDS, Ta., Sept. 8.—Postoffice
Inspector Dan Cellay, of the Chicago divis-
1on, to-day arrested L. J. Sullivan and
Charles Wyman on the charge of robbing
the postofiices at Minneapolis, Northwood,
Ia., and Gordonsville, Minn. The in-
spector withholds the proof, in the shape of
letters found in Sullivan’s vaiise, until hy
pals in Chicago can be arrested. Thron
these letters Glenn was arrested at St. Paul
to-day. Dan Cellay says the proof fixes
the crime beyond a doubt. The inspector
was accompanied by Postmaster Adams, of
Northwood, who said that on the night of
July 2 the postoffice at Northwood was
broken into and robbed of registered letters
and cash aggregating about $50. No clue
coulg be ob:z;,]ined at the time. About two
weeks ago the prisoner, Wyman, stopped
off at Northwood and foumiY employxlx)lgut
with a farmer. He received a letter post-
marked Chicago. directed to St. Panl, for-
warded to Minneapolis, thence to Albert
Lea and thence to Northwood. This letter
was lpst at the latter place, and the finder.
thinking it solved the postoffice tobbery
question, turned it overto Adams. A postal
card from the sane writer, Sullivan, dated
Cedar Rapids, reached Northwood for
Wy man.

THE LETTER
in question, after the introduction, is as
follows:

I bhad my operation performed on the
20th, and am now on my back again, butc [
have strong hopes of being on my feet before
the end of September. Iam in the Cook
county hospital, and, like all public institu-
tions, it 1s extremely snide, to speak in tha
language of the turf. I shan’t stay here any
longer than I am obliged to, and I want you
to keep me posted on your wheresabouts. I
want you also to destroy all my letters as
soon as you have read them, and never make a
habit to carry them around with you. I
want you also to be careful and not lose those
private papers you brought from ‘S’ for me.
I shall send for them as soon as circumstances
will permit, and I wish you would make
sure of Glenn’s address. I know he is around
St. Paul somewhere, and possibly he may pe
where you said. But as he owes me coopsid-
erable I must find him and try and get a set-
tlement. Hank is an old worthless stiff, and
don’t amount to anything.

When introduced to Dan Cellay
as a postoffice inspector Sullivan weakenread.
Hastily snatching a card from his pocket
he wasin the act of tearing it in pieces when
the officers secured it. It proved to be a
diagram illustrating the work of safe drill-
ing,and was on the back of a card of Maloney
& Thorning, tailorsat No..118 Lasalle street,
Chicago. Sullivan’s valise contained a
complete set of burglar’s drills and other
fine tools, illustrations of various safe locks
and their arrangement, and many com-
promising letters.

SULLIVAN WAS SHOT

while attempting to rob the postoffice at Fik
River, Minn.. and is lame from its effect. He
served four years in. Stillwater under the
name of Sheridan. The men were preparing
to make a strike in this city and had been
shadowed by local officers. Since their arrest
Sullivan has admitted acquaintance with
Shannahan, of Chicago,and in response tojthe
inspector’s query as to whether his stamps
came from Minneapolis, said, ‘‘Yes, undoubt-
edly.” Wyman seems to be of less importance
than Sullivan. Sullivan is six feet two inches
tall, of medium build, with dark bair and
eyes, and is very intelligent. He says he has
operated in the West since 1873, but had done
nothing since the attempted EIK River rob-
bery, for which he has served time at Still-
water. The men have been in Cedar Rapids
about a week, and were arranging to crack
the postoffice safe at this place. They will be
taken to Dubuque to-morrow for examina-
tion.
