THEIBPKISOX IMOOBD.
Considerable is known in Stillwater

about William J. Sheridan, alias L. J. Sul-
livan, and Charles T. Wynmn. alias J. S.
Comstock, who were arrested at Cedar ,
Rapids, la., on Wednesday, and are sup- |

posed to have robbed the Minneapolis post-
office July 9. Sheridan has served three
different terms in the state prison, one

for four years and two for two years six

months. He was sent up from Ianbault
county in 1576 for two years six months
and from Minneapolis in ISSO for two years
six months and from Sherburne county

shortly after his release for four years, each
time for larceny. He was released the last
time on .1uly 3.a lew days preceding the rob-
bery of the Minneapolis;postoffice. From
Stiflwater, itis said, he went to St.Paul and
thence to Minneapolis. He is 43 years old.six
feet in height, slender, witha dark complex-

ion and was regarded as a bad man by the
prison attaches. Alter his arrest in Sner-
burne county, he was said to have been
converted, about which much was said in the
papers atthe time and whilehe was mprison.

The last year he was confined In prison
he was very anxious to see the papers, and
ordered tiie Sunday Globe and Chicago
News in February. For a long time he lay

on his back in the hospital in the prison

from the effects of a bullet wound in the
leg which he received in Sherbume county

while being captured. He claims to be a

native of Louisiana. Charles T. Wyman

was only released from prison July at, so

that hecouM not have entered the Minne-
apolis postoffice on the 'Jth. lie is36 years
old and says he was born in Michigan. Ue
is live feet, three and one-half inches in
height and has a dark complexion. He
was sent up the first time for three years
by the United States court for burglarizing

apostofiice, and six months the second time
forlarceny.

One of the Hillocks Shot Down

While Trying; to Hold Possession
off Morszaend Property.

in the death of George Hillock occurred yes-
terday morning on the premises of Mary
Jane Hillock, near Ludden, this county.

Sheriff Jackson Strane and a posse of four
men left Elleudale early Monday morning

to replevy the personal property of Mrs.
Hillock which was to be sold under a chat-
tel mortgage foreclosure. When the posse
arrived on the premises they were met by

the three sons of Mrs. Hillock, two of
them being armed With rifles. They or-
dered the ofticers off the premises and
threatened to shoot them like dogs should
they disobey their command, or inany way
attempt to seize the property. After some
parleying John Hillock was finallyarrested
and brought toEllendale jail, the other two
sons, reinforced by their mother and one
Mrs. Martin, thereupon betook themselves
to the granary to prevent the sheriff seizing
the grained stored therein. There they

FORTIFIED THEMSELVES
against the officers, who for two days
strove hard to dislodge them and get pos-
session of the wheat, but invain. The
occupants of the granary were armed to
the teeth, aud itwas unsafe lor any one to
approach them. Yesterday morning, how-
ever, the sheriff and his officers made an-
other attempt to enter the granary, where-
upon George Hillock discharged a load of
buckshot into the crowd, wounding the
sheriff and one of his deputies. The offi-
cers returned the fire from a number of
revolvers, one ball striking George Hillock,
penetrating the head above the left
ear. It is supposed to be lodged in the
brain. Two doctors were immediately
summoned to the scene, but we have not as
yet learned the result of the investigations.
Hillock became unconscious shortly after
being shot, and his recovery is hopeless.
The others in the building surrendered at
once when they saw one of their number
fall. The sheriff and deputies were only
slightly wounded.

THE DAKOTA FAIR.

There Was a I^aree Attendance— An

Address HEadc by Congressman

Hill.
Special to the Globe.

Huron, Dak., Sept. 9.—Probably the
largest gathering of people ever seen in this
part of the Northwest was here to-day at-
tending the territorial fair. They began
coming early in wagons, carriages and all
manner of vehicles. The special trains
from all directions were crowded full inside
and out. Some trains had cabooses and
box cars. The regular trains were more
crowded, if possible, than the specials.
Before ten o'clock Dakota avenue from
Fifteenth to Fifth streets was a surging sea
of humanity and by noon regular trains
brought hundreds more, swelling the crowd
to probably 12,000. The hotels and board-
ing houses were thronged. Nore than half
the people are cared for at private houses.
Some brought tents and camp out. Itis an
exceptionally orderly crowd, there being no
drunkenness or rowdyism, and not an acci-
dent. The cityofficials, together with the
fair managers, have been quite successful
inkeeping gambling devices off the grounds
and out of the city entirely, and

on or about the grounds. At the fair
grounds all went nicely till2 this afternoon
when a stiff northwest wind began blowing
and increased to such velocity that great

clouds of dust were carried over the track
and grounds. Congressman Hill fulfilled
his engagement to address the people, and
did bo under the most trying circumstances.
The wind was so strong that not more than

half of the great throng could hear him and
went away greatly disappointed.

AFFECTS VAST INTERESTS.

The Proposition to Relocate the
Dells Company's Sorting- Works.

Special to the Globe.
Eau Claire, Sept. 9.—The proposition

made by aworVingmens' and business mens'
committee to the directors of the Dells Im-
provement company, for a re-location of the
company's sorting works, is gaining friends.
The committee will submit the argument
that, by placing the works far enough up the
the river so that they willbe above all the
mills which raft lumber, there will be no
opposition from up-river mill-owners, be-
cause there can thus be no detention of
rafts from above, and it will.remove the
ground for complaint which has caused an
up-river company* to threaten a suit for
delay of rafts. The opposition which
would be expected from down river
would be obviated because, at the
point proposed, the logs could,
with two forty-foot gaps and swifter water,
be sorted three times as fast as at present
and there could be no delay of logs destined
for the Mississippi river. No proposition
of greater import to the lumber industry of
this region has ever been made, and itaf-
fects a vast array of interests on the Missis-
sippi. Itis believed that a new era in the
industiial development of Eau Claire will
be at hand when the impartial and prompt
distribution of flags to all the mills and the
transfer of the Dells water-power to the city
shall have been accomplished. Itis claimed
that the magnificent millof the Pioneer
Lumber company, now in the hands ofan
assignee, and that of the Sherman Lumber
company, which has been swallowed by the
Chippewa Logging company and not oper-
ated at all this season, would both now be
running and giving employment to a thou-
sand men. if the mills named could have
had the logs to which they were entitled.
