TRANSPORTATION TOPICS.

Important Freight Agreement.

CHIicAGO, Sept. 10.—The Western gen-
eral managers, after a three-days’ session,
succeeded to-day in reaching a basis of
compromise and reorganizing the Western
Freight association. The two prominent
vbstacles have been the refusal of the Chi-
cago & Northwestern to pool its range ecat-
tle business originating in Western Ne-
braska and Wyoming, and the demand of
the Missouri Pacific that, by reason of its
Lincoln. Neb., extension, it should be
awarded a share of the through business.
The first was settled by virtually conceding
to the Northwestern its point. This was
done by. removing the eastern boundary
line of the range cattle pool as it formerly
existed, ruuning north and south through
Valentine, Brady Island and Indianola.
Neb., to Laramie City and Douglas. This
gives the Northwestern control of all the
cattle shipped on its line west of Norfolk
to Fort  Fetterman, from which
it will  exact local rates and
will not report the business to any pool.
As both the Union Pacitic and Burlington
are building into that territory, it will not
enjoy the monopoly longer than the wvres-
ent season. The other bone of contention
was amicably divided by giving the Mis-
souri Pacific 4 per cent in the pool on
through business and awarding the Omaha
2 per cent. The Kansas City, St. Joseph
& Council Bluffs is awarded 6 per cent. of
the gross earnings in the Council Bluffs
local pool.  Otherwise the percentages re-
main unchanged. A committee of one
from each road was appointed to perfeet
the minor details of the pool, to report to
the general meeting at 11 a. m. to-morrow,
to which time adjournment was taken.
The poo!, which will endure five years,
will go into effect Sept. 15, with J. N.
Faithorn as commissioner. This completes
one of the most important and far-reaching
railroad combinations ever made in the
West.

What Will They Do?

Mr. Hanley, of the Minnesota & North-
western, Mr. Boyden, of the Milwaukee &
St. Paul, and F. B. Clarke, of the Omaha
road, returned yesterday from Chicago,
where they have been for several dajs, in
attendance on the meeting of the repre-
sentatives of the Western and Northwest-
ern roads, held for the purpose of fixing
up rates. Itis very well known that the
principal difficulty that confronts the
Northwestern roads is the matter of milling
in transit rates. It is well known that the
Minnesota & Northwestern would under no
circumstances consent to this rate. M.
Hanley said yesterday the demand for the
total abolishment of milling in transit is a
finality and a condition precedent
to the Minnesota & Northwestern joining
apool. The Milwaukee & St Paul and
St.;iau) & Northwestern express their will-
ingness to make concessions but, do not
propose to abolish the milling in transit
rates so far as they apply to business com-
ing from their own lines west of St. Paul
and Minneapolis. This will not satisfy the
Minnesota & Northwestern, and it will
have none of it. It claimsthat there is a
loss of 30 per cent. on the grain coming
from points on other lines milied at Minne-
apolis, and this loss would have to be
made good by those lines having no mill-
ing in transit business. Mr. Hanley could
not state definitely what would be the re-
sult of the meeting. He was of the opinion.
however, that the outcome would be that
milling in transit would be abolished. The
representatives of the roads in St. Paul will
go back to Chicago next week, probably,
when the whole subject will be
gone over, and,as some believe, satistactorily
settled.
