FALSE PRIDE IN WOMEN.
A fair eorrespondent, for all women must
by natural gallantry be assumed to be fair
until oenlar demonstration proves them

the hundreds of women seeking employ-
ment from accepting positions in domestic
service and irduces them to seek by prefer-
ence poorly paid occupation as clerks. The
correspondent thinks that the difficalty lies
in the disagreeable surroundings which she
alleges exist in the average homes, and
says that **it is not false pride but an unwill-
to be considered a servant
and to consider herself a dependent, which
prevenis the woman in search of a liveli-
hood from entering into  domestic service.
The correspondent thus appears to beg the
question. She asserts exaetly what the
GLoeE maintained, that it is the conscious-
ness of being a servant, or, in other words,
the possession of false pride that prevents
the acceptance of such employment. The
woman employed in the household is no
more a servant than the woman employed
1 the store,and her work in the former posi-
tion has advantageous features which in the
latter it totally lacks. It would be too much
to expect even in this land of equality that
she should be on the same tfooting in the
household as members of the family, any
more than she should make one of her em-
ployer’s family in the store. But there is
no necessity for her to feel any degradation
or lack of self-respect simply because she is
in service. The dignity of labor exists in
all occupations, and is bound to eommand
respect when the laborer is in other respects
worthy of his or her hire. It is doubt-
less true that the mistresses of many
households are overbearing and exacting.
In some ecases they may even be the in-
feriors of their employes in culture,
character and refinement. But the
good mistresses, those who have a kindly
consideration for their dependents, a sym-
pathetic interest in their welfare and appre-
ciation of their merits far outnumber those
with whom arrogance is second nature and
in whom the milk of human kindness has
long been soured.  With mistresses of the
former character no earnest, se!f-respecting
girl need fear to engage herself, and there
are now in St. Paul hundreds of just such
women who would only be too giad to give
renumerative employment and comfortable
homes to young women of the right sort.

STARVING FISHERMEN,

fSeventy Thousand Newfoundlanders in
Destitute Circumstances, and Must
Have Succor or Die.

Excitement Caused in England Over an
Order for the Speedy Completion of
Men-of-War.

Alexander’s Fete Day Spent in En«
thusiastic Demonsirations by the
People of Philippopolls,

Fourteen Thousand Deaths In Italy
Since the Chotera Outbreak=-A
Mexican karthgquake.

Seventy Thousand Destitute.

Havrirax, N.S., Sept. 12.—Fred B.
Morrine, wember of the New Foundland
legislature for Bonavista, now here, says:
The Labrador fisheries are an entire failure.
At their best they afford but a bare sub-
sistance. Thirty thousand people go from
New Foundland to Labrador for fish
every year. This year they have
not eaught enough to pay the
cost of transportation and supplies, and
At least 20,000 more people are dependent
upon the success of the above mentioned
30.000. The total failure of the shore fish-
ery this year renders 70,000 people (lesti-
tute, only 20,000 of those depending
upon them being prepared to stand the loss
of a year’s labor.  "T'he people have barely
enough for present necessities. The only
relief to this picture is the fact that the po-
tato crop, the only crop raised on the
island. is turning out well and will yield
about a peck per head of population. M.
Morris says this seems highly colored in
view of the recent falsifications of starva-
tion among the Labrador Esquimaux, but it
is the plain English of actual facts and in-
evitable consequences.

Rushing Men-oi-War.

Loxpox, Sept. 13.—Nothing is known
in official circles in regard to Prince Alex-
ander’s visit to England. Great excite-
ment has been caused at Chatham by the
unexpected receipt of urgent orders from
the admiralty to expedite the completion
of men-of-war. Relays of workmen are to
be employed day and night if necessary.
This activity is regarded as indi-
cating possible continental complications.
The Post’s Berlin correspondent says that
Austria has formally notiiied Germany that
Austria will oppose any attempt by Russia
to encroach upon the liberties of the Bal-
kans. A special messenger has started for
Strasburg with important dispatches for
Emperor William. The Austrian news-
papers, while deploring the possible neces-
sity of war, agree that it must be cheer-
fully resorted to if it will prevent greater
calamities in the future.

No Chance for Re~enihironcment.

BERLIN, Sept. 12.—The North German
Gazette says that there is no prospect of the
re-enthronement of Prince Alexander; that
even if the sobranje re-elects Alexander,
the signers of the Berlin treaty will hardly
consent to his return. 1t is not likely, the
paper says, that Russia and England will
come to an agreement very soon regarding
the throne of Bulgaria.

