State bonds were dull
and firm. The stock wmarket was stronger
and showed more life than on any previous
day for some weeks. The bears seemed de-
moralized and the bulls for the time being
had complete control. The course of prices,
with the exception of a slight reactlon in the
early trading and another in the last hour,
was almost steadily upward, and while the
sales in eash stock were increased, the deal-
ings were extended to a much larger number
of stocks than of late. While there was no
particular news to infiluence values this morn-
ing the general advance was made up on the
improved feeling in the street, there being

very little outslde buying as yet. London is
credited with some trading in Louis-
