They Pass Through St. Louis En

Route to Their New Heservation

in Florida.

St. Louis, Sept. 17.—Three hundred
and eighty-five Chiricahua Indians,63 men,
175 squaws and 147 children, arrived in the
city this morning in twelve speeial cars
over the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe
railroad, in charge of Capt. Vvade, of the
Tenth United States cavalry, commanding
the company of eizhty-five guards. These
Indians, though not actively engaged in
Geronimo’s late campaign, were neverthe-
less suspected of furnishing the hostiles
with provisions and ammunition, aud the
government thought best to remove them
from their reservation. They will proceed
from this city direct to Fort Marion, near
Jacksonville. Fla., and will be giyen a res-
| ervation somewhere in that state,'. Crowds
I of people gathered at the railway station to
see the real live Indians,and were rewarded
by seeing them breakfast at a modern res-
taurant, whieh they were evidently not ac-
customed to do. Among the chiefs in the
| party were Becothlay, Loco, Cheoo, Jose,
Zilix, Chato and Beshtua.

THE HONDURAS REVOLUTION.

There Were Seventy=Seven Rebels,y
and They Were promptly Licked.
NEw YoRrg, Sept. 17.—Mr. Jacob Baiz,

| the consul general for Honduras in New

York, has received the following advices

| regarding the late revolutionary movements

| in that country:

Oun his arrival in Costa Rica, Solo ordered
| Delgado and all the ofiicers and enlisted men
who were io Nicarauga, and numbered seven-
ty-seven all told, to invade Honduras, which
they did on the 9th of August. On the 19th
of August our troops met and completely
routed the invading force, and Morri, Valas-
quez and seven other chiefs and officers were
klled. Al the rest of the invaders remained
on the battiefield, either dead or prisoners,
except Delgado and Herradora, who escaped.
The people of Honduras are unanimous in
their adhercnce to the present government,
and notone man sustained Delgado in his
revolution.

A late communication to Gen. Baiz says:
You will have learned of the total defeat of

Delzado’s forces, his capture, and the death of

Morri, with many other officers and men.

Delgado is now being tried by court-martisl.

Not a man rose in his favor. I think we can

now safely come to the conclusion that Solo’s

ray of hope is extinguished.
