Milwaukee. Sept. 26.? At Kankanna.
iVLs., workmen engaged in excavating a
Jewer came upon the ruins of a .stone build-
ing at a depth of eight feet. The stone
found bore truces of line workmanship and
polish. Further digging developed a quan-
tityofashes, about twenty-five bushels of
which were removed, when another wall
was struck. The stones were finely faced,

some being blackened as it by fire and
smoke. Others must have been subjected
to great artificialheat, as they had crum-
bled into lime. The work was found but \u25a0
faot or two above bed-rock, and shows evi-
dences of workmanship that could have
been performed only by a highly civilized
race- It must have been done centuries
ago, as a large elm tree had grown over the
ruins. The discovery has led to the ad-
vancement of many theories.

Balls of Fire.

THE COIIX CHOP.

InMinnesota it Will Average 20 to

40 Bushels to the Acre.
Chicago, Sept. 26.?The followingcrop

review will appear in this week's issue of
the Farmers' Review:

The weather has continued unusually fa-
vorable lor the growing corn, and the bulle-
tins from some of the lowa, Wisconsin and
Illinois counties indicate a slightly more
favorable outlook than was deemed to be
possible one month aco. The crop has cer-
tainlynot gone backward as a whole during
the past four weeks, but the reports as to the
yield continue to show that the yieldper acre
willbe considerably below the average. The.
reports of correspondents from twenty coun-
ties in Illinois estimate the yield by bushels
per acre and show a range of 12 to 40 bushels.
The lowest averages are reported from Will-
iams, Wayne, Stepbenson, Madison, Christian
and Boone counties, where the yieldIs placed
at from 12 to 20 bushels. In Wabash,
Stark, Pulaski, Jo Daviess, Johnson,
Greene, Fulton and Coles the yield is esti-
mated at from 25 to 30 bushels. la
Crawford, EtHncrham, Kankakee, Macon,
McDonough and Wood ford the yieldis placed
at 35 to 40 bushels. Inthe state of lowa the
averages follow very closely those of Illinois.
Intwenty counties reporting this week the
lowest estimate Is 13 bushels for Fayette
county.and the highest 40 bushels for Grundy,
Pottowattamie, Winnesheik and Jackson
counties. In Davis, Ringgold, Warner and
Washington counties the yieldis estimated to
be IS to 20 bushels, in Gage and Tama coun-
ties 25 bushels, in Buchanan, Green and
Winnebago counties 30 bushels, in Adair,
Cherokee, Cedar, Emmet, Osceola and Palo
Alto counties 35 bushels.

The stand taken by Judge Wilson in this
one instance should win at least 1,000 votes
for him from the Republican ranks in the
First district Itcannot be charged, in the
light of these facts, that Judge Wilson is
the candidate of the railroads. The fact is,
they are opposed to him and are favorable
to Lovely. The story, as told by the judge,
is as follows:
In1857. a? tiicse whose memories reach

back so far will recollect, the Uuiied States
made a grant of

SEVERAL smxroira
of acres of land to Minnesota to uld In the
uuiUtug'of a number of linos of -railroad.
Tiiolauds ware !iytbe legislature transferred
to certain railroad companies, which agreed
to build the roads. The companies agreed to
pay, In lieu of all other taxes, 3 per centum
of their gross earnings, and the lauds were,
on that consideration,' exempted from taxa-
tion until they should hesold or contracted to
be sold by the companies. Tbia immunity
from taxation was-- only of the property of
the companies pu> i.ig1 the 3per centum of
their earning*. The property of noone, else
was exempted. Th? land-grant railroad com-
panies iv 1858 applied for a loan of state
credit to the amount of $3,000,000. This

