A ikpiendid Ticket.
The Democratic convention of the county

ofHennepiu took a day otf yesterday and
nevoted the time to selecting a county

ticket that willride on the crest of the
wave in November next. It is a erand
ticket, and a happier combination of all
elements could But be imagined. Every
nationality, all the learned professions and
the demands of labor were recognized and
indorsed, and the ticket willcommend itself
not only to the Democrats of the county,

but to all liberal and independent voters,

and more especially to those who are DOW
on the eve of forsaking the Republican or-
ganization. It was a ticket that wlis the
result ot hard work and careful delibera-
tion among candidates- made up of men
chosen with reference to their especial
qualification for oflice and their stiengtli

before the people. The convention was in
labor from morning until far Intothe night,
but it gave binn to a child that will be
triumphantly crowned inNovember.

THE EARLY MORNING

gave no indication of what the results
would be, as there were sufficient un-
pledged delegates to hold the balance of
power aud exercise judgment in their se-
lection of men. Of the throngs that
gathered at Turner hall between 9 and 10
o'clock, all were earnest and enthusiastic,

and all were bent on placing in nomination
an invincible ticket. Some of the struggles
that followed showed only the honest dif-
ferences of opinion that will exist among
men. but these contests have engendered no
bitterness of feeling, and will leave no
scars. The convention was not orderly. It
was too Democratic and too vigorous for
that, and gave way to the inevitable re-
sults of a protracted night session. But
it was a convention that will satisfy the
honest masses of Hennepin county, and
rally them solidly about its ticket at the
polls.

Routine Business.

Inthe absence of the chairman of the
county committee, the convention was
called to order by George G. Jacoby, mem-
ber from the Fifth, who read the call. Dr.
Kilvingtonmoved the election of Col. M.
W. Glenn as temporary chairman, which
was carried by acclamation In accepting
the office, Col. Glenn said that while he ap-
preciated the honor, he was sorry his
friend E. M. Wilson was not present, as he
had hoped to see him preside overthisbody.
On motion of J. H. Long, Andrew S.
Keyes was elected secretary by acclamation.
On motion of Orville Kinehart. the follow-
ing committee on credentials was appointed;
Atlarge, Orville Kinehart: First waru. E.
J .L'Uerault: Secoud, Jacob Becker; Third,

C. A. Ebert: Fourth, D.B. Johnson; Fifth,
S. J. Barlow: Sixth, C. L.Locke; country.
C. H. Wood. John Molan. G. G. Jacoby
moved to appoint a committee of three on
permanent ergtuiization. but the motion
went to the table on motion of J. H. Long.
The convention then adjourned to Z o'ci<a*k
friallow the committee on credentials time
to make up its report and hear the claims
ofcontesting delegations.

Committee on Credential*.
r Immediately on adjournment of the con-
vention, the committee on credentials went
intoexecutive session, armed with the sev-
eral credentials. Four contests ware re-
ported, one in the town of Corcoran and
one each in the Second and Third precincts
of the Fottrt ward and the Third precinct
in the Sixth. The others were all regular
and quickly passed. The Corcoran disa-
greement was the result merely of a inis-
undei standing as to the place of holding
the caucus. The result was, two caucuses
were held and both gave credentials. As
the town was entitled to two delegates, the
committee ended the contest by admitting
one from each delegation, which was en-
tirelysatisfactory. In the Third precinct
of the Sixth, the contest was over judge of
probate. The Lawlor delegation claimed
ninety-five votes and a delegation headed
by Callahan offered a contest. It was
clearly shown that no unfair methods had
been employed, and by a unanimous vote
the Lawlor delegation, which was for Jor-
dan, was admitted. In the Second pre-
cinct of the Fourth, two delegations
presented their claims, one headed by
J. W. Lawrence, and the other by M.
Gallagher. The split occurred on a can-
didate for the legislature, the lirst delega-
tion being for B. Cloutier, and the other
for C. A. Mabeu. The first delegation
claimed that the others were importing
voters and had withdrawn to a hall on
"Western avenue, the Mabeu men remaining
at the Holden engine house. After care-
fullyconsidering the matter, the committee
decided to admit the Lawrence delegaton.
The contest in the Third precinct was
brought about by a bolt from the regular
caucus, led by Adolph Grethen. They
claimed the others were working the
machine on them, and they went to 67
Twelfth street and held a caucus of their
Dwn. The committee unanimously de-
cided to admit the regular, or Wilson
delegation.

