The slogan of the Republicans will be Gif-
ford and division. The Republican party is
determined to follow the lead of Hush J.
Campbell, under the standard of Gilford.
The action of the rampant divisionists who
made a haseo of theirattempted coup d'etat
in the Sioux Falls convention a year aso>,

have received the indorsement of the Re-
publican party. That party has not learned
the lesson which the people have tried to
teach through their repredeuiatives. They
are determined to rule or ruin Dakota. lu-
stead of permitting the grand empire to be-
come the pivot of destiny for the fu-
ture great Northwest, they have set j
about to divide and disintegrate
the land, which is the flower of
the best of all this worldof t>estnesses. The
plan willnot work. The people may fol-
low like belabored hounds and kneel at the
behest of the political charlatans who com-
mand them, but it is not likely that they

Ifthe suffragists of Dakota shall permit

themselves to be so debased as to be
wheedled into giving a majority vote in
favor of division, then itwould be well for
congress to assume the guardianship of the
interests of the territory, as that body has
long since done for the District ofColum-
bia. There is an eminent domain. Itis
looked forward to with the anxious eyes of
allpolitical philosophers, as the coming em-
pire of the West. Itis not to be permitted
to do itself that wrong, and the nation that
wrong, which would be hidden under an
act for the division of the territory. There
will be those who will say that
it is coertion to compel Dakota to remain a
territory and to ignore a majority vote.
Inan ordinary case there could be no ques-
tion of the truth of that statement But
the statement does not merely consider ex-
pedients for the present. He looks into
the future far as human eye can see; sees
a vision of the land and all the glory that
shall be; and upon that view of matters he
acts.

That view must be taken of it; and the
present generation of Dakotans who have
resided there less than half a dosen years,
must not undertake to act, thoughtlessly,
for those who shall live there all of
their lives in the centuries yet
to come. Therefore, it will
be necessary for the national legislature to
finally decide the case; in the event of the
follyof division being accomplished, so far
as it can be accomplished, by the vote
which will be cast in November. They |
who look at the question in this broad and
comprehensive manner willnot

VOTE FOR DIVISION.
They who can see that there must be a

careful consideration of future as well as
present Dakota, willnot prate of the sov-
ereign willif itbecomes necessary for con-
gress to interfere and save the people from
themselves. It is not, as they have vainly
said, a question ot politics, and an increase
of a Republican majority in the United
States senate. The Democrat who believes
in the principles of his party, and who be-
lieves in its future, willnever stop to ques-
tion that temporary political advantage
inch the Republicans possess. Itisnot tobe

supposed that the Republican majority in
the senate can be maintained four years
more, even with additional aid from Da-
kota. Itwillnot be long until both house
and senate will be Democratic, and that
majority willbe a permanent one. The true
Democrat does not view the question in that
light at all. He simply looks at the future
of the great empire of Dakota and he de-
mands that the rabid divisionists who
would throttle the North while they have
an evanescent majority be held incheck, if
necessary by congress.

This was demonstrated by the county con-
vention to-day. Heretofore the Democratic
county conventions have been very tame
and listless, composed of a dozen or so del-
egates, very few of the townships taking
sufficient interest in the matter to hold their
meetings.
