serutinizing as ever. His stubby gray
mustache and grizzled hair tend to give an
appearance of age, which his manner apd
gait deny. He deelined conversation “:Ith
the numerous reporters who called on hll!l.
on the plea of business and fatigue, but did
sav. in the evening, that he was truly sur-
prised at the growth and progress of the

Northwest. It does seem incred:l-
ble.” he said,”™ *that this magni-
icent  Minneapolis was ouly a few

vears azo an insigaificant settlement on the
east side of the river. Its future must be
boundless.” The bonanza king 1san gld
acquaintance of Mayor Ames, having
known the latter years azo when he was
managing editor of the Alta California at
San Franeisco, when Sharon was first
glected to the United States senate. .

Mr. Mackay came here on telegraph busi-
ness connected with the North American
company, and held a lengthy conference
with Col. W. S. King, W. H. Eustis and
1. A. Tuttle, of that company. The con-
ference is not yet concluded, but it was an-
nounced last night that the company would
assume an aggressive poliey and stretch its
lines to the Canadian boundary and through
all the cities and towns in Minnesota and
Dakota. Mr. Mackay is the guiding spirit
»f the Mackay-Bennett Cable company and
zurnishes the Eastern connections for the
North American. When a GLOBE reporter
«sked the assembled conference if the
Western Union would ever absorb the
North American, with one voice they ex-
sloded:

**Not much!”

Mr. Mackay will be here until this even-
ng, when he will leave for New York.

MINNEAPOLIS SOCILALINTS.

An Orator Expounds the Creed to an
Emnthusiastic Audience.

The German section of the National
Socialistic Labor party held a meeting yes-
terday aftermoon at Martin’s hall. Evert
Nymanover spoke to the assembled
audience on the *‘Policy of the American
Labor Organizations Toward Socialism,”
and said: **We socialists look upon the
different labor organizations as our friends,
in fact, as our co-operators in the great
cause of socializing property. For my
part, I do not have enough confidence in
myself to justify me in speaking to such
an intelligent audience as this upon such
a broad subject as the one to-day sug-
gested. As you know, Mr. Blumenberg,
of Chieago, had promised to speak to vou
on this subject. so I am not very
well prepared. Nevertheless, I can say
so much, that the Knights of Labor,
the trades unionists and all the different
labor organtzations—they may have this or
that name—are all for the great and
glorious canse of labor; that, although they
pursue a different way of solving the ques-
tion, they nevertheless have the same ob-
ject in view. Some of them advocate, as
you know, heavy income taxes as remedies
against the accumulation of vast fortunes,
others a compulsory division of property;
others again the assumption of state control
in regard to property; yet others,regulation
of present corporations in such a manner
as to insure a minimum of profits. We, as
socialists, wish to socialize property and
nationalize the land by a legitimate assist-
ance of the state. We do not advocate
force as the anarchists do, but in saying
this I do not say or deny that at some

tine in the future there might be
a great encounter between capital
and labor. The trouble is that there are in

the world many people who will never give
up their exploiting business without force.
Further, our age is an age of discontent,
and the new world by no means farnishes
any genera of exception. Man is set
against man, here as well asin the old
world, and city azainst city, state against
state, ideals against ideals, and the out-
come will always be a troublesome one.
History furnishes me plenty of examples.
But what I wish especially to say on the
subject is this, that we, as secialists, and a
sociulistic organization, are, and always
will be on a triendly footing toward the
other labor organizations in America. We
might differ on ecertain points, just.. as
Methodists and Baptists and Congregation-
alists do, but we have one great cause Il
common, and that is the great cause
of emancipating labor. * The emancipation
of labor is the redemption of labor. and it
is this redemption. gentlemen, that the
world for 6,000 years has waited for. As 10
the present campaign, fellow workingmen,
1 wish to say a few words, and they are:
Of two evils, we must always prefer the
lesser one. The Democratic party is not
purified as yet. There are men in that party
who are more Republican than the Repub-
lican himself, but, on the whole, I prefer
the Democratic eandidates ia this eam-
paign, and exhort you to vote the straight
Democratie ticket. [Auplan.*e.]

It is a step toward relief if Hon. A. A.
Ames is elected our governor, because it 1S
a big step towards democracy. [1‘110("‘5.]
We are democratie socialists, and like to see
the principle of democracy realized.”

Mr. Nymanover offered the following
resolution, which was carried by only one
dissenting vote:

Resolved, That the socialists, as members
of a distinct labor organization, pursue &
friendly policy toward the other labor organ-
izations in America.

There was present a labor orator from
St. Paul who spoke in very cordial
terms to the section in Minneapolis.
The next public meeting will be on the
East side on next Sunday. and the sub-
jeet will be, **What is the Position of So-
cial Democrats Toward the Republican and
Democratie Parties?”

Several Americans came to listen to the
orators, but went away,as they did not un-
derstand the German language, in which
Mr. Nymanover spoke. The cause of so-
cialism has a great champion in _Ernst
Nymanover. He speaks German. He was
educated in America at the Minnesota uni-
versity. He is a Scandinavian.

THE PARENTLLSS CHILDREN.

An Address by the ‘'ianager of the
Orpnan’s Fair.

The attendance at the Orphan’s fair at
Harmonia hall has not been as large as the
managemeut would like to see, and it has
therefore been decided to continue the fair
three days and possibly longer. The man-
agers call upon the Catholics of the various
parishes of the city to aitend and do their
duty. Througn th2 Orphan’s Friend, the
littie paper published by O’Brien Bros. &
Vail, the following appeal has been
issued:

Dear Readers: We pray your attention to
a few words concerning thia fair. The main
object for holding the fair at this time is to
raise funds for the completion of the new
asylum which is now being built on Chicago
avenue, and will be ready for occupancy in a
short time. The cost of erecting this magnifi-
cent ediiice will be about $35,000. Thisisa
big sum of money, and where is it to come
from? No rich Catholic has died to leave the
orphan asylum a large bequest as the late C.
C. Washburn lelt to our Protestant friends.
We Catholics must depend upon ourselves
and appeal to the charity of all the gcod
people of Minneapolis to help us out in this
emergency. Though the asylum is a diocesan
institution into which will be received boys
from all portions of the diocease, still, the
most of the burden fulls upon the Catholies
of this city.

St. Paul supports an asylum of its own—
the female orphanage—and little or nothing
can be expected from that city to ald us.
After a while, we trust, the farm attached to
the new asylum will raise sufficient food to
maintain the orphans and make the institu-
tion self-supporting. In that event the de-
mand made upon you every year will be con-
siderably lessened or entirely rendered un-
necessary.

The board of directors of the Catholle Or-
phan association is composed of business
men who freely give their time and means to
help the little waifs in whose interest we are
working. There is not a salaried ofiicer on
the board. Their labor is a labor of love and
no more.

A BACEWARD GLANCE

Showing the Prosperous Condition
of Real Estate and Building.

No particular change can be noticed in
the real estate market. The demand for
unimproved property still continues large,
and attention seems drawn just now to land
near the lakes. During the week a number
of large transfers were filed. This is es-
pecially true of Monday, when the consid-
eration footed up over half a million dollars.
During October there were 1,110 deeds
tiled, the aggregate amount being $2,911,-
082, against 32,441,662 in 1884. Following
