The special features were Western
Union, Now England and Manhattan Eleva-
ted, all of which wore remarkably active aud
strong, and subject to wide and sudden fluc-
tuation. Adepressing effect was caused in
the early hours by the action or Got. Patti-
son, ofPennsylvania, in regard to the coal
combination and the trunk line pool, and the
coal stocks especially suffered from this
cause, making rapid and material declines in
the early hours. Later, however, New Eu-
filuuilbecame the special feature, and the
trading was accompanied by numerous ru-
mors, most of wbich have done duty before,
In one shape or another, but this stock rap-
idlyadvanced, though subject to frequent
and heavy reactions. After noon Western
Union jumped into first place,
and the rumors circulated included
the statement that the Baltimore
and Ohio had been absorbed, that an amicable
arrangement had been made and that the
cable war had been settled. Allthese asser-
tions were inturn denied, but tue stock was
strong nearly all the way out. Manhattan
also came into prominence with an advance
of 6 per cent, on the old stories of union with
the New YorkCity &Northern and a connec-
tion withNew England, etc. Allthose rumors
met with denial, but the stocks continue to
rise, much to the mystification of the streot.

The opening was about steady, first prices
generally showing only slight changos from
the doatag prices of Saturday. The trading
was feverish generally, and New England,
advancing V/,lost itall and a small fraction,
but later recovered and reached the highest
prices yet recorded for that stock, and the
general market responded with the exception
of the coal stocks. Western Union then
gained in the advance, and the trading in
that stock was very large from that time out.
The general market then subsided and became
quiet withsmall and irregular fluctuations,
generally in favor of lower prices, but the
market finally closed firm on a rally. The
business of tho day was 589,930 shares.
