The Work of Firebnsrs.
Wabasiia, Oct. s.? About midnight last

night the watchman at the Triser furniture
factory discovered the warehouse to be on
fire. Before the Barnes could be reached
they were beyond control. The Ore started
near the same spot where four weeks ago
one had been extinguished. The warehouse
was filled with finished furniture ready for
shipment and was totally destroyed. The
loss is estimated at 316.000; insured for
?9,000. The hard wood lumber piled in
the yard of the factory was saved. When
this blaze was under control fire was dis-
covered in McKenzie's liverystable, four
blocks north, near the business portion ot

the town. This was totally destroyed,

with most of its contents, including nine
horses, Mi-Keiuie's residence adjacent and
the Central boose opposite, were saved.
The loss is estimated at 94.000; 500 in-
surance. Ingram, Kenuey & Gill lost
about 10.000 feet of lumber at the first fire;
no insurance. Both tires were the word of
incendiaries without question. At McKea-
zie's stables .iman was seL'h to jump from
the hayloft of the barn, which was almost
immediately a mass of flames. While this
irewas inprogress two men were driven
from the rear of Kelly's bearding bouse.
and a man was chased from the rear of
Whitman's drag store. To destroy the
town must have been the object. Had the
northwest wind of a few days previous
been blowing it would have been impossible
to save the town, having nothing to tight
lirewith.

In order to do this, however, it requires
the necessaries of life, to-wit: Food and
seed. The county is as vet young, and the
majority of the people are new beginners
and poor. The county already has more
paupers to support than all resources from
taxation will possibly permit. The loan
which the noble cities of

ST. PAUL AND MINNEAPOLIS
have made to the state for these poor suf-
ferers is highly appreciated, and it is hoped
byall good people that, the next legislature
willunhesitatingly reimburse them for their
noble deed. There are more than two
hundred families destitute by destruction of
hail, and what they get now is as you may
say, "Too much to starve, but not enough
tolive." Therefore, it would but be an act
ofhumanity and great benevolence ifall the
people of the state, and especially those
who are blessed with worldly things, would
contribute some alms towards helping these
unfortunate people. Alarge number of these
poor unfortunates have nothing left. Their
stock, as well as their homes, is mortgaged,
and, consequently, with their best willcan-
not raise one dollar's worth of credit. Their
credit with our merchants is exhausted, for
they themselves are "hard up." They can-
not collect anything, and it is a question
how they can manage to satisfy their own
creditors this fall. Inthe name of those
poor people Iwould, therefore, appeal to
the good and cl' 'table people of this great
state to send in wnatever may be of aid, for
there is a long, long winter at the door, and
especially in this latitude.
