CHANGE OF HEADQUARTERS.
Well Founded Humors that Army

Headquarters Are Coming to
St. Paul,

InWhich Case One-Sixteenth of the
Army Will Be Quartered at

Snelling.

Aprivate dispatch received in St. Paul
yesterday said that an order transferring
the headquarters of the department of Da-
kota from Fort Snelling to St. Paul had
been sent, on the quiet, to Fort Snelling.
Atthe army building a Globe reporter was
told that nothing was known of the matter.
At Fort Snelling the rumor was also afloat
anp the military men there were in a fever
to know if it was true. Itwas said here-
that a telegram had been received ordering
the removal before Nov. 15. Speaking of
this rumor an officer said to a Globe re-
porter:

If tbe expensive quarters of the com-
manding- general and his staff are to bo left,
it is probable that the entire order of
things at Snnlling willbe changed. Barracks
would bo builjnear headquarters to ac-
commodate half a regiment, and the com-
pany and field officers would occupy the row
of stone cottages. Gen. Sheridan proposed
for this post two regiments, and it is very
possible that ho will take this occasion to
carry out his idea. One regiment would be
of cavalry and one of infantry, and the
artillery will be represented by a few
light batteries. The scheme is an immense
onel as it would make Snelling, as it
deserves to be the largest post inthe army.
And nothing: can prevent this result if the
staff is moved to St. Paul, for nearly every-
thing1 is now ready for the troops, and the
government would not let so valnable a place
as this go untenanted.

The end, as far as St. Paul and Minneapolis
are concerned, would be to multiplyby six
the veryconsiderable business now done with
the military,and to nuke Snelling, socially,
almost a neighboring city. One sixteenth of
the whole army would be at Snelling.
