Fatally Injured.

Winona, Oct 8.?A section hand named
Boyd, working on the Milwaukee &St.
Paul track at Richmond, was struck by the
engine of the fast mail going north at noon
to-day, and fatally injured. His compan-
ions state that Boyd was watching a fright-
ened team near where he was working, and
either thought he was far enough away
from the track to be out of danger or that \
the train was further away than what it
was.

and threw him about fifteen feet down the
embankment. The passenger stopped and
picked the man up and brought him to ,
Winona, where he was put under the care
of Dr. Stewart the surgeon of the road.
An examination showed a very serious
fracture of the skull. Seven pieces of bone
were extracted. The man has been in an
unconscious state ever since and cannot
live. He is 22 years of age, and leaves a
wife and one child.

Wyoming Land Entries.
Washington, Oct B.? ln regard to the

statement in the recent annual report of
Gov. Warren, of Wyoming, that immigra-
gration and the settlement of jDublic lands
in that territory are being sensibly checked
by the severe requirements exacted from
settlers by the new rules ana regulations of
the general land office. Secretary Lamar
said to-day that the records of the depart-
ment show that for the fiscal year of 1886
the land entries in the territory number
3.512 as against 2,923 in 1884, an increase
of 589 in two years, the year 1885 showing
a corresponding increase over 1883. The
secretary added that there had been a dimi-
nution in the desert land entries, which
could be advantageously entered only in
large tracts, requiring considerable capital,
but inthe number of entries made by indi-
viduals the records show a large increase.

Peter B. Groat's New Bail-
road Book. .

Told of the Richness of North Da-

kota Soil.

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of Dakota as an agricultural country.
When itcomes to the question of dilation,
Mi. Groat has a master hand, and the
stories told heretofore by him regarding
that Northwest country have brought him
into prominence as the great American
dilator, witha large D.

Rich and umbrageous extravaganzas are
looked for in his forthcoming pamphlet,
and already the proof-sheets have been
placed in the hands of a few
of . his most intimate friends
for perusal and criticism, and the verdict is
that the coining book will be the greatest
effortof Mr. Groat's life. Itwillnot bean
unpardonable betrayal of confidence to give
the public an outline of a few pages of the
work, and warn them of the avalanche of
"lurid, perhaps" that is about to be hurled
upon them. Mr. Groat opens the third
chapter in the following cheerful strain:

la the East, thousands of people plant and
sow "in the moon" to insure rapid growth,
but in Dakota itis dangerous to plant in the
prolificphase of the moon, so they are care-
ful to plantat such a time that the moon will
exert its influence inholding the crop back.
1have known several disasters to result from
neglect of this precaution. One day last
January Igot lost out in the
country. While 1 was tollingthrough the
tall new grass, Isaw a man with nothingon
but his suspenders, tearing along like mad.
Ho stopped just long enough to tell me what
was up. and off he went again for the lowa
side of the Sioux river, which he cleared at a
bound and fell into a snowdrift four feet
deep. He said that himself and bis wife
had looked up the moon business and had
planted their srarden the evening before, but
happened to get bold of a last year's almanac
and missed it about four days. The result
was that when be woke up that morning, the
beets that he planted forty feet from the
bouse had crushed in his cellar walls and a
squash vine had taken the door off its binges
and was justmopping the floor with all there
was left of his hired man, whom it bad
snatched out of bed in the attic. He didn't
know where his wife was, but he saw some
shreds of a nightgown and several agate buit-
tons inthe front yard as he fled. He said
there were pea vines after him withpods on
them large enough for ferry-boats. One
could see by the way he was dressed that if
he was a liar at all, he was not a Dakota thor-
oughbred sample."

After painting a beautiful portrait of the
climate of the territory, in water colors,
Mr. Groat takes his pen off his ear and lays
himself out in this style:

"About two weeks ago Isaw a farmer out
behind a strawstack gathering into a heap a
lot of old bones and pieces of hides and
sprinklihgsalt on them. Yesterday Isaw this
same man selling a fine pair of steers to a
butcher up town. They were 60 fat and had
filled out so fast, that he had pieced out their
bides with an old buffalo robe. This granger
was a Sunday school superintendent before
he came to Dakota, but he swore that these
were the same cattle Ihad seen him kicking
together behind the straw stack. He said all
they had eaten was some wild grass that had
sprung up in his door-yard where the women
folks had thrown out a few tubs of warm
soap suds on wash days. He said that he bad
learned that the best way to winter stock in
Dakota was to Kuock them all to pieces in
the falland set them up again as wanted,
otherwise, unless there was a blizzard every
week, they were liable to get too fat and
round on the native grass.

