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NUMEEOUS CANDIDATES.

For the ofiices of clerk of courts, sheriff
wl register of deeds there is some compe-
1, and in some wards there will proba-
two tickets of delegates. Alderman
nor and M. F. Kain have strong
backing for the nomination of eclerk, and
each is confident. Tom Caulfieid, George
Allen and J. H. Gieske are in the field for
the sheriff’s oflice and R. W. Bell and P. J.
Giesen are makng a race for the office of
register of deeds. It is extremely interest-
ing because it is conceded that this fall the
nominees of to-morrow’s convention have
a pretty sure thing of the election.

The nominations for these places on the
ticket will have considerable to do with
coloring the rest of the ticket. Judge Egan
may be sure of renomination, as he was
the Democratic candidate from the be-
ginning. Ald. O. O. Cullen has been
mentioned for the nomination as
treasurer, althongh Mr. Burton is
up for renomination. Both are quite pop-
ular, and are recognized as strong men, and
competent for the office. Capt. J. D.
Wood is an old-time Democrat, and is in
the field for the office of auditor, Stone
Gorman is also a candidate. Arthur G.
Otis, and Richard Walsh, son of Lieut.
Walsh, are about evenly preferred for the
candidacy for judge of probate. Dr.
Quinn’s renomination and election for cor-
oner is admitted.

There is [talk of indorsing Albert Scheff-
er's nomination tor the senate. Senator
Griggs is strongly talked of for a renomina-
tion. Robert A. Smith is not anxious, it
is said, for a senatorial candidacy, although
C. H. Lienau has his eyes in that direc-
tion. Judge E. H. Wood, of the Sixth
ward, is in the legislatsve field. E. A.
Hendrickson is the unanimous choice of the
country for a renomination, and he could
have the senatorial nomination if he de-
sired. The Fifth ward can easily
be ecaptured this year, although
not much has been said about ecandidates.
M. J. Daly has been indorsed by the Trades
and Labor assembly for county commis-
sioner, and Robert Newell, L. A. Norman-
din and A. L. Robinson have this backing
as candidates for representatives.

Much activity was shown in getting up
tickets last night, and a big vote will be
polled at this evenings primaries. The cau-
cuses will determine the result of the con-
vention, which will be carried throngh har-
moniously, although with close balloting
no doubt on the three first places men-
tibned.

A Pointer for Candidates.

CATHEDRAL MISSION WORK.

Impr ssive Ceremonies in Conmnec=
tion With the Paulist Mission in
This City.

‘The mission for women, which has been
condncted during the past week at St.
Paul’s cathedral, closed yesterday, and the
mission for men, to be continued for a week,
was begun. The missions are conducted
by the Paulist fathers (members of the or-
der of St. Vincent de Paul), of New York
city, their leader being Rev. Father De
Shon, a somewhat celebrated convert to
Catholicity, and a man of profound learn-
ing. He is a graduate of West Point Mili-
tary academy, and served as an officer dur-
ing the war. He then entered the Baptist
ministry, afterwards became an Episcopal
clergyman, and finally was converted to the
Catholic faith and entered the preisthood,
becoming a member of the order of St. Vin-
cent de Paul, which is confined almost ex-
clusively to mission work. The priests as
sociated with him in conducting the mis-
sions are Revs. Nevins, Doyle  and Clark.
The reason the missions were arranged sep-
arately was simply a question of space,
The cathedral congregation has a member-
ship of about eight thousand five hundred
persons, and a seating capacity of 1,700,
During the missions, on week days mass is
celebrated at 5. 6 and 8 o’clock a. m., and
services are held in the evening, consisting
of instruction, rosary, mission sermon and
benediction of the blessed sacrament, The
cathedral has been packed full atevery
service, the aisles and spare floor room
being filled with extra seats. At 9 o'clock
vesterday morning mass was celebrated
for women only. At 10:30 mass for men
only was celebrated, being the initial serv-
ice of the present mission week. At 3:30
yesterday afternoon occurred the closing
service of the woman’s mission, which was
very impressive. The mission eross (black
and draped with white) is erected m front
of the chaneel, and inside the rail
the baptismal font, bearing candles, decor-
ated with flowers and bearing the instru-
ments of the sacrament. The services
were opened with the singing of the rosary,
conducted by Father Clark. Father Doyle
then preached from the text, “I will ren-
der my vows unto the Lord, ete.” He re-
called the story of Daniel and Goliah and
the strength of David, because of his vow-
ing unto the Lord. He e:plained the nge
ture of the sacrament aund the meaning of
-each of its instraments. He carefully ex-
plained the nature and importance of bap-
tismal vows, and at the close " == the

In the absence of William Broderick, the
baritone of the Emma Abbott troupe,
Frank McKnight, the tenor, sang the solos
at high mass at the cathedral. Mr. Brod-
erick was present at vespers, and he and
Messrs. W. White and McKnight were the
soloists during the evening service. Throat
troubles prevented Mr. Broderick's appear-
ance at high mass, but availing himself of
some relief before evening he succeeded in
giving great satisfaction at vespers.

