When the Moorhead delegates to the conven-
tion arrived, accompanied by the band, the
mayor was serenaded on the depot platform.

?with politicians. At the adjournment of the
convention the procession formed, headed by
the city marshal and band, and marched to
the Depot hotel, and returning escorted the
mayor to the town rink, which was decorated
with flags. Nathan Butler called the meeting
to order. T. C. Kurtz, of Moorhead.
was made cnairman, acknowledging the
honor ina few wellchosen words. The mayor
was escorted to the platform and presented
to the public amid cheers. He said that it
was unfortunate that sometimes men dropped
intopolitics and with the exception of him-
self, the Democrats had placed a good clean
ticket in the field; that it was necessary for
a great government like ours to have two
politicalparties.

Exiles in Canada.
New York,Oct. 13.? One of the most un-

happy men in town this morning was District
Attorney Martini. The story of Sales' depart-

ure to Canada was a severe blow, and the in-
formation received this moruinsr that the In-
dicted alderman's bondsman, Sol Sayles, bad
transferred tho property pledged inth? bond
of $25,000 for bis appearance was worse news
yet. "Candor compels me toBay," replied tha
district attorney, "that Ihave no doubt that
Sayles has gone." A Montreal special to the
Post says: "The exiled boodle men to-day
have been showing around three strangers

from New York, who arrived by last night's
train. They are believed to be ex-Aid. Sayles,
his brother and ex-Aid.Kirk. They areliving
at the St. Lawrence hotel under assumed
names."

At1:30 o'clock this afternoon Inspector
Byrnes received a bulky package from the
district attorney's office. It contained an
order from the district attorney, accompan-
ied by

BENCH WARRANTS
for the arrest of the boodle aldermen of the
board of 1883, except for Henry L.
Sayles, whose flight to Canada
has inspired the crusade, the prosecution
of which was thus placed inthe hands of In-
spectoi Byrnes. The results were first felt
down at the district attorney's office at 3
o'clock. Inspector Byrnes had at once putall
his available men at work to serve the war-
rants. Aid. Patrick Farrell had been the first
who was made to feel the indrawing force of
the big drag net, whichhad been again spread
out over the entire city. At the hour named
he was brought in by detectives and
at once taken to the district attorney's
office, accompanied by his attorney and the
counsel of the other boodlers, who had got
wind of the raid. The district attorney,
addressing the court, recited the facts of
Sayles' flight, detailed the facts of the cases
havingbeen out on the calendar, and stated
that be had now caused bench warrants to
be issued for the re-arrest of.not only the
four whose trial day had been fixed, but for
all others under indictment. The district
attorney asserted that since the
flight of Sayles he no longer had any
faith in anybody. He doubted whether any
amount of bail would keep the others within
the court's jurisdiction, bat incase the court
should decline to hold the men without bail
he would ask that it be increased from $25,-
--000, the present amount, to $75,000. %Coun-

in the amount of bail, but the court decided
tomake it $40,000 in each case. Aid. Kirk,
who had come In voluntarily in the mean-
time, at once gave bail and went away. Then
one after the other the detectives brought

Of these Cleary, McCabe and
McQuade secured the additional bail during
the early evening. Farley and Miller were
unable to furnish the added security and
were locked up in the Tombs for the niyht.

Wow the President stands With the
People.

\u25a0Washington, Oct. 13.? Judge J. C. Mc-
Kenny, of Ohio, who is inthe city,a Demo-
crat, is of the. opinion that the president is
rapidly making himself very solid with the
country at large. In the course ofa conver-
sation he said: "The erection by the govern-

ment of postoffice buildingsinseveral of our
lesser Ohio cities was proposed in the last
session of congress and the president vetoed
every otfe of them. This,of course, created
some local dissatisfaction, but the action
was founded on the plain common-sense
principle that would lead the private
citizen to pay $-5 a month rent for a
house that would answer his needs
rather than build tor himself at a cost of
$10,000. That was practical economy, and
the people taxpayers ?are not slow to

see and appreciate it. The president has not
gone aaf ast Inthe matter of removals from
and appointments to office as the politicians
or members of congress would have liked,
and itis perhaps only natural that this class
should be somewhat dissatisfied. But itis
the people of whomIam speaking-, and not
of the politicians, and Iknow the people are
dissatisfied. Ohio isclassed as a sure Republi-
canstate inpresidential years, butifCleveland
were a candidate this fail he would stand
an excellent show to carry it. He has many
friends among the Republicans, and has not
lost any of the rank and file strength of his
own party. This is because there is faith in
bis sincerity of purpose to do what is right,
and so longas the people have that faith they
will not my to his charge errors in unimpor-
tant matters of administration, nor willthey
be influenced by the dissatisfaction of those
who have nothingin view but a lifeinterest.
When the paragraph in the Ohio state
platform approving the administration
was read before the committee each
member arose in turn ana gave his
views. There were twenty-one of us, one
from each congressional district, and there
was not a dissenting voice to the adoption of
the resolution. It is not oftea that there is
such unanimity in a committee room on any
subject as was then shown, and the members
of that committee certainly represented the
sentiment of those .who sent" them to the
convention. IfPresident Cleveland contin-
ues on the economical line of policy he is
pursuing he will be nominated in 1888
whether he wishes to be or not, or whether
the politicians wish it.

