The eveninjf session was called to order at
7 o'clock and the following permanent com-
mittees were appointed:

The selection of the place of the next an-
nual meeting: was postponed until the tneet-
m_- in November. After half an hour's
business session an hour was devoted to a
popular meeting on the topic. "The Church
at Work." Addresses on different branches
of church work were delivered by Kov.J. S.
Monroe, Rev. J. P. Dysart, Rev. C. C. Har-
riott and Mr.K. 1,. Paden. Tho presbytery
resumed its business session, and Dr. Na-
thaniel West, pastor of the First Presbyterian
church of this city, submitted several ques-
tions relating to church government for deci-
sion by the synod of the state, and they were
passed favorably, that is,sentup to the synod,
which will meet this evening in Maukato.
Insubstance these "overtures" were as fol-

lows:
When upon confession of the party inducted

into office, or a satisfactory evidence of the
fact that a minister, elder or deacon ha3not
taken the tows required of such officer, can
he be removed by the presbytery without
formal judicialprocess under the discipline?
Are persons opposed to the decisions of the
courts eligibleto the office of elders? Is the
president of the board of trustees the presi-
dent of the church or congregation,and where
is the right orpower or convening the church
or congregation for any purpose whatever,
vested by the law of the church and the law
of the state? What body is the proper custo-
dian of the minutes of cburcn or congrega-
tional meetings? Is the Sabbath school or-
ganization within the Church of Christ inde-
pendent of the care and control of the pastor
and session? Who has the right to employ
those conducting tbe music of the church?

THE IXSAM;HOSPITALS,.
A Billiard Table aud a SmoUine

Room Hecomniended for the St.
Peter Asylum.

Drs. W. H. Leonard and C. H. Boardman,

commissioners appointed by the governor to
examine the state insane hospitals, have made

their semi-annual report. They report in the
Rochester asylum 618 patients, 304 males and
314 females, 49 males and 59 females having

been admitted since April 1. In the same
period 2" females and 14 females were dis-
charged, and 5 males and 13 females died; 20
had eloped, most of them being returned, the
rest discharged at the request of friends or
relatives. Nineteen men and twenty-live

females were absent on parole on Oct, 6, and
00 to 70per cent, of the whole were engaged
insome form of labor. The commissioners
think that even more mightbe employed and
look forward with confidence toa time when
well ordered workshops, in which a printing
establishment shall be included, shall be re-
garded as an essential feature of tho equip-
ment of more hospitals. The general order,
etc., of the hospital was excellent. In St.
Peter hospital the commissioners found on
Oct. 7, 855 patients, 535 men and 320 women.
Durinar the previous sixmonths 113 men and
59 women were admitted, 60 men and 43
women were discharged, and thore were 30
elopements, all being either returned or dis-
charged. The commissioners noticed a class
of patients, quite tractable and harmless, in-
deed incapable of harm, whoso families re-
fuse tocare for them at home: also a degree
of laxity in the commitment of patients,
which is repreheqsiblo aud should be cor-
rected by the exercise of larger authority by
the courts, come persons being committed
while ina state of inebriety, but not being
proper subject for an insane asylum. A girl
was found at Rochester who should go to the
school for imbeciles which istoo overcrowded
to receive her. The commissioners also rec-
ommend a bulliard table, a smoking and
reading room for St. Peter. The hospital
was found wellcared for.

THE JURY STILL.OUT

Inthe Anoka Counterfeiters' Case-
District Court Doing's.

Upon the reassembling of the United States
district court yesterday. Judge Nelson de-
livered his charge to the jury in the case of
Goodsen and Cole, the Anoka counterfeiters,
and the members of the juryretired to con-
sider their verdict at 11 o'clock. They had
not agreed when the court adjourned at
night.

Henry E. Hefflip, who pleaded guilty to
circulating obscene literature through the
mails, was fined $400.

C. D. O'Brien asked to have the indictment
against Fred Stahl quashed, as the names of
the prosecuting witnesses were not indorsed
on the indictment. Nodecision.

Amotion was made and sustained to quash
the indictment against Rice and Ryan for
burglarizing the postoftice at St. James, and
the defendants were discharged. r?}

Averdict of acquittal was asked for, but
the court refused to allow one to be taken, as
that would prevent the defendants from being
Indicted again.

About all the witnesses and defendants ap-
pear to be of the opinion that when they are
summoned tocome bere to St. Paul to attend
court and answer to indictments, they have
on hand a kind of picnic, and that all they
have to do is togo visiting around town. This
interferes with the business of the court.
Cases have been called here again and again
and the parties wanted could not be found,
sothat several times tbe court has been com-
pelled to adjourn. Judge Wilson has deter-
mined to put an end to this, and yesterday
ordered the call of the calendar and directed
that the defendants and witnesses that were
not present should be brought into court by
tbe officers.
