This group oforators came in together and
ns made up of VV. D. Wasbhurn, K. B.
London, A. EL McGiil,J. B. Giltillan, C.
A. Pillsbury and others of lesser light.
W. D. Washburn called the meeting to or-
der and announced himself as chairman,

saying it c;\ve him the usual pleasure.
Here-Maj. Hicks caught his eye, and pull-
ins out a ream of legal cap, read a list of
some 250 vice presidents, which list had
nearly every bom voter of the party in-
cluded. The preliminaries being happily
settled. Hon. C. K. Davis, of St. Paul, was
introduced as the orator of the evening.
It was a long time before he got
down to business, but when he did,
he bewail a jeremiad on the
defeat of Blame, and warned his hearers
that iir.lessMiunesota did her duty to the
Republican cause this fall that disaster
would be repeated in ISSS. First he took
up the labor question, which is prominent
inpolitics, and, read ins from manuscript,
dwelt upon the relations of the Republican
party to labor. So long as he indulged in
party generalities and pretty platitudes he
\u25a0was* wildly applauded, but whenevei he
left his manuscript and began to particu-
larize the crowd sat in disappointed silence.
Presently he took up the tariff question and
dwelt upon the beauties of protection in a
general way, but utterly without commit-
ting himself, further than saying the present
-war tariff did not oppress the people, but
rather permitted such a display of varied
products as was shown at the recent

MINNEAPOLIS EXPOSITION".
This fell so flat that he told a story of

doubtful morality, which set the men in a
grin and caused the ladies present to blush
inshame. The distinguished orator then
grew satirical and laughed over the civil
service reform, reading secret postoffice
circulars and winding up with '"the ap-
pointment of Kellyand Doran to the dic-
tatorship of Minnesota.'" The admission of
Dakota. Cleveland's pension vetoes and
various other national matters were
touched upon, the speaker having now con-
sumed an hour of time without referring to
a local matter. The succeeding half
hour -was occupied in a bloody shirt speech
of the most marked character, even the red
shirt, the shotgun and the tissue ballot re-
appearing in oft-repeated recurrence.
Finally he came down to state politics and
proceeded to dismember the Democratic
platform. When that was accomplished, he
turned to McGill, whom he pronounced a
soldier and a gentleman, who had sat m
office under every governor for seventeen
years. He said he had been accused of

MALIGNINGMAYOR AMES,
but that was a sort of campaigning he
never indulged in. Let his own people
judge of him in the the election so near at
hand. This was all he said, turning
abruptly to the congressional candidate
and giving Giltillan a great send-off. He
mentioned his efforts in behalf of the
Northern Pacific railroad, but not a hand
was raised in applause of this. So good
a congressman he said Gilfillan was that
no necessity for a change existed. Finally,
he closed his speech with a patriotic ap-
peal to theaudience todraw party lines tothe
closest tension, and vote the ticket straight.
Itwas, as a whole, a jerkey and unsatis-
factory effort, eloquent at times, but always
general and never once particular. With
the exception of the "smutty" story, it
might be ranked as au average campaign
effort, but certainly not what might have
been expected from ".Minnesota's leading
orator."

The band played a pretty and relieving
air. and at its conclusion the air grew sensi-
bly cooler, as John B. Giltillan was intro-
duced as "the present and next congress-
man." Mr. Giltillan made a very good
campaign speech, though the circumstances
were verydiscouraging. The crowd, which
had steadily ebbed during the speech of
ilr.Davis, went out in droves when he
concluded, and Mr. Gilfillan's voice was
sadly interrupted by the noistJpf the retreat.
Part of his effort was

in a measure, and he contracted the pleas-
ing habit of saying "those men who were
arrayed against us in the civil war," and
"those men we fought," until some one in
the audience asked what regiment he be-
longed to. He also spoke of the tariff, and
devoted his hour to reading a lot of statis-
tics to show what calamity would overtake
the country in case a system of free trade
should be inaugurated, while the crowd
slowly ebbed away, leaving the galleries,
once packed full, now empty and des-
olate. In speaking of the tariff
he quoted "the Globe, the great
Democratic paper of the Northwest!" as
saying he would not attempt to refute the
tariff attitude of Edmund Rice, but he said
he did now and here refute it. He stood
against the state Republican platform, and
gtood with Blame, at the mention of whose
name he received his first applause. Some
one asked him why he voted against the
consideration of the. Morrison bill, and he
said because it led to free trade, but he
failed to say why his four Republican col-
leaeues of this state had voted in opposition
to him. By this time the condition of the
hall was deplorable. The crowd had gone
off in troops, making a racket that half
lirowned the speaker's voice. Stillhe per-

