TIME AND MONEY SAVED.

President Barrett, of the Board of
Public Works, Makes Suggestions
10 the Council.

The board of public works submitted to the
meeting last night & eommaunication relative
to the street improvements to be made dur-
ing the year 1887, In the communication the
board referred to one of a like character sent
by it to the council in December, 18835, re-
questing that all orders for street work be
sent without unnecessary delay, in order
that contracts might be let during the winter
and early spring, and work commenced at the
earliest practicable moment. The result of
the action by the council upon the communi-
cation sent in 1885 was that prior to July 1,
1886, contracts for more improvements, in
pumber and greater in cost, were placed than
during the entire year of 1885.

The advantages resulting from the plan
of putting under contract tbis year im-
provements to be made next year
are that the work is invariably let for a much
smaller price than it otherwise could be,
thus making a saving to each property owbner.
The property owners upon the line of im-
provement would also have several months’
notice and ample time to make arrangements
to meet the expense and pay their assess-
ments. A careful comparison of the prices

for which street paving was recently let in
Minneapolis, with the prices for which simi-
lar work has been let in this city the present
year and previous years, leads the board to

the inevitable conclusion that a ereat saving,
at least 15 or 20 per ceut., and probably more,
t made to the property owners if the
referred to, and recommended
as proper to be made, should
nd placed undercontract without
v delay.

IT HAS A HISTORY.

Jackscn Street Methodist Church=--
A Corner Stone to be Laid To=
Morrow.

The corner stone of the Central Park Metho-
dist Episcopal church will be laid to-morrow
with appropriate ceremonies. This church
is to be the successor of old Jackson Street
church, which has had a place in the list of
Minnesota conference appointments for more
than thirty years. The old property has been
sold, the congregation reserving the use of it,
however, until May, 1887. A brief historieal
outline will be interesting. The first
Methodist society was organized in St. Paul
the lest day of the year 1848, by Rev.
Benjamin close. 1t consisted of eighty-six
members and was the first Protestant church
organized in St. Paul, if not the first in Min-
nesota. Benjamin F. Hoyt was the first class
leader. In 1848 a small frame church was
commenced on Jackson street, but was never
finished. In 1849 a small brick church was
commenced on Market street, which,enlarged
and otherwise improved, was occupied until
the Jackson Street ehurch, which was erected
on the corner of Jackson and Ninth streets in
1858, when the congregation decided to re-
move to the new church. Rev. E. J. Kinney
was the first pastor. In 1857 Rev. Cyrus
Brooks, D. D., was appointed pastor and was
reappointed in 1858. He was followed in 1859
by Rev. J. F. Chaffee. T+ Rosabel Street
CGerman M. E. church iicated by Dr.

Chaffee. In 1860 Ren ne was ap-
pointed to the charge. ‘regrine being
in poor health, Rev. Lrary, D. D. per-
formed the active dutics of pastor, and in
1541 was appointed in charge. He served as
chaplain in the legislature. In the
latter part of the year he ae-

cepted the chaplainey of the Third
Minnesota regiment and Rev. Edward Egles-
ton, D. D,, supplied his place 1o the end of
the year. In 1862 Dr. Egieston was appointed
pastor. but his health failing in the next sum-
mer Rev. Ankrew J. Nelson filled his place
until conference. In 1863 Dr. Crary was again
appointed to the charge, but before the close
of the year he was elected editor of the Cen-
tral Christian Advoeate at St. Louis, and the
pulpit was supplied by Rev. J. M. Martio.
In 1364 Dr.Brooks was again appointed pastor
and was succeeded in 1865 by Rev. D, Cobb;
Rev. E. Gillett followed in 1868, Rev. Will-
iam McKinley in 1869, Rev. J. W. McGregor
in 1872, Rev. Charles Griswold in 1874, Rev.O.
Williams in 1876, Rev. John Stafford in 1877,
Rev. J. ¥. Chaffee in 1878, Rev. S. M.
Davis in 1879, Rev. W. K. Marshall,
D. D., in 1881, who served three
years. Robert Forbes, the present pas-
tor was appointed in 1884, and is now serving
his third year. Rev. Georxe H. Way is assis-
tant pastor, appointed at the late conference
held in Stillwater. The church is sustaining
ihree missions, Marion street, Wesley chapel
and Immanuel chapel. The pastors have also
the charge of Trinity church, a new organi-
zation at Merriam Park. The present board
of trustees are C. D. Strong, J. F. Tostevin,
J. A. Sabin, J. H. Murphy, E. C. Varney,
John Espy, J. C. Quinby, W. P. Murray and
D. M. Robbins. The stewards are C. D.

