RUMBLE OF THE RAILS.

The Canadian Pacific Makes an Attempt
to Get Out Rates Into the
Rate Sheet.

oIt Signally Fails, But Will Probably Cut
' Rates to Puget Sound Points
Notwithstanding.

An Alllance Between the U. P.and
Oregon Rajilway & Navigation
Company.

Rumor That the Pennsylvania Road
is Looking for Northwestern
Connections.

Mr. Warren’s Failure.

lis passenger as-
sociation. Each
road in the as-
sociation  was
represented. ex-
cepting the Min-
neapolis & St
Louis. Mr. Warren. of the Manitoba road,
asked that the following rates to Van-
couver over the Canadian Pacific road be
inserted in the rate sheet:
Unlimited, first-class...ccee. cossvcsss
Limited, first-class
Second-Class. ......cc.ecevcccccccsnccons

The Northern Pacific objected to these
rates, claiming that they cut their rates,
which were:

It will be seen that there is a difference
of $14 between the rate asked by the
Manitoba and that of the Northern Pacific.
This would, of course. injure the interests
of the southern line and they naturally
objected to the making of the rates. Ac-
cording to the rule of the association a rate
can be inserted in the rate sheet only when
it is the unanimous desire of the roads in
the association, consequently the rate will
not be put in the sheet. The Canadian
Pacifie by this move indicates a desire to
bid for eastern traffic and it is intimated in
railroad circles that the Manitoba will sell
tickets over the Canadian Pacific to Puget
Sound points at cut rates. There Is no
power to prevert them from doing this and
it is more than l'kely that a war between
the Northern Paciiic and Canadian Pacilic
may grow out of this move, for which the
traveling public will of course be duly
grateful. The squabble over this matter
oceupied nearly two hours, but Mr. Warren
failed to carry his point.

The association has concluded to organ-
ze. Sinee its formation the only officer it
has had was secretary. and now it proposes
to put itself on a regular parliamentary
basis. The secretary was aurhorized to
get copies of the eonstitut'ons and by-laws
of other passenger associations, to be con-
sidered at the next meeting, when it is
probable a president will be elected. Here-
tofore the assoeiation has been run without
a constitution or a set of by-laws, and it
has been exceedingly difficult to divide
questions at times.

Two new points on the Northern Pacific
road were inserted in the rate sheet. They
wore Belmont, W. T., and Moscow, Idaho.

A Twenty=Hour Run.

The Chicago. Burlington & Northern
road is ecoming into the Northwestern field
with an expression of business on its face
that will tend to put new life into the older
corporations, It will run its regular trains
between here and Chicago in twelve hours,
twenty minutes faster than the limited
trains on the other roads, and its latest an-
nouncement is that it will run limited
trains between here and St. Louis in ex-
actly twenty hours, serving breakfast and
dinner in dining ecars. Nobody is barred
from taking advantage of this rapid transit.
as all classes of tickets are good on these
trains.

A Possible Alliance.

It ig intimated in railroad circles that the
recent appointment of Ben Campbell, rate
general agent of the Union Pacific railway
at Portland, Or., to the pesition of general
freight agent of the Oregon Railway &
Navigation company, means more than
was at first suspected. 1t is said that this
appointment is the imtial step towards the
closer alliance between the Union Pacific
and the Oregon Railway & Navigation
eompany. lItis given out that the Union
Pacitic is negotiating for the control of the
Oregon Railway & Navigation company
and at present Vice President Callaway is
in Boston, which fact gives rise to the sur-
mise that his visit has more or less to do
with the scheme.

Not long ago the proposition was made
to lease the Oregon Railway & Navigation
company jointly to the Union Pacific and
Northern Pacific companies, but the Union
1 Pacifie constructed the Cascade braneh and
became a direet competitor of the
Oregon Railway & Navigation eompany
and since that time the matter has been
dropped. Under these circumstances it is
more than probable that the Union Pacifie
is anxious to get control of the Orezon
Railway & Navigation company.

An Eye (o Business.

The recent visit of the leading officiats
of the Pennsylvania Railroad company to
this part of the country has set local rail-
road men to thinking. and they believe
that company is anxious to make connec-
tion with some Northwestern line. They
were not out simply for pleasure, as they
intimated while here, but had their eyes
open to the lay of the country and its bus
iness interests. The trip was an extensive
one. reaching from the Keystone state to
Kansas City, thence up the Missouri val-
ley to Bismark and along the line of the
Northern Pacific to Chicago. The com-
pany is continually reaching outand invad-
ing new territory, and ic is said 1t wili
build a new line from St. Louis to Kansas
City at an early day. While in the latter
city the visitors took special note of the lo-
cation of the various railway lines and the
direction from which they entered the city.
It would not be surprising if this company
made a bid for Northwestern business in
thenextyear. =
