Rousing Specches in the Second |

A Democratic club was organized at Mof-
fett’s hall, in the Second precinet of the
Fourth ward, last evening, with a large at- |

natorial candidates were held up, and the
rute of the Republicans for the past eight-
een or twenty years gone over. It is, said
the judge. to the interest of the masses to
have a Democratic governor, and Dr. A. A.
Ames is the man for the place. The
career of A. R. MeGill was pictured in a |
manner that made many friends for the
Democratic party. The speaker said that
in order to get votes the Republican party
was promising everything, and wanted to
know what the Republican party had done
in vears gone by for the laboring men.
Jeffersonian Demoeracy, Judge Quinn said,
was what the people wanted and which |
they would have. The career of A. A. |
Ames from boyhood up was carefully re-
viewed, and the applause of the audience

tendance.

plainly showed that his record had |
been carefully examined by those
present. Just what qualifications
MeGill had for governor no one

knew, Judge Quinn said, and as far as he
knew no one had ever charged that he had
any qualifications.

Thowmas Lueas, a prominent Knight of
Labor, said he represented no political
party, but was going to do all he could to
place Dr. Ames in the governor's chair.
He drew striking pietures of the two par-
ties, and said the Republican party repre-
sented ouly in the main corporations and
monopolies, while the Dewoecratic party
represented the people of the country.
The platforms of the two parties were
contrasted, and the speaker said that
if the Republicans would only carry out the
promises they had made in the last twenty-
six years he would be satisned.  But this |
would never be done, and he never wanted |
to see a Republican in power again. The |
conviet labor scheme, he said, had been 1
done away with by the Democrats, and but |
for them the poor men of the country ‘
would have had to compete with criminals |
supported by the state. The lien law be i

wanted to see fixed so that a man could get
what wasdue him withouat losing 25 or 30
per cent. of it by going to some broker and |
getting him to collect the money. The ]
short hour question was touched upon, and |
the policy of waking eight hours a working |
day was clearly shown. !
Frank Culver followed in an eloquent
speech on the two parties. The Dewo-
eratic party, he said, was the party of the
people, and would ever remain so. The
Republican party was the aristocratic party
and savored too strongly of royalism to suit
him. The election this fall did not mean
simply the placing of Dr. Ames in the gov-
ernor’s chair. It meant that good men
should be sent to Washington. The grant-

mg of land to railroad companies by
the Republican party. during the
past tweniy-five  years, was  con-
demned, and the granting of

land to rich foreigners had been the means
of inaugurating a species of landlordisin
second only to that in down-trodden lLre-
Jand. The Republican party had always
been arrayved against labor, and weil-
chosen illustrat.ons were given. = The
county ticket was paid a high compliment,
and the merits of the gentlemen composing
it dwelt upon at sowme length.

John T. Byrnes responded to his name,
and came forward amid thunders of ap-
plause. He said he had never run for |
office, and came more to address the
meeting as a neighbor. Hedid notlike the
Republican party and clearly stated why.
McGill's record as a *‘soldier” was held up
to view and drew forth much applause.
The whole record of the corset caundidate,
since he became insurance cominissioner,
was discussed, and the speaker showed to
what extent MeGill bad worked against the
people. The insurance idea promulgated
by McGill was torn to pieces and the gauzy
character of them fully exposed. Mr.
Byrnes said he could prove that MeGill
was placed in nomination by a ringand bad
agreed if elected to be their tool in grind-
ing the poor people of Minnesota. The
labor plank in the Republican platform had
been written by the members of the ele-
vator ring and placed in the platform
as a bait to catch votes. This had
plainly been proved by the previous records
of the party. The base calumnys of the
Republican press were mentioned and the
audience showed what they thought of the
malicious lies by appiause as the mask was
pulled away bythe speaker. The work-
ings of the Miuneapolis Millers’ union, the
members of which were backing MecGill,
were exposed and the system of robbery
practiced by the organization fully ex-
plained. The lien law was handled with
1o gentle hand, and the injustice of it cited
by numerous illustrations. The rottenness
of numerous other laws was held up to view.

OUT IN THE EIGHTH.

Good Speeches at Chestnut Halls==
Several Republicans Converted.
Standing room was at a premium in

Chestnut hall last night, on the occasion of
the Democratic meeting there. Among
the audience were a large number of Re-
publicans, and when the meeting was
ended many of them declared their inten-
tion of voting for Ames for governor, and
in fact sending the whole Democratic
ticket iu with a rush. *““We came thinking
to hear you blow, but instead you
have presented plain  facts that
we can’t go against.” said one, and the
others nodded their heads in sympathy.
The crowd was an attentive one, and when
a good thing was said showed their appreci-
ation by hearty applause. The speakers
were A. T. Ankeny, Judge Hollins, Col.
Glenn and Chris Gallagher. Col. Glenn
made one of his characteristic speeches, in
which he truthfully remarked that McGill's
picture now hung in ail the railroad offices
in the state—the only place where it
was allowed. Each speaker was received
with applause, and the arguments put forth
were of the kind that count.

