ple, and bring hi* legal acumen and knovfl-
sdge of l?wai technicalities) to bear iv its ser-
vice,Ifancy 1 hear him?

And then be goes on and makes up a "fan-
cied" stateme.it of what Isaid, for the pur-
pose of influencing- the people of this district
to bel eve that 1did say that. Again, 1call
your attention to an aliened quotation from
my speech l>\ Vfindom. He read itas follows:

"Another point to which Icall your atten-
tion is his extreme unselfishness. After re-
citing in his speech the wonderful things he
has done for Wioona and Lake City and other
places: that he has recovered tor Lake City
f1^*5,000, and obtained damages for Winona
to the amount of $180,000, he says: 'Ibe-
lieve that Ican truthfullyassert, and prove
by the record, that 1 have collected very
much more from the railroad companies o:'

He quotes this as a part of my soeech. Let

me read to you woat Idid say, and theu com-
pare it with what t;iesenator says, and see if
he intended to truthfullystate what Isaid,
or to misrepresent me. He misstates in say-
ing that 1 h*d referred to the Lake City suit
and the Winona suit, implying that Ihad re-
ferred tono other. In the speech t.i which

prove by the record that Ihave collected

and it was paid. What do you think of the
truthfulness of a man who will say he did
without fee or reward, when it is proven by
the records that he got $16,000 for his
services."

Now, as Ihave shown, Inever said that I
tried private suits without fee or reward; I
never pretended such a thing. But Iwill
show you, farther, that when William Win-
dom says Iagreed to try this private suit for
$10,000, and then charged $16.(100 for it,he
deliberately and inteutionally misrepresents
me.

THISISA MATTER OT IMPORTANCE.
Ihave the records here and Iwillshow you

what the truth is in that matter. In the year
187:2 the cityof Winona agreed togive to the
Minnesota Railway Construction company, a
company which was made up of the leading
men of the Chicago &.Northwestern company
end the Milwaukee &St. Paul company, such
men as Alexander Mitchell, Russell Sage,
Mr.Keep (the older one) and John W. Burke?
$100,000 in case itwould build the road to the
city of W inona ina given time and ina given
manner, and we very foolishly put our bonds
into the hands of Horace Thompson, in the
city of St. Paul, in escrow, he signing: an
agreement that he would re-deliver them to
us ifthe conditions were not performed, and
deliver them to the construction company if
the conditions were performed. Before the
conditions were performed Horace Thomp-
son delivered these bonds over to the con-
struction company, taking from tbem a bond
to hold him harmless and letting1 us go. The
bonds had been taken to the city of New
York. 1was called in as an attorney and my
opinion asked, and Isaid the city had a
remedy. 1was employed to bring suit, andI
brought it. We had certain weaklings in
our council who wished to compromise.
Isaid "No, /ny friends, don't compromise;
you will appear hereafter as having re-
pudiated 40 per cent, of your debt ifyou set-
tle with these men, who are

Go on with your suit." And to induce them
to gt> on,Isaid 1 would acrree to conduct
these two suits, and ifIdidn't win against
that company, Iwould charge nothing-, but if
Idid win they should pay me $10,000. Ihave
here the original contract, which was signed
by the mayor of the city of Winona and
Tnomas Wilson. Now,let me read that con-
tract, so you willsee just what Idid agree
to do. [The contract is jriven without the
letral t?rbiage. ?Ed. Globe.] The memoran-
dum of agreement was dated Feb. 12, 1875,
and was signed byA. F. Hodgins as mayor,
and T.-omas Wilson:

Asuit was commenced inthe United States
circuit court in favor of N. A. Cowdry,
against Winona, for a sum claimed to be due
on the coupons of certain bonds of Winona.
payable to Russell Sage, or bearer, for the
benefit of the Minnesota Rnilwav Construc-
tion company, and a suit had also been com-
menced by the cityof Wiuoua, and was pend-
ing in the district court of Minnesota for
Bteele county (on change of venue from Wi-
nona county) against Horace Thompson, as
custodian of the bonds, and the Minnesota
Construction company, lor damages for the
illejrai and unauthorized delivery of the
bonds and coupons by the custodian to his co-
defeudaut, and for the conversion thereof by
the latter, and Wilson was employed as
attorney for Winona in both 6uits. It
\u25a0was agreed and stipulated by the mayor
in consideration that Wilson would conduct
these suite, that the city would pay him, as
attorney's fee 3therefor, in case Winona ob-
tained a final judgment in either, the sum of
$10,000, and all the disbursements necessarily
l>y Wilson made or incurred therein, or which
bad been made or incurred therein. Wilson
was to have tbe sole control of the suits and
each of them, and ifeither was compromised
or settled without bis consent, tbe fee shall
at once become due and payable to him.

After these suits had been carried on for
lome time, Russell Sage, Alexander Mitchell
md N. A. Cowdry con:m--Hced three other
luits aKainst the city of Winona on some of
those coupons whichhad been transferred to
them, and in those three other suits Iwas
again employed as attorney of the city. They
werejail commenced in the circuit court of
the United States. 1 went down to the city of
New York and examined there Mr. Russell
gage and other witnesses. Iwent to Milwau-
kee and examined there Alexander Mitchell,
and 1conducted those suits through the cir-
cuit court of the United States, and for those

Davis says about ? and Gov.Davis has
toid me, over and over again, that be himself
examined the records as an attorney of the
Northern Pacific Railroad company, and, to
use his own expression, "The record of Win-
dom'S iniquityin this transaction is the most
damning that Iever knew." Here is what he
says, as reported in the St.Paul Dispatch,
Nov. 6,1882;

Gov. Davis there referred to Windom's con-
nection with the Northern Pacific railroad,
and never was an indictment more forcibly
or more thoroughly sustained by the facts
iwhereof he spoke. Ashowing was made in
the courts of New York and the lact devel-
oped that of the last issue of stock Mr. Win-
dom received $200,000 worth, as his share;
that a portion of the preferred stock was by
himconverted into lands granted to the rail-
road company by the government,
to- assist in the building of the rend.
The speaker gave the section, township and
range of each parcel secured by Windom,
which amounted to \u25a0 19,320 acres of the best
land inDakota. The details of the whole trans-
action wert given byGov.Davis and supported
by the records of the case. There was but
one conclusion to be drawn from such a
showing, and Mr. Windom could notdeny the
charges. ?., This representative of the state of
Minnesota, while be was a member of con-
gress, senator and secretary of the treasury,
was a stockholder of the Northern Pacinc
railroad, and .a sharer of the spoils. Then
the orator became the lawyer, and the elo-
quence of words Rave way before the elo-
quence of facts. "Gentlemen of the Jury,"
took the place of "fellow citizens," and the
audience sat in judgment in the jury box.
Beginning with the organization of the North-
ern Pacific be showed ? Mr. Windom, tbeu a
member of congress from Minnesota, to be
one of the directors, and the amount of
the bonds to be used was limited by the
charter, it also required that it
should be sold for cash, but after giving Jay
Cooke $20,000 of stock to float the bonds, the
balance was divided among twelve persons,
Windom being one, and they never paid a
dollar. The Northern Pacific failed in 1873
and was sold to the stockholders, but if they
bad paid cash for their stock, as required by

Gov. Davis, as the attorney of Villard,
had personal knowledge of these corrupt
transactions of Wiudoni, and verified his
statements by the production of the legal doc-
uments.
