Although yesterday being Sunday pre-

vented any decided action on the pait of

subject. Infact the wisdom of the Fourth ,

theie was nothing done toward arranging

for a new candidate. As between Fletcher
and Schetfer. the majority of the senti-
ment is in favor of Mr. Scheffer.

"The committee have done wisely if
they have decided to substitute
another name," was remarked in the
hearing of a Globe reporter

yesterday, "and unless they put Mr.
Scliefier "on the ticket they cannot hope to
send a Kepublican In Mr. Gilullau's .
place?"'

"With Fletcher inhis present position as
regards the Kepublican state campaign
leaders, could Mr. Scheffer be elected?" was
asked.

"1believe he could." was the reply. "It
isnot a time for any personal feeling, for
whatever is done must be done in a hurry

and withall the force of the party. If
Fletcher were to kick, out of his feeling

aeainst Scheffer. and allow this to affect
his support of the state ticket, itwould kill
him for all time, and he is not ready to be-
come a corpse yet. He is looking a
Fletchers chances ahead too sharply. I
believe Scheffer is the only available man."

The situation will be canvassed thor-
oughly to-day, and on Tuesday, at the lat-
est, the final action of the committee will
probably be reached.

No class ofcitizens has so vital an inter-

est in the selection of proper representa-

tives to shape and administer ttie laws of
the government as the old soldiers, who,
by their valor through more than four
years of the most terrible war known to

modern history, preserved itfrom disiuteg
ration, and as a erlorious inheritance tor
the*'children and children's children. In
the present campaign in Minnesota old
soldiers are more paiticularly interested in

the candidates for congress, as the success-
fulaspirants willhave to pass upon some
very important legislation recommended
and now pending by the National Pension
committee of the Grand Army of the Ke-
public. Ibelieve all the candidates <>t both
politicalparties, in answer to inquiries ad-
dre-sed them by tiie Veteran Rights' Union
of the state, have declared themselves iv
favor of the recommendations of the Na-
tional committee as above. But ante-
election promises are cheap, and it would
be wise for all old soldiers before deposit-
ing tht-ir ballot for any candidate to
carefully scrutinize his t>ast record.
Such an exaiuinatiau will convince
all fair-minded ex-soldiers in the
Third tlistr ct. that their own interests
and true patriotism requires them to votefur
Judge J im L. MacDonald. Mot only is
Judge MacDonald a comrade, bat he was
one of the first to propose and advocate. the
establishment of a soldiers' home in Min-
nesota, whileduring his long and honorable
public career in the state there has bean no
measure for the benefit of old soldiers but
what has received his earnest and enthusi-
astic support. Not only this, his views as
to the duty of the national government in
regard to pensions are even more advanced
than the claims of the national committee,
particularly upon the question of proofs in
applications for pensions. Upon tiiis point
Judge MacDonald. in his speech accepting
the nomination, said:

They (the old soldiers) should not be com-
pelled toappeal for what is justly their due.

We should secure that for them without their
asking. Thousands of deserving applicants
tor years have been cruelly deprived of the
pensions due them onaccount of the present

condition of the pension laws. Tnis should
not be. These laws should be so amended
that there would be no necessity for private
pension bills. If the beneficiaries of these
bills are entitled to pensions, the general
law should be so amended that all such
claimants could have them allowed by
the commissioner of pensions. My view
of it is, that the law should be so
that the veteran who applied for a pension
Should, to procure it,only have to appear
before a board of Braining surgeons to estab-
lish the existence of his disability and pra-Je
ofit and < when that was established) he ec.ulii

> prove by bis own atlidavit that that disability
was incurred while inthe service. The oath
of the man who periled his life in defense of
the Union should be all the evidence of that
character required. Itwas notquestioned and
was considered arnplr sufficient to establish
his loyalty and patriotism when he enlisted.
There are hundreds of cases ? where
the present law requiring addi-
tional evidence has operated to

perpetrate a monstrous injustice upon
deserving claimants, who really need this,
their iust due. More than this: When the
bonrd of examining surgeons had established
the grade of the pension, their report should
be flnul and conclusive. The practice, which
has prevailed for years, of allowing the pen-
sion oflice to reduce the grade of the pension
from that fixed by the board of examiners,
sh<suld be prohibited. Ihave heard peusions

