A Movement to Hush Up the Talk Against
Him Proves Unsuccessful Up
to Date.

The Ramsey County Democratic Com-
mittee Will Not Deal With In-
dependents.

More Speakers Appointed--Seventh
Ward Tickets--Campaign Lies
Shown Up.

Still on the Track.

When those members of the Republican
party, whose hopes of seeing Albert Scheffer
entered for the congressional race in place
of Mr. Gilfillan, read in the Pioneer Press
yesterday morning that the Fourth district
ice palace was not to be taken in,but would
remain to be stormed on Nov. 2, they lost
their enthusiasm and went back into the
state of lethargy that has characterized
thew since Mr. Gilfillan's nomination. Bub
when on inquiry and investigation they
found that there was good ground to believe
that the congressional committee and their
advisers at the ecapitol were of the same
opinions as on Saturday, and that there
were still possibilities for their pet candi-
date, they rejoiced at the canard of the
Pioneer Press, and their enthusiasm again
began to show itself. At the con-
ferences of the campaign workers
in St. Paul the situation was pretty
generally discussed during yesterday. At
Republican state headquarters the men in
charge were inclined to be reticent concern-
ing the Fourth congressional distriet fight,
and they would not express themselves as
favoring any particular candidate in Mr.
Giltillan’s place. Joel P. Heatwole, sec-
retary of the state central committee, said
that so far as he knew the state commiitee
would take no action on the question, and
he did not think the committee would dis-
cuss or confer on the chanze. He claimed
that the action of the congressional com-
mittee and leading Republicans of St. Paul
had not given the state committee any un-
easiness, and said there was little disposition
to talk about the subjéct. He said there
were liable to be a great many rumors in
the air, some of which he did not believe.
He said he knew nothing about the pro-
posed change. A few {riends of Mr. Gil-
fillan were in St. Paul during the
day to see if the matter could
not even now be hushed up
and Mr. Gilfillan retained on the ticket.
They professed to be able to pat their
hands on several good-sized checks to meet
the expenses of the campaign, it Mr. Gilfil-
lan could be retained, and they argued that
unless this was done a large section of Mr.
Gilfillan’s support would go direct to Rice,
and leave not even a fighting chance of
electing either Mr. Scheffer or Mr. Fletcher,
should it be thought best to substitute the
latter. Just whose names would be affixed
to the checks which they could produce the
gentlemen did not say, and their promises
were regarded as a trifle like snake stories.
When they went back to Minneapolis they
were apparently no nearer a solution of the
question than when they came, while the
friends of Mr. Scheffer were still loud in
their cries that he be the man.

Pmportant Land Decision.

WiasmINGTON, Oct. 25.—In August the
dafepdants in a case of contest against ¢
pl}blltz_ land entry in the Oxford land dis
trict, in Idaho, sued out a writ of prohibi
tion in the district court of the Third judi
cial distrie, in that territory, to restrain the
register and receiver from taking testimony
in respect to the validity of the entry ané
compliance by the entryman with the re
quirements of the law. Commissionel
Sparks reports the matter to Secretary La-
mar with a recommendation that he request
the attorney general to instruct the United
St‘ates attorney by telegraph to appear,
without delay, before the court issuing the
writ, and have the sale dissolved on the
ground that the court transcended its juris-
diction in attempting to interfere with
United States land officers in the discharge
of duties involving the exercise of their
judgment and diseretion. The secretary con-
curred with the commissioner, and
at his request the attorney general gave the
necessary instructions to the district attor-
ney. That officer has now reported that on
the 11th inst. the court, Chief Justice Hays
presiding, made an order vacating and dis-
solving said writ. This action is regarded
by the general land office as 1mportant, in

Optlook of Corn and Winter Wheat
-=Feed for Stock.

CHICAGO, Oct. 25.—The Farmers’ Re-
view publishes the following summary of
its weekly crop reports: The reports from
the corn belt, last week, ontline the actual
yield of corn from husking. In seven-
teen counties of 1llinois, the yield is given
at twenty-seven bushels; in twelve Iowa
counties, thirty bushels; in nine Kansas
counties, twenty-four bushels; in eight Ne-
braska counties, thirty-two bushels; in five
Missouri counties, twenty-seven bushels; in
six Indiana counties, thirty bushels; in
seven Minnesota counties, thirty bushels.
In ten of the winter wheat growing coun-
ties of Southern Illinois the average seed
to winter wheat as compared to 1885, is
104 per cent.; in Indiana 105 per cent.;
in Ohio 105 per cent.; in Wisconsin 106
per cent. The few returns from Michigan
indicate a slightly increased acreage, and
in Kansas a decreased acreage. In answer
to the query as to the quantity of winter
feed for stock. ten counties of Illinois re-
port plenty of feed and four counties report
that the feed willrunshort; in Iowa eleven
counties report plenty and four eounties
short; in Indiana all the counties reporting
state that the food supply is ample; in
Kansas one-half the counties report a short
food supply; mn Michigan one county in siy
reports a short supply; in Nebraska an
ample supply is indicated; in Ohio eleven
counties report an ample food supply; it
Wisconsin three counties report a supply
and five counties are short; in Kansas the
land is too dry in many sections for fall
plowing.
