Dozens of per-
sons wtre rushing around electioneer-
ing for different candidates for the prizes,

and every few minutes J- G. Donnelly

mounted a barrel, ran? his bell and in clarion
tones announced how the vote stood, or that
the polls would close in fifteen minutes,
which, as was intended, only spurred the

anxious ones on to spend more money. All

this time a lively scene was enacted at

the different booths, where Fathers Shanley,

Gibbons. O'Brien. Fitzpairlck and BitfOt and

other members of the board ofdirectors were
acting as committues in raffling off the prizes

on which chances had been sold all the week.
At each booth they were surrounded by a
crowd of eager ticket-holders, all but one
destined for disappointment. This was the
condition of things as 10 o'clock approached,
the hour for closing the polls for the first of

the voting contests, the poll*for one contest
closing each fifteen minutes from that- lime.

AH OLD SOLDIER DEAD.

Capt. %V. W, Braedon Dies From In-
juries Caused by the Fall of a Scaf-
fold—An Honored Veteran. .
Capt. W. W. Bragdon, who was injuredby

the fallof a scaffold at Bohn's lumber yard
about flve weeks ago, died at his residence,
814 Laurel avenue, yesterday from the effects
of the injuries. He willbe buried from his
late residence to-day at 3o'clock, under the
auspices of Summit Lodge, A. F. and A.M.,
the interment being at Oakland cemetery.
Capt. Bragdon was born in Durham, Me., and
was 59 years of a^e. He was a veteran of
the late war and a comrade in good standing
of Acker post No. 21, G. A. X.,of this city.
He enlisted in Ellsworth's Fire Zouaves.after-
wards the Eleventh New York infantry, and

\u25a0was with that commander when Ellsworth was
killed at Alexandria, Va., and was one of the
guard of honor who accompanied his remains
North. He was wounded in the breast in the
first battle of BuliHun and taken prisoner
and sent, 10 Liboy,Castle Pinckney and An-
dersonville prisons. After he was exchanged
he served with his regiment untilthe close of
the war. At the close of the war he came to
Minnesota and settled in Shakopee, and
moved from there to Mankato. For a long
time he was master workman of the St. Paul
&Sioux City railroad. He was a member of
Mankato Lodge No. 12, A. F. ana A.M.. the"
Royal Arch Chapter and Comraandcry Knights
Templar at Mankato. He leaves a widow and
two sons, with hosts of friends in St. Paul,
Mankato and Minneapolis to mourn his loss.

The Money-Order System.

Washington-, Oct. 27.—C. F. McDon-
ald, superintendent of the money-order
system, has made his annual report, show-
ins the operations of that service during the
last fiscal year. From the report it appears
that the total number of money orders and
postal notes issued was 14.443,153, repre-
senting $132,716,317, for which fees aggre-
gating 51,214, were received. The in-
creased patronage of the system amounted
to1,200,052 remittances 9per cent.
The gross revenue was $350,651, and the
expenses paid from appropriations was
•841,887, leaving a net profit of $9,184.

The superintendent expresses a hope that
the billwhich passed the bouse at the last
session authorizing the issue of postal notes
by small offices where the money-order
system 13 not in force willspeedily become
a law.

Railway Mail \u25a0 ervice.
Washington; Oct. 27.—General Super-

intendent Jamieson. of tho railway mail
service, has completed his annual report
for the fiscal year ended June 30 last. From
the report itappears that at the close of the
year the railwaypostoflice lines inoperation
numbered 871, occupying 435 whole cars
and 1,769 apartments in cars. The aggre-
gate length of the . railroad routes over
which these cars run is 110,672, and the
annual miles ofrailroad service performed
by clerks was 100,923.910.
