An audience that comfortably filled capa-

cious Turner hall last night listened to ad-
dresses upon the issues of the campaign,

which were received with great enthusiasm.
The meeting was called to order by President
Herman Hem. of the Third Ward Democratic
club, who introduced R. B. Forrest as
the first speaker, who commented
briefly upon the growth of the Democratic
party in the city and county during the past

two years. Upon the honesty and intelli-
gence of the voter, he said, depends the
safety of the nation. A general dissatisfac-
tion exists in this state, both as to certain
laws and the enforcement of others, and the
Republicans are to be held responsible.

The Staple Itself is More Quiet But
Firmer.

Reviewing the flour market, the Northwest-
ern Miller willsay to-morrow:

'
Toward the

close of last week most of the mills idle on
account of the switchmen's strike were en-
abled to start up, and the flour production
was pushed well

' toward the hundred thou-
sand barrel mark. There were eighteen which
recorded outputs, but some of them were
pretty light,the mills in such cases not get-
tingat work bet ore Friday or Saturday. The
total product was 90,500 barrels

—
averaging

15.080 barrels daily—against 125,265 barrels
the preceding week, and 162.650 barrels for
the corresponding time in 1885. The bad ef-
fects of the railroad blockade have almost
disappeared, and nineteen mills, the
usual number for some time, are run-
ning as strong as they can. The water power
averages good, though losing somewhat in
volume and not meeting the fullest needs of a
few of the mills. The output of the mills to-
day was at the rate of about twenty-thousand
barrels daily, and it is not unlikelythat this
will be maintained throughout the six days.

Some time next week another mill, whichhas
been undergoing remodeling the past two
months, willbe started \u25a0>• with a. »»i»ani*«- •*

about fifteen hundred barrels. The mills
having steam Hunts arc getting1 them in
readiness to use in oase of low water, but it
ishardly expected that the power willbe seri-
ously affected under a month yet. . Anchor
ice liliable to make its appearance first, and
that usually comes between the Istand 10th
of November. The closing half of last week
witnessed quite an active demand for flour,
at slightly higher prices, nnd local millers
sold well ahead, there being a strong feeling
that wheat was too high to stay. Wheat has
since declined; aud flourIs more quiet, but is
held firm.
