The Council Passes Am Ordinance Grant-

ing the Use of Steam on the
Avenues,

And Positively Prohibits the String

of Hones, Muclito tUe Ueneral

One Y«r Allowed for a Steam Snb-
stitute and Two More for a

Cable Line.

The Limit Extended.

The Minneapolis city council passed an
ordinance at yesterday morning's spucia^
session that willundoubtedly meet the pub-
lic view of the motor case In substance,

the ordinance extends the steam limit three
years, giving one year in which to find a
substitute for steam, and. failing inthat,

two years more in which to get a cable line

in operation. The ordinance first extends
the time to Nov. 1. ISS9,1and the condi- .
tions in fullare as follows:

Prorided. that the extension in this ordi-

nance given of the rightto use steam as a mo- ;
tive power by any company now or hereafter |
operating a street railwayon Nicollet avenue. ;
Thirteeuth street aud First avenue south, in ;
the city ofMinneapolis, is upon the following \u25a0\u25a0

conditions: That such company shall use no |

more passenger cars than they have now- in j
their possession and use, which shall be

longer than thirty-five feet; that itshall run
trains between Washington avenue in said
city and the so-called Lake Calhouu sta-

tion in said city each way once in

every twenty minutes between the hours of 6

o'clock in the morning and '•> o'clock at night,

an at least every half hour between the hours
of9 and 11 o'clock at ni^ht, except that no ,
train need leave said Calhoun station, coming .
tosaid Washington avenue, after 10:30 at

night. And provided, further, that any com-
pany running and operating- a street railway |
lineupon said streets and avenues above |
named is required to use as a motive power
between Twentieth street and Washinffton
avenue some motive power

OTHER THANANIMALPOWER j
inorder that any such company may afford
the best practicable and safe means for rapid

transit to the people residing in tne region of
country accommodated by said railway com-
pany, which motive power so used shall not

be changed between Twentieth street and
Washington avenue, and provided further
that all switching at the northerly terminus
Of the operation of said road as herein per-
mitted ihall be done between Washington
avenue and Third street. If the com-
pany operating the line shall not have found
gome motive power other than Bteam
by Nov. 1. ISS", which shall be satisfactory to

the city council, then the company shall take
Btepa to put inva its line from Washington

avenue toThirty-first street a cable line and .
cable line plant, and ifthe company shall not
have expended at least one-half of the
amount necessary to put such cable line in :

complete operation by Nov. 1,1868, then the
right here given to use steam shall cease
after such date,, but if they have expended

one-half of such amount they may continue
to use steam till Nov. 1,1889, at which date
said cable line shall be completed and inope-

ration toThirty-first street.

When the ordinance was put upon its
passage quite an acrimonious debate ensued.
Aid. Lawrence wanted a provision com-
pelling: the trains to stop at every street
when directed by passengers. Aid. Cooley
opposed it on the ground of interfering
with rapid transit. Lawrence then charged
Cooley with representing the motor com-
pany more than he represented his con-
stituents, which Cooley promptly branded
as "a contemptible lie." After several
amendments were voted down, the ordi-
nance, as given, was unanimously adopted.

WASHBOKN IS WILLING.

i Gen.. Washbum. who holds the bond of
the motor company to take off steam below
Nineteenth street after Nov. 1, was asked
what he thought of the situation and said:

•This ordinance as it stands contravenes
the letter of the agreement between the
present operators of the motor ana myself
about the use cf steam after Nov. 1. But
as Isaid in my letter, ifthey show any good
intention of doinir what is right, what they
have promised to do, why,Ishall not stand
in their way on any technicality. They have
not tried to do right yet, but have set up
shallow pretexts instead. A cable line is
what is needed here, and whatIam in favor
of.and Ishall not be harsh in enforcing my
bond, if1see any endeavor toget one in.

EVERYBODY PLEASED.

The thousands of people who make daily
trips on the line were quite well pleased
when they learned of the ordinance. The
horses and the .switching at Sixth street are
unmitigated nuisances, and the sooner they
are abated the better. The company is un-
derstood to be entirely satisfied, and confi-
dent that before the expiration of the first
year they willhave a satisfactory substitute
for steam.
