DAY'S SPLENDID FIGHT

FArGo, Nov. 5.—It will be some days
before even a reliable statement can be
made of the relative vote of Day and Gif-
ford for delegate to congress, but that Mr.
Day has pulled the bottom out of the 55.-
000 majority of two years ago is evident.
He may lack 15,000 or 20,000 of wiping it
out. but there will be found in the land no
instance where Democrats have made equal
gains. IHad the campaign been two months
longer. the magnificent work done by Mr.
Day and the central committee, with their
co-workers, would have peen rewarded by
complete success. At least this is the
judginent of those most capable of reach-
ing correct conelusions. Credit is due for
the almost phenomenal resuit attained. to a
great number of energetc and faithful
workers, but it is only just to specify par- |
ticularly Mr. Day and L. G. Johnson. the
latter at the head of the committee. They
did not have time to cover the territory, but
the score or more of counties redeemed and
the diminished Republican majority in
pearly all the others, reveal their handi-
work. Untiring. shrewd and familiar with
local sentiment and political methods. there
was very little lost effort. The election re-
turns are the evidence of their efficiency.

VOMEN DONT OWN BARBIES.

A Siartling Bit of information for
ithe Mothers of the Land.
Lucy Stone in Boston Globe.

Miilions of mothers all over the United
States gather their little ones around them,
never dreaming that by the law they have
no right to these children. They do not
| know that the sole legal right to the chil-
' dren rests with the father in all except

three of the states. MNost men do not know

it. A majority of fathers, if they did know
| it, would never assert their right as against
| the mother. But now and then a father
who is as bad as the law, knows his legal
rights and assumes them.

Not long ago, within a short ride of
Boston by rail, lived a young man and his
wife and their seven-months-old baby. Ap-
parently they were at peace and prosglerous.
One day the husband told his wife at noon
that a certain family had sent her an earn-
est invitation to spend the afternoon. The
wife said she *‘*had too many things to do
that day to go to visit.” But the husband
said: **You ought to go when they send tor
you. I will take care of the baby.” Thus
urged the wife made ready and went. At
6 o'clock she came home. The house was
locked, husband and baby gone. There
was no letter to explain this sudden and
unexpected absence. The neighbors knew
nothing.  Overwhelmed with grief and
heartache for her nursing baby, the poor
mother consulted a lawyer. By Dhis
advice she forced an eutrance to
the house. How empty and desolate it
seemed! It was evident that the husband
had exercised h's legal right and taken the
child where he pleased. All the neighbors
sympathized with the wife. Men said that
*4f the wreteh ever returned he would de-
serve to be tarred and feathered.” Execra-
tion was loud, deep and abundant, but one
quiet woman who knew the law said: “He
is only as bad as the law which allows himn
the sole right to the child.” Butevery man
said there was ne such law. It was only
atter reference to the statutes they could
admit that here in Massachusetts a married
father has the legal right to rob his wife of
her children. and that men who were so
cruel, mean and dastardly were only as bad
as the law. There was but one opinion of
the law and of the maun. But that ecould
not restore the tender. helpless babe to its
mother. If others couid sleep or rest.
there was neither sleep nor rest
tor her. The parents of this hus-
band live in Canada. It  was
most likely he had taken the child to
them. She had been to their homeand knew
how to find 1it. Making such arrangements
as were possible she started for Canada.
The same night the husband returned.
Not finding his wife. he surinised that she
had goune for the child. He bad carried it
1o his parents. He telegraphed them to
take the child away and hide it. This they
did. When the young mother appeared at
the door of the parents of her husband,
with this measureless grief in her heart, his
mother met Rer at the door. One woula
suppose that the heart of the old mother
would have melted in sympathy for this
grief-stricken young one. But not so. She
sympathized with her son. It eannot now
be told how it was managed, but she found
the little one in a hot attic. evidently not
having been even washed since it left home,
and she took it to her own father’s house,
where she is to-day in dread of what may
happen to herand to it.

The brother of this cruel father took his
child a few vears ago away from its mother.
Her relatives paid him $700 to bring it back.
It is supposed that this man hoped to make
money by a sim:lar torture of his wife.

There was a great deal of indignation,
both among men and women, in the case
quoted above. But whatdoes it avail ? It
is evident there is need of women to help
men make laws that will protect women
and children. Buot the representative frym
the town where all this happened voted
against women suifrage in the Massachu-
setts legislature last winter. It is to be
hoped that the voters there will see to it that
he does not have the opportunity to do so
azain. Meantime the reproach of all good
citizens, men and women, should be so
poured out upon men who wrong mothers
and little children that they will flee as
other thieves and robbers flee before honest
people.

Blendes and Brunettes.
London Standard.

T'he business of examining the hair, eyes,
and skin of 6,868.827 pupils is not a holi-
day task to be lightly undertaken on a spare
afternoon. How long it occupied is not
stated, but examination of this. number of
little boys and girls has been made in Ger-
many by Prof Virchow; but it is not very
evident that his industrious anthropologistic
labors are rewarded by results. He has
only found out what a tolerably observant
traveler might have discovered for himself:
and the precise figures he gives are of little
or no practical value. It appears that 43
3-36 per cent.of children in North Germany
are blondes, 32 5-28 per cent.are blondes in
Middle Germany, and 24 5-28 per cent.in the
south. The River Main, it is pointed out,
thus becomes aun anthropological line of
significance. In general, the further south
one goes the more brunettes one meets—
South Bavaria mustering but 14 per cent. of
biondes. Among 74,366 Hebrew children
another table of figures shows the pure bru-
nets ouinumbered the pure biondes three-
fold. Whereas the relation of the blondes
to the brunets among the Christians is 31.8
to 14; that among the Jewish children is as
11.29 to 42. The tolerably observant
traveler aforesaid would have—indeed, he
often has —noted the blondes predominate
to the north and brunettes to the south; also
that Jews are generally dark haired-—-as a
rule Orientals and peoples of Oriental de-
scent are so. The professor's discoveries
lack noveity.
