THE EX B S BBERY.

An Alleged Stuiciai i From One of

the Thieves-=loibheringnam In-
dicted.

St. Louts, Nov. 9.—The Globe-Demo-
crat this morning prints a letter dated St.
Joe, Mo., Oct. 31. and signed **Jim Cum-
mings,” which purports to give a full history
of the robbery of the Adaius express car on
the San Francirco railroad on the night of
Qct. 15, when between $30,000 and $100,-
000 in currency was taken. The letter was
received by the editor of the Globe-Demo-
crat last Tuesday. lvinclosed two express
woney envelopes, from one of which $30,-
000 had been abstracted aud from the other
$12,000; also the memorandum of the
cashier of the Continental bank, no-
tifying tne American National bank
of Kansas City that $30.000
was  enc.osed. The envelopa anl
memorandum have been fully identified as
those taken in the roobery. The writer of
the letter gives as lis reason for writing a
desire to clear Foiherinzham. the express
messenger, from suspicion, whici atiaches
to him. The letter gives full details ot the
robbery and asserts that Fotheringhamn was
taken cowmpletely by surprise. and had no
anticipation of it except as the unwilling
vietim. The writer tel's of a previous at-
tempt to rob the cars at Cuba Juaetion, and
details the manuer in which he aad an ac-
complice secured letter heads, cards, ete.,
and secared signatures of the express offi-
cials to enable them to

permitting the robber to ride in the car
with the messenger. The letter stated that
the robbers had a boat which, together with
a caiuping outiit, two guns and a box of
prov.sions, they had seereted near a bridge
at St. Charles, Mo., and also a package con-
taining a revolver which had been leit at
the check stand at the union depot in this
city on the day of the robbery. The letter

The Chicago Aunurchists.

NEw Yorgk. Nov. 9.—Charles F. Burg-
man, secretary of the California Defense
Fund association,  on Oct. 29 addressed a
letter on behalf of that association to Hon.
James A. Whitney, of this city, asking
him to use his best endeavors to bring the
case of the condemned Chicago anarchists
‘before the Un ted States supreme ecourt
and to assist in their defense in whatever
manner possible. Mr. Whitney has agreed
to act as counsel. In an interview Mr.

Said Curtis was born in Canada, is 37 years
of age, 5 feet 10 inches in height, light
complexion, blue eyes, dark-brown hair, and
by oceupation a clerk when enlisted. The
identidcat.on paper shows that it was made
betore Justice of the Peace Charles F. Mon-
roe, on March 12, 1885, at San Diezo, Cal.
The papers further show that Curtis was
wounded in battle. Thomas Ormsby, who
knew the heir of the Tichborne estate, vis-
ited the United States court and saw Cur-
tis and Charles Orton, who happened also
to be in the building. Mr. Ormsby said
subsequently that he failed to recognize
either of the two men as the missing heir.
The lawyer for the accused is confident of
proving that his clieut is Charles Curtis.

has requested that the military authorities

vide for themselves; that the interior de-
partment be advised of the fact before the

The Republicans Rave a Majority of
38 on Joint Ballot, as Against
78 in 18835.

Some Curious Features of the Recent
Election, by Which Changes
Were Made.

The Next Legislature.

The gains made by the Democrats in the
next legislature are especially gratifying, as
demonstrating that the people of Minnesota
are becoming tired of the misrule of the
Republican party and are rvipe for a change
to Democratic methods of honesty and re-
form. Of the total membership of 150 in
the legislature of 1885, the Republicans had
34 senators and 80 representatives, or a
total of 114. The Democrats had 13 sena-
tors and 23 representatives, or a total of 36.
The Republicans, therefore, had a clear
majority of 78 on joint ballot. The returns
are now full enough to make up a list that
is pretty nearly, if not absoluteiy, accurate
for 1886. According to these returns the
Republicans have 29 in the senate aud 65
in the house, or 94 on joint ballot,
and the Democrats 15 in the senate and 34

in the house, or 49 on joint ballot. The In-
depennents and Farmers’ alliance
strength is 3 in the  senate
and 4 in the house. The Republican

majority over the opposition on jomt bal-
lot the coming session, therefore, will be
38 instead of 78, as in 1885, It will be in-
teresting to note just where these changes
occurred and the Democratic gains were
made. The following table will enable the
reader to clearly understand where the cut-
ting of the Republican local tickets was
mostly indulged in:

THE CHICAGOSTRIKE.

Unhappy Militiamen Standing
Guard in the Rain and fiude-A
Quirt Day.

