BoneclllI
very dull. Ginseng inactive. Vanilla beans
are very much bigher. Wood alcohol is not
only higher, but very scarce. Gum arabic
is irm and higher. Quinine is firmer. Some
leading essential oils are a little less firm, but !
oil cloves has advanced. The number of new |
drug houses starting in the Northwest has
been decidedly less than usual this fall, so
that the business of those already established
where crops have been good seem likely to be
well sustained. The cold weather of the past
week or two has affected the dry goods busi-
ness in a very marked degree. The weather
has not been very sharp but sufficiently so to
cause every one to be active in preparing for
the coming season. This feeling is wide-
spread and has therefore caused a general
activity everywhere throughout the North-
west. The orders from salesmen on the road
have considerably increased, while buyers in
person have been more numerous and have
bought heavily of all kinds of goods suitable
for winter wear. The same cause has
largely increased the business from the
lumber district and the active demand for
Muackinaw goods, duck clothing, hosiery,
blankets and such other items as are suitable
for the lumoer camps has very materially
increased. It is very well known that the
stocks of the merchants in the interior are
not very large and consequently cannot
stand much of a strain. The result is that
they are all bhastening to replenish them. ;
Cotton and woolen goods have a decidedly
upwird tendency and the advance we noticed
on lurge LL sheetings has been fully main-
tained, and the indications abundantly sus-
tain the prophecy made in these columas last
week that there would be an advance of fully
10 per cent. in values for the coming season
on all cotton goods. Groceeries are very ac-
tive and collections good. Changes in quota-
tions are few and will be found below. Hard-
ware is active and firm and collections first-
class.
