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TALES OF THE STORM
Told by the Captain of the Steam Barge

Matistiqua, Which Weathered
the Gale.

Bow the El-Fated Consorts, Marinette
and Menekaunee, Broke Loose and

Were Wrecked.

Thlrty-Xlne Lives and 5639,000
Worth of Property Lost On

the Lakes.

A .Fire of Serious Proportions at j
Cincinur.ti-- ,ieveral Per-

sons Hurt.

Frankfort, Mich., Nov. 20.—
missing steam barge Manistique, of the ill-
fated Oscoda barge line, arrived here at 10 j
o'clock this morning. Hundreds of citi- j
tens crowded the iiarbor to see her, an d
great excitement prevailed. She reports
the following crafts safe at South Manitou
island this morning: Baldwin and tow, j
Col well and barges, schooners Alice 13. I
Morris, K. B. Hayes, Melviua Bacon and j
the Myosotis. The schooner Libbie «Nau
is ashore near the lighthouse. She is scut- :

tled and lies easy. The British schooner
R. Norwood, of St Catherines, blew away
her head stay and jibs.

CAPT. WALKER ASHLEY,
of the steamer Manistique, said:

Wednesday morning at 7 we had the Mani-
tou abreast, wind east northeast; passed
Point lletsy at 11. The wind shifted to east,
and it was raining, blowing and suowing.
We bugged the snore and had the Point An ]
Sable lightabreast at 1 p. m. An hour later .
the wind shifted to the southwest, blowing a
livelygale. We made for the shelter of Two j
Rivers point. We ran until 2a. m., pitching ,
and rollingat an awful ra c. About fifteen •
miles from the Wisconsin shore huge waves j
swept over the steamer, taking with them a J
part of our deck load. We then squared away
for the Manitou. Ihave sailed tbe lakes for
years, but that was the worst storm I have
experienced. Tbe waves ran so high that at
times we could not see the masts of our con-
sorts. The barge Marinette, Capt. William
Mitchell, of Chicago, was the last barge and

SHE BROKE LOOSE
at about 4 in the morninsr, when we were
about in mid lake. 1 hoped sue would be able
to sail and make the harbor, but it was im-
possible lor us to aid her during the hurri-
cane that prevailed. The Menekaunee broke
away at 7 o'clock Thursday morning. Her
steering appaiatus was evidently out of
order. They were taking in sail when we lost
Bight of her. We steamed before the gale and
reached shelter at the Manitous. The crew
of the Marinette was eight all told.

James Scheffer, first mate of the Mauis-
tique, corroborates the captains story. He
says:

Iwas in charge of the steamer when she
rolled the deck-load off. At i o'clock the
Marinette broke her eight-inch Lawser and
was lost to sight in a few minutes. The Mene-
kaunee parted a new nine-inch cable at 7 a.
m. We could not help them. We thought
the Menekaunee would go ashore, but not
with such a terrible loss of life.

Capt. Mathews, of the Point Betsy
Life station, reports the coast clear up that
way. The schooner .Sophia Luff arrived
last night. She was out four days in the
gale and

WEATHERED ITOUT
in mid lake. The wind shifted around so
that she could not make any port for shel-
ter. She reports passiug through acres of
floating lumber and wreckage abreast of
Point au Sable. As far as can be learned
the crew of the Menekaunee were: Captain,
James Cox, married, of Port Huron; mate.
John Hunting; Michael Johnson, John
Davidson, cook, of Port Huron. John
Colton. Dan Wheeler and an unknown sup-
posed to be William Lowry, of Chicago.-
Noting has been heard from the steam
barge said to have foundered near the
wreck of the Marinette. Allkinds of ru-
mors are afloat, but are nnreliaple. It is
still too rough for a boat to visit the scene.
One rumor says it is tne Maud Preston, of
St. Joseph, but this is doubted. No
wreckage has washed ashore from her.
Active search is being made on tne beach
for miles after the bodies of the victims of
the storm.

A CINCINNATIBLAZE.

It Troves Very Destructive—Several
firemen Itadly Injured.

