The
excuse forone fitted up by the students last
spring in one of the rooms of the military
hail has necessarily been abandoned, there
being no means of heating it Now for the
next four months it willbe impossible even
for those who feel inclined to train unless
they go to some private gymnasium. In the
Eastern schools candidates for the next
spring athletic teams have been chosen
already, and are preparing by a winter's
training in general gymnastics for next
spring's campaign. Constantly students
are dropping out from their classes on
account of physical weakness, all of which
might be averted if the students possessed
a gymnasium.

Minneapolis Pawnbrokers and Esoond-

Hand Storekeepers Photo-
graphed.

Some of the Peculiar Methods of The 3 a
Bankers of the Poor

Hinted at.

Sudden Fortunes That Have Been
Made by Economy and Attention

to Business.

To most people the suggestion of second-
hand clothing is uncanny, as the Scotch
would say. Itreminds one of a grate full
of cold ashes, or dead men's bones or of a
repast consisting of soup, hash and mince
pie, or of fruit from which the juice has
once been sucked. A little Socrates phil-
osophy will, however, soon convince any
one that the prejudice is unreasonable. Cir-
cumstances govern all cases, and it is prob-

ably owing to this fact that the second-hand
store thrives when business investments
languish It can be set down, too, that the
second-hand store prospers most when
money is tight and sales are light and
very naturally. The rich and well-to-do
sell their cast-off clothing, which is a shade
out of date, throw aside their furniture, or
do away with stoves because they have in-
introduced furnaces or steam heat
into the house. About this' time
the agent for a second-hand store
happens along. Woman, beautiful and
unsophisticated woman. is a natural bar-
terer, and when the agent.offers to pay her
either cash or to exchange silver or glass-
ware the temptation Is too much for her.
As tbe result the second-hand store has a
perennia supply of goods which costs
little or nothing. Suits of clothing are
easily cleaned, the worn spots neatly
patched, newer buttons sewed on. The
chances are that the suit was well-made
and still retains a sort of an air of gentility
which readily sells it There are in Min-
neapolis twenty- five second-hand stores.
Some confine them-
selves simply to furni-
ture. They buy cheaply
trom people who de-
sire to move away or
sell because they wish
to purchase something
better. A few blows,

of the hammer makes
the rickety table firm,
and a coat of varnish
enables it to shine with

all its pristined glory. The covering of the
sofa is stripped off. given a good beating
and is presentable *>nee more. The result
is that the second-hand dealer is, with little
exertion, enabled to keep well stocked at
small cost and can afford almost to give
away goods he doesn't. Here is where
his shrewdness is well displayed. He un-
derstands the ignorance of his customers,
and the chances are that in many instances
he disposes of his wares at good round
prices for which new articles could be pur-
chased. Itis surprising how many people
willpatronize the second-hand store, taking
it for granted that they are securing bar-
gains, when in fact they pay more for half-
worn goods than the original cost Some
of the second-hand stores have an addi-
tional feature in the way of an auction sale,
which adds au additional fascination for the
unwary, and with the aid of an im-
aginary competition are enabled to unload
anything that will hold together for the
time being. Closely allied to the sec-
ond hand store, and yet as distinct, is
the pawnbroker's shop. "Visiting your
uncle"' is the pleasant way in which usually
the dernier resort is referred to. The sign of
the three balls, which decorates the fronts
of most of the places at which small loans
can be obtained upon articles of value, is
recognized the world over. Many a man
who has spent his last dollar and "puts up"
his vest for a drink, and many a woman
suffering for others, has passed under the
shadow of the three balls, there to obtain a
pitiful loan upon some treasured keepsake,
with which to sustain life. The pawn shop
keeper is the banker of the unfortunate
who, like his richer brother of the "loan
and trust" holds fast all he gets.

