RUMBLE OF THE RAILS.

Regular Labor Rates to St.

Louis.

The Trouble Reported to Grow Out of An
Employment Agency in This
COity.

| Earnings of the Northern Pacific
Road for the Third Week in
g November.

Trouble Over San Francisco Rates-=

The street men were watching each
other yesterday with an air of suspicion.
There is liable to be trouble again over
labor rates, notwithstanding the agreement
that was reached regarding the matter a
few days ago.
competing lines that the Chicago, Burling-
ton & Northern road 1s mixed up in a deal
that threatens, unless a satisfactory expla-
nation is given, to demoralize rates. he
trouble has arisen over the business trans-
acted by W. 8. Moore & Co., labor agents,
who, it is insinuated, are selling through
tickets to St. Louis for $10. This is the
regular fare fixed at the meeting last week.
and it the agents are not paid a commission
by the road they must be selling tickets
for amusement, as $10 is the net
rate. One street man said yesterday
that it was plain enough to him that some
skullduggery was being practiced some-
where. and he said he thoughu labor agents
conid be found who had purchased St.
Louis tickets for $8. If this is so, of course
they can well afford to sell tickets for $10,
and it is reasonable to presume that they
get tickets for less money than they sell
them for, as this class of men are not in
this country simply for recreation. The
Burlington emphatically denies that it
is selling labor tickets at any other
than regular rates, and if a labor agent
purchases tickets over the Burlington road
to St. Louis he pays §10 apiece for them, no
matter how many he takes. They say it is
probable Moore & Co. have some arrange-
ment with the contractors to whom they
send laborers whereby they get a commis
sion. This explanation is not given much
credence by the other lines.

The Pacific Coast Trouble.

The general passenger agents of the
various lines interested in through passen-
ger rates from San Francisco to eastern
points, held a meeting last Monday in Chi
cago and did but little work that was im-
portant. The object was to reorganize the
San Francisco Passenger association and
take some steps towards rescuing Pacific
coast rates from the demoralized condi-
tion into which they have fallen.
The representation was large. All the
transcontinental lines west of the Missouri
river, the lines between Chicago, St. Louis
and the Missouri river, and most of the lines
in the Central Traffic association were rep-
resented. The day was spent in consider-
ing the agreement adopted at the San Fran-
cisco meeting Jast month, but no definite
result was reached. The matter of commis-
sioners came up and it was concluded to
refer the matter to special committees, con-

sisting of the general passenger
agents of the several roads west
of the Missouri river, and the general

passenger agents of the roads east of Chi-
cago and St. Louis. San Francisco is at
present laboring under about the same diffi-
culty that is troubling railroad eircles in
St. Paul. Both cities are the terminal
points of more railroads than the patronage
they can offer warrants. Consequently
every road is reaching out eagerly for busi-
ness, and if it cannot be secured fairly,
little tricks are resorted to that are de-
nounced by the other roads, which are
probably guilty of a piece of scheming quite
in the same line, and the resultis a promis-
cuous cutting and slashing of rates. Prob-
ably the commissions paid the agents by
the different lines in San Faancisco are
larger than in any other city in the United
States, and every man is working to make
as much as he can. Some ot the lines seem
to be satistied with the present state of
things. and refuse to make any agreement
whatever. It looks as though the war
would go on indefinitely, The Canadian
Pacific refuses to send a representative to
any conference for the purpose of consider-
ing the matter, and the prospects for peace
aie not very flattering.

President Dinsmore, Vice President and

General Manager Hoey and Mr. Weir, su-

perintendent of the Western division of the

Adams Express, and President Piatt and

his assistant, Mr. Crosby, of the United

Express. After a long and dull discussion

of the situation, which was perfectly ami-

cable. it was resolved to restore the tariff to
the old rates made last spring, and which
were in effect before the cut; this resolu-
tion to go into operation to-day. Anagiee-
ment was made in writing covering this
resolution, which was signed by the
proper officials, after which the meeting
adjouined. Mr. Hoey said afterward
to a reporter that everything had been very
friendly and pleasant. and that he had no
doubt but that the companies would con-
tinue to work in harmony. **This,” said he,

**is the first time in the history of the ex-

press business that there has ever been a

war of rates, and I hope it will be the last.”

In accordance with the agreement signed

by the representatives of the express com-

panies yesterday the classification rates of
last spring were restored on all the lines to-
day. At the offices of the Adams’ express,

American and Baltimore & Ohio and other

large companies full rates for the West and

other points are now charged on all express
matter the same as before the cut.

Eastern Grain Rates.

CuicAco, Nov. 23.—There is a hitch in
the movement to advance grain and pro-
vision rates from Chicago to New York 5
cents a hundred on Deec. 1, and it is by no
means certain that the recommendations of
the Central Traffic association will be car-
ried out. The statement is made that no
immediate action will be taken by the
trunk lines, many of their representatives
expressing doubt of the advisability of an
advance for the present.

News Notes of Interest to the People
of Dakota.

Parties interested in the opening of steel
works at Fargo state that it is proposed to
produce not common steels of the Bessemer
class, but steels which, with few exceptions,
are imported into the country and sold at ex-
travagant prices, Ingots suited for subse-
quent manuiacture and ear wheels will be the
first product of the works. It is clanned that
the car wheels will be warranted to run 200,-
000 miles, while the chilled iron wheels in use
are guaranteed for oniy 30,000 or less. The
furnaces are to be run by gas distilled from
coal slack or the lignite found a little further
west. There seems to be still some doubt as
to the establishment of the works.

Rev. H. M. Dyckman, the Presbyterian pas-
tor at Casseitonu the pust year or two, preached
his farewell sermon last Sunday. It is said
that he resigns in order to spend a year or
two in Europe, and perhaps visit the Holy
land. Rev. Baskewille, of Tower City, itis
reported, will travel with him a part of the
time. The Dakota pulpit, especially with a
bonanza farm attachment, is evidently wmore
renumerative than in some parts of the coun-
try where the people are less eanlightened and
religious.

The northerly regions take great satisfac-
tion in reading about snow storms and block-
aded trains a few hundred miles south when
they have no snow and are enjoying brisk,
bracing autumn weather. but there are
records of deep snows north.
