Charles Scheig. ft popular and well known

German who has for a number of years been

associated in business with his uncle, Philip ,
Scheig. In the ownership ot the barber shops j
located in the West and Nicollet hotels, com- i

mitted suicide at the Nicollet yesterday after- :

noon by taKing laudanum. He appeared at |
the office of the hotel at 3:30 o'clock, and ,
asked tor a room, statin* that he wished to <
lie down for a while to rest. He was assigned ,
to room 133 by Charles Swanson, tbe |
clerk. He afterwards rang for a .
boy, and ordered a bottle of cham- |
pagne which was scut up to him. An hour
later a Mrs. Ford, who occupied an adjoining

room, heard him cry out, "Oh, wont some-
body tie.p me." She gave the alarm aud a
bell boy climbed in over transom and un-
locked the door, which baa been fastened on
the inside. Mr. Bcbeig was found lying in

the bed partially disrobed in an unconscious
condition. A tour-ounce bottle labeled
"Laudanum," found by his side, told the sad

tale only too well. Dr. Kimball was sum-
moned and a stomach pump was applied with
no effect, aud Mr. Scneig quietly slept a*ay

his life, d -ing at about 7:30 o'clock in

the evening. The news of his death fell with
terrible suddenness upon his relatives and
friends, and created a sensation on the
streets, it will be remembered that about
thgee years ago Mr. Scheig attempted to cut
his throat while suffering from despondency
occasioned by an over indulgence in liquor.

For two years after that he avoided stimu-
lants, but within the past year returned to

his old habits of drinking. While his ex-
cesses were not in the nature of debauches,

he at times suffered greatly from nervous-
ness. It may be that he had procured
the laudanum to quiet bis nerves,
and had been taking repeated dozes during

the day. He came to Minnesota about four-
teen years ago, from Germany, and has since
followed barbering, having finally become
juniormember of the firm of Scheig &Scheig.

He assumed the management of the West
hotel shop at its opening, and had conducted
itpersonally up to the day of his death. He
leaves a wifeand five children, comfortably

provided for.

A TOUGH DIVOKCE SUIT.

In the district court yesterday Edna O.
Brooks filed papears commencing divorce
proceedings against Delos E. Brooks. The
parties were married in New York in 1562,

when Mrs. Brooks left her husband. In her
complaint Mrs. Brooks charges that her hus-

band has no trade or profession, and has not

contributed toward her support like a good

husband. She also charges that Mr. Brooks
frequently committed adultery with women
named Rogers and Smith in New York, and
frequently boasted of it in the presence of

his two children. According to Mrs. Brooks'
etory. her husband would often stop her on
the street and boast to her of his conquests
of other women. She further says that since
Feb. 14. 1886, her husband has had no horn.-,
and has lived in the office of a publishing
house for which he was acting as collector.

SINGULAR SPECTACE

Presented by a salvation Army

Funeral on the streets.

At Chestnut hall on Tuesday evening. Cadet
Becker, of the Salvation army, announced
that the infant child of Mr. and Mrs. Allen
Vosburg had died that day, and the funera,

would take place from the army barracks
Market hall, Wednesday afternoon. This was
the first Salvationist funeral held in the city,

and it attracted a great deal of attention. At
the barracks the services consisted of the
peculiar songs and prayers of the sect, with
several short addresses by prominent mem-
bers. At the close of the services a proces-
sion was formed, which escorted mourners
part of the way to Layman's cemetery, where

the interment occurred. First came four
young women dressed in black, with white
sashes, bearing the casket containing the
dead child, next a man, dressed in
the peculiar mourning garb of the
order, who played continuously on a tam-

bourine. Then followed tbe army in full
regimentals, and after them the tumily and
friends in carriages. The unusual spectacle

caused much comment from the crowds who
thronged Nicollet avenue while the cortege

passed. At the grave the service consisted
of a short song and short prayer. The death
of the child was regarded rather as a cause
of joythan as a bereavement. The soul thus
gone was sure of heaven, and had been freed
from the dangers and temptations of a sinful
world. Taking this view of the case, the Sal-
vation army made of the funeral something

of a festival. While doubtless sincere in their
peculiar services, it must be said that they

shocked the sensibilities of many persons
who had hitherto regarded them kindly.

A Busy Session of the Board Supt.
Bradley's suggestion*.

There was a full attendance at the meeting

of the board of education yesterday after-

noon. Supt, Bradley submitted a lengthy

report upon the introduction of manual train-

ing into the Minneapolis high school. He al-

luded to the fact ttat .Switzerland, France j
and Germany have for some time been giving j
a great deal of attention to manual training

in educational institutions. Especially is this \
true of France, where artistic manufactur-
ing has gained such a pre-eminence. He

ouoted the opinions of certain emi-

nent scholars and statesmen appointed
as a commission by England to ex-
amine into the different systems of

manual training employed in the various Eu- j
ropean cities. In conclusion he adds t.iat i
manual training in the public schools cannot

but lead to beneficial results as it dignifies

labor and provides intelligent and educated ,
leaders for the workingmen, thus destroying i

the influence of the - demagogues. Another j
Strong point made by the superintendoat is

that many young men. who will make good

mechanics but poor lawyers and business

men will thus be enabled to discover their
mis-doo in life, and »c remove many from the

overcrowded ranks of professional and com-
mercial circles. The report was referred

back to the appropriate committee. A mo-
tion was also passed asking the superintend-

ent to outline such measures as he may con-
aider proper to be presented to the legislature.