REJOICING AT PHILIPPOPOLIS,

Loxpox, Sept. 12.—Alexander’s fete
day was the occasion of great rejoicing at
Philippopolis. The festivities were con-
tinued through the night. Bodies of troops,
headed by bands, paraded the town, and
the streets resounded with the cheers
of the populace. In the evening a
brilliant display of firewerks was made at
Varna. DPrayers for Alexander were
offerad in thechurehes. The Te Deum was
sung at the Russian consulate in honor of
the ezar. Only fifteen persons were pres-
ent. Troops were stationed around the
consulate to prevent disorder. At Sofia six
Roumelian regiments were presented with
new colors. The colors bear at the top the
Bulgarian lion, on the borders the motto,
*God with us,” andon the corners Alex-
ander’'s monogram. After the presentation
of the colors the troops were reviewed.
They made a splendid appearance. The
Novoe Vremya, of St. Petersburg, says a
great mistake has been committed if the
double celebration of Alexander’s and the
czar’s fete days contained an arriersa pense,
or if the presentatior of the colors to the
Roumelian regiments was intended to flat-
ter Alexander. - Russia, it says, will indi-
cate her position precisely to the sobrange
at the decisive moment.

Some 14,000 Have Died.

Loxpox, Sept. 12.—The cholera returns
from Italy since the last report are: Ra-
venna, 8 new cases, 4 deaths; Torredal
Annunziata, 15 new cases, 9 deaths; else-
where, 46 new cases. 19 deaths. Several
cases have occurred in Naples and Genoa.
The totai number of cases in Italy since the
outbreak of the disease is 45,000, and the
total number of deaths 14,000.

A Mexican Earithquake.

Crty oF MEexico. Sept. 12, via Galves-
ton.—An official report to the government
from Sequisictean, a state in Mexico, says
a shock of earthquake, with oscillations
from east to west, was felt there between 4
and 5 o'clock, on the morning of the 3d
inst. The last severe shock here was four
years ago, when the massive building oecu-
pied by the London bank was cracked, and
other edifices injured. Great interest is
felt throughout Mexico in the recent severe
earthquake shocks in the United States.

French=Canadiaps to Return.

MoNTREAL, Sept. 12.—Negotiations
have just been concluded here with the
government of this ‘province and the
Montreal Colonization society, at the head
of which is Archbishop Fabre, Dr. John-
son’ la Poline, of Lawrence, and Camille
Rousseau, a merchant of Lowell, Mass.,
who were duly appointed delegates by
10,500 heads of French-Canadian families
in those towns and the neighboring country
to make ar rangements for their return to
this province. These French-Canadians
wish to return to Canada and settle on
land in their native province, as many
others have already done. A contract has
been entered into by the delegates by which
50,000 acres of land in the La Lievre and
La Rouge valleys in the Ottawa district
have been secured for settlement of families
whose intention it is to come when the
clearing of the land and the building of
houses is completed. A special fund bav-
ing been subseribed for these purposes.
they will come in an organized body and
take possession provided with implements
to till the land. Many have already re-
turned through the influence of Father La
Belle, who has been a pioneer in colonizing
the district in question, which 18 of great
extent. Those who have come have been
successful, being more progressive than be-
fore they left their own province. The
present movement is expected to be the be-
ginning of an extensive repatriation of the
French element.

Protecting the Czar.

Loxpox, Sept. 13.—Herr von Tisza re-
cently informed Count Kalnoky, the Aus-
trian prime minister, that he was unable,
as Hungarian premier, to consent toa
Russian occupation of Bulgaria. Elaborate
precautions were taken to protect the czar
during his journey to Poland to witness
the army maneuvers, and soldiers
armed with loaded rifles watched the rail-
way. The train was divided into three
sections. When passing stations the win-
dows were closed and the blinds drawn
down, in order to prevent the discovery of
the carriage occupied by the czar. After
the maneuyres, the ezar will go to Spala,
Poland, when similar precautions will be
taken for his protection, 50,000 soldiers
being utilized for this service.

EXCITING BEETLE RACES.

The Sport in Which the Chinese Take
Deep Interest.

How the Contests Are Conducted--
Heavy Betting.

Special to the Globe.