\u25a0could not be granted but byan amendment
of the constitution, which required a voto of
the people. One of the roads, whose eastern
terminus was at Wiuo.ua. was to.huvu $1,250,-
--000 ofaloan, The directors of the company
lived at Wiuona, and they, by the loan,

and the people of lie city expected that it
would bo greatly benefited by the building of
the road. isaw, or supposed! saw, that the
scheme was one intended, and whose effect
would be, to plunder the state, 'as it.in fact,
proved tobe. I,therefore, opposed it, lor,
though the officers of the railroad company
\u25a0who asked forbunds claimed that the state
would never be called on to pay a dollar, I
was not satisfied with the honesty or truth of
the statement. All the companies stood
together in the zealous scramble lor the plun-
der. At the election in VYinona on that meas-
ure th.re were cast 1.182 vote? (we hud hon-
estly six or seven hundred), and of these, 1,181
were for the loan, out: against it. Iwas the
one. They tried to create such a feeling in
our town that no one would dare to vote
against it. Though they could not deter me
they caricatured and, so far as they dared,
insulted and abused me for my course. After
the work had advanced so far that a few
hundred dollars had been expended on each
of the roads, the companies and the gov-
ernor disagreed as to the security to be
given by the companies as a condition prece-
dent to the issne of the bonds. The governor
claimed that the state should have a first lien
on the property of the company, which they
refused, claimingthat the law did not require
this. Some of the companies applied for a
mandamus to compel the issue of the
bonds on

THEIR TERMS.
Such writ was issued in at least one of the

districts. An application was made to me by
one of the companies in my district lthen
being judge of this district. Irefused even
to entertain jurisdictionor consider the ques-
tion. After a considerable amount ofbonds
had been issued, the companies conceived the
idea of using- them as a banking basis, and
thus getting the money into the hands of the
people, undoubtedly well knowing that the
currency so issued would be unsecured.
Against this 1 also raised my voice. The
railroad companies succeeded in obtaining
iabout half of the $5,000,000. In1381 Iwas a
member of the legislature when the holders
of the bonds made the final assault on it for
payment. The bonds were largely inthe
hands of railroad men or railroad companies.
Selah Chamberlain, on behalf of himself and
most of the other bondholders, made an offer
to accept in full settlement 50 per cent, of
the face value of the bonds. This was
favored by many, though, when the legisla-
ture met, not by nearly a majority.

THE SCHEME

Ithought both dishonorable and unjust?dis-
honorable because itput the state in the light
or a repudiator of on?-half of its apparent
debt, and unjust to tho state because Itre-
quired the payment of many times more than
the state owed on any principle of law or
equity. The scheme was pushed through by
methods that Iwould be glad for the honor of
the state to have forever forgotten. That I
opposed this earnestly and untiringly:from
first to last, those who were then 'in the legis-
lature or in the state willnot have forgotten.

HE DECLINED TO TOUCH THEM.
" ,

Aclause was inserted inthe bill?to aid in
floatiing it through ?giving-out of the sum
going to the bondholders $150,000 to pay

clai-ns due for the construction of the roads.
These claims were largely held in Winona,and
many of them were at once offered tome tor
collection. But Ideclined to accept
them, being determined not to place
myself in a position where my
interest or the interest of .my clients
should stand opposed to my duty as a legisla-
tor; and also being determined to oppose the
measure at every move, so long as opposition
could be of any avail. Ithus lost individu-
ally thousands of dollars in fees. Tho bill
providing for the payment of the bonds was
at the same time introduced into both the
house and senate. It provided that there
should be issued "such an amount of new
bonds as should be equal to50 per cent, of
the amount of the principal and interest
which shall be due on said Minnesota State
railroad bonds and the coupons thereto at-
tached on the Ist day of January, 1884."