The Afternoon Session
Began promptly at 2 o'clock. Orville Rine-
hart presenting the report of the committee
on credentials. M. Gallagher moved to
amend the report by striking out the dele-
gation reported from the Second precinct of
the Fourth ward and insert in lieu thereof
the delegation headed by himstlf. He sup-
ported this by saying there would be a bolt
if their delegation did not get in.

J. W. Lawrence ?That matter was fully
discussed by the committee on credentials,

and that should settle it. ButIwillsay that
whether our delegation is seated or not, we
propose to stand by the ticket.

Mr. McGuirk?Let's divide the delegations.
[Cries of "No! No!"]

AVoice?We will never admit a man who
did not support A.A. Ames last spring.

Gallagher?Ihave voted for him oftener
than that n;au who objects. But on that
ground 1 should be elected to congress, as
your chairman ?[Interrupted by cries of
"Rats!"l

The Gallagher amendment was voted
down unanimously and the report of the
committee was adopted as presented.
Then, on motion of C. A. Ebert, the tem-
porary organization was made permanent

This prevailed, amid applause, and Mr.
De Wan returned the thanks of tlje Trades
assembly and withdrew.

What Was PlayeU Cor a Hard Caui-
paigrii Card is Only i? lining

For some days past it has been known
that certain leading Republicans have been
carrying information to the grand jury, in
the hope ofbringing the city administra-
tion into disgrace, and wise Republicans
have been mysteriously whispering of the
bombshell the jury would soon throw into
the Democratic camp. The other day a
prominent Republican, from a distant part
of the state, was in the city and paid a
visit to Republican headquarters, at the
ortice of C.A.Pillsbury &Co. To one of the
bosses he remarked: "Our chances, Imust
confess, look pretty blue;" to which the
boss replied: "Oil. well, they willchange
when the grand jury gets in its work."' The
grand jury yesterday brought in the follow-
ing lecture:

In investigating the system of arrests, con-
finement ana discharges pursued by the city
police authorities and the conduct of the
prisoners under their charge, the grand jury

finds much to condemn and littleto commend.
The records of the First precinct station and
the testimony of the officers in charge dis-
close a most reprehensible system of pro-
cedure. No attempt is made to ascertain the
name, residence or occupation of persons
arrested, no record of any or these facts is
preserved. In the disposition of a large
pumber of cases the city courts are ignored,
and their action never invoked. Men aud
women arrested tmd confined for violation
are released upon order of.the mayor, or
that of some subordinate, and their cases
never presented to the court. Fines are col-
lected by policemen at the station, no record
of the disposition of the money made, and
the person of whom collected permitted togo
at large. Bail is fixed by officers without the
intervention of the court and without its
knowledge or consent. Criminals are re-
leased upon the request of criminals, and the
voice of the gambler appears to be more
potent at the city prison to obtain
release from confinement thau \u25a0 the
judgment of the court. The sys-
tem disclosed and which apparently
prevails has clothed the police authorities
with a judicial power not contemplated or
confirmed by law, and the exercise of which
in the manner pursued borders Olo3e upon
the criminal. The errand jury recognize the
principle that no person should be subject to