One would think that a man of Mr.
Groat's unselfish disposition would be satis-
fied with this display of his fertile imag-
ination but instead, he spits over his
shoulder and givinghis pen an extra grip,
goes on in the following wild, unsubdued
strain:

Last fall while in the territory,Istopped at
a house toborrow a match to light my pipe
with. The man told me to go right outin the
garden and pick allIwanted. Idid not know
what he meant at first,but he went out with
me and there was about half an acre growing
of the finest parlor matches Iever saw. He
?aid he had a poor crop the year before, be-
cause the seed was too good for such soil.
This year he had mixed his seed with about
one-fourth tooth picks and got
a splendid yield. I went out
after breakfast and saw the man blowingup
Hubbard squashes with gunpowder. They
were too large to be moved and the farmer
wanted the land.
Inoticed that one of his wife's legs was

about eight inches longer than the other, and
the man explained it thus: He said when
they first came to Dakota they lived ina dug-
out, with nothing but the ground for a floor,
from which they had to mow the grass once
a day to find the baby. He said his wife had
ahabit of sitting withone leg ov%r the other
knee, and the letr that remained in contact
with the soil got such a start that the other
could never catch up.

These are but a few samples of the light,
easy way Mr. Groat has of writing about
the great territory. He finishes the last
chapter with these words:

This territory must be divided sometime
before the day of judgment, for how could
the Almightyever audit its accounts with
onlyone set ofclerical angels at work at a
Mine?

mad at the Northwest.
The lines west of the Missouri river ani

south of Omaha are filling the air witha
howl that makes it very unpleasant for the
ears of the Union Pacific managers. The
trouble has been created, it is claimed, by

the enterprise of Northwestern roads, that
bave taken advantage of the Union Pacific's
Marysville iink joining its Nebraska and
Kansas systems. This link, it is said, en-
ables the northwestern lines to penetrate
the Southwestern territory that has hereto-
fore been shut to them, and rush into
Southern and Western Kansas the lumber
product of the Northwestern states.

While the howl goes on and threats are
being flung at the Union Pacific, that dig-
nified corporation sits calmly on its own
mound and smiles back a defiant smile,
Heretofore the Southwestern roads have
been able to keep Northwestern roads out
of their territory by a set of combinations
and system of arbitraries. and it fractures
their heart to see the wall of monopoly
broken down and the hosts of invaders
pouring over the rains. They claim that
the Union Pacific's line is illegitimate
and round about, and has no good reason
for its existence. Inregard to the matter
the Chicago Times speaks as follows:

"Now, the fact is that so far as the busi-
ness of the Northwest is involved, takine
Topeka, Kan., as the distributing point, the
Union Pacific and its connections are very
nearly on an equality, and upon the point of
the legitimacy of the business, the South-
western Railway association is claiming just
a trifle too much, and is treading on danger-
ous ground when itasserts its right to the
monopoly of any traffic which caD be reached
by outside competing lines."

The Unionn Pacific has been told that
itneed not expect any favors from the
Southwestern .Railway association so long
as itallows outside roads to use this new
line to the detriment of the business of the
association. The general manager has
given itout that the link was constructed
for the purpose for which it is now being
used. Ithad been built as a needed outlet
for the traffic of the Union Pacific and
its connections, and would be used for that
purpose, no matter whom ithurt. Itwas
taking lumber and all freight :offered from
Omaha in the Kansas territory, and would
continue to do so regardless of all threats.
This kind of talk is pleasant to the ears of
the Northwestern roads, and indicates that

!tney willnot bo shut out of the Southwest-
ern territory right away at least

VILLAItD ("HIM..

Tlie President of the Northern
Pacific Itnllwar Will Return to
Wall Street.. New York, Oct. B.? Henry Villard,

ex-president of the Northern Pacific
railway, will sail for this country next
week. Offices have been engaged for him
in the Mills building. He comes here in
the interest of a syndicate of German
banks aud capitalists, which proposes, it is
said, to invest large sums of money in
American enterprises. The principal mem-
ber is the Deutscher banks of Berlin. Mr.
Villard has fully recovered his health,
which became seriously impaired after .the
opening of the Northern Pacific railroad in
September, 1883, and the development of
the financial embarrassment which led to
his resignation. Itis also said that he has
been able, to some extent, to recover his
financial standing. But it is his desire that
his return to Wall street shall be a3 quiet
and unobtrusive as possible. The stories
that have been widely circulated during
the summer that he countenanced the
efforts of friends here to connect him again
with the Northern Pacific property are
authoritatively denied. Mr. Villard will
live again in his magnificent house at Mad-
ison avenue and Fiftieth street. He did
not wish to go back there, but ho has been
unable to dispose of the place to any ad-
vantage. Itcost him about SSOO.OOO. For
a long time it was in the hands of trustees,
awaiting an adjustment of Mr. Villard's
accounts with the Oregon ltailway and
Navigation company. These accounts
were settled last January, and the mansion
came back to Mrs. Villard, in whose name
itstands.