A SIMPLE SPECULATION.

The Question of What Show of Sal=
vation the Untaught Heathen Wilil
Have.

Plymouth church contained a large
congregation last evening, on the occasion
of the meeting to hear the reports of the
work of the recent missionary meeting at
Des Moines, Ia. This was the seventy-
seventh annual meeting of the American
missionary board, and Dr. Dana explained
that it was the oldest missionary board
on this continent. At that time it was
an ecumenical body, and other churches
gradually withdrew, not however causing
a diminution of the fund. Dr. Dana dwelt
some tiwe on the personnel of this gather-
ing of distinguished laborers in missionary
fields. and sald had it not been for the
unnecessary and uncalled for theo-
logical controversy which was introduced
and occupied much of the time, it would
have been the most fervid meeting in
vears, on account of the remarkably large
number of converts made. He gave sta-
tisties showing the work of the year, and
stated that the interest of Christianity was
just now centered on Japan,of all countries
in which missionary work is being done.
He then called on Arthur Anderson, one of
the delegates from Plymouth ehureh, who
gave a report of the work of the whole
meeting. Following him Miss Emily S.
Gilman, of Norwich, Conn., a lady also in
attendance at Des Moines, spoke of the
work of Mrs. Capron in India for the past
30 years. She was followed by Mrs. Far-
well also a delegate from Piymouth
chureh, who gave her impressions of mis-
sionary work as received at the Des Moines
meeting.

In closing, Dr. Dana said he wished to
say a few words about that so-called *‘new
departure,” the discussion of which got
into the programme. He said it wasa bug-
bear and if any one thought that it would
break up any church, they expected what
Providence would never permit them to
see, It was not a dogma, not a creed,
simply the private opinion of some of those
corkscrewing theologians, that people who
had never had Christ taught them would
be given another chance for salvation. It
was simply speculation whether the aneces-
tors, say, of heathen having Christ taught
them for the first time would have another
chance of salvation. As a dogma he
thought it might be dangerous, but as a
speculation it was harmless. The mission-
aries did not preach the idea to the heathen,
although deep down in their private opinion
they might barbor it.

THE DIGNITY OF LABOR.

John N. Ives and Others Address the
Lyceum on That Topic.

John N. lves spoke before the Ilyceum
last night on **The Dignity of Labor.” He
said in connection with the subject:

Labor is entitled to a proper representa-
tion oa the county ticket. 1 may be wrong,
but I do not think it has received the repre-
sentation to which it is entitled. Here sets
the rich man with his millions. He purchases
labor. Were he to act according to the com-
mands of the Deity he would be performing
his own labor. But societies and associations
have brought about a different result. What
is the situation to-day? There are
laborers who enjoy & comparatively
fair compensation, but there are a great
number who live in abject want and squalor.
Labor is the basis of our prosperity. Men at
first were left dependent upon their own re-
sources. Now one is at ease, the other in
penury. Perhaps it is the result of one man
losing by dissipation and the other acquiring
by frugality. But it is not right that one
man shoul bave all and another have none.
Yet this difficulty can not be remedied by
force. 1think there ought naturally to be
work enough in this country for every la-

borer. We all know that in this country
there is an over production of labor.
Now it bhas been suggested that
eight hours a day are enough

for any man to work, and in my
humble judgment any number of hours
that will enable every laborer to get work
at reasonable compensation would be enough.
[Applause]. Legisiation to recognize the
eight-bours system, and to provide for a fair
compensation is what we need. You shouid
never destroy that which capital has, ap-
parently produced by force to attain your
ends, because you simply make the country
that much poorer. Labor must seek the
remedies for its grievances through proper
chnnels—by education, organization, and
proper detesmination, and then you will arrive
at such results which laborers as kings—for 1
claim that laborers are kings—rightly com-
mand and are entitied to.

R. H. Shadrick, of Minneapolis, also
spoke, defining the distinction society
makes between certain classes of labor.
Judge John B. Brisbin, Thomas Wards,
and others, followed briefly and appro-
priately. Judge Brisbin is ‘o make an
address at some future time. A committee
of the lyceum is now collecting data on the
convict labor question.

CAN ITBE APPEALED?

A Question Whether the King-Rem-
- ington Land Case is Ended.