War Feelinsr InFrance.
Paris, Oct. 12.?There is a rapid growth of

the war feeling in France. The Boulanger
party have begun the issue of two new jour-
nals, LaRevanche and Le Soldat Laboureur,
to advocate an offensive policy in vindication
of the old militaryprestige of France. Gen.
Boulanger, however, disclaims any connec-
tion with the papers.

The strictest taboo
ofeverything German is being observed. M.
Lockroy, minister of commerce, has ordered
the police to prosecute all persons selling
boxes of toys Imported from Germany and
containing a map of France without Alsace.

A general dis-
cussion of the situation ensued, which re-
sulted ingivingthe general executive board
of District 57, together with Messrs. Barry
and Butler, fullpowers to arrange a settle-
ment. An advisory committee, representing
the various branches of the work in the
packing houses, was selected. Permanent
headquarters willbe established. Ameeting
of the packing house proprietors was held
this evening, but the result was
not made public. Armour's beef
men, it is understood, are liable
to be ordered out to-morrow or next day,
Mr. Barry was questioned on the subject to-
night, and said: "If the pending negotia-
tions fallthrough the men employed m the
beef department of Armour's willcertainly
be ordered out. We willmeet all the packers
to-morrow and endeavor to effect a settle-
ment. We hare talked with most of the
packers to-day. There isonly one man stand-
inginthe way of an amicable settlement.
There isno probability that the men employed
by Nelson, Morris &Co., and Swift&Co., will
be ordered out. We are satisfied with their
position inthis matter. We have succeeded
to-day insystematizing some matters which
were in a state of chaos. The situation will
change materially in the next twenty-four
hours, but Itis impossible to predict whatthe
change willbe."

THE KNIGHTSOF LABOR.

Yesterday's Doing's in the Great
Convention at Riehniond.

Richmond, Oct. 12.? The labor convention
met at 3 o'clock this morning, and took hold
of the business presented with a determina-
tion to push it through, and at least make an
endeavor to bring- the sessions to a close
within the two weeks alloteu as the time the
convention should sit. Since the adjourn-
ment of the assembly on Saturday, the vari-
ous committees have been actively engaged
inconsidering the matters referred to them.
The forenoon session was mainlyoccupied in
receiving reports from these committees and
taking action on them. There was a meeting
this afternoon of editors of labor papers and
other newspaper men who are delegates to
the convention. Frank K. Fostorm. of
Averill, Mass., was elected chairman, and
Albert Pineo, of Hartford, secretary. The
object of the organization is the formation of
a labor news bureau, through which authentic
information with regard to labor can be
transmitted to the country. This bureau
willinterfere inho. way with the establishing
of the labor journalproposed by A.MJ)ewey,
which, itis understood, a majority of the
convention favor. The special committee
appointed to consider the expediency of es-
tablishing such a paper has met and expressed
its views. Itasserts the necessity of such a
medium. The miners held a meeting and will
submit a plan to the convention for the bet-
ter organization of miners throughout the
United States. The steel workers were called
together to devise a method by which
the exact condition of their business
may be communicated to one another.
The shoemakers met to form a national
trades council, which will not, however, in-
terfere with the district associations, which
will preserve their Identity. Acommittee
was appointed to make a collection of the
conspiracy laws of each state, by means of
which firms and corporations encroach upon
the rights of theworkingmea. The members
of the committee are L.B.Xoyes, of Mari-
nette, Wis.: A. A.A.Carleton, of Somerville,
Mass., and Thomas Armstrong, of Pitts-
burg, Pa. Mr. Armstrong is the editor of
the Labor Tribune, of Pittsburg. The gen-
eral executive board held a meeting to-day to
hear the cases that hare been pre-
sented to it, but took no action on
any of them. It has more than 12,000
cases awaiting its decision, and these do not
include all that are tobe brought before it.
The board willmeet again during the first re-
cess taken by the general assembly. Reports
have been published to the effect .that the
convention can take no action upon various
constitutional amendments which have been
proposed, for the reason that the constitution
of the order requires that such amendments
shall be submitted to the local assemblies at
least sixtydays before their presentment to
the general assembly, and this has not been
done. Mr. Powderlyand members of the ex-
ecutive board say that such reports are un-
true, that the constitution requires that local
assemblies desiring to offer amendments shall
present them to the general secretary or
treasurer sixtydays before the convening of
the general assembly. The amendments now
in the hands of the committee on laws were
presented to the last convention at
Hamilton, Ont., so that Instead of sixty
days' notice, a years' notice had been
given. This question was brought up Inthe
convention to-day, and the chairman
ruled, and was sustained by the general as-
sembly that the constitution of the order can
be revised at this session. Mr. Powderly to-
day received the following telegram from
Thomas Barry, amember .of their executive
committee sent toChicago toendeavor toset-

tle the strike of the employe of the packing
houses in that city:

The packers say they have no organization,
so Imust treat with them as individual com-
panies. We called on several firms yesterday
and all expressed a desire for settlement, but
insist on working ten hours, while the men
are firmfor eight. We look fora settlement
this week.

Mr.Powderly has received almost hourly
to-day telegrams commending the position
he has taken inhis letter on the race ques-
tion.