sisted. McGillgathered up his wraps and
left. Davis picked up his hat and departed.
Lantrdon nudged Washburn and grinned,
but still Giltillan talked on. closing at last
at 11 o'clock, when the vast crowd had
been talked down from 3,000 to less than
two hundred people, lt was the melan-
choly ending of a melancholy meeting.

A MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.

A Stone Welching Some 400 Pounds
Falls in a Crowd.

The haphazard methods of the Republi-
|cans were well illustrated last evening by
an incident which occurred just before the
torchlight procession coming up Washing-
ton avenue reached Nicollet. The flag rope
of the Republicans extends from theirhead-
quarters to the cap stone of the First Na-
tional bank, directly opposite, and just as a
crowd was beginning to gather, this
stone, weighing several hundred pounds,
was torn loose and dashed into
the street beneath, carrying with it
the flag rope and several telegraph wires.

THE EPISCOPALIANS.

1hanks for Aid for tliarlcMown
—

ITlore Theological Discussion.
Chicago, Oct. 18.

—
The house of depu-

ties of the Protestant Episcopal church re-
sumed its sitting this morning. The com-
mittee to which was referred the resolutions
and memorials relating to the missionary
work among the colored people recom-
mended the adoption of a resolution to the
effect that while the convention recognized
the obligation resting upon the whole
church to aid in the education of the
colored people, they should leave the con-
trol of the work to the bishops of the re-
spective dioceses. A second resolution re-
commended the appointment of a joint
commission of fifteen to actively superin-
tend the work in connection with the board
of missions. The report was placed on the
calendar.

':\u25a0 A LETTER OF THANKS
was received from the bishop of South
Carolina for the £650 contributed by the
convention toward the restoration of the
churches in Charleston. The committee on
the state of the church reported that the
present canon was sufficient in regard to
lay readers, and deemed any further legis-
lation inexpedient. The report was adopted.
The report of the committee on expenses
said that they had found the accounts in
good shape and recommended the re-elect-
ing of William W. Astor as treasurer.
Report adopted. The committee on canons
reported that, in their opinion, the existing
canon as to the registration of births, mar-
riages and deaths was sufficient, and that
further legislation was inexpedient Report
adopted. The committee on charities re-
ported that $35,000 had been expended
during the past three years toward the relief
of aged clergymen. The report on the ju-
diciary system of the church was read,
which recommended that some change was
desirable in the matter of the

TRIALOF PRESBYTERS
and deacons, and that, until the general
convention took definite action, the respec-
tive dioceses be permitted to adopt such reg-
ulations as they might deem advisable.
Mr. Patterson, of Pennsylvania, argued

!strongly for the adoption of the report.
jRev. Mr. Hoffman, of New York, argued
:in favor of the minority report, declaring
Ithat the exigency was such as to call for

:the immediate creation ot an appellate

Icourt. Inthe debate during the afternoon !
ou the judicial system of the church the
two groat parties in the convention stood
arrayed, separate and distinct. The doc-
trine of the state sovereignty was never
more ably championed in ante bellurn days
than it was by many able advocates on the
floorof the house. Their arguments for
the inherent rights of the diocese
and its orieinal power and jurisdic-
tion were strong and earnest On thu
other hand the advocates of centrilization
and federal jurisdiction were equally able
and earnest They contended that the
church was the unit, that the general con-
vention had the supreme power, and that
ithad the authority, by Implication at least,
to establish an appellate court llcv. il.
C. Foute, of California, was the first
speaker. Bethought It teco&prenpnsible
that any one should believe the ;!'sent
system was sufflcieut He strongly .1oreI
the establishment of a court. V. . il.S.
Burgwyn, of North Carolina, tli• next
speaker, opposed the proposition. There
would be such expense attached to the
court, he said, that it would be a p.actual j
denial of justice.