At
the St. Josephs' booth fine needlework is
plenty, and a cooking range and parlor stove
are the largest articles. A beautiful doll
bride will be voted to the most popular little
girl. St. Louis’ booth is replete with table-
ware, needlework, a side-saddle, ete. The
Sodaiity table has an elegant wicker foot-rest,
embroidered top, fancy needlework. The
Cathedral booth displays an ewmbroidered
wicker chair and a cherry bedroom set. St
Mary’s booth offers a fine wolf robe, giit
chair, ete., and St. Patrick’s will vote an
easy chair to the most popaular young lady in
the parish.

RELIEF SOCIETY WORK.

Reports Submitted at the Quarterly
Meeting===More Contributions Are
Needed.

Hon. Alexander Ramsey presided at the
quarterly meeting of the board of managers
of the relief society, at the rooms, 141 East
Ninth street, yesterday afternoon. Reports
were made by the secretary and general
agent. The report of the general agent de-
tailed instances of distress relieved, dishonest
applicants exposed and street begging stop-
ped after careful investigation. The report
of R. Hall, secretary, showed 304 applicants
for aid, an increase of fifty over the corres-
sponding period last year. Of this number
280 were given aid. Nine cases are recorded
of obtaining counsel for poor people to con-
duct cases against ‘“‘money sharks’ who, by
interest and commissions.were exacting more
than 125 per cent. per annum on money loaned.
It was reported that the ladies’ auxiliary,
under the direction of Mrs. D. J. Callahan
and T. C. Jones, had begun its fall and winter
campaigh, and was meeting in the relief room
each Monday morning and Wednesday and
Friday afternoon to give out work to needy
women. The Industrial school has been
opened with about 75 girls in attendance.
The free Kindergarten, in charge of Miss
Gracie Johnston, meets each week-day except
Saturday, and has at present twenty pupils.
The books of the treasurer showed about $500
on hand which the secretary says will be
hardly enough for current expenses for two
monthe. As a large proportion of the regular
subseribers have already been called on, con-
tributions must be solicited from those who
have not heretofore given to the society.

ALDERMANIC DOINGS.

Numerous Improvements Ordered
by the City Council Last Nighat,

A grist of routine business was disposed
of by the council at the meeting last even-
ing, the following being the more important:
A communieation from Comptroller Roche,
relative to bills amounting to $3,851.82, which
were returned disallowed, was read and re-
ferred to the committee on ways and means.
The bills, he says, were contracted for by the
kitizens' unioa for illuminating the city dur-
ing the fair, and for bands and band stands.
The comptroller announced in the epistie
that they were not proper claims for the city
to pay and the auditing of them by himself
would be gross maifeasance on his part. He
suggests that they be referred to the Citlzen's
union for payment. The Third street bridge
matter was brought up by an attorney woo
has for the last two weeks been heard on sev-
eral oceasions relative to his clients, who are
likely to be assessed by reason of the bridge.
He requested that the work should stop, and
made & lengthy speech backed up by
whole sections from the general
statutes and decisions in Minneapolis courts.
City Attorney Murray and Ald. Dowlan
urged the necessity of going forward with the
work, and if necessary the attorney could get
the necessary satisfaction in the courts. The
petition presented was referred to the board
of publie works.