The Dinner Pail Will Do It.

Col. A. J. Blethen received one of the
worst backsets last night ever a man did
get. There was 2 meeting at Republican
headquarters to organize a club, and Col
Blethen was one of the speakers. He said:
“This man Ames expects to be governor.
Who is going to vote for him? What will
give it to him?” He paused for a moment

and repeated: **What will give it to
him?” At this moment a work-
man in the Tear of the hall

held up a tin dinner pail and execlaimed:
**This will do it.” A cheer went up from
the back part of the house, while the Re-
publican orators in front grew very pale.
Col. Blethen was so disconcerted he fal-
tered out a few words and set down. That
is the general sentiment. The dinner pail
and the hoe will te the Ames emblems of
victory.
Merely a Clap=Trap.

FREIGHT IS MOVING.

Trains Being Made Up and Sent Out
Slowly Without Interference by
the Strikers,

A Targely-Attended Meeting of the
Switchmen, at Which They Re-
solve to Remain Out.

Opening of the Meeting of the World’s
Women’s Christlan Temperance
Union To-Day.

Officer James Allen Supposed to Have
Eloped With a Flour City

The striking switchinen still remain quiet,
and yesterday made no efforts at interter-
ence further than to endeavor by persuasion
to induce other men not to take their places.
The raiiroads probably moved more freight
than upon any other day since the strike
comnenced, Their erews were made up
from other ewmployes and a few of the
switechmen who have returned to work.
The ruilroads state that they are moving
trains rapidiy, and, while this can bardly
be true, stiil they are making some progress
against the freight gorge. Aciing Mayor
Clough was on hand to sce if any assistance
was needed from the eity police, but found
there vvas not. At the different yards the

'The Striliers.

The switchmen held a largely-attended
meeting yesterday afternoon and were in
session again last night. They say they
are stand.ng firm for their point, and do not
intend to give in. They claim that only
four men have goune to work again for the
Minneapolis & St, Louis, two for the
Milwaukee and one for the Manitoba.

The Strike and the Mills.
The effect of the strike upon the grain

! and flour warket is variously estimated, but

the genecral opinion is that the worst is
over. Twelve wills were running yester-
day, with a eapacity of 18,450 barrels, and
the output will nearly reach that figure if
none of the mills are compelled to shut
down for the want of wheat. Appearances
indicate an early resumption of operations
in the milling district. The Market Record
of last evening says of the situation:

The flour market has improved considera-
bly in tone, with a very large demand at old
figures. Millers are usking more money for
their product and some of them are getiing a
moderate advance. Bran and shoris are very
tirm, owing to the scarcity, it being difficult
1o buy even at outside figures to-day.

The Northwestern Miller remarks as fol-
lows upon the strike, as affecting grain in-
terests:

1t is safe to say that so far as effects were
concerned this was the most potable strike
on record when we remember that only about
200 men were concerned. It is causing an
extra increase of alLout 150,000 busheis per
day in the visible supply of wheat, a factor
liavle to make a difference of a cent (r more
in prices, and this difference repreZents
miilions of dollars of speculative ecash, in this
country and abroad. This single factor ex-
erts its intinence alike upon the Dakota
farmer, the Chicago speculator, the Hindoo
ryvot, the Russiun agriculturist and the wheat
growers of South America and Australia, for
while the cable may not mention the strike
itsell in these far-off countries, it carries the
market quotations of wheat which have been
influe iced by it, and which in turn influence
the aistant markets.

Ose of the worst reatures of the strike is the
considerable waste of water resulting from
the idleness of the mills, when every indica-
tion points to there being a shortage of power
duriog the winter. Millers felt the import-
ance of taking advautage of the good stage
of water while it lasted. The idleness on the
part of the flouring mills, bowever, has given
the sawmills a golden opportunity, and they
have not been slow to improve it.

A FATIOUS OR2GANIZATION.

Opening "To-iay oi a Convention
of Celsbrated Women.