already granted criticised, and IimnjdneI
hear tne selfish say that this would open the
doors of the treasury to the assuults of fraud.
Ideny it. Iinsist upon it that our veterans

are not deserving ofany such imputation, and
that the pensions already granted do not war-
raut it. Every pensioner has to establish his
disability before a board of surgeons and
prove it was incurred in the service. This
ought to satisfy the most captious. Few men
desire to expose their disability to the public
gaze, butIpresume the world will always
have doubtiny: Thomases. My friends, the
cost of these pensions is a mere bagatelle to a
wealthy natioi. such as ours. Nearly a quar-
ter of a century has passed since the war
ended, and the patriot heroes are rapidly
passing away. Lust year 17,000 members of
the Grand Army of the Republic
alone responded to the last bujrle
call, and each succeeding year will
show an increasing list. Soon there
willbe comparatively few of the Union veter-

ans for us to comfort in their declining years.
While honoring the dead, let us not forget
that the grandest memorial to their patriot-
ism that we can erect is a monument of ful-
filled duty to their surviving comrades. If
elected to congress, Iwill act and vote upon
the subject of pensions in accordance with
these views, and shall be disappointed ifmy
actions shall not meet the approval of the
great majority of my constituents. Ialso
think ita shame that the bill granting a pen-
sion to the veteran* of the Mexican war. re-
cently pending in congress, has not been
passed."

2.915 votes in Fillmore county and Cleve-
land 1.800 ?a majority of1,115 for Blame.
Itis believed that at least 500 Irishmen
vot*dfor Blame whose sympathies are with
the Democratic party. But say therej are
250 of these Irishmen who come back to
the Democratic fold. This will add- 250 to
the Democratic vote and take that much off
the Republican- -making a difference of

Rusk Losing His ripand Begging;

the I'rohibitiouists to Vote for
Him.

Eau Claire, Oct. 24.? the close of

the campaign in. this state approaches, there
is a lessening of Republican confidence in
the election of Rusk, in this section of the
state. As a matter of course, Republican

politicians and Republican managers claim
it as a certainty, but here and there are

iheard the murmurs of doubt and fear.
There is a large mass of voters in both the
old parties who are inclined to overlook en-
tirely the false and ridiculous "riot issue"
which has been forced iuto the canvass, and
to contemplate from an impartial point of
view the claims of Gov. Rusk to election
for a third term of office. The verdict of
voters of this class willin all probability be
that those claims are practically nil. Gov.
Rusk was nominated while he was yet
standing before the people 01 Wisconsin as
a hero? the intrepid Ulysses, who
had disemboweled the monster
of anarchism just as it was
about to devour the Andromeda
of free institutions. The plaudits which at-
tended his renomination were natural and
sincere, but the halo which still surrounded
the governor at that time has been almost
dissipated since the reaction, which has
been as natural as the original enthusiasm,

has set in. Gov. Rusk's prospects for elec-
tion are to be regaided apart from those of
the rest of the ticket, because his reuomi-
nation was the result of adventitious cir-
cumstances. Itis safe to say that the

BOLD AND AGGRESSIVE LANGUAGE
which Jerry addiessed to the transmitter
of the telephone in the inner recesses of
the Milwaukee armory during the Bay
View disturbance were what gave him the
renomination. He was carried to the head
of the ticket by a wave of enthusiasm
which has begun to recede, Voters with
minds of their own are beginning to ask
why ,they should . place Gov. Rusk
in'office again on an issue which
has no vital interest to the people of Wis-
consin, who no more need Gov, Rusk's
protection against an outbreak of anarchism
than they need it against an outbreak of
anything else which doesn't exist, even in

embryo, in the commonwealth. Should
he be elected forever, should he even be re-
elected once, simply because during his ad-
ministration somebody waves a red flag and
a schoolboy and an old lady or two are shot
by the militia? Ifso, must he be re-elected
every time thaUhappens? At that rate the
governor could well afford to have a red-
nag circus about the end of every term.
Such are some of the questions which
thoughtful voters are asking themselves,

and their sentiment may be analyzed thus:
ITIS NOT DENIED

that Gov, Rusk did what he believed to be
his duty, but this, by itself, is no more
reason for re-electing him than a similar
state of fact would be for continually re-
electing every otlffer officer who did what
he thought was his duty; in a word, the
executive does not hokl during good be-
havior, but for a stated term, and the "in-
dorsement" dodge is played out. The de-
feat of Gov. Rusk would not mean dis-
approval of his fierce attitude towards
the telephone in the Milwaukee armory
during the Bay View trouble. It would
mean simply that when Gov. liusk has had
two terms he has had enough. Besides
this sentiment, wbich is doubtless general,
there is another sentiment, akin to it, pe-
culiar to this pinery region.