CHICAGO, Nov. 9.—With the exception
of the mysterious shooting of one of the
deputy sheriffs this afternoon the day at
the stoek yards has been uneventful. There
are between three and four thousand men
at work. The militia mounted guard
within, and the sheriff's force with the
town of Lake police preserved peace
outside the yards. Several isolated cases
of assault on non-union men took place, but
there was no organized mob violence. The
soldiers do not relish  their stay so well as
they thought at first. The day has becn
nuserable, a cold drizzling rain taling con-
tinuously and a raw, cold wind blowing.
Pickets in heavy overcoats, wearing fatigue
caps, tramped back aund forth in the mud
and slime, wet through, and looking as if
they did not regard  soldiering
under such conditions a happy lot.
Mr. Barry to-day called on Mr. Botsford,
of the packers’ comuwittee. He asked if it
was true that the resolution had been
passed iusisting on the striking knights re-
nouncing their allegiance to the order be-
fore being re-empioyed. Mr. Botsford
replied in the affirmative, and Mr. Barry
soon left. The strikers in the vicinity of
the yards eagerly discussed the resolutions
and seewed to be pleased at them. One
of the leaders said the general assembly
to knights must now take up the ight, as
the order has been attacked. ‘The railroads
here are helping the packers as much as
possible, and, it issaid, offer to bring work-
men here and return thewn free of charge it
dissatisiied.  About 100 carpenters quit
work at Swift's to-day. A short time age
the firm gave them an advance of
25 cents a day and nine hours’
work. Despite this they joined the
strikers to-day. The Kknights issued as
order to-day warning all butehers, mechans
ics and laborers to keep away from the
yards during the continuance of the strike.
Master Workman Gaunt, of the Butchers
assembly, has resigned because of his in-
ability to satisfy the men, and because he
is thoroughiy dissatistied with the actions
of Barry, Butler and Marshall. Several
mewoers of the assembly agree with him,
and the body seewms in a fair way to be
dissolved.

PaiLaperpuis, Nov. 9.—Mr, Pow-
derly, when questioned to-night by an
Associated Press reporter relative to the
beef and pork butchers’ strike in - Chicago,
simply said that A. A. Carleton, a member
of the execulive board, had been sent to
that city to join Mr. Barry. Mr. Powderly
said he had no further information to im-
part regarding the Chicago troubles. The
Associated Press dispatches received from
Chicago to-nmight were shown to the general
master workman, but altbough he closely
read their econtents, he made no comment
thereon whatever.

It was
the desire of President Bogan to spare Gen.
ielgado's life if possible, and every pretex.
would have been readily seized npon to give
bim an opportunity to save himsclf and au
the same time to vindicate the tribunal
which bad condemned him. The president
sent 4 messenger to him to say that if he
would promise never again to take up arms
against Honduras he should receive a pardon.
The soldier was too brave to accept even his
life upon these terms, and he sent back word
that be would see Honduras in an even more
tropical climate than she now enjoys before
he would receive his pardon on such a pledge.
When his answer was received there was
nothing left but to prepare for the execution.
In the countries south of this there are few
preliminaries to such not uncommon events.
A priest, a firing squad and a coffin was soon
obtained. On the morning of their execution
the men were taken Lo a point near the church
of Comayagua, four coffins were placed neayx
the wall, and the four condemned men wer%
led to them. They accepted their positions as
easily and gracefully asif it were in the boxes
at the opera, and not a face was blanched,
not a nerve quivered. Gen. Delgado asked
and received permission to order the guard to
fire, which he did. first requesting them not
to shoot him in the face, but in the breast.
There was no rattling, no scattering reports,
bat one sharp stunning report. The four
men for & half second remained in an upright
position, as if still unburt, and then rolled
over limp and bloody, dead. The soldiers had
complied with Gen. Delgado’s request for
three balls had penetrated his breast.

The Statue of Liberty.

NEw YORK, Nov. 9.—The Goddess of Libe
erty’s torch has not been lighted since Satur-
day night. Whether it will be lighted at all
again is nn unsolved problem. The American
committee has no funds for that purpose.
The plans of lighting the statue by subscrip-
tion or through a personal contract with the
engineers have come to little or nothing.
Gen. Schofield has called the attention of the
war department to the lack of funds for
maintaining a beacon on Bedloe's island and
of any provision whatever for the statue.
If any money can be diverted temporarily for
that purpose by the war department, tue
lightiug will probably be resumed before long.