Cincinnati, Nov. 20.—One of the most
destructive tires that has occurred in a long
time in Cincinnati started shortly before 3
o'clock this morning in the fourth story of
the wholesale clothing house of Mack,
Stadler & Co., No. 109 West Third street
immediately opposite the Burnet house.
Almost immediately the flames found their
way into the establishment of Marcus
Frehheimer & Co., also wholesale cloth-
iers, and joining on the east. These are
large six-story buildings, in a closely built
section of the city, and with the high wind
prevailing threatened trom the beginning to
make a disastrous conflagration. The tire
department responded promptly and its
members performed heroic work in their
battle with the flames, attested by the list
of wounded. One, a pipeman named John
Clark, perched on a Hayes truck ladder
high up in front of the burning structure,
held his place until the falling cornice

THREATENED TO KILL HIM.
Even then he refused to come down, and

his comrades pulled the truck away to save
his life. His hands and face were blistered
by the heat. The Burnett house guests

were awakened and gathered at the win-
dows facing the fiery furnace, where they
watched its progress, not without apprehen-
sion, but without panic. The tire depart-
ment guarded as effectually as it could, and
with great success, against the spread of
the fire to adjoining buildings. About 4
o'clock, when the fire was well under con-
trol, the floors gave way with some mem-
bers of Fire Company No. 4. who werecar-
ried to the cellar. After much difficulty
they were rescued alive. They were Capt
Ed. Halsted. seriously but not fatally hurt;
Cant. M. J. Higgins. also seriously injured,
and Pipemen Ktihn and Bushamp. not dan-
gerously hurt There was some damage

done to adjoining buildings, but it was not
heavy. The loss of Mack, Stadler & Co.,
ana Marcus. Frehheimer & Co., on dry
goods, is total, and will amount to between
$250,000 and 5300. 000 each. The buildings
belonged to Henry and Herman Mack and
to Marcus. Frehheimer & Co. The loss on
these is placed at 550. 000 each. Both build- '
ings and stock are amply insured.

Cape May, N. J.. Nov. 20.—Fire was

near by. four stores and a lumber yard were
also destroyed. Of the cottages destroyed, j
about one-half were occupied; the others
were occupied only in the summer season.
The amount of the loss has not yet been ,
estimated. The tire is supposed to be the act ,
of an incendiary, as the Believue has not
been occupied for several months.

KILLED,FOUR INJURED.
Casualties at a I ire Started by a

I'ack of Careless Boys.
Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 20.—A disastrous

fire occured in Allegheny City, near Herr's
island, this afternoon, in which one fire-
man was killed, four others injured. Herr's
hoase, two stables and seven dwellings de-
stroyed, and as many families rendered
homeless. The fire broke out in one of
Omslaer's ice houses about I
o'clock, and was caused by soma
boys who started a fire in one corner of the
buildingto roast potatoes. By some means
the building caught fire. The structure
and all the surrounding buildings were
frame, and before the fire department
reached the scene, the two enjoining ice
houses were burning. The wind was high,
the water scarce, and the fire burned furi-
ously, spreading rapidly. In less than half
an hour the flames had communicated to
dwellings on each s.Je of the ice houses,
and it looked for a time as if
several blocks would have to be
sacrificed. The firemen worked heroically,
however, and finally, after four hours' hard
work, conquered the tierv element. Iv do-
ing so, however. John Coward, of the
Grant Engine company, lost his life and
John Metz, John Rahl, August Nulty and
John Fitcht were injured. Coward was
struck on the head with falling bricks from
a chimney and was instantly killed.
Metz was working by his side and was
also hit. but escaped with painful bruises.
The others were, burned by flying sparks,
but not seriously hurt. The total loss was
about $30,000. on which there was an in-
surance of about $15,000. The inmates of
the dwellings lost all their household goods,

'aud barely escaped with their lives.

A IHioe Explosion.
Pittsburg. Pa.. Nov. 20.—A terrible

explosion occurred in the burning Standard
mine this morning about 5 o'clock. The
explosion occurred in what is called the
"gas heading," which has been feared ever
since. The men working in the mine at
the time all got out without injury except
four, who were frightfully burned. The
extent of the damage done to the mine is
not known, as it is not considered sate to
enter. -

Lake Losses.
Detroit, Mich., Nov. 20. The Hia-

watha, included in the list of lost vessels
sent from Chicago this morning, has ar-
rived safe at Port Huron.

—Annie Sie-
bert, a servant girl employed by Joseph
Daupper, a South side butcher, was fatally
burned this afternoon. The clothes of the
girl caught lire from the stove while she
was at" work, and before the flames could
be extinguished she was so badly burned
that no hopes are entertained for her re-
covery.