Minneapolis has only thirteen pawnshops

the effect that he commenced business with
a $10 note, but with persistency and strict
economy has been enabled within a fewyears
to amass a handsome comoentcy. Simon
Gittelson Is another second-hand banker
who within a few years has grown rich.
His start In life is supposed., to have origi-
nated from one chair with a perforated bot-
tom, a pair of five-pound dumb bells and a
watch which always ran whether carried by
a member of the volunteer fire department
or a policeman. Harry De Young, the
Washington avenue north pawnbroker. Is a
sample of the better class of money loaners
who have thrived upon the opportunities
presented by the emergencies •' into which
men have been forced •to raise ' ready
money. . ; Many suspect that the pawnbrok-
ers are no better than "fences," with whom
can be disposed stolen articles. ~ Here is a
mistake to which people commonly fall heir.
Each aud every pawnbroker's shop in Min-
neapolis Is required before the noon of each
day to turn into the detective department
of the police a list of articles received by
them within the previous twenty-four hours.
This list is carefully classified and ar-
ranged by a detective assigned to
the duty, and constitutes an Impor-
tent factor in the recovery of stolen
property. To do the pawnbrokers of Min-
neapolis justice they are a much abused
class ofspeculators who take great chances,
but who in the main are found to exercise
the common principles of honesty, even
though at times pressed by temptations
which would make thieves and usurers out
of their richer brethren. It is one of the
blessings of the new Northwest that its
people do not know the extreme resorts to
which many in older sections are pushed.

From Decency to Criminality.

generally tell how much it is safe to ad-
vance upon any article offered for pawn.
As far as the matter of financial acumen
goes. Itcan be seen that the pawnbroker
reckons not without his host as it were.
On the contiary. the festive pawnbroker
has much the best of the bargain. He fixes
his own rate per cent" of interest
For instance, a man applies to hun
tor a loan. He sees at once that his

customer is hard up and guages himself
accordingly. Upon a watch which origin
ally cost the owner $-20 S3 are advanced at
the rate of 10 per cent a month. It is not
generally known that all pawn shops are
required to report their receipts to police
headquarter* each day before noon, but
such is the case. Aud if they hold back or
conceal from the police officials any article
of value, woe betide the offenders. It can
be honestly said that the pawnbrokers'
shops of Minneapolis are more honest and
are conducted more upon the
scale of live and let live than any similar
establishments in the country. Each pawn-
broker has his woman, generally his wifeor
his mother, and the bargains that are
driven will eclipse the Makwa toboggan
club in the swiftness of descent 'I hat
pawnbrokerln? is profitable is shown by an
equitable scale. Be this as it may. the fact
that people continue to give raised or ficti-
tious values upon goods deposited for secur-
ity, constitutes a guaranty, the stability of
which cannot be mistaken. The rapidity
with which certain leading exponents,
or prominent pawnbrokers, have got
to the front or, in other
words, have yanked the erstwhlleness

from the edge of
success speaks for
the soundness of
the financial prin-
ciple involved.

They never
give a thought to what any prisoner's
previous record was. Come to think of it,
Idon't know but it's just as well. But let
me tell you of one or two cases that are
here now, and then tell me what you
think."

Just then a ragged, ill-looking fellow of
perhaps 35 years of age came to his cell
door and gazed out, naif sneeringly. at the
deputy sheriff and the reporter. •"There."
said the official; "there is a man who has
a history. When 1 tirst knew him he was
a clerk In one of our big ' dry
goods stores. He held a responsi-
ble position, and was drawing a
large salary. He was a regular attendant
at the church and seemed in every Way a
model young man. But in an evil hour he
fell into bad Company. One day he Was de-
tected In the act of robbing the money
drawer. This led to an investigation,
which .showed that he had already stolen
considerable money. The proprietor did
not prosecute him, but instead dismissed
him with a warning aud some good advice.
The next time I saw the young man he was
acting as porter at a semi-private boarding
house where I was staying. That was not
a great while ago, either. His position was
a pleasant one. and he made enough money
to dress nicely and save something besides.
This did not suit him. however, and he be-
gan to rob the boarder's trunks. He was
detected and is now paying the penalty."

The sound of a woman's voice, singing a
rather loud and coarse song, reached the
ears of the deputy sheriff, and as he walked
in the direction from which the
sound came: "There is a woman
who has probably served more short terms
in jail than any other woman living.

He soon was obliged to resort to ques-
tionable methods to make a living, and has
been in trouble hundreds of times. The
last escapade of his was too serious to
escape the attention ofthe authorities, and
he willbe tried at the next cri|iinal term
on a charge of highway robbery.