CHICAGO, Sept. 11.—Recent accounts of
sparrow and cockroach tournaments in Chi-
cago Chinese sporting circles have been
eclipsed in point of interest by a series of
beetle races, which took place last Sunday
night in a resort well known to the Chinese
residents in South Clark street. As nearly
all the clever Chinese games come from
California, whence they were imported
from China, so did the racing beetles.
Through the Intervention of an in-
telligent English-speaking celestial,
whose acquaintance [  have culti-
vated, I was enabled to be present
and witness the races. My presence was
distasteful to the sporting Chinese, and at
first they declared the proceedings should
not go on until I retired, but my friend sue-
ceeded in harmonizing matters and I re-
mained. The leading spirits were two
fierce-looking Mongolians from San Fran-
cisco, who brought the bettles to town.
When all was ready each produced a wicker
cage containing his animals. They were
ordinary black tumble-bugs. The spectators,
about fifty in number, were ranged about
along table in the back room of the
basement (it was a laundry), and were
kept at the prover distance by a rope form-
ing a ring about the table. No one was
allowed within the ring but the two opera-
tors. On the table was a board about five
feet long and six inches wide with raised
edges. This was the track. First, two
little balls made of rough wood were put
upon the track. Then

THE TWO RACERS

were selected from the contents of
the cages. To distinguish them each
was marked across the pack
with a cross of different col-
ored ink. The spectators ecrowded
around to inspect the bugs. A scens of

great interest followed. - 'I'here was a per-
fect din made by the conversation as to the
relative merits of the racers. Asit wasin
Chinese 1 could not understand it. but con-
siderable sums of wmoney were put up, not
only in coins but bills—some of them of
large denominations. My guaide told me
the bug with the red cross was a hot favor-
ite and the odds were five to three on him.
He explained that the bug had never yet
lost a race. But the owner of the bug
with the white cross was confident and
backed his animal heavily. His name was
Hop Ho and there was bitter rivalry be-
tween him and Loo Gin, who owned ‘the
red cross. When all the betting had been
made, time was called. The balls were
put in a line and each trainer held his bug
between his four finger and thumb. A
sign was made by aman 1 took to be
the referee, and the bugs were released.
Directly they began a vigoious tumbling
of the balls. With their hind legs kicking
furiously in the air, they propelled thein-

selves backward with their forward
legs at a surprising rate. Each
operator was allowed to use

a straw about eight inches long to urge his
bug on. The spectators seemed intensely
interested and kept up a continual jabber.
Both bugs movod along evenly for half a
minute or so and had covered about a foot
of the track, when

THE RED-CROSS BUG

got around on the wrong side of the ball
and commenced going the wrong way.
The backers of the other bug jumped up
and down in glee. Loo Gin plied
his straw sharply, but before he
got the animal around in place again
he had retraced his steps fully four
inches. In the meantime the white cross
had been attending strictly to business. and
led by nearly a foot. Punched into activity
by the straw. the red cross worked rapidly
and slowly gained on the white. As a racer
he was evidently what his backers believed
him to be. The race was without impor-
tant interest until the end of the board was
reached. There the bugs were to turn. The
end of the board was rounded so that the
natural course of the ball would be to make
the turn and proceed down the opposite side
from which it came up. Mr. White made the
turn without incident, but he had no sooner
done so than he came in collision with the
red. who was coming up. The deadlock
remained unbroken for some seconds, first
one bug losing a little ground and then the
other. At length the red mounted his ball.
The effect was to separate the balls, and
the white resumed his tumbling down the
home stretch. It must have been an off
day for the red, for he again started tumb-
ling in the wrong direction. Before Loo
Gin with his straw had got him arighted it
was evident he was a beaten bug. The
white came in an easy winner
amid the boistrons demonstrations of his
owner and backers. Time 5:14. Sev-
eral other races followed, and the bet-
ting was undiminished. In one race one of
the bugs
ACTED BADLY AT THE POST

and thereby lost the race. When punched
with the straw he refused to budge, but lay
as if dead. He was started at last by his
owner moistening the end of the straw with
sulphuric aecid, which he applied to the ani-
mal’s front leg. Foul was claimed, but as
the bug was not a winner the econtroversy
was soon ended. In anotherrace there was

a deadlock oh the turn and both
bugs got behind one ball and tum-
bled - it down the stretch. All

efforts to stop them was unavailing. and
the race was declared adraw. In some of
the races both bugs got balky, and, sui-
phurie acid having been barred, the efforts
to get them going again were exciting and
amusing. That the races were all square
there was no doubt, and they were more
exciting than any horse race I eversaw. I
made no bets myself, but was very favor-
ably impressed with a big, powerfully-
built tumbler entered in one of the last
races. But he proved no good. He slept
three times before he got to the turn and
his smaller comvpetitor won handily. The
owner of my favorite was so disgusted he
stepped on the bug as soon as the race was
over. My guide said there would be
another meeting Sunday night, when a
feature would be a handicap race between
three first-class tumblers, the bugs to drag
a silken cord, to which will be attached a
small Jead weight, the weights to be deter-
mined by the number of races won.