By

the bill,as it was introduced and as itpassed
the senate, it was provided that the bonds to
be issued should bear interest at 5 per cent,
per annum, and it willbe observed that, ac-
cording to the terms of*the bill, the old bonds
and coupons were

until January. 1884, at the rate of 7 per cent.
This was greatly in excess of the offer of
compromise made by Mr.Chamberlain. The
billin the house was referred to a committee
of ten, all of whom were in favor of itbut
two? McCracken, of Fillmoro county, and
myself. la the committee either Mr.Mc-
Cracken or Iproposed, as an amendment,
that the rate of interest on the bonds to be
issued should be 4per cent, per annum, in-
stead of 5, and, after a protracted discussion,
the committee, withone exception, agreed to
that. 1, also, in the committee moved to
amend so that the rate of interest to be cal-
culated on the bonds and coupons utter the
date of the act up to January, ]884, should
be 4 percent. Instead of 7, and that the
interest should be computed on only 50 per
cent, of the sum then due, instead of the
whole sum as provided inthe bill. This was
also agreed to by the committee, withbut one
dissent, and the bill was ordered reported
back to the house with the recommendation
that the amendments should be adopted.
But, as soon as the bond men heard of the
proposed .amendments, every possible effort
was made to

DEFEAT THEM.

You will observe that, inasmuch as the
amount of bonds to be issued was about $4,-
--300,000, the sum saved to the state in interest
on the new bonds would have been $43,000
per annum, making, for the thirty years
which the bonds might run, $1,290,000, and
the sum saved to the state byithe reduction
of the rate of interest from 7per cent, to 4

per cent, for nearly two and one-half years
(from November, 1881, till January, \u25a0 1884),
was over $200,000. When the bill was re-
ported, as so amended, to the bouse, such in-
fluences were brought tobear on the mem-
bers of the committee of ten that, when tho
question came up in the' house, according to
my best recollection, but one (Mr. Mc-
Cracken), stood withmo for the amendments.
OfMr.McCracken itis 3iinply justice to state
that he was always fearless, always able and
always stood by his convictions. In the
houso it was moved,by some one who favored
the original bill, that tho senate bill, which
hud not been amended, should be substituted
for th? house bill, which motion prevailed.
The senate billhavingboon taken up and the
above amendments moved, one of the most
protracted and heated discussions of the ses-
sion followed. It lusted all tha afternoon,
until after dark, the lobby of the. house being
tilled with state Officers and other spectators.
1had prepared myself in advance with the
data to prove, and did prove, that the Jwnds
of other states at 4 per cent. were worth a
premium, and Ihad caused an examination
of thu finances mul income of tho state to bo
made, to show that it wits whollyunnecessary
to postpone the first

PAYMENT OP INTEREST.

until1831; that we were ablo to pay it at
once, and It was therefore, both wrong and
unnecessary for the state to add the interest
of the lull sum of the old bonds and coupons
up to 1084 to the principal, and that itwas es-
pecially wrong to calculate) that interest at 7
per cent, when we had tho funds in the treas-
ury to pay it, and when, according to the
claim and proposition of even Mr.Chamber-
lain, only 5 percent, had been demanded. I
<'o not now recollect certainly whether Mr.
MeCracken took any part in tho discussion in
the house on the amendments. According to
my recollection he did not, though ho was
justas earnest as I. if he did not, uo ono
aided me in the discussion, or in the prepara-
tion for it. or in any wayin the contest which
was uiuue: while, on iho other side, there
wen- very numerous speakers. Allof those
who finally approved the bond billstood un-
llinchiusrly at every step. The bondholders'
attorneys were in the house duringthe whole
time, to be consulted by any one of that side,
and prominent senators were busy in the
house every minute during the discussion
doinjr all they could to influence the members
to vote ugaiust the amendments.

E.NTKK Mil. FLLTJHER.