arrest unless under suspicion of the commis-
sion of a crime or for the actual known com-
mission of such offense, and when arrested
is entitled toan investigation before a court
of competent jurisdiction, and by its judg-
ment and italone can he held or discharged.
In the utter disregard of this prin-
ciple pursued by the police authorities
as evidenced in the management of the
First precinct station, the grand jury recog-
nize a violation of at least the spirit if not
the letter of the law, which declares that ti
sheriff or other officer or person who allows a
person, lawfullyin his custody, in anyaction
or proceeding, civil or criminal, or any
person under his charge or control to escape
or fro at large, except as permitted by law, or
connives at or assists suc'a escape, or omits
an act or duty whereby such escape is oc-
eajioued, or contributed to or assisted is:
First, ifhe corruptly and willfully allows,
connives at or assists the escape, guiity of a
felony; second, in any other case, is
guilty of a misdemeanor, and while
the facts wbich the giand jury have
with difficulty been able to obtain are not
fullysufficient to predicate an indictment
upon, yet such facts falllittle short of the
necessary sufficiency. A most thorough and
speedy reform is, in the judgment of the
grand jury, requested aud demanded, that
criminals may be held to answer for their
crimes, the law decently observed and justice
administered by the authorities legally
clothid with the power of such udministra-
tion.

This report was very freely discussed by
the Democrats last night, the general senti-
ment being that the grand jury, instead of
making indictments as an example, had
merely delivered a lecture.

Convention Notes.
Mr.Nordin, during the interval when the

Thirtieth district had retired and was select-
ing- its legislative ticket, was invited to the
platform and gave a stirring1speech. pledg-
inghimself to the cause of Democracy. He
predicted a victory in the event every one
does his duty, and said the millers of Minne-
apolis had chosen the Republican candidate
for governor, and that he must naturally be
bounden to do their bidding. He closed with
an earnest appeal for Dr. Ames.
Itwas decided to appoint no judicial con-

ferences, but on motion of D. B. Johnson, a
committee of fifteen with E. M. Wilson for
chairman, was ordered appointed to confer
with a similar Republican committee, on the
selection of a non-partisan candidate for
judge of the district court.

A.F. Nordin was called upon and made a
bHef speech to the convention, in which he
6aid he left the Kepnbliean party because it
expected to secure the votes of the Scandina-
vians, without giving them auytbing inre-
turn.

,T. A.Jones, whose eloquence wag heard in
he half ofC. A.Gallagher, was a former Re-
publican, and is a relative of C. A. Gilman.
He is now a thorough Democrat, and always
favors a man whose initials are G. A.G.

The friends of Matt Walsh were sent home
radiant with happiness at the unanimous en-
dorsement of the old wheel-horse. This thor-
oughlyunites every faction of the party in
Hennepin county.

A German Liberal club, indorsing Ames,
has been formed in the First ward, officered
as follows: President, Chris Penders; secre-
tary, Ed Aich;treasurer, Mat Lellman.

The chair appointed the following as the
committee on conference to nominate a
superintendent of schools: R. \V. Barto,
James Casker.

C. A.Ebert was the lawyer of the commit-
tee on credenti -16, and in addressing the com-
mittee invariably said,gentlem9n of the jury.

John Fitzgerald was greatly surprised at
the little strength he developed. He had been
confident of a nomination on the first ballot.

Judge W. H. Donahue took his defeat with
good grace, and willnot abate a particle in
his work for the state and county tickets.

The most brilliant speech made in the con-
vention was that of J. W. Lawrence second-
ingthe nomination of A.N.Jordan.

The galleries and lobbies were crowded
duringthe afternoon session, and the interest
during the balloting was extreme.

AlShafer's friends gave him a good send-
off, and that was all he wanted. He was not
really a candidate for sheriff.

Col. O'Leary, of Murray county, a member
of the state central Democratic committee,
was an interested spectator.

E. M.Wilson made the most sensible speech
of the convention. He said: "1 move we
now proceed to a ballot."

Matt Gallagher made a strong plea for
admission, but his amendment was unani-
mously rejected.

Con De Wan, who presented the action of
the Trades assembly, sat in the convention as
a delegate.