From casual conversations with attorneys
on the King-Remington suit, it seems that
there is some doubt about the right of Remn-
ington to appeal the case to the United
States supreme court, the question involv-
ing a rather nice legal point. Attorneys
from a casual reading of the case are di-
vided on the matter. Speaking of the case
yesterday, Col. C. D. Kerr said he did not
see clearly how it could be appealed to the
supreme court of the United States, as he
did not know of any question of federal
law which was involved.  Probably, how-
ever, there might be some question in con-
nection with King’s bankruptey, which
come up incidentally, on which the case
could be taken up, but he said he had kept
tolerably well posted onthe case and did
no;.l :aow on what ground it could be ap-

In the decision the court says that the
stateeourt has jurisdiction to settle matters
growing out of the bankruptey case, which
was argned by the attorneys, counsel for
the Remington side claiming that the court
had not jurisdiction.

DON'T KiLL THE BIRDS,

There Is a Siatate to Protect the
Harmless Songster From Sianghe
ier,

At this season of the year, when the le-
gitimate game of Minnesota is suffering its
annual attack from the huntsmen, many of
the harmless, and, when dead, useless mem-
bers of the feathered tribes are likely to
fall beneath the continuous musketry. This
is not only hard for the birds but contrary
to the statutes. An official of the Audu-
bon society says the attention of sportsmen
should be called to this subject. The law
for the protection of these birds reads as
follows:

No person shall kill, eage or trap any wip-
poorwill, night hawk, blue bird, finch, thrush,
lark, linnet, sparrow, wren, martin, swallow,
boboiink, robiua, turtle-dove, cat-bird, or any
other harinless bird not elsewhere mentioned
in this chapter, excepting blackbirds and
wild pigeons. Any person or persons offend-
Ing against any of the provisions of this sec-
tion shall be punished by a fine of not less
than $5 nor more than $£50, or by the forfeit-
ure of any gun or guns, cage, trap, net or

A HUMILIATED PRINCE

A Bharply-Drawn Pioture of Alexander's
Position as the Ruler of

Bulgaria.

H¢ Asks for Permission to Draw His Sal-
ary When He Finds Himself
Powerless.

European Nations Obliged to Give
Him the Cold Shoulder for
Fawning on the Czar.

Rusiia to Menace India and Break
luto Constantinople by Way of
Trebizond.

OpEssa, Russia, Sept. 4.—In my letter
of Avril1 to the Grose, the following
paragraph wiil be foung:

Theugh it cost R everv inch of her
territry and her 10M000,000 population, to
War ihe will go if Prince Alexander is sus-
tainec. An alliance between Bulgaria and
the Perte cannot be successfully maintained
for auy length of time. It is too unnatural
and would render Bulgaria an object of sus-
picionto her neighbors and would, through
Russian intrigue, soon render the prince him-
self anobject of suspicion to his own people.
When Frince Alexander was offered the posi-
tion of tuler of Bulgaria he asked Bismurck
whether be ought to accept. *By all means,”
was thereply. *It will be a pleasant remem-
brance.” Andit looks very much asif it
might scon prove to be & (pleasant) remem-
brance.