The following 1improvements were ordered:
Grading Winifred street, from Concord to
Andrews avenue; open St. Albans street,
from Goodrich avenue to St. Clair street;
grading Glencoe street, from Mississippi to
Columbia street; opening Western avenuc,
from Maryland street to Phalen avenue:
opening Minnehaha street, from Snelling to
Prior avenue; opening Oxford street, from
Marshall to St. Anthony avenue; opcning
Rondo street, from Western to Lexington
avenue; grading Case street, from Misgissippi
to Forest street. The order widening Dakota
avenue sixty-six feet, from Delos to Channel
street, was annulled, and a new order widen—
ing the avenue fromChannel toGoffe street was
passed.The council ordered change of grade on
Edgerton, Beach and Earl streects; Hamline
avenue, from Edmund to Van Buren streets:
Reany street, from Frank streetto Duluth
avenue. An ordinance was passed refunding
$150 each to the five jemployment agencies
which were compeiled to take out a license;
also §50 each to A. E. Johnson and the Bank
of Minnesota, for amount paid for license to
carry on business of steamship brokers.
The voting place fér the Second precinct of
the Second aldermanic district of the Fifth
ward was ordered changed to 712 East
Seventh street. Permission was granted Mar-
tin Delaney to erect a slaughter house at
the corner of Western avenue and the upper
levee. The sum of $2,300 was ordered paid
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway
company for work in putting in a bridge at
Pleasant avenue. The committee on claims
recommended that $200 be paid to E. Cum-
mings for injuries received by being run
over by teams of the fire department in Feb-
ruary last. The voting place of the First
precinet of the Seventh ward was changed to
the police sub-station in Union Park.

THE DEAD FIREMAN,

Peter Okerman, Who Lost Xis Life
on nndny‘--llow He Learmed to
Read.

Fireman Okerman, who was killed Sun-
day in the Sherman block, came 1o this
country five or six years ago. being not yet
of age, and advertised for a place to do
chores for his board and go to sechool. Mrs. W,
P. Murray saw the advertisement and after
consultation with her husband, answered it,
which resulted in his being employed there.
He could neither read nor write, but was
ambitious and entered school in a eclass of
little folks not more than half his size,
without the least sensitiveness, Helearned
readily and became a great reader, living
in Mr. Murray’s family until about a year
and a half ago, when he wanted to become
a fireman, and his employer obtained him
an appointment in the department. All of
Mr. Murray’s family became very much
attached to him, and were touched by his
sudden death. After his death his brother
was telegraphed to, and there being some
delay in the answer, while the bedyv lay
awaiting the casket, Mr. Murray visited
the undertaker’s and ordered the body
placed in a first-class casket. saying that if
nobody else would pay for it he would.

The funeral will be held at 2 o’clock this
afternoon from fire headquarters, and there
will be 2 large turnout of city officials and
firemen. A detail of Minneapolis firemen
will also attend and one of the departnent
hook and ladder trucks will serve as a hearse.

Over the New Line.
The Chicago, Burlington & Northern
road will pay the representatives of the

press a marked compliment next Sunday by
granting them a free trip to Chigago and
return over their line. To the train will be
attached a dining ear and sleeper. The
traln will leave Minneapolis Sunday at 6:15

hours. Returning, the train will leave at
9:30 p. m. the same day,arriving in St. Paul
at9:30 a. m. Monday. The trip is made one
week prior to the opening of the line for
through passenger traffic, and will be anot-
able excursion, as the party will consist of
railroad men and members of the press,

THESTRIKE INST. PAUL.

Trains Handled in All the Yards
With Slight Delays and no Vie=
lence.

Work is practically resumed in all the
yards in St. Paul. None of the striking
switchmen have returned to work or made
any attempt to be reinstated. In the several
yards work was actively pushed yesterday by
conductors, yardmasters and assistants.
Capt. Bresette, with a detail of officers, was
busy all day in moving trains on the several
roads, and the officers and men are becoming
first-class trainsmen. Over 200 cars were
moved during the day under protection of
the officers. At the Transfer seventy-five
men from Theil's detective agency armed
with rifles put in an appearance early in the
day and will remain on duty until the yard is
cleared. Ten trains were received and sent
out, principally on the Manitoba and Northern
Pacifie, the trains on the first mentioned road
being made up by employs of the road, Super-
intendent Sullivan and Yardmaster Mattson
being unable to handle all the trains.

In the Manitoba yard two switch engines
and crews made up of conductors and yard-
men were at work, a detail of police patroling
the outskirts. The Dulutn road took out two
trains, but the work is considerably delayed.
In the Union depot and Milwaukee yards the
work is being done without mmuch delay.

VERY LITTLE DELAY.

A visit to the leading wholesale houses yes-
terday afternoon brought out the statement
that they had not been much inconvenienced
by the strike. Several of the firms reported
slight delays on the Minneapolis & St. Louis
roaa, but nothing to amount to anything on
the other lines. The Milwaukee road is cred-
ited by the wholesale men as having been the
least annoyed by the strike.