There will assemble in Minneapolis this
morning as notahle a gathering of women
as the world ever saw. No organization of
the softer sex ever reached the proportions
attained by the Women’s Christian Temper-
ance Union of the World, which will hold
its opening session in the Casino to-day.
There arve already m the ecity most of the
prominent lady temperance workers of the
United States and sowe from abroad. Dis-

tinguished awmong the latter is Mrs.
Margaret Bright-Lucas, of lioadon,
sister of Hon. John Bright, M. P., and

president of the World’s Women’s Christian
Temperance union. She arrived yesterday
direct trom England, and i accompanied
by Mrs. Blakey, of Yorkshire, and Miss
Lmpey, of Somersetshire, Eng., both dele-
gates to the convention, The names of
prowinent national members, including that
of Miss Francis E. Willard, have
already been given. The conven-
tion will open this morning with all of
the preiiminary business accomplished, the
work of the joint cownmittees having been
practically conciuded last evening. The
casino has been eiaborately fitted up and
conveniently bestowed, as the delegates
will spend there the better part of the next
five days. To-day’s programme consists of
reception of the world’s delegate and pre-
sentation of reports of officers. A few
papers will be read in the afternoen and in
the evening a formal address of wel-
came will be delivered by Gov.
Hubbard. On Saturday the joint commit-
tees, executive and state, will report the
plan of work for the ensuing year, and as
there are many proposed changes fromn the
existing plan, there will doubtiess be con-
slderabie discussion. Sunday will witness
no session of *the convention, though
special exercises will be held at the hall
and at several of the churches.

DEMAND THEIR RIGHTS.

Woman Suffragists Will Petition
the fegisiature and Congress.

It was formally decided py the Woman’s

uffrage convention of Minnesota to make
a tight before the mnext legisiature for the
submission of an amendment giving women
the right to vote. It isthe opinion of sev-
eral jurists that a change in the orgaric
law of the state is not necessary, and that
an act of the legislature would be sufficient
to accomplish the end, inasmuch as the
constitution does not say “‘men,” but *‘peo-
ple.” in giving the right of suffrage. A
formal petition will be presented to the
legislature, and it will include a plea for
the changing of the law by increasing from

10 to 18 years, the age at which
girls can consent to sexual inter-
course. A petition will also be addressed

to congress, asking national legislation
giving to women the right of suffrage.

The day was largely taken up with report
and routine business. While it was shown
there was a largely increased interest in the
subject of equal rights, the reports stated
that finances were low and money badly
needed for Iiterature and other purposes.
The committee on nominations reported and
the following officers were chosen: Presi-
dent, Mrs. Dr. Ripley; vice president, Mrs.
L. H. Carpenter; corresponding secretary,
Mrs. Gilman; recording secretary, Mrs. M,
A. Dorsett; treasurer, Mrs. Lida A. Butler;
exeentive committee, N. H. Henrup, C. W.
Dorsett, Mrs. A. T. Anderson, Mrs. R. S.
Smith, Miss Emery. One vice president was
ehosen from each of the senatorial distriets.
After passing a vote of thanks to the edi-
tors of the state for assistance in the good
cause the business of the session ecame to
an end, and the body listened to 2 number of
addresses by prominent speakers, During
the day and evening many of the disen-
gaged delegates to the W. C. T. U. were
present.

STILL ANOTHER.

Officer James Allen Supposed to
Have Eloped With a Widow.

James M. Allen is a policeman who has
for years been a familiar figure on the prin-
cipal streets of the city. Presumably he
was the last person to succumb to the ten-
der influence of the opposite sex, but if re-
ports are to be believed the doughty police-
man, who was once made the subject of a
column editorial in the Tribune, has left
the city, not to return, with a certain pre-
ing widow. Allen is a married man

of long standing, and by age and long suf-
fering from rheumatism would seem to be

About the middle of
September he  obtained leave of
absence and left the city upon a Western
trip. He did not return, and his anxious
wife by inquiries established the fact
that he had deserted her. She found eut
that he had withdrawn his savings, amount-*
ing to $800, from the bank, had seld his
policeman’s overcoat and had made other
preparations for a deliberate flight, even
to the purchase of a set of furs for his in-
amorata. She remembered that some little
time previous to his departue she had signed
a paper at his request. She looked it up
and found it was a deed to her of their
home on Cedar avenue, so she Is not left
entirely unprovided for.

S1ill Hangs Fire.

The coopers’ strike, which has seemed to
be on the verge of a settiement for several
days past, still continues. The proposition
to pay 15 cents for hand-made barrels from
poles, 10 cents for machine-made barrels
from poles and 7 cents for machine-made
barrels rrom hoops was yesterday signed by
the North Star and the Sixth street shops,
and it is likely the others will follow. The
shop managers do not regard this proposi-
tion with favor, however, claiming they
cannot pay these prices unless the mills
that are now paying 34 and 35 cents will
pay 37 cents for bairrels. The contract
committee was instructed to visit the man-
agers of the different shops and urge them
to sign the proposition. 1t was suggested
that the eommittee should also visit the
millers and urge themn to pay 37 cents, but
a motion to that effect was voted down. It
was agreed to allow trimmers to go to work
at $2.50 where needed on present stock.

To Break a Will.

In the district court yesterday the heirs
at law of the late Joseph A. Smith filed a
protest against the decision of Judge
Ueland, admitting the will to probate. By
the terms of the will, which was probated
Sept. 6, the whole estate, valued at about
$8,500, was left to Sarah A. Smith, the
wife.