They can, perhaps, be pardoned for having
tlieir littlequiet feeling iv regard to any
man whose chief claim to public favor is
his readiness, with lead and steel, when-
ever labor withholds its hand from

and raises itin an appeal for readjustment
of its relations with capital. This senti-
ment among the workinginen of this region
nniy do Gov. Rusk injustice, but it exists,
and it is a sentiment which comes from a
source of the strongest kind? personal ex-
perience in asking for bread aud being of-
fered bayonets. The labor troubles of this
section were over fears ago, and between
employers and employed exists mu-
tual harmony and confidence, because
they know each other better than they did;
but the prejudices caused by the old condi-
tions of discoid have not passed away, al-
though those conditions themselves have
disappeared. Although we may never have
bayonets again in the Chippewa valley, the
laboring men of this region have excuse for
deep-seated feelings of their own
against bayonets anywhere else. Are
they too ready to believe, because
troops were needlessly and un-
justly arrayed against them, that, there-
fore, the military arm was probably un-
justly put forth at Milwaukee? If the
question, whether or not the firing on the
crowd at Bay View was justifiable, be at
all debatable, the workingmen of this
region willbe prone to decide in the nega-
tive.

THE PROHIBITIONISTS.
Besides all this, the Republicans are

having a terrible time with the Prohibi-
tionists, who will cast a big vote. To
stem the tide, Hon. H. H. Gilles, of the
slate board of charities, always a strong
temperance man, has been sent forth.
Holding a state office under the Republican
administration, he can't refuse to hustle
around for the good cause. He was form-
erly a leader of the Prohibitory Amendment
association, butnow he holds up his hands
inhorror at the third party. He is com-
ingupinto this district next week to beg
the Prohibitionists, his old associates, to
vote for Rusk. An annoying state of af-
fairs has developed at the city of Augusta,
this county, where he speaks Monday
evening. Itappears that, as a member of
the state board of charities, he has promised
his influence to get the proposed county in-
sane asylumn located there instead of at
this city, provided all his Prohibition
brethren will turn inand vote the Republi-
can ticket. Itis not known whether or
not he willgive the Eau Claire Prohibition-
ists the same kind of taffy. Itis a sign of
the desperate struggle which the Republi-
cans are making for the Prohibition vote.
They know they need it.

Favor Canndian Annexation.
Chicago, Oct. 24.?An enthusiastic

meeting of French-Canadian residents of
this city was held this evening. The cause
of the gathering was the success of the
Liberal party in the recent elections in the
province of Quebec and its object, accord-
ing to the announcement of the committee,

to celebrate "the glorious victory" obtained
over "the cruel and bloodthirsty enemies of
French, Irish and English Liberals in
Canada." The circular added: "The mar-
tyr, Riel, and the honor of French-Can-
adians have been vindicated and avenged."
Dr. J. N. Cadieux made a fiery address.
He said there were now 1.000,000 French-
Canadians in the United States, and that
on both sides of the line they were creating
public sentiment for the annexation of
Canada to this country. Annexation, Dr.
Cadieux declared, was bound to come. He
was enthusiastically applauded. Resolu-
tions declaring the elections a vindication
of the rights and principles of the Canadian
French population, shamefully disregarded
by the government at the time of the exe-
cution of Riel, were adopted unanimously.

Caused the Water to Rise.
Charleston, Oct. 24.?There has been

no seismic disturbance here since Friday
night. There was one shock at Summer-
vilie to-day at 11:10 a. m. Itwas scarcely
perceptible, but for the fact that it was
preceded by detonations. One serious re-
sult of the shocks at Suminerviile, Friday
night, is the general rise of water in the
wells. One case at the Summerville depot
shows that the water rose thirty-four feet.
The general average was from six to eight
feet. Ina speciaf instance the water rose
fifteen feet in a well, remained at that
height several hours and then fell five feet.
Observations also show that the water was
extruded, almost invariably, from fissures
or geysers made on the night of Aug. 31.