Burned to Death.
Wellsville. 0.. Nov. 30.—Maggie, the

eleven- year-old daughter of Angus McKen-
zie, a farmer living here, was burned to
death to-day. The little one's clothing took
tire from a. grate during the temporary ab-
sence" oftiie mother, and before assistance
could arrive the child was so badly burned
that she died in an hour.

Our Public Building*.

Washington, Nov. 20.—Mr. M. E.
Belt supervising architect of the treasury,
in his annual report gives a detailed state-
ment of the work performed on all public
buildings under the treasury department
during the fiscal year ended June 30. 1886,
together with a statement of their present
condition and an estimate of expenses nec-
essary for the completion of buildings now
in course of construction. Active opera-
tions were prosecuted during the year on
eighty-one buildings in various parts of the
country, varying in cost of construction
from $50,000 to $400, 000 '0r $500,000. The
total expenditures during the year upon
new buildings aggregated $2,085,447. The
expense of repairs and preservation of pub-
lic buildings was $147,754/ The arrhitect
recommends that all the employes in his
office, except specialists, be brought under
the civil service rules.

"Iwant yon to tell the jury what ' induced
you to become states evidence." "I have
a wife and two children," replied the wit-
ness, "and Ifelt that this was a load on
my shoulders and on their heads. I never
was inany such thing before, and I was
drawn into it this time. Icame to the con-
clusion that the best thing I could do was
to tell the truth, and I'm here to-day to tell
the truth." This ended Duffy's ex-
amination and the court took a re-
cess. During the recess the cases of
Ex-Aids. Reilly, O'Neill and Cleary were
called and District Attorney Martine moved
to fix dates for their trials. He then moved
separately for their trials, fixing Reilly's
for the 29th. O'Neill's for Dec. 13 and
Cleary's for Dec. 27. Recorder Smyth
suggested that the trials be made consecu-
tively, one following the termination of the
other. This was agreed to and notice to
that effect made. Mr. Martine had intended
to move for the commitment of the three
boodlers, but finding that the recorder did
not agree, desisted from his motion. After

Fi- hting the Telephone.

Rochester. N. V., Nov. 20.—The strike
which the Rochester telephone subscribers
have inaugurated against the Bell Tele-
phone company, which controls the system
in this city, began here at noon to day,
when the steam whistles of nearly every
factory in the city were blown as a signal
to indicate that the fight against the com-
pany had begun. The opposition is to
the change in the tariff of
rentals which the telephone company
wishes to introduce in this city. The old
rate was trom $50 to $60 per year for the
use of each instrument The new tariff
charges at the rate of $50 for each 500 mes-
sages, and a proportionate rate for each ad-
ditional message. As soon as the new tariff
was made known the subscribers organized a
protective association, and. as far as can be
learned, all have pledged themselves to
stop using the instrument afternoon to-day.
The only business places using the
telephones to-night are one or two hotels,
the telegraph offices and the cab offices.
Many of the instruments are draped in
mourning or boxed up, and have on them
such inscriptions as "Gone to join the
angels," "Down with monopolies," etc.

Itis learned that one of the letters
submitted to counsel was from Jennie to
Mason, stating that she was in trouble with
a young man and asking that Mason send
her money.

An Italian Assassin.

1884, the body of Guiseppe Davina, an Ital-
ian railroad laborer, was found with the
skull crushed, on the outskirts of Chester,
Pa. A fellow laborer, who soon afterwards
returned to Italy, was suspected, and the
Italian government was notified of the
facts.

New York, Nov. 20.—Another large
crowd of people filled the general sessions
court this morning to hear the evidence on
the trial of ex-Aid. McQuade for accepting
a bribe to vote for the Broadway railroad
franchise. Ex-Aid. Duffy took the stand
after the court was opened and Lawyer
Newcomb continued his cross-examination.
The lawyer asked the witness a score or
more questions regarding bis life at home,
in business and as a public man. Mr. Duffy
had been a builder for twenty years, yet he
had been unfortunate; he guessed he
had failed about twice — was not
sure; he- thought twice. The last time he
failed was in 1879. He also failed eight
years before that. He owed some debts in
1884. but did not think that he had applied
any of the $10,000 of "boodle" money to
pay those debts; acknowledged violating
his oath of office when he took the "boo-
dle."