Tho amendments were voted down. When
the vote was taken 1 was exhaustod and
nearly discouraged. Mr. Fletcher, (the
speaker of the house), at once came to mo
and addressed mo in substantially these
words: IStnl

"You are right. Itwould be an outrage on
the people to permit that bill to pass in its
present form, and itsu::ll not pass until your
views substantially have been incorporated
into it. After listening to your argument
there can be no doubt as to the matter. I
am astonished that the senate passed itin
that form, or that anyone should oppose your
views. [ voted against you now because I
might be misunderstood if Idid not. Be-
tween this time and the meeting of the house
to-morrow morningIshall see the governor
and Mr. Chamberlain and induce them, ifI
eon. to assent to these amendments. ido
not wisli tooppose the governor; ifpossible
Iwant to avoid it. But ifIcannot induce
him to consent Ishall have to follow

MYOWN CONVICTIONS
of right and voie for the amendment. He
told me at the same time that while Iwiss
talking he had spoken to D. M.Sabin, John
P. Norish ana, 1 believe, with S. G. Comstock,
who agreed with him. As agreed, that night
or next morning Mr. Fletcher, accompanied,
1 think, by the gentlemen named, had an in-
terview with the governor aud it was agreed,
as Mr.Fletcher reported tome, that interest
after the date of the billon the old Minnt-sota
railroad bonds should not be commuted at 7
per cent., as in the billH was provided, but
at 6 per cent., and that the bill should be so
modified that interest on the new bond
should be at arate not |exceeding 5 per cent.
(Itwill be recollected that tlie bill Itself pro-
vided absolutely that the interest should be
at 5 per cent.) But the understanding was
thut the interest should, as v matter of tact,
be reduced to at least A% per cent., and

THE IMPRESSION
was carried to mo that it would probable be
reduced to four; but, by leaving the bill
in the form proposed, Gov. Pillsbury could
have the honor and credit of reducing the
rate of interest at least ons-batf of 1 per
cent. Iwas willingthat the governor should
have the glory ifwe could have the reduction
of interest. 1 agreed, on the understanding
that the bonds should notbear to exceed 4}?
per cent, interest, because Icould secure
nothing better. Ialso agreed that the rate of
interest after the date of the act should be
reduced from 7 to 5 per cent, because Icould
pain nothing better. Iwas theu informed
(justbefore the house met) that the attorneys
of Chamberlain (wuo w?.-re the men on whose
advice tho governor acted) were ready to
meet me in

THE GOVERNOR'S OFFtCE
toagree on the wordingof the amendments.
Iwent at once to the governor's oilice and
found there the attorneys (Gon. Cole and
Hon. John M. Gi!man), the governor and Mr.
Chamberiaiu, and, according to my best
recollection, Gen. Sibley. Ithen and there
wrote out the amendments, wbieh were as-
seated toby the other parties present, and at
once sent them up to the house to be
offered by Col. Hicks. Iwas Informed by Mr.
Fletcher (and Iagreed to it) that it would not
do for me tointroduce the amendments: that
the governor and his friends must have the
honor of reducing: the interest. Itisbut jus-
tice to Mr.Fletcher and the other gentlemen
named? but especially to Mr. Fletcher ?
say that but for his intervention and em-
phatic action, these amendments could not
h?>ve been carried through the house. They
did pass the house and were adopted by the
senate, and, inpursuance of the agreement,

the state officers who issued the bonds fixed
the rate of interest at 4% per cent. Let us
see how much these amendments saved the
state and cost the bondholders. The bonds
to be issued under the bill as above stated,
were about $4,300,000. By the bill before the
amendments it was absolutely provided and
required that the bonds should draw 5 per
cent, interest. Therefore, one-half of 1per
cent, was saved on the bonds issued, viz;

$21,500 ANNUALLY,

and (ifthe bonds run as long as itis provided
they may) there willbe saved by this amend-
ment to the state $845,900; and, by the other,
reducing the Interest from 7to 5 per cent,

for a little over two years, as before ex-
plained, over $200,000. Indeed, this does not
state nearly the full amount of the gain to

the state, for, by the amendments thus made,
the state saved interest from January, 1832,
toJanuary, 1884. After this, even if this
were all, itcould not be expected, and Iwell
knew, that the railroad companies would not
look on me with favor.