Alexarder of Bulgaria was so fond of a
‘‘pleasart remembrance” that on his arrival
on Gernan soil he allowed himself to be
persuadel to return to his distracted and
unhappy people. In a proclamation an-
nouncing his return, he declares himself to
be, “‘By the grace of God and the will of
the people, the ruler of Bulgaria”—a brill-
iant endng of a somewhat ridiculous epi-
sode. Juist so; but now comes the seeret of
this retun. The prince, in a telegram to
the czar, thOnks his majesty for sending the
Prince Dalgourokoff to take care of Bul-
garian affairs during his absence, and in a
most abjezt manner implores the czar to
send him Russian officers to command
the Bulgarian troops, stating that it was
impossible for him to trust the Bulgarians
after what had occurred. The answer to
this requestis now historical, and it dis-
credits the Batienburg before the eyes of
Europe and the world. The feeling in
favor of the Prince of Bulgaria has at all
tunes been one due largely to sentimental
considerations, and the applause so freely
given the Bulgarian ruler was the applause
which any brave man would have received,
whoever he might be, who displayed simi-
lar characteristics. Russia is the natural
protector of Bulgaria, and has always man-
ifested a sincere desire to befriend the peo-
ple who inhabit the Balkans. It is true
that this policy has for its object the ulti-
mate absorption of Bulgaria into the Rus-
sian empire. Well, why not? It is mani-
fest destiny, the prolonging of which is
only due to the temporary protests of En-
gland and the other political chess players
of Europe. I repeat, temporary protest.
Russia is using India as a means of bring-
ing England to terms, and when the ecold
perspiration has sufficiently besprinkied
the English brow, the modern vivendi
will be found, Russia permitting England
to rule India as she will, in consideration
of England withdrawing her opposition to
a Russian occupation of the Balkans and
Constantinople, Prince Alexander has not
only been false to his best friends in
Europe, but he has betrayed the Buigarian
people. Lvidently his trust in God and the
Bulgarian people was not sufficiently
strong to enable him to assume the right to
govern these people without the powerful
support of the autocrat of Russia. Well,
that support has been refused in terms the
most insulticg, and the Battenburg has fur-
nished Russia with an opportunity long de-
sired. After doing all in his power to les-
sen and destroy Russian influence for years,
after courting and receiving sympathy from
Russia’s enemies, both covertly and openly,
this thrifty German prince suddenly opens
his eyes to the fact that he has been mis-
taken all of these years, and that Bul-
garia’s best friend was ~Russia, and
he asks Russia for what pray, why
for permission to draw his salary, and send
annually £50,000 to.be placed to his eredit
in the Bank of England, for that is what
his request means, if it means anything.
England, Germany and Austria all hate
Russia and fear her as well.  Sentimental
and jingo England has given Alexander
plenty of thal sort of support and advice
which urges a weak inan toattack the John
L. Sullivan, of Europe, and then run away
for fear that John in his wrath may break
an English rib ortwo, after he has devoured
the Bulgarian hero. But when it comes to
sending an armed support to aid the Bat-
tenberg, England was not there, and the
Battenberg at last, after realizing that hope
deferred maketh the heart sick, having
courted England, Germany and Austria,
and failed, he, with irue German thrift and
a grunt, pays his addresses to the Russian
bear, and fails. The Russian bear may be
a brute and a knave if you wiil, but he
is no feol, and with one word renders it
impossible for Alexander to either rule
Bulgaria or to receive aid from the
outside. Can the Bulgarians trust
a man who openly repudiaies them? Can
England aid a ruler who has asked Rus-
sian aid and been refused? Toboth of these
questions a necative answer must be re-
turned. Prince Alexander as a brave man
and a good ruler is to be admired, but he
made the mistake which probably any Ger-
man similarly situated would have made—
he fought against Russian influence from
instinet, trusting and hoping that the
deaddy hatred which is in the heart of
every German and Austrian toward the
Russians would prove sufliciently active,
aided by the well known hostility toward
evervthing Russianwhich exists in England,
to prevent the Siavonic influence irowr be,
ecoming dominant in Bulgaria. n this the
prinee failed. The Slavonic infinence is
dominant in Bulgaria and will rule that
principality sooner or iater. Bismark has
declared that *-all of Bulgaria is not worth
the life of a single German soldier.” Aus-
tria looks prudenily shoeked at the temaor-
ity of the prince in forc¢ing himself on a
people who do mnot desire his presence,
and England will fiud in  the prince’s
letter to the czar sufficient reason for
giving him the eold shoulder. Besides bul-
iying a few thousand naked natives in
india is a very different thing from en-
gaging in an expensive war with the great-
est nation as well as with the bravest people
in Europe, and with the question of her
Afghan frontier still unsettled, England is
not at all dispused to involve herself in
trouble with Russia on the Bulgarian ques-
tion. Russia does not want India, and
even if she did, and were to place three
hundred thousand troops there, she would
be unable to hold it for fifty years. It is
too far from her base of supplies and shae
has not sufficient naval foree to protect it
from the sea. England has. and ean hold,
the entire sea coast of India. consequently
any inland occupation on the part of Russia
would be useless, The Ruassians know this
and only annoy Engiand on the Indian
question because they see in it a means of
getiing what they want near home, viz:
the Baikan peninsula and Constantinople.
They failed to reach Constantinople once
before by the way of “Adrianople. They
expect to do so very soon by the way of
Trebizond.

To Build ¥i fry~Two Lines.

ToPEKA. Kan., Oct. 10.—The Chicago,
Kansas & Western railroad and Atehison,
Topeka & Santa Fe Iast evening filed an
amended charter with the secretary of
state, by which they are to build and ope-
rate fifty-two lines in the state of Kansas,
and have fixed their ecapital stock at $154,-
000,000, thus making their capitai stock
larger than that of any other railroad com-
pany. The headquarters of the company
are at Tepeka. The directors of the new
company are Joab Mulvane, P. 1. Bone-
brake, J. P. Griswold, John R. Mulvane
and J. F. Parmalee, of Topeka; D. M.
Finney. Neosha Falls; I. Burdette, H. H.
Burdette, D. L. Dalbys, F. W. Kinsley, A.
W. Luke, J. F. McKin and L E. Thomas,
of Boston. The combined length of the
proposed line is 7,274 miles.