Several of the roads had speecials sworn in
at the mayor’s office yesterday, and at the
request of Supt. Clarke a  detail
of ecity patrolmen were etationed at
the Northern Pacific tunnel to prevent
any interference with the tracks in the tun-
nel. Early yesterday morning a number of
the strikers were reported as gathering at a
point on the Duluth road, about five miles
outside the city limits. Train Dispatcher
Smith, Sergt. Rouleau and four officers were
sent to the scene on a switch engine. As soon
as the strikers saw the engine aud officers
approaching they scattered, but two of them,
George Hart and Martin Scully, were cap-
tured and brought to the city hall. At 2
o’clock the men were arraigned in the police
court and charged with breaking the lock of
a switch attached to the Duluth track, and by.
so doing endangered the safety of persons
passing over the road. The cases
were continued until this morning at 9
o'clock, and in default of bail the men were
committed to the county jail. The train dis-
patcher, who swore out the complaint, did not
see the men break the switeh lock,but as they
were found near the spot, they are charged
with the act. In view of the recent depreda-
tions on the Duluth road, President Fisher
has addressed a letter to Mayor Ames at Min-
neapolis, informing him that unless the prop-
erty and business of the company is pro-
tected and unlawful acts prevented, the com-
pany would hold the city of Minneapolis
responsible for all loss and damage occasioned.
The railroad officials eclaim that the
worst of the strike is over, and that
in a day or 80 those of the switchmen who
have not indulged in acts of violence will be
taken back to work at the old secale, if they
desire. A number of the strikers complained
yesterday that the police were exceeding
their duty. in that they were taking active
part in the switching and cmaking up of
trains in the yards, but this statement was
denied by the police officials. A committee
from the etrikers waited on Mayor Rice yes-
terday afternoon. During the consultation,
which was in reference to the two men ar-
rested near the Duluth track, the mayor
explained to them his view of the situation,
to the effect that by being orderly and busi-
ness like in their demands, they could in the
end gain more than by any othe= course.

WORK OF THE POLICE.

The police force of the city have been doing
hard but very effectual work all the week at
the different yards. All special police have
been detailed to patrol the most important
beats and the old officerg have been subject to
orders to work at the different yards, being
held at the station part of the time for emer-
gencies. Yesterday Capt. Bresette with ten
men guarded the Manitoba yards and the out-
going treins.  Sergt. Lowell with an equal
foree did similar duty at the Burlington &
Northern yard, Lieut. Morgan with ten men
men was stationed at the Wiscounsin Central
vards, Acting Sergt. Bonner with ten men
guarded the Omaba East 8t. Paul yard and
Sergt. Budy with three mounted men and two
others were 2t the Transfer, Only tbree men
were stationed at the West Omaha yard. The
police complain that the work around the
vards, climbing on ecars, etc., ruins their
clothes, which are greasy, dirty and wrinkled.
After what has been done it has been sug-
gested that the raiiroad companies might
buy them new uniforms, as the expense
otherwise comes on the officers individually.

Mrs. Jndge Nelson’s Death.

The painful illness of Mrs. Nelson, wife of
Judge R. R. Nelson, of the United States
court, terminated fatally yesterday morning
at 8 o'clock. The deceased was born in
Watertown, Jefferson county, N. Y., Oct. 14,
1832, and was accordingly 54¢ years of age.
In 1842 her father’s family moved to St.Louis.
Her father died at Vera Cruz during the Mex-
iean war. She continued to reside in St.
Louis until November, 1858, when at her
mother’s residence in New York she was mar-
ried to Judge Nelson, and immediately came
to Minnesota, where she has since resided.
She was a most estimable lady. The funeral
will take place to-morrow from Christ ehureh
at.2:30 p. m., Bishop @Gilbert and his assist-
ant, Rev. 8. G. Jeffords, officiating.

A Cold Wave Coming.

Observer Lyons received a dispatch from
Gen. Hazen, dated at Washington, at 6:40 p.
m. last evening, instructing him to hoist the
cold wave signal, as there would be a drop in
temperature of 20 degrees within twenty-
four hours.