Pray Dally for Young1 Men.

Chicago, Oct 24.? The first general
convention of the Council of the Brother-
hood of St. Andrew, an Episcopal church
organization, which originated three years
ago in St. James parish, Chicago, was held
in Central Music hall last evening. Dele-
gates were present from twenty chapters,
representing eight dioceses, extending from
Connecticut to Nebraska. A constitution
was adopted, a central committee elected
aud preparations made for greatly extend-
ing the brotherhood. The objects of the
organizations are embodied in the two
vows take'i by all its members to pray
daily for young men and to labor individu-
ally to bring young men into the church.

Champion* of the Earth.

St. Louis, Oct. 24.? The fifth game of
the local championship series between the
St. Louis league and the American asso-

ciation base ball teams to-day resulted in a
victory for the latter, the score being 6 to 5.
This is the fifth successive defeat which the
Maroons have suffered at the hands of the
Browns, and by it the latter team won the
championship. They are now the champi-

ons of the city, of the American association
and of the world.

Villard at Home.
New York, Oct 24.? Among the pas-

sengers who arrived from Europe to-day

was Henry Villard, formerly president of

the Northern Pacific railroad. He is ex-
pected to remain in the city some time. He
refused togrant an interview, but his pri-

vate secretary said that Mr. Villard had
completed negotiations with Gerinau cap-
talists to make investments for them in
American securities.

commission men. For several days rumors
have been current that Landers had suc-
cessfully practiced the scheme so success-
fullyworked by Neelde, of Chicago, audthe sum he had secured was placed at alarge figure, but the facts so far ascer-
tained show that the losses are about $40,-
--000. Landers obtained the money
on bogus warehouse receipts andthe paper is held by two cicy banks, tho
Meridian national holding 520.000 and the
Indiana national $17,000. The money was
secured at various times, beginning inMay
and the last receipt bearing date riept. 15.
Itis said that Landers lost heavily inChi-cago speculation, and finding himself in
need of funds, as confidential cleric ofLanders, Given &Co,, he issued forged
warehouse receipts for pork on the property
of Landers & Weaver, a part of which was
in the warehouse at one time but had beensold out and the paper not taken up. C.
B. Weaver. Landers' partner, admits a loss
of $25,000 by his partner's operations, butsays his own record is clear. The banks
claim that the receipts are genuine, while
the firm say they are forgeries.

Gone to Canada.
Chicago, Oct. 24.? William Holrugran,

bookkeeper and cashier for Shourds, Stony
& Casper, jewelers, is missing. It is re-
ported that his accounts are ?10,000 short.
Holmgran had been with the firm eight
years. He has not been seen since Tues-
day.

Murdered for His Money.

AFTER THE BICKET SHOPS.

The Mayor of Chicago to Try to
Close Them Ip.

Chicago, Net. 24.? Corporatien Counsel
Hoffman rendered an important decision
regarding the licensing of the bucket shop
speculating institutions yesterday. Some
time ago City Collector Onahan requested
an opinion on this subject, stating that if
the business was legitimate it ought to be
licensed, and ifnot bucket shops ought to
be absolutely and entirely suppressed in
the city. The opinion of the corporation

counsel is, that while the state laws ou
gambling are not broad enough to cover the
bucket shops, they are not, in fact, brokers.
Clearly he thinks the collector should de-
cline to throw about them the protection
afforded by a license from the city. Ifthe
city has the power to license them, and
does so, these licenses, would protect
them against prosecutions under the
state law. By declining to license them,
they willbe left amenable to whatever ac-
tion may be taken under, the criminal law
of the state, either as it now reads or as it
may be amended by the legislature. On
receipt of the opinion, Collector Onahan
sent a copy to the mayor, recommending
that the matter be referred to the police
department for prompt action. His honor
was not fullyprepared to act inaccordance
with the opinion, which conflicts with those
of former counsel, and said he would con-
fer further withMr.Hoffman. The mayor
said as forhimself he would rather ;have
fiftygambling houses in Chicago than one 5
of these dangerous bucket shops. He be-
lieved the spirit of the law was against
bucket shops, and he intended to inaugu-
rate a warfare against them which,he hoped,
wouldhave. the effect of closing them up
before many weeks.
